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Missing grain dealer said seen in
Hearsay surfaced in court last 

Thursday that Bobby Johnson was 
seen alive in Iowa Park in mid 
February -- six weeks after his 
alleged drowning and only days 
before a federal grand jury opened its 
probe into his activities.

At the same hearing Thursday in 
78th District Court, wife of the 
missing Iowa Park grain dealer, Mrs. 
Anita Johnson, was given authority 
to sell the couple’s interest in what 
has become known as the McFaddin 
ranch, 48,648 acres in Knox and King 
counties being operated by Johnson 
under a leaser purchase agreement.

Thursday also marked the first 
time Mrs. Johnson had taken the 
witness stand in open court.

REPORTED RETURN
A report that Bobby Johnson was 

seen alive in Iowa Park in February 
was disclosed during the cross 
examination of Mrs. Johnson by 
Perry W esbrooks, attorney for 
creditors who brought involuntary 
bankruptcy proceedings against the 
Johnsons and their companies.

Under cross examination by 
Wesbrooks, Mrs. Johnson was asked 
when was the last time she saw her 
husband.

"About the 28th of December," 
Mrs. Johnson replied.

She said she had talked to her 
husband in Corpus Christi a day or 
two before he reportedly fell from a 
fishing boat and drowned Jan. 3 in the 
Gulf of Mexico near Port Aransas.

Mrs. Johnson said it is her 
conviction her husband is dead, based 
on her visit to Port Aransas and talks 
she had with people there.

Wesbrooks asked Mrs. Johnson if 
she had heard from H.C. Johnson, 
Johnson’s brother, or any other 
source that Johnson is alive.

“No, sir," Mrs. Johnson continued 
under cross examination.

Wesbrooks asked Mrs. Johnson if 
she knew Tommy Johnson. She said 
Tommy Johnson is her husband's 
nephew, son of H.C. Johnson.

Had she, since Jan. 3, talked to 
Tommy Johnson in regard to B obby  

Johnson tyefng seen alive fn Iowa
in F ebruary . W esbrooks asked. 

M r s .  S obnson said she bad not. 
W esbrooks asked M rs. Johnson if 

she knew D elbert Clark.
M rs. Johnson said she did not know 

D elbert Clark. "1 don’ t even  know 
that name," she responded.

Wesbrooks’ line of questioning did 
not come as a surprise to law 
enforcement officials investigating 
the case.

There were indications the Federal 
Bureau o f Investigation, U.S. 
Attorney and other officials learned 
of the report in March.

Wesbrooks said Mr. and Mrs. 
Delbert Clark of Iowa Park gave 
sworn statements that Tommy 
Johnson told them he had seen his 
missing uncle here in February.

The Clarks, whose daughter Sylvia 
was once married to Tommy Johnson, 
said their former son in law made the 
remark at their home. Wesbrooks 
represented Sylvia Clark Johnson in 
the divorce proceedings.

The Clarks said Tommy Johnson 
told them he saw his missing uncle at 
ILC. Johnson’s home.

New policy book 
proposals slated

Other than the regular reports, 
school trustees Tuesday night will 
take up subjects on school policy and 
fuel bid openings.

Wesbrooks said the Clarks gave 
statements to U.S. Asst. Atty. Jim 
Rolfe and Dist Atty. Tim Eyssen.

“I have no comment on the Johnson 
matter right now," Eyssen replied 
when asked to confirm if he was 
building a file on the mystery.

A federal official close to the 
investigation said he had known 
about the statements for several 
months.

There were no indications that 
disclosures in court last Thursday 
would cause the FBI to investigate 
further.

“ It's all hearsay,” Wesbrooks said, 
which seemed to be the impression of 
most officials involved in the 
investigation.

$1 million municipal budget when the 
Iowa Park City Council holds a public
hearing Monday night on its 1977-78
f i n a n c i a l  m a p .

The* budgetary public hearing, part 
of the council’ s regular meeting, will 
be at 7 p.m. M onday in council 
chambers.

A copy o f the proposed budget is 
available for public scrutiny at city 
hall during regular business hours.

City Administrator Gene Britton 
has not proposed an increase in ad 
valorem taxes in his 25-page proposed 
budget.

