Tone did anticipate income of
$20,000 for football games, which
would lower the budget expense to
$38,189. But there were no estimates
on income from the other sports.

Johnson to be subject
of more jury study

A federal grand jury is expected in
six weeks to rekindle its probe into
the dealings of missing Iowa Park
grainman Bobby Johnson.

The federal panel is scheduled to
convene Aug. 1 in Wichita Falls, said
Asst. U.S. Atty. Ron Eddins of Fort
Worth.

“We are going to be presenting
some additional material to the grand
jury that relates to Robert Johnson's
dealings,” Eddins said in a telephone
interview Wednesday morning.

The same grand jury one month
ago indicted Johnson on 13 counts of
interstate transportation of stolen
wheat.

Eddins would not comment on
whether or not Tommy Johnson, Mr.
and Mrs. Delbert Clark or H.C.
Johnson would be called to testify
before the grand jury in August.

It was disclosed two weeks agoin a
hearing in 78th District Court in
Wichita Falls that Bobby Johnson
may have been seen in lowa Park
about six weeks after he reportedly
fell from a fishing boat and drowned
Jan. 3in the Gulf of Mexico near Port

Aransas.

Perry Wesbrooks, a Wichita Falls
attorney representing creditors in an
involuntary bankruptey suit against
Johnson and his companies, said Mr.
and Mrs. Clark made statements to
officials that Tommy Johnson told
them he had seen his missing uncle in
mid February in the home of his
father, H.C. Johnson.

Wesbrooks disclosed statements by
the Clarks had been supplied the U.S.
Attorney's Office and Dist. Atty. Tim
Eyssen.

Both Eddins and Eyssen will not
deny or confirm they have statements
by the Clarks.

Guarding his statements on the
coming grand jury session, Eddins
only allowed it would be “very
interesting.”

“We hope to make some progress
with the grand jury this next
session,” Eddins said.

Eddins indicated his office would be
devoting more time on the Johnson
case between now and Aug. 1, and
that he expected his investigation to
be complete by September.

The group meets every two years,

and between 175 and 200 attended
the last gathering.

Talley added that the Trade Winds
Motel in Wichita Falls will be the
unofficial gathering site for those who
will attend the meeting from out of
the area and plan to stay overnight.

Hicks' motion to reject the proposal
died for a lack of a second, as did
Gregory Ross’ motion to accept.
Members then voted to table the
issue for further study.

After the tabling vote was counted,
Jimmy Alsup, who lives in the
neighborhood, asked the council how
much longer the decision would be
put off. “We would like to see you
vote either yes or no, so we would
know,” he said.

In response, Crawford
statement “At some point in time it'd
be refreshing for this community to
be FOR something,” referring to the
protests of re-zonings which have
faced the council in recent weeks.

Many of those at the meeting who
were objecting to the multi-family
zoning were at the council meeting a
few weeks ago, protesting a proposal
to rezone another lot in the same area
for an eating establishment.

Though Monday's meeting was
designated as the required public
hearing on the proposed new budget,
an extensive argument was held
before its reading and explanations
could be given.

As City Administrator Gene
Britton was making preliminary
comments on the $1,054,430 budget,
Alderman Hicks stood and demanded
the floor to make objections to the
budget. When it became apparent
that he insisted on speaking at that
time, rather than waiting for the
budget's reading, Mayor Crawford

allowed him to speak.
Hicks then produced a two-page,

type-written statement, with copies
for the council and press. As he read
it, the mayor had difficulty in
controlling vocal objections to Hicks’
statements from members of the
audience, but succeeded.

Alderman Joe Singer told Hicks
“We have no choice but to increase
these salaries, and be competitive
with the towns 15 miles from us, or
we lose them after trained
them. The percentage of increase
we're giving them actually does not
keep up with inflation.”

Salaries were approved and the
budget tentatively approved also,
with 3-1 votes, Hicks voting against
both.

