Jimmy Howell, vocational ag­
riculture teacher of IPHS, was 
introduced by Mrs. Todd. He gave 
many good ideas on how to take 
care of yards and plants.

He said the soil in this area 
is quite acid, and suggested use 
if  iron sulphate in the soil that 
is watered with Iowa Park wa­
ter.

Mr. Howell feels that phosphor­
ous is greatly under-rated. It is 
important to use phosphorous to 
make plants bloom.

To have more tomatoes develop 
on your plants, be sure to shake 
them often. Use fertilizer just be­
fore they bloom. And never plant 
tomatoes in the same place year 
ifter year.

Plants whose older leaves are 
turning yellow between the veins 
probably are in need of nitrogen. 
For new plants, use super pnos- 
phate and peat moss. He urged 
members to use lots of peat moss; 
in fact, he said it is as important 
to use- peat moss as fertilizer.

Mr. Howell told about pecan 
trees If the leaves are turning 
yellow on the new growth, the 
trees need zinc. And for a larger 
crop of fruit, fertilize just before 
they bloom. Be sure to fertilize 
around the drip of the tree. (Or 
‘ outside edge” to us amateurs.)

Nevei fertilize any new plant 
or tree at the time you plant it. 
Wait until it takes hold, because a 
w w  plant or tree goes through a 
stc ge of shock until it starts to 
take root. ,

Since the Bermuda planting sea­
son is near, it is important that 
we know what we are doing and 
liow and w ay

PLANTING—
A firm seedbed with plenty of 

moisture will get crass off to a 
running start. If irrigation is used, 
pre-irrigate when needed. The 
new planting should get a rain or 
be irrigated soon after planting.

FERTILIZER—
First step should be soil test­

ing Follow with complete fertil­
izer when needed, working fer­
tilizer into top three inches of soil. 
Generally, nitrogen should not be 
applied until after the grass has 
started to grow and run. Soon 
after sprigs begin to grow, put out 
nitrogen and keep watering.

SPRIG CONDITION
Sprigs should be alive and 

healthy. Planting poor quality 
sprigs is the greatest sirgle cause 
of poor stands. They should be 
kept moist and covered until used. 
Usually 48 hours is long enough 
to keep them. Sprig exposure 
should be at a minimum. Even 
short periods of exposure reduce 
g> rmination.

The most critical period is be­
tween noon and 5 00 p.m. This is 
the period when reduction in ger­
mination is most likely to occur.

WEED CONTROL
In early stages of growth, weeds 

may be controlled by the common 
tillage practices. The iatest and 
most promising development for 
handling weeds in newly sprigged 
Bermuda is application of Sima- 
zine, which is a pre-emcrgence 
herbic ide. Simazine should be ap­
plied after sprigging and before 
germination of weed and grass 
seed.

1. Protect the soil.
2. Conserve water
3. Improve soil tilth and fertility.
