Lee Buys
Bogan

Soil and Water Conservationists
are fighting mad over events tak-
ing place in Washington now, ac-
cording to officials of the Wichita
Soil and Water Conservation dis-
trict. I

Critics of the popular Public
Law 566 Watershed Program are
combining emotionalism, a nar-
row focus and lack of factual 'm-!
formation with honest concern
over the environment. They are
attempting, during hearings now
being held by the House Govern-
ment Operation Subcommittee on
Conservation and Natural Re-|
sources, to withhold funds for one
year from projects that include
channel alterations.

At stake locally are several
projects: Wichita Valley - Pond
Creek in Archer and Wichita coun-
ties; China Creek in Wilbarger &
Wichita counties; Lewis and Sey-
mour creeks in Baylor county;
Upper North Wichita River in Cot-
tle, King, Dickens and Motley
counties; Lakeview in Hall and
Donley counties; Kent creek in
Hall and Briscoe counties; and
Dutchman Creek—Shinnery Draw
in Motley county.

Sponsors of these projects are,
County Commissioners Courts and
foil and Water Conservatoon Dis-
tricts.

Also at stake could be the large
fresh-water dam on the Pease riv-
er between Crowell and Quanah

The controversy arose over al-
leged damage to fish habitat in
the immediate area of channel al-
terations in a few projects, local,
District officials said.

These people are not willing to
accept the unrefutable evidence of
‘he enhancement of wildlife habi
tats and recreational benefits in
PL-366 Watershed Projects. An
example is the over 1,450 water-
shed dams built in Texas under
this law.

This effort to halt all channel
improvement affects the entire wa-
fershed program, not just channel
improvement. Where channel im-
provement is needed, this contro-
versy could cause entire projects
to be held up indefinitely and stall
all construction in those projects.
Conceivably, channel improve-
r.ent could be interpreted by some
persons to include terraces, ter-
race outlets, -irrigation channel,
d'version, etc. This could paralyze
our entire programs, not just the
watershed program.

According to SWCD directors,
“Now is the time to act.” The
House appropriations committee
will take up the 1972 fiscal year
appropriations bill on June 18, and
the House is scheduled to debate
tke bill on June 23. Rep. Reuss
has asked the committee to in-
clude a provision to withhold funds
for one vear from projects that
iclude channel alteration.

What's your view? What effect
would this have on flood preven-
tion, water supply, recreation, and
economic development in your dis-
trict? How would your community
leaders, municipal officials, busi-
nessmen, farmers, ranchers, plan-
ning agencies and townspeople re-
act?

Conservation districts are the
jrincipal sponsors of the 1000 P.L.
966 watershed programs that are
underway and the 2000 additional
2] plications that await federal ac-
tion. The time has come for dis-
trict leaders and other friends of
watershed projects to speak out
forcefully to Congress in support
of upstream water resources work.

The time is short. Telephone,
telegraph, or write your Senators
and Represcntaives now so that
when they consider the appropri-
ations bill on June 23 they will
know your views.

Be sure the letters specifically
request thcy let their views be
known as a matter of record and
be ready to oppose Congressman
Reuss’s moratorium on and be
fore June 23.

This action is unprecedented in
importance.
