Friends, Family, 55th Anniversary

When Ernest Rogers and Laura
Winter were married July 11, 1916,
he made two resolutions. First, he
would never go on anybody’s note
at the bank. Second, he would
never go in debt for anything they
could not afford.

~ Now, after 55 years of happy
living together, Ernest can say
truthfully that they have kept both
resolutions.

Mrs. Rogers quickly supple-
ments his statement with two of
her own. Ernest promised Laura
he would work and earn the mon-
ey, and she was to spend it. She
reports with a grin and a twinkle
“And T have Kkept my part of
the bargain.”

To know and appreciate this
charming couple, one needs to
learn of their individual back-
grounds and how their personali-
ties blend into a perfect union.
Let's begin with the Winter fam-
ily:

Sam Winter was raised in Hill
county, Texas. Miss Isabell Simer
was born in Illinois. While still
rather young 1hey met, fell in love
ard were merried. In 1883 they
moved with four children to near
Abilene, settling on about 640 acres
which they farmed and improved.

There were born to them 7 more
children, of wkich Laura was the
youngest.

Life in the Abilene to Anson
area was primitive and altogether
wholesome. Probably there were
seven families in the neighbor-
hood. Work was the best known
activity, and children of all ages
took part. The Winter family had
cotton and feed and horses as the
main product, besides making of
garders, raising of fruits, and pro-
ducing their own meat and eggs.
Doctors were few and far between
and the medicines included tur-
pentine, calomel, castor oil and
a few herbs.

When the family made infre-
quent trips to town they were to
buy sugar, flour, salt, baking pow-
der, lye, and materials for making
clothing and household necessities.
Mrs. Rogers remembers particu-
larly how tocthseme were the mul-
tiplying onions they raised, when
iried in large quantities!

Mrs. Winter died in 1928; Mr.
Winter died in 1930 at age 83.

Ernest is a Mississippi boy. His
grandfather Sterling Peleg Rogers
come from the East to Water Val-
ley, Miss. Thomas Jefferson Rog-
ers, father of Ernest, was born
there. Ernest lost his mother at
the time he was an infant. In 1913
ke came to Merkel, Texas, and
worked in a grocery.

Just for the history and the
novelty of it, let's review the jour-
ney of Mr. and Mrs. Thomas Rog-
ers. He was brother of Sterling.
This couple packed all their be-
longings in a barrel (maybe a
hogshead). On each end fastened
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axles, put buggy shafts on the
whole contraption — and Thomas
pulled while his wife pushed. In
this fashion they moved from South
Carolina to Georgia and then to
Water Valley, Miss.!

Ernest Rogers has the same
qualities exhibited by his fore-
bears and their close kin. His busi-
ness experience has been com-
mendable without being spectacu-
lar. He and Mrs. Rogers stayed
in Merkel until 1918, when they
moved te¢ Abilenc. There he was
with H. 0. Wooten Wholesale Gro-
cery for 42 years.
