5. Everyone, child and adult
alike, will chai.ge with understand-
ing.

Burks said their theory at Help
Center is that every mother and
father loves their child. And every
child loves his parents. This may

be a confused love and result in

the ckild’'s being abused. He said

he has scen many cases where *he ||

child had been beaten, burned or
Furt in manyv other ways. But they

do not try to place the blame on ]
any one certain person in the |

family. Blame does not count nor

does it help any of the persons!|

invoved. Their job is to HELP
find the arswer to the families’
problems and then help solve
them.

The Help Center works with
children from ages 5 through 20,
with entire families and now they
are going to arca counties and
testing persons in jail to see if
they have some type of mental
problem that may have caused
them to break the law. They also

work closely with the North Texasl

Rehabilitation Center,