"We expect to maintain the same 
level of services,” Britton said. 
"Financially, the city is not in a bad 
situation.”

There are no major changes in the 
proposed budget although Britton has 
proposed to add two new positions 
bringing the municipal work force to 
53.

The two new positions would be 
code enforcement officer and street 
department mechanic.

Britton also has proposed an 
average seven per cent salary 
increase for city employees. The 
exact percentage increase would vary 
from individual to individual, the city 
administrator said.

The proposed budget also includes 
refunds of water meter deposits 
totalling $6,000, Britton said.

In the past residents were not 
reimbursed their meter deposits until 
their account was cleared.

It will take about five years, 
Britton said, to put into effect his plan 
to reimburse meter deposits to good 
customers after about six months.

Longtime residents will begin 
receiving their deposits first, Britton 
said.

REVENUES
Revenues to the City of Iowa Park 

are expected to be up about 2.5 per 
cent during the coming year. Britton 
said.

Totalling $1,074,663, revenues will 
include $571,816 from the general 
fund, $404,575 from the water and 
sewer fund, $52,042 from federal 
revenue sharing and $46,200 carried 
over from the current budget.

The largest source of revenue for 
the general fund will come from ad 
valorem and personal taxes totalling 
$363,000. Combined with sales taxes 
and delinquent taxes, the city should 
realize a total of $430,000 from 
taxpayers.

Other sources of revenue for the 
general fund are from permits, 
sanitation fees, licenses, franchises 
and rentals and fines.

Water sales, expected to generate 
$281,000, will be the prime provider 
for the water and sewer fund. Water 
services and sewer charges will round

The street department will take 
away $102,529, followed by the police 
department and its budget of $98,007.

Other general fund departments 
and their budgets include sanitary 
landfill $27,015; sanitary collection 
$62,627; police and fire dispatchers 
$31,783; fire department $ 17,601; 
parks and recreation $8,729; youth 
center $2,346; and library $12,006.

In all departments salaries are the 
largest expense.

The cost of water production 
totalling $130,163 will be the largest 
single department funded through 
the water and sewer fund.

Collection and distribution will cost 
taxpayers $70,407, while administra 
tion of collection and billing will be 
earmarked for $49,070.

It will cost $43,872 to operate the 
waste treatment plant.

Salaries, again, are the major 
expense.

The federal revenue sharing 
budget shows $40,000 will go toward 
street improvements with $12,000 
aimed at water line replacement.

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GOING FISHING
A creek near our house 

was generally dry but oc­
casionally when we got good 
rains it would have enough 
water in it to resemble, to 
us anyway, a raging river. 
After a good rain it would 
run for a few days and we 
would spend lots of time fish­
ing in it.

We weren’t fussy about our 
equipment. A safety pin bent 
just right made a fine hook, 
package twine a line, a bottle 
cork was a float. We would 
stuff all that in our pocket, 
make a round by the wind­
mill tank to dig worms, then 
head for the creek.

Willow limbs were cut for 
poles when we got there. 
Each time we would start out 
with eagerness but return 
with dampened spirits 
because we never caught 
anything, other than a 
mossy-backed turtle oc­
casionally. We would start 
out saying, “ Betcha 1 ketch 
one big enough we’ ll hafta 
cut 'im in two three times 
just to get ’ im in the frying 
pan.”  The only remark 
heard on the way home was 
something like, “ They ain't 
no fish in that creek .”

Why should there be any 
fish in it? It was always dry 
except when it rained. When 
the creek dried up to just 
mud holes we would spot 
little wiggling things in the 
water. We called them

polywogs but they were 
really baby catfish. It seem­
ed like to us if there were 
baby catfish in the water, 
there must have been big 
catfish there before 

One kid’s dad told him the 
fish came out of the sky, that 
when we had a big rain it 
sometimes rained fish. I 
haven’t figured that one out 
but 1 know that fishing is a 
lot more fun if you catch fish.