Home canning, fruits and vegetables

By DEE JAMES
County Agent

Improved methods of
home canning make it more
enjoyable for the homemak-
er to preserve the natural
foods. Foods
spoil because of the action of
yeasts, molds, bacteria and
enzymes. In canning, the
homemaker stops this action
by processing food with heat
and protecting it with an
airtight seal. The processing
time and temperature vary
with different kinds of food.

Only two methods of home
canning are recommended.
One method is the boiling-
water bath which is
recommended for canning
fruits, fruit juices, tomatoes,
tomato juice, rhubarb and
pickled vegetables. It is not
recommended for any other
Water bath
canners may be purchased;
however, any big, clean
kettle with a rack and
tight-fitting lid will do if it is
deep enough to hold the cans
or jars upright and permit
the water to boil gently 1 or
2 inches over the top of
them.

The other method is in the
pressure canner which is
necessary for processing all
non-acid vegetables in order
to prevent possible spoilage
and/or botulism. Botulism

extreme cases, as the flavor,
texture and odor are not
necessarily affected. Before
tasting, bring home canned,
low acid vegetables to a
rolling boil; then cover and
boilat least 10 minutes. Boil
spinach and corn 20 minutes.

Do you have a surplus of
green beans or can you buy
them at a reasonably low
cost? Try canning them so
that you can have summer
goodness in the middle of
winter.

You haven't canned green
beans before? Here is how.

Prepare the beans just as
you would for cooking -- by
snapping or cutting them
into 1 or 2 inch pieces - or
you might leave them whole.
Pack them tightly into clean

jars to 'z inch of the top of
the jars while still raw.
Cover them with boiling

water leaving '2 inch space
at the top of the jar. If salt is
desired, add 'z teaspoon for
a pint and 1 teaspoon for a
quart. Wipe off the sealing
surface of the jars and close
according to the type of lid
being used, following the
manufacturer’'s directions.

Place the closed jars of hot
beans in a pressure canner,
which has 1'% to 2 inches of
boiling water and a rack to
hold the jars off the bottom
of the cooker.

Place the lid on the canner
and fasten securely. If the
lid has clamps, tighten
opposite clamps moderately
at first. Then go back over
the whole set totighten each

pair as much as possible,
with your fingers only.
Leave the petcock open
until the steam escapes
steadily for 10 minutes so
that no air is left in the
cooker then close the
petcock. If air is left in, it
causes a vacuum and draws
the liquid off the beans.
Count the processing time
as soon as the pressure
reaches 10 pounds. Keep a
uniform pressure by adjust-
ing the heat or by moving
the canner carefully.
Process the snap beans 20
minutes for pints and 25
minutes for quarts. At the
end of the processing time,
remove the canner from the

heat. Allow the canner to
cool until the gauge
registers zero. Open the

petcock gradually, and
remove the cover. Leave the
beans in the canner about 5
minutes. Take them out of
the canner and. place them
right side up on a rack far
enough apart to cool quickly.
Do not place them in a draft
or on a cold surface to
prevent them from break-
ing.

Remember no better
beans will come out of the
jars than went into them, so
be sure to use good quality
beans. If you do this and
follow the directions care-
fully, you will come out with
beans that are olive green in
color and have the flavor of
freshly cooked green beans.

Soil survey

The soil survey
books are available to the
public upon request. There
is no charge for the
publication.

The soil survey is useful in
showing the suitability and
limitations of the soils in
Wichita County. The survey
shows the limitations of a
certain soil for such things
as septic tank absorption
fields, sewage lagoons,
dwellings without base
ments and many others. Soil
surveys are useful to
engineers, developers, real
tors, land appraisers and
farmers.

CANNING TOMATOES

It is tomato season again.
Do you have a surplus or can
you buy them at a
reasonably low price? You
can have them to eat, or use
in soup or any other dish
requiring cooked tomatoes.
They are good sources of
vitamins A and C, needed
for good health of every cell
in the body.