Old Mr. Tigmon, who lived 
near us, had a fine pond on 
his place that folks said was 
full of big fish. We often had 
thoughts of fishing there but 
he had a reputation of being 
mean. He had NO 
TRESPASSING, POSTED, 
and NO FISHING signs all 
over his place and we figured 
he meant business. Still, the 
thought of a big catfish on 
the line was tempting 

A big rain came — maybe 
three, four inches. We head­
ed to the creek in our usual 
way except my brother 
carried Dad’s real fishing 
gear. We threw our hooks in 
and started talking about 
catching big fish (No one 
really believed we could, we 
were just talking). In no time 
at all my brother got a bite 
and his pole bent double as 
the hook was set. After a 
good fight he pulled in about 
the biggest fish 1 had ever 
laid eyes on. We couldn't 
believe it. About that time I 
got a strike and I jerked out

the line to find a straight- 
ened-out safety pin. Almost 
every time we threw in a 
hook we caught a fish.

When our worms played 
out we had a stringer full of 
beauties. I was beginning to 
believe that story about fish

falling out of the sky. We ran 
all the way home. We ran 
into the house showing off 
our catch just as Dad was 
telling he had heard in town 
that the rains had washed 
out the dam at Tigmon’s 
pond and all his fish had gone 
downstream.

SHADES OF THE CIVIL W AR!
We noticed in the papers over the 

weekend where Pemex, the oil 
company that belongs to the 
government of Mexico, is angling to 
sell gas to the United States.

Seems our brethren below the 
border are wanting something like 
$1.50 billion to build a 750 mile 
pipeline that would channel two 
billion cubic feet per day of newfound 
gas into this country.

They’re having a little trouble 
financing the pipeline because 
Mexico's foreign debt runs to nearly 
$30 billion. U.S. banks have 
something like $11 billion loaned out 
to our neighbors to the south and 
after devaluation of the peso last 
year, the loans don’t look so good.

The proposed pipeline would run 
from the oil town of Cardenas to 
M cAllen, Texas.

Pemex, with its estimated oil 
reserves of 60 billion barrels, has gas 
to spare and very little place to go 
with it. The new wells in the 
southeastern part of Mexico are 
yielding a remarkably high 7,000 
cubic feet of natural gas per barrel of 
crude oil.

In the marketplace of Texas, that 2 
billion cubic feet per day of gas would 
yield about $6 million daily or roughly 
two billion dollars a year.

Of course. Pemex, as a wholly 
owned company owned by the 
Mexican government, would not be 
forced to decide whether it is selling 
old gas or new gas or whether the gas 
moved in interstate or intrastate 
pipelines ... as our domestic 
producers are forced to do.

The M exico gas would command 
the Texas prices o f $2.00 per 1,000

Wanna make a little bet? Betcha 

good old Uncle Sam shells out the $1.5 
billion on a long term loan to the 
Mexican government at a cheaper 
rate of interest than you or I have 
witnessed in 12 years ... and they’ll 
pay above $2.00 for the gas from 
without the country.

And the little Texas producers 
down there by Alice and Laredo who 
have been forced into the interstate 
marketplace with their new found gas 
will, by decree of the same Unde 
Sam, be forced to sell their gas for 
54 c.

Policy by the folks in Washington - or 
better known as the shaft the oil and 
gas producers in Texas!

GOD SO LOVED THE WORLD 
WHAT IS WRONG WITH THE WORLD?

Something is wrong with the world we 
live in on this we must all agree. Open 
your newspaper any day, and you will be 
sure to see accounts of murders, frauds, and 
crimes; fighting and threat of war. We are 
so used to these things, that we take them 
for granted. But if we stop to think about 
them, we are bound to ask, “ Why?”

Surely when God first made the world, 
He intended something better than the 
world of trouble and uncertainty that we 
live in today.

We are reassured about this by one o f 
G od’s prophets, Isaiah, in chapter 45 v. 18: 

“ Fo r thus saith the lx>rd that created the 
heavens; God himself that formed the earth 
and made it; he hath established it, he 
created it not in vain, he formed it to be 
inhabited: I am the I,ord; and there is none 
else."

“ He created it not in vain” means that 
God did not create the world without a 
purpose. A statement of God’s purpose, 
brief, but full of meaning, is given in 
Numbers 14 v. 21:

“ Hut as truly as I live, all the earth shall 
be filled with the glory of the lx>rd.”

The evils and troubles of the world today 
are caused by the world’s disobedience to 
God. If everyone gave glory to God by 
obeying Him, the earth would be a joyous 
and completely happy place. And that is 
what it will be when God finishes working 
out His plan and purpose.