How are they canned?
Wash and sort fresh, firm,
vine ripened tomatoes. Put
them in a wire basket or thin
cheese cloth bag and dip
them in boiling water for 1
minute or until the skins
crack. Plunge them into cold
water immediately. Remove
the core and skins. Leave
them whole or cut them into
halves or quarters. Pack
them into clean jars leaving
/2 inch at top of the jars,
pressing gently to fill
spaces. Add no water. Add
/2 teaspoon salt to each
pinto or 1 teaspoon to each
quart.

Wipe off the sealing
surface of the jars and close
according to the type of lid
being used, follow the
manufacturer’s directions.

Place the jars in a boiling
water bath canner which is a
large container with a rack
in the bottom to hold the
jars about one inch from the
bottom. It should be tall
enough to have space to
cover the jar with about one
or two inches of water and
about the same amount of
space above the water.

The water should be hot
but not boiling when you
place the filled jars in the
canner. Place lid on the
canner and bring the water
to a rolling boil, but reduce
the heat just to boiling. This
prevents the juice from
being drawn out of the jars.

Boil pint jars 35 minutes
and quart jars 45 minutes.
Remove the jars from the
water bath and let them
cool. The tomatoes can be
canned without salt for the

CANNING PEACHES

Why not can your
peaches. Do you have a
surplus or can you purchase
them at a reasonable price?
You can have them any time
of the year by canning them.

You haven't canned be-
fore? Well here is how.

Wash and peel them just
as you would prepare them
to be eaten fresh, or plunge
them in boiling water for 2
minutes or until the skins
slip. They can be halved or
sliced, but be sure to remove
the pits. Pack the peaches
into clean jars, leaving /2
inch at the top of jars. Cover
with boiling syrup made
with 2 cups sugar to 4 cups
of water. If you like a
sweeter syrup, add more
sugar. Wipe off the sealing
surface of the jar and close
according to the type of lid
being used.

Place the jars in a boiling
water bath canner. (Refer to
instructions for tomatoes.)
Boil pint jars 25 minutes and
quart jars 35 minutes.

Remove the jars from the
water bath and let them cool
away from a draft.

The peaches can be
canned without sugar if you
prefer.

Cotton demonstration is planted

County Agent

John Mann of Punkin
Center is planting the cotton
variety demonstration for us
this year. The purpose of the
demonstration is to keep
cotton growers in the area
informed on the varieties
which are adapted plus
gaining information con-
cerning their individual
characteristics,

Varieties included in the
trial include LX571, Lankart
57, Locket 4789A, and
Lankart 611. I had hoped to
include SP37 in this test,
however, seed was not
available in this area. All of
these are top varieties and
should perform very well.

This is a field size
demonstration which inclu
des three acres of each
variety per plot. Information
will be gained on yield,
grade, staple length, and
micronaire. Each variety
will be harvested with a
stripper under normal field
conditions.

The demonstration site is
located on FM 25, approxi
mately three miles north-
west of Punkin Center. The
plots will be marked so other
growers in the area can
watch these varieties as
they develop during the
year.

This field is level with
uniform soils which should
provide us with a good
variety comparison. The
fertility program includes
about 60 pounds of nitrogen
per acre. John's seeding rate
is fifteen pounds of acid
delinted cottonseed per
acre.

This test is being
sponsored by the county
crops committee headed by
Loys Barbour of lowa Park
and the Pioneer Seed
Company of Lockett who
furnished the seed.

The second and final week
of registration for the
national Beef Referendum
begins Monday, June 13, and
ends Friday, June 17.

Wichita County producers
can register at the Agricul-
tural Stabilization and Con-
servation Service (ASCS)
office in Iowa Park, then
return the first two weeks of
July to cast their votes.

This proposed beef check-
off program is designed to
allow the establishment of
advertising, promotion, re-
search, education, and pro-
ducer and consumer infor-
mation on cattle, beef, and
beef products.

The Plan would be funded
by a 30¢ per $100 deduction
on all cattle sales, but any
producer who does not want
to participate can get a
refund. It is based on an
added value system where
each owner contributes his
share.