God has revealed the details of His plan 
to us in the Holy Scriptures. The most 
important person in the plan, in fact, the 
one on whom the plan depends completely 
is God’s Son, our Lord Jesus Christ. But in 
order to understand the plan and Jesus’ 
place in it, we need to start at the 
beginning.
THE BEGINNING

When God made the very first man, 
called Adam, He taught him His ways. He 
also gave Adam a simple law, and, just as a 
father expects obedience from his children, 
so God expected obedience from Adam. 

God said,
“Of every tree of the garden thou mavest 

freely eat: but of the tree of the knowledge 
of good and evil, thou shalt not eat of it: for 
in the day that thou eatest thereof, thou 
dialt surely die.” [ftenesis 2 w . 16-171.

Adam disobeyed God. His disobedience 
led eventually to death, as God had said it 
would. It also made it easier for Adam to sin 
next time, and more than that -  all his 
descendants were born with this tendency 
to sin.

In Romans 5 v. 12, we read,
“ ...as by one man sin entered into the 

world, and death by sin, and so death 
passed upon all men, for that all have 
sinned."

So we see that Adam sinned, and, 
because he was a sinner, he died. We also 
sin and die. When you read the chapter in 
Lsaiah, did you notice the worlds of v. 6 

“ All we like sheep have gone astray. We 
have turned every one to his own way."

The prophet Jeremiah tells us the same 
thing, in different words when he says, 

“The heart is deceitful above all things, 
and desperately wicked." (Jeremiah 17 v. 
9|.

“We read these things in the Bible, and 
we know from our own feelings that they 
are true, just as the apostle Paul did when 
he said,

“ For I know that in me (that ia, in my 
flesh | dwelleth nogood thing.”  IKomans 7 v.
181.

We all have to agree with Paul-somehow, 
we never manage to be as good as we want
to be.
WHAT IS THE REMEDY?

Before he sinned, Adam walked in 
friendship with God. Now that friendship 
was broken. Adam was a sinner, and could 
no longer have fellowship with his Maker.

Adam probably did not know what a lot of 
trouble he was starting. Ever since then, 
for thousands of years, every one of his 
descendants (including you and me!) has 
followed in his footsteps and sinned (every 
one except Jesus, of course). And because 
we are all sinful, we are all cut off from God. 
What a hopeless state! Men could do 
nothing to save themselves.

But God, in His love and His pity, did not 
leave men to die in their sins. He provided a 
way in which they could come to Him, and 
have life. We read in John 3 v. 16,

“ For God so loved the work), that he gave 
his only begotten son, that whosoever 
believeth in him should not perish, but have 
everlasting life.”
JESUS AND THE CROSS 

Jesus never sinned. He always did those 
things that pleased God. And yet, they 
crucified Him.

God did not save Him from this terrible 
death. The verse we have already quoted 
from Isaiah goes on to say,

“The Lord hath laid on him the iniquity of

The Bible teaches us plainly that through 
the death of Jesus on the cross, in obedience 
to His Father’s will, we may have our sins 
forgiven, and may have a hope of life.

There is something very wonderful about 
this - the love of God in giving Hisonly Son, 
and the loving obedience of that Son to His 
Father’s will. By believing Him we may 
have life. We cannot think about this too 
often. We shall come back to it again and 
again in all our searching of the Bible, 
because it is at the heart of the Christian’s 
hope.
BELIEVING IN HIM

The verse from John 3, v. 16, tells us that 
“Whosoever believeth in him (Jesus 1 should 
not perish, but have everlasting life.”

Does that mean that we have only to say, 
"I believe in Jesus," and we shall be saved 
from sin and death?

It may seem so at first, but let us stop and 
think for awhile. If we REALLY believe 
anything, we act upon it, don’ t we? If our 
child is sick, and we believe the doctor can 
save him. we don’t just say, "I believe in Dr. 
So and so," and let the child go on suffering. 
Of course not. We send for the doctor. And, 
because we believe in him, we do whatever 
he says.

Now it is just the same with believing in 
Jesus. If we really believe, we shall find out 
what He wants us to do by studying the 
Bible, and do it to the best of our powers.