“If a producer does not
register, June 6-17, he can't
vote in the referendum”,
according to James Foster,
county chairman of the beef
information program. “This
is a major decision for the
cattle industry, and each
producer should participa-
te.” Any producer who has
owned cattle in the past 12
months is eligible to register

and vote.

This year's cotton acreage

is being increased slightly
by Charles Washburn of
Punkin Center. He is
planting 70 acres this year
compared to a normal
planting of approximately 50
acres. He uses cotton
production in rotation with
wheat to profitable aid in the
control of wild oats in wheat.

Washburn uses a four-row
planter. His seeding rate
runs about 15 pounds of
delinted seed per acre.
Preplant treflan is used for
weed control.

An intensive cotton insect
control program is planned
by the county crops
committee. The main effort
will be directed toward the
control of the over-wintering
boll weevils and fleahoppers.
Careful monitoring of the
cotton insect situation will
be used to advise producers
on timely spray applications.

The key in boll weevil
control is to apply control
measures after the weevil
enters the field but before
egg laying can occur in the
small squares. This can be
accomplished with one or
two spray applications just
as the oldest squares in the
field reach the size of a
matchhead.

Through a producers
scouting program I will keep
you advised on the timing of
the boll weevil application.

“An ounce of prevention is
worth a pound of cure”
when it comes to dealing
with pinkeye in cattle. The
best prevention is fly control
and pasture mowing or
shredding.

Bright sunny days combi-
ned with other eye irritation
provide the ingredients for
pinkeye in cattle. Flies not
only cause eye irritation but
they also transmit the
pathogen from one animal to
another. Grazing in tall
grass and weeds causes
additional eye irritation.

My experience with pink-
eye is about the same as
with a cold - treatment is
usually erratic. The best
treatment I've seen is the
injection of antibiotics into
the eyelid then cover the eye
with a dark patch.

If you get a tough pinkeye
case, you might try this
method. 1 suggest your
picking-up a 3 cc syringe
from the local veternarian
along with asupply of Tylan,
Combotic, and Azium.

One cc of each drug is
drawn into the syringe as a
mixture. Using a pencil on
top of the eyelid, roll the top
eyelid back until the inside is
showing. The tiny needle is
injected on the underside of
the top eyelid.

As the drug mixture is
injected, the eyelid will
“balloon-up” into a small
ball. A dark patch is placed
over the eye by using back
tag glue at the corner of the
patch. This patch eliminates
the irritation from the
bright sun.

The Azium reduces the
pain caused by pinkeye
while Tylan and Combotic
provide antibiotic treat-
ment. This technique keeps
the infected eye bathing in
the drugs over an extended
period of time. When the
patch wears off, the eye is
usually well.

the Reddy Room of the
Texas Electric Service
Company.

Commercial Pesticide Ap-
plicators in North Texas will
want to get these dates on
their calendar.

I'm going to have to quit
going out to Frank Morton's
for awhile. It rains everyti-
me I go out to work with him
on our herbicide demonstra-
tion.

We completed application
of the post-emerge herbicide
trials last week. Atrazine
was applied broadcast over
the top of the sorghum at '
pound, 1 pound, and 1
pounds per acre. One pint
per acre of surfactant (Agri
King) was used with each
one of these treatments.
Heavy rains fell the night
following application.

The pre-emerge treatme-
nts are located in the same
field. These include 1'%
pounds Miloguard, 2

‘pounds of Igran, and 2

pounds of Mow Down per
acre. Our evaluation of the
pre-emerge treatment is one
pound of Miloguard per acre
would do a good job with
little to no crop damage on
sandy lawn soils.

Today, the land
has reverted to range and
farm use and occasional
concrete posts and chimneys
mark the site of the once
notorious town.

It's neighbor Thrift was
also known locally as
Newtown. The U.S. Post
Office chose the name Thrift
because it had a bank.
Mostly a tent city, Thrift
suffered many fires.

After the population
shrank to 30 in 1929, the
bank, a church, school, and
store served people living at
oil field pump stations. Like
Bridgetown, very little
remains to mark the life of
the town.