Only if we do this, can we hope to be 
among those who “will not perish, but have 
everlasting life".
SUMMARY

1. From the very beginning God has had a 
plan and purpose for the earth and for men.

2. Adam, the father of the human race, 
sinned, and so God made him die.

3. We are like him; we also sin, and 
therefore we die.

4. God will forgive us our sins, and give us 
eternal life, if we believe in Jesus.

5. If we really believe in Jesus, we shall 
want to do what He tells us.

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City taxes going up
The Holliday City Council 

confronted no opposition 
Monday night and as 
expected voted to raise the 
percentage of property 
valuations to be taxed 
during the coming year.

The council also took steps 
in its war against dilapidat­
ed buildings and unmowed 
lots.

The council instituted a 
new parallel parking ordina 
nee along a portion of Main 
Street, and devoted much of 
its time to the dump ground 
situation.

TAXES RISING
With a pledge to reappa 

raise all property in the city 
by next year, the city council 
voted to hike the percentage 
of property valuations to be 
taxed during the next fiscal 
year.

The council currently 
taxes a third of the full 
market value of property 
here.

Monday night the council 
voted to begin taxing 50 per 
cent of the total worth of 
property inside the city 
limits.

The increase, Alderman 
Melvin Bills said, would 
amount to about $10 for each 
$4,000 worth of property.

If a property owner pays 
$100 in municipal taxes each 
year, he will be paying about 
$17.50 more next year, 
explained Alderman Bed 
Denney.

The council earlier had 
planned to have all the 
property in Holliday reap 
praised, however, time 
escaped the city this fiscal 
re evaluation.

“Next year, they’re going 
to be appraised one way or 
the other," Bills said.

Monday night's meeting 
had been set aside for a 
public hearing on the 
proposed tax hike, but no 
one protested the council’s

Briggs said he had tried to 
get into the dump ground 
several times, but on each 
occasion had found the gate 
locked.

“It’s a dirty shame we buy 
a permit and can’t get into 
the dump ground,” Briggs 
said.

Explaining he had prob­
lems with the city crews 
concerning residential trash 
pick up last year, Briggs 
accused the city of “ favoriti­
sm."

The issue was concluded 
when Briggs told the council 
he would clean up the mess 
he left at the landfill.

‘‘We’re going to try to 
please everybody, but it’s 
hard to do every time," Darr 
added.

The council also issued 
Tex and M aggie Pender 
grass a $48 annual permit to 
haul seven commercial loads 
of trash into the Holliday 
dump each month.

The Pendergrass couple 
operates the municipal 
dump here. It is to be open 
from 8:30 a.m. - 6 p.m. 
Monday, Tuesday, Thurs 
day, Friday and Saturday.

When Pendergrass repor 
ted persons from Wichita 
Falls, Iowa Park, Archer 
City and Graham had 
dumped at the Holliday 
facility, it was the consensus 
of the council only to allow 
Holliday residents to dump 
here in future.

Finnell blames senate 
for school bill failure

Rep. Charles Finnell of 
Holliday blamed the Senate 
members of the education 
committee for the legislatu 
re’s failure to agree on a 
school finance bill.

“The House passed the 
school finance bill early in 
the session on April 20,” 
Finnell said. "However, the 
Senate kept the House bill 
languishing in their commit­
tee a month.

"The Senate delays left 
only seven days of the 
session for a compromise to 
be reached on this most 
important issue,” Finnell 
said.

"Continuing these delay 
ing tactics Senate committee 
members refused to agree 
on the bill even after many

of their amendments had 
been adopted. When agree­
ment by the House and 
Senate conferees came, less 
than one hour remained," 
Finnell said.

Although 92 members in 
the House approved the bill, 
the necessary two-thirds 
vote was lacking.

Meanwhile, the chairman 
of the Senate education 
committee, Oscar Mauzy of 
Dallas, filibustered the bill 
to death.

"It is imperative the 
governor call a special 
session as soon as possible in 
order to give our school 
districts adequate time to 
prepare their budgets for 
the coming school years,” 
Finnell said.

"I trust that all legislators 
will now put the education of 
our children first, and I 
pledge to continue my best 
efforts to this end,”  Finnell 
said.
