Men Have Been Secured.

STRIKERS ON PICKET DUTY

Amalgamated Men Say to Start Star
Mill Will Cripple Others---
Mills All Quiet.

Pittsburg, Pa., August 25.—Some re-
markable changes in the condition of
the strike-ridden mills of the United
States Steel corporation are promised
for the present week that will change
the aspect of affairs considerably if
carried out. It was stated or good
authority today that before the end
of the week thosge of the plants that
have been operating on single turn
would be run with full force and for
the usual three full turns each day.
Men enough have secured for
this purpose, the officials say, in spite
of the claims of the strikers that the
corporations could not get enough
men to operate thelr plants, and the
managers of the various mills say they
will be ready with all the skilled men
required to start up the machinery
and turn cut a heavy tonnage.

Tne situation in the Star mill of tho
American Tin Plate company here
promiges some developments. ‘T'he
plant was during ths summer consid-
ered as dormant. The tin plate com-
pany had, it is said, decided to aban-
don the mills and move the nachin-
ery clsewhere. Since the strike has
come they demonstrated that cpera-
tion of the mill with non-union help
was possible, and under thg protec-
tion of a well-equipped force the ofli-
cials decided to make this move. The
most significant feature of this plan
has been carried out juring the past
week. This consists of fitting the
mill in the same manaer as that cf
the Monessen, I’a., plant. Tbe for-
mer eight mills have been changed to
four double mills, where improve-
ments have been added that will give
the plants a larger capacity, increase
its force of men and make it ore of
the most modern of all the tin plants
of the company.

With the cowypletivds off these im-
provements the company will Le vre-
pared to place a sufficient number of
men in the plant to work ‘the four
double mills three full turns. This is
said to be expected to take place dur-
ing the present week, Before Satur-
day, according to Superintendent Pi-
per of the Star mills, the plant will be
operated to its full extent. Referring

able us to move the plant on a better
basis than before.”

Outside of the Star plant today a
large number of strikers was on pick-
et duty. They were quiet and or-
derly, but had their eyes and ears open
for any signs of new comers. .he
peculiar feature of the strike about
the Star plant is the good feeling dis-
rlayed between the strikers and man-
agers of the plant. When the strik-
ers were told of the claims of the offi-
cials of the Star mill they denied there
were as many skilled men at work
as was claimed, and said those who
were in the plant were sent there from
the Monessen plant, which was being
crippled in order to accomplish this
work. Strenuous denjals were also
made regarding allleged desertions
from the Amalgamated ranks to fill
the positions offered by the corpora-
tion, and it was said it would be im-
possible to obtatin men enough to
operate the milll without settling the
strike.

The mills were all quiet and the
former employes remained away from
the plants. It is understood that the
officials of the National Tube com-
pany have practically determined not
to start these plants for the present.

Everything at McKeesport is re-
ported quiet. Pickets are around the
Demmler Tin Plate mill in large num-
bers, but they are orderly and are de-
termined to be on hand all night, as
they believed an attempt would be
made to start the plant in the morn-
ing. While the fires are lighted and
the mill apparently in readiness for
a start, the officials will not say just
when the attempt will be made.

It was stated tonight that when the
Lower Union mills of the Carnegie
company in Lawrenceville were ready
to start up the officials wiscovered
they were short about 60 of the skilled
men who had been working there up
to last night. As a result two of the
roughing mills .ere idle, the 12-inch
mill crippled, the plate mill was only
operated about half the number of
heats, and the nine-inch mill is still
out and will not be operated. It was
also stated that the laboring men in
this plant had become discontented
over the situation and had announced
that they would go back and do all

PEACE PROPOSITIONS MAY
BRING ABOUT SETTLEMENT

Pittsburg, Aug. 26.—In furtherance of
the “peace’ program which is said to
have been in course of preparation for
several days it was given out today
by one on the inside, and one who
should know, that the Amalgamated
executives have consented to have cer-
tain propositions made to the officials
of the United States Steel corporation
through members of the conciliatory
committee of the national federation,
which proposalgs are expected to bring
about a settlement of the great strike.

Those Interested In the matter were
in walting all day today for word to
proceed with the program as outlined
at the conference of Amalgamated ex-
ecutives and the conciliatory commit-
tee of the Civic federation last Friday.
The propositions which are to be taken
up carry certain conditions by the
Amalgamated association which is
hoped will pave the way for re-

it
the

opening of direct negotiations between
the association and the company. The
propositions carry much of terms ulnder
which Shaffer and his advisers stand
willing to settle.

The proposal contains nothing look-
ing to arbitration, This mode of set-
tlement was walved on the advice of
the Civie federation men. While the
conferees were discussing plans the
Amalgamated men were shown the im-
practicability of sympathetic strikes by
the miners and other organized men
affiliateqd with the American Federa-
tion of Labor. The action of President
Shaffer in abrogating the wage con-
tracts with the Federal Steel company,
covering its western mills and in other
instances was questioned. Messrs.
Mitchell, White and Jenks spoke of the
impoxitance of strict observance of wage
agreements ag contracts by labor. Shaf-
fer maintained his position to the sat-
isfaction of most of the conferees.

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SCHOOLS OF
PHILIPPINES

Report of Superintendent Atkinson
on Progress Made in the Work.

NEED SUITABLE BUILDINGS

English Will Now

Be the Only Lan-

guage Used---No Religious
Teaching.

Washington, Aug. 25—The division of
insular affairs, war department, has
received a copy of the annual report of
Prof. Fred W. Atkinson, the general
superintendent of public instruction
for the Philippines, which covers the
time from the Philippines school law to
the close of the last fiscal year, June 30,
1901.

The school law mentioned authorized
the appointment of 1,000 school teach-
ers, of whom Professor Atkinson says
781 had been appointed. There was a
scarcity of material from which to make
the selection, more than 8,000 personal
written applications having been filed.

Speaking of the general conditions,
Professor Atkinson said: ‘“The great
present need is that of adequate and
suitable school buildings; present school
buildings consist generally of one or
two large rooms with several teachers
carrying on work in each room. These
rooms are everywhere overcrowded and
many have no windows or floors. Some-
times one teacher has from one to two
hundred pupils.”

The education of girls has not been
thought so important as that of boys,
but wherever a school for boys is estab-
lished it will be the policy to establish
one for gorls. It has been planned to
conduct teachers’ institutes in all the
provinces at an early date. Evening
schools have been established where
practicable, arousing great interest
upon the part of the people. One high
school at the capital of each province
will be established in 1902.

Dr. Barrows, city superintendent of
schools of Manila, reports of the first
six months of his work: “The most
significant change is that which has
taken place in the admittance of the

Filipino teacher. In December the
plan was adopted of having teachers of
English devote at least half an hour of
the forenoon to the instruction of Fili-
pino teachers and at the same time the
announcement was made that very
shortly Spanish as a medium of instruc-
tion would be abandoned. With a very
few exceptions the teachers accepted
the proposed change of language and
their attitude has now become one of
real eagerness for the adoption of Eng-
lish. They have also 8o far pro-
gressed in their knowledge of Hnglish
that it will be possible with the open-
ing of school in June, 1901, to use only
English. Almost without exception our
teachers are becoming appreciably more
loyal to their work and more conscien-
tious in its discharge.

“The question of religious instruction
in the schools has also been settled, and
without friction or any loss in the at-
tendance of pupils. Upon receipt of an
official copy of the act No. 74 of the
Philippine commission, which forbids
any religious instruction by the teacher,
a comprehensive order was issued for-
bidding the practice of religious devo-
tion or their employment as means of
punishment, the discontinuance of all
teaching of the catechism or religious
doctrine and the removal from the
school of all books containing such mat-
ter and the removal from school rooms
of all religious figures, placards, etc.
These orders were in every case com-
plied with. There were no protests
from either parents or teachers and, as
has been stated, no diminution in en-
rollment, the school year closing with
the largest attendance in the history of

the public schools. To many of the
teachers the change was apparently

welcome.”

ATTEMPTED TO SWIM
THE STRAIT OF DOVER

Dover, England, Aug. 25.—Mr. Hol-
bein, who yesterday, the anniversary
of Captain Webb’s swim from Dover to
started from Cape Gris-Nez
S waly) Boglougne-spr-dime and .;a-
laig) in’an attempt to swim to Dover,
narrowly escaped drowning. He cov-
ered the course to a point within six
miles of Dover and then collapsed, after
having been in the water 12 hours and
46 minutes.

The tug which accompanied him took
him from the water and brought him to
Dover this morning. He was carried
to a hotel in a semi-conscious, precari-
ous state, and subsequently on the ad-
vice of his medical attendants was re-
moved to a hospital where he lay for
some time in a serious condition. It
was found that his eyesight had been
badly affected by the salt water.

Tonight, however, he had recovered
and he announced his intention to re-
new the attempt. His exploit was very
remarkable, considering the roughness
of the sea and has established a record.

He found it impossible to take solid
food and subsisted mainly on raw eggs.
He also took hot milk from a feeding
bottle. He swam with a beautiful
stroke, alternately on his back and on
his breast, making a good pace. The
first six miles from Cape Gris-Nez were
covered in two hours and 25 minutes.
Much of the time he swam with his
eyes closed, owing to the irritating et-
fects of the salt water.

Instructions to Holbein were shouted
through a megaphone and powerful
acetylene lamps were lighted to guide
him. ~ At the end of the sixth hour
he was swimming well, but he began to
complain of an injury to his left arm,
sustained on the rocks at Cape Gris-
Nez, but not mentioned before.

After 11 o'clock he was once lost for
five minutes a big wave having swept
over him. He kept going steadily but
during the tenth and eleventh hours a
westerly tide drifted him much out of
his course and it was evident that the
heavy seas were having a bad effect.
During the twelth hour his stroke
weakened considerably and he seemed

unable to grasp the directions given
him. Twice he turned completely
around.

At 4:20 a. m. it was decided to tak®
himi out of the water. He was turning
like a top and was hopelessly blind.
Allowing for his ziz-zag course it is
estimated that he swam 26 miles. When
he was taken from the water Dover
was about five miles northeast.

His next attempt he promises to make
next year.

LOUISIANA PURCHASE
EXHIBITION BUILDINGS

St. Louis, Aug. 25.—Director of Works
Taylor of the Louisiana Purchase expo-
sition said today that the ground plans
for the expositien are practically com-
plete and that no time would be lost in
submitting them to the executive commit-
tee for formal approval. As soon as this
has been done each member of the com-
mittee will be allotted one of the princi-
pal buildings to design and the actual
building of the fair will be begun.

“The plan upon which we have agreed,””
Mr. Taylor said, ‘‘Is absolutely novel and

will presemt to the visitors at the fair
something which has never been seen. All
the members of the committee believe

that ‘the ground arrangement is greater
and more attractive than at any previous
exposition. It is absolutely novel and
hackneyed features have no part of it."”

SALOON HOLD-UPS
KILLED ONE MAN

Tacoma, Wash., Aug. 25.—A sensational
saloon hold-up and murder occurred early
this morning while the carnival crowd
was on its way to the masked ball.

Two men entered the Elk saloon at
18 South C street and ordered the occu-
pants to throw up their hands. Proprie-
tor Hersmen took it to be a joke of the
revelers and remarked: ‘“You're coming it
pretty coarse.”

The answer was a shot from one of the
men's revolvers that grazed the forehead
of Edward Pfankachen and slightly
wounded J. Kempin. Three pairs of hands
shot into the air immediately and the
men meekly did the bidding of the rob-
bers. They emptied the till and were
standing in front of the bar when Kempin
saw an opportunity to escape. He bolted
toward the door to call for help. A shot
from the revolver of one of the men
passed dangerously near his back and
buried itself in the wooden partition near
by. Ben Johnson, an employe at the smel-
ter, had just pushed open the door to
enter the saloon when Kempin rushed by
him. One of the robbers shot at the new-
comer and tne ball struck him above the
left hip. He dropped to the floor in the
doorway with a ~ry that he had been shot
and dled half an hour later. The two
highwaymen dashed out of the place, not
even pausing to look at the dying man
on the floor, and sped up C street and
were lost to sight.

FACING STARVATION
IN A TEXAS COUNTY

San Antonio, Tex., Aug. 26.—Reports
from Zacatapata county conﬁqm the
news that the poorer classes there are
facing starvation. They must have im-
mediate help in the way of food or the
results will be terrible. Range water
has failed and cattle are too weak to
travel and are dying rapidly. The coun-
try is literally burned up by drouth.
There is not a green thing to be seen
except cactus plants. Zacatapata coun-
ty is 50 miles from the nearest rail-
road and whatever in the way of food
that is sent to the farmers in the fam-
Ine-stricken place must be hauled from
Laredo, a two days’ trip at best. Mayor
Hincks of this city has started a re-
lief fund and has already sent a small
sum of money to Laredo.to be used in
buying food for the sufferers. Relief
work will be continued here, Nothing
has been heard here from the war de-
partment in answer for a request for
rations sent by Congressman Kleberg.

STEEL WORKERS

Chicago, August 25.—The only vis-
ible result “of the mass meeting of
trades unionists and sympathizers
held in South Chicago today was the
declaration of a skilled worker that
he would not again enter the mill un-
til the strike was settled. The steel
workers whom tne meeting was de-
signed to meet were not present in
appreciable numbers. Assistant Sec-
retary Tighe of the Amalgamated as-
sociation was the principal speaker
and denounced former members of the
association in South Chicago for de-
serting their union under the guise of
living up to a contract.

He had been apparently in
the best of health.

Mr. Evans was 47 years old. Ie was a
prominent candidate last winter to suc-
ceed Senator C. K. Davis in the United
States senate and his physician believes
that his death was due to overwork more
than anything else, in that campaign.

Captain Forsythe of the Navy Throws

Light on the

Controversy.

|ISAMPSON A WASHINGTON PET

Senior Officers Resent His Advance-
ment---Dispute Dims the Brilliancy
of the Victory.

Kansas City, Aug. 26.—Captain James
McQueen Forsythe, U. S. N., who had
chargé of the naval station at Key
West during the Spanish-American war
spent today in Kansas City while en
route from San Francisco to his home
in Philadelphia. To a Times reporter
Captain Forsythe talked of the Schley-
Sampson controversy and that paper
will quote him tomorrow as saying:

‘“While we have bheen instructed by
the navy department not to discuss the
merits of the case, every one knows that
the navy department looks upon the
occurrence as an unforunate affair. The
fact that a junior man was placed
above his seniors is responsible for the
whole business,” continued Captain
Forsythe. “‘Sampson was a captain
and the seventeenth ranking officer of
the navy. No one ever thought of him as
the successor of Admiral Sicard and 1
don’t believe he ever thought of it him-
self. But he was familiar to the people
of Washington and they decided to
place him in command. Of course the
officers who outranked him did not like
it. It is not to be expected that they
would. But Washington sald ‘Samp-
son,’ and that settled the matter. Schley

was among the officers outranking
Sampson, and as he was thrown di-
rectly under the junior's command, he
‘ naturally felt the promotion more than
any of the others.

“The battle of Santiago was one of
the most brilliant in history. Regardless
of who was responsible for the plans,
lor who was directly responsible for

such effective execution, there was glory
enough for both Sampson and Schley.
| The present controversy only serves to
dim the brilliancy of the victory and it
is to be greatly deplored.

OVERPOWERED THE SHERIFF
AND LYNCHED THE NEGRO

Chattanooga, Ga., August 25.—Henry
Noles, the negro who criminally as-
saulted and shot to-death Mrs. Charles
Williams, wife of a prominent farmer
near Winchester, Tenn, last Friday,
was captured early this morning at a
water tank near Cowan, Tenn. He was
taken to Winchester by his captors and
placed in the county jail. Sheriff Stew-
art made haste to try to barricade the
jail and protect the prisoner.

Soon ‘an angry mob of several hun-
dred men gathered about Assistant At-
torney General Matt N. Whittaker, who
appeared and made a speech to the
crowd. He appealed to them to assist
him in allaying the excitement and up-
holding the majesty of the law. He
promised to reconvene the grand jury
tomorrow to promptly indict the negro
and have him speedily tried at the
present term of court, assuring the
crowd that his conviction and legal ex-
ecution was a foregone conclusion.

This appeal was supplemented by
Judge J. J. Lynch, Capt. W. P. Tolley,
Jesse M. Littleton, Foster Ramsey and
others. No sooner had their appeals
been made than several hundred citi-
zens from the neighborhood where the
crime was committed augmented the
orowd to thousands. They swept for-
ward upon the jail, overpowered the
sheriff and his deputies, took the pris-
oner and started for the scene of the
crime, 12 miles distant, at 10:15 a. m.

The mob was orderly but determined.
It seems that the whole population for
miles around had turned out to see the
fate of the wretch. A procession three
miles in length followed the mob to the
Williams home. Arriving at a point in
sight of the scene of the crime, the
negro was placed upon a stump and
given a ch:gte to make a statement.
He mounted the stump stolidly and
laughed. He said: *“Tell all my sisters
and brothers to meet me in glory. 1
am going to make that my home. Tell
my mother to meet me where parting

will be no more.”

He was then asked as to whether
anyone else was implicated in the crime.
Noles stated emphatically that there
was no one implicated but himself.

“Why did you kill Mrs. Williams?" he
was asked.

“I just done that because I had noth-
ing else to do.”

He finished his statement at 1:35 p.
m. He was taken from the stump, car-
ried to a tree near-by, bound to the tree
and his body saturated with oil.

At 1:40 p. m. a match was applied,
and instantly the quivering body was
enveloped in flames. Fence rails wera
piled about the burning body and soon
life was extinct. The negro made no
outery at any time and died as stolidly
as a stoic. There were no disorderly
scenes about the burning body. At
least 6,000 people witnessed the horri-
ble fate of the negro. Many remalined
until nightfall, augmenting the blaze.
Then they departed for their homes
quietly.

Lying on the floor of the family room,
her face splashed with clotted blood and
the planks stained with the same drops,
Charles Willlams found his devoted
wife Friday afternoon when he returned
from marketing his wheat in the little
town of Maxwell. A heavy bullet had
gone through her head. Life was extinct
and her two baby children were erying
alone in their grief and fear. The oldest
boy, aged 5, told what had occurred.
The young mother had been shot and
killed by Henry Noles, a negro hand
upon Williams’ place. As the mortally
wounded woman sank to the floor, Noleg
shot at the boy, the bullet grazing the
child’'s head. Then he fled to the
woods., The motive, it Is believed, was
robbery and $20 was obtained by the
murderer. Mr. Willlams is a farmer,
well-to-do and one of the most promi-
nent residents of his section of Frank-
lin county. The dead woman was a
member of one of the oldest and most
respected families of the county.

As far back as the
recoitti of Pueblo criminals extend, the
penitentiary officials have searched for
a man who tallies with the description
furnished by Judge Gibson, but none
{ has been found, it is believed now
| that the would-be assassin was not
some man sentenced to the penitentiary
during Judge Gibson’'s time in office
as district attorney, as was at first

| supposed, It has been nine years since
the judge retired from office, and any
one sent to the penitentiary in his time
must be necessarily over the age of
30 years now, Judge Gibson is positive
that his assailant was not more than
26 years old. The officers regard the
case one of the most mysterious
ever brought to their attention.

On the question of a certain spirit of
hostility, which, according to some
London dispatches is said to have de-
veloped in that city against the Amer-
ican control of the Metropolitan Dis-
trict road and against the improve-
ments on the same by American com-
panies, Mr. Westinghouse had this to
say: ‘“While it is true that some hos-
tility has been displayed, this really
does not amount to much. The public
wants the improvements that are now
under way, and while they might pre-
fer to have them as a result of British
enterprise, they are glad to have them
regardless from what source.”

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To Better Condition
of Hotel Waliters

The Cl{I Hcuse Waiters' Progressive
club held its regular weekly meeting
Saturday night with President (pro
tem.) George W. Kenny in the chair.
The sesgionn was a particularly lively
one. A very interesting program was
rendered, the chief attraction of which
was an able and comprehensive papex
on ‘““The Necessity for Betterment in
the Waiter's Condition,” by the club's
president, Mr. A. J. Shelton. The lat-
ter is one of the ablest and most pro-
gressive headiwaiters' west of the Mis-
sissippi, and devotes much of his time
to a careful study and solution of the
various problems which confront the
members of his profession. His paper
follows in full:

THE NECESSITY OF A BETTER-
MENT OF THE WAITERS'
CONDITION.

At this season, when the height of
the summer accentuates every existing
discomfort, I wish to make an earnest
appeal to hotel men throughout the
country to give their immediate and
personal attention to the manner in
which their help are housed and fed—
to see that the rooms assigned them
are capable of proper ventilation, and
that the room or hall in which they
take meals is clean and light and the
food properly served. I base my re=
quest on two points, one, that of hu-
manity to those dependent upon em-
ployers; the other, that of business and

financial interest.

In the interest of hotel business in
general it is especially necessary that
this reform be at once applied to the
walter's department,

The rapid development of the hotel
business during the past decade has re-
sulted in a scarcity of competent and
reliable employes to meet the con-
stantly increasing number of positions.
There I8, as in every other line, always
a superabundance of the incompetent,
idle class, but of men thoroughly
trained and with the requisite experi-
ence and ability there are often 'not
enough to supply the demand. Thiy
consequence of this has been a recruit-
ing and impressment from other pro-

fessions and trades; but has this re-
cruiting always been conducted profit-
ably, consistently and to the best in-
terests of the business? In many cases,
unfortunately not.

There are four departments from
which hotel proprietors and managers
must draw men suitable for the re-
sponsible pesitions. These four depart-
ments are of course the office, store-
room, kKitchen and waiter's department.

Of these four, the waiters should log-
ically provide the greatest percentage.
In the first place it offéers by far the
largest number of employes to choose

from. In the second place, it possesses
80 many special advantages that it
should prove the breeding ground of

ten times as many managing hotel men
as it develops today. It combines to a
greal extent the experience of three out
of the four departments referred to:
it does not of course offer the technical
office experience of rooming, ete., but
it brings an employe into equally close
touch with customers; it does not offer
the culinary experience that would fit
one to take a position in the kitchen,
but it gives the man who devotes his
mind to his business a very fair work-
ing knowledge of the composition of a
majority of dishes and a good idea of
their cost and value.

Consequently, the raising of the stan-
dard of the waiter's department so as
to increase the number of intelligent
and ambitious men employed in it,
would be to establish a training school
for men competent 'to fill the many re-
sponsible positions that the future will
offer.

We have seen several instances of
business men of other lines given, with-
out previous experience, the control
and management of valuable hotel
properties; and, at the other end, we
have seen many cases in which quick
promotion of staff after staff has meant
the fllling of the lower ranks with far
too many of the incompetent and fud-
dle-brains of other trades. And the
reason for this? Why is it (the ques-
tion must be asked and answered )that
with such big prizes in sight, with the
absolute certainty of quick promotion
for merit, it should be necessary: to at
any time, accept riff-raff as beginners
instead of, as it should be, being able
to pick and choose only those who are
bright, energetic and ambitious?

The answer to this vitally important
question can be found principally in the |
fact that in the large towns the ma-
jority of hotel help are not treated
properly.

This is a subject that requires the
most careful attention. To properly
meet it means an improvement in two
directions—one in a public recognition
and acknowledgment of the fact that a
good waiter is a salesman instead of a
valet, and the moral support of the pro-
prietor against any unreasonable or ob-
Jectionable treatment by a customer;
the second, in the “behind the scenes'
conditions which surround.a waiter. In
this latter respect the question of meals
and rooms is among the principal items,
and of these two the meals and the
place of serving them stand out most
prominently. By a little co-operation
two or three men occupying the same
bed-room can always ‘“fix it up” more
or less pleasantly if they like to take
pains to do so, but any honest improve-
ment of their meals is of course be-
yond their control. It is certainly very
pleasant for the assistant steward, the
checkers, the captains and a few others
to know that they can order from the
regular bill, and eat in comfort and de-
cency in an “‘officer's hall;” but the offl-
cers do not come .ready made, and un-
less good conditions are offered the pri-
vates in the business, the majority of
the recruits are sure to be of poor cali-
ber.

A good many hotel men have already
realized this, and have done much to-
wards improving conditions; but in a
great many more cases a radical re-
form is needed. It does no good to
dwell on the fact that the hotel em-
ploye is better paid than his fellow-
workers in other lines because he re-
ceives free board and lodging in addi-
tion to his salary, unless that board and
lodging are such as to make life at-
tractive. It must be remembered that
the hotel business is a trying one in
many respects; the hours are long; and
usually so arranged by circumstances
as to make it well nigh impossible for
one to partake of many forms of ree-
reation common to the average indi-
vidual. This alone would be no objec-

tion in the eyes of an ambitious young
man, but it takes on a serious aspect
when coupled with the other general
want of attention to and regard to his
welfare.

The business is growing so fast that
we need more bright young men in it.
Until we obtain them, the incompeteut
will receive more than they deserve—
and this is not fair to the worker. But
how many of the right sort are likely
to be attracted by the present condi-
tions in a large number of establish-
ments? The painstaking, thinking,
studying waiter of today is in direct
line for head-waiter, steward and man-
ager; with proper energy and devotion
to business he stands a good show to
outstrip a schoolmate starting in any
other line of business. Yet, againsand
again have I seen -these min, ¢ O3
whom we must largely look far our'.ré-
sponsible  heads, compelled to eat in a
dark, close room, off a plain board ta-
ble, on which the food is thrown in the
pot just as it has come off the range.
At other times I have known them to
be compelled to work for 10 or 12 hours
without the opportunity to eat at all,
except what they snatched up. And I
have seen them, too, served with mis-
cellaneous scraps from the tables with-
out the slightest attempt to put them
into more attractive condition. Now
that sort of treatment does not have
much effect on the man who is only
holding down his job until he can get
something better, nor on the man who
is only hanging on for pay-day to go
out on a drunk, nor on the man who
ha.s already filled his stomach with
things stolen from the pantry or the
kitchen:it does not hurt these at all;
but what effect does it have on the man
who is throwing his whole heart into
his duties, who is working for your in-
terest first, last and all the time; who
is ambitious to get on and earn pro-
motion and your appreval? Well, un-

less that man has uncommon grit, he:

either follows the example of the others
and helps himself to whatever he
fancies, or quietly gets out, and goes
into some other business where he can
live with some degree of comfort. The
hotel business offers big inducements to
the ambitious young man, but it is not
th_n only line that does so, and the best
will go where, other things heing equal,
they get the best treatment.

A few years ago it was comparative-
Iy easy to fill positions with men of
European training, but today we must
rely to a great extent on men trained
in this country, partly because of the
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end to the other—for your
accomodation.

This is more than any two
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increasing demand and partly bcca_luse
there is now a distinctive American
standard, which differs in many re-
spects from the European vogue.

I have given the hotel business much
careful thought for a number of years
—my occupation has enabled me to
study it under many conditions—and T
firmly believe that the cne great def_ec't
in ihe present system of hotel-keeping
in America is to be found in the manner
of caring for the help; the pre§e}1t
method frightens away many bright
men who would otherwise add their in=
telligence to the business; it®demor-
alizes and discourages hundreds of
those who follow it for their permanent
livelihood, and it is extremely expensive
to the hotel man—the last because it
suggests, encourages and stimulates
the stealing and waste of often the
most expensive materials. 2

It may seem as though I am laying
undue strength on the meal question,
but that is the head that sticks out
most prominently, and is, therefore, the
one to hit at first. It is not the only
trouble, but it is one of the most im-
portant and certainly the most easily
remedied, so, in earnestly advising ho-
tel proprietors, managers and chief
stewards to make the first step towards
a general improvement by special at-
tention to the meal and lodging sub-
jects, I suggest that they

1. See that the help's dining halls are
well lighted, by artificial means when
daylight is not possible.

9. See that a proper variety of food is
served from day to day. That at
breakfast the milk is fresh, the cof_‘-
foa-gdod and the meat in proper condi-
tion, etc. Furthermore, for dinner it is
not sufficient to give only soup ar_\d
meat; there should be also some Die,
pudding or other sweet, and good fruit
when not too expensive. These things
are not luxuries today; the big major-
ity of the American public, from the
newsboy up to the business man, enjoy
“samething sweet.” If not supplied at
the help's table, is it reasonable to ex-
pect that there will be no secret raids
on the good things in- the pantry?

3. Absolutely require that the food be
tastefuliy and properly cooked: that
nothing, even slightly burned or spoiled,
be allowed to come on the table. .

4. Arrange either the hours or thé
rooms so that the waiter in his dress
suit or tidy uniform is not obliged to
rub shoulders with the yardman in his
soiled jumper.

5. See that the tables themselves are
attractively laid: that clean table cloths
are always on; that the food is served
tastefully on proper dishes, etc., and
that the other crockery, cutlery, ete.,
are in good condition and properly laid.

6. See .that the food is either served
to employes when seated or so arranged
that they can help themselves without
unnecessary trouble or delay.

7. Have both the meal time and the
serving of the meals so arranged that
every employve may eat undisturbed
and at his leisure.

With such arrangements for meals,
with well furnished sleeping rooms and
one or two reading and writing rooms
for their exclusive use, one would find
a tremendous improvement both in the
class of help obtained and in their con-
dition and energy afterwards. There
would then be a pleasure and interest
in working in a hotel instead of only a
calculation of the number of dollars of-
fered.

When.I have spoken of this matter I
have occasionally been met with the
statement that ‘such a reform would
not be appreciated and would not do
much good in any way; the cooks,
clerks and officers have the same as the
guests, and waiters will help them-
selves, no matter what you give them:
as for the outsider, he tried to go into
the business by the office part, because
of the prejudice against the waiter's
profession, and that is something you
can't get rid of.”” The first statement
is too sweeping to afford any ground
for argument. The sezond—well, T will
wager you that, with proper acknowl-
edgment of the importance of the wait-
er's department, with good treatment,
both in public and private, you would
find that within the first couple of years
the waiter's profession or trade would
win the standing that it deserves—the
public would recognize as distinet a dif-
ference between a hotel waiter and a
“hash-slinger’’ in a cheap joint, as be-
tween a salesman in a high-grade store
and a ‘puller-in” of a Bowery old-
clothes shop.

. Every accusation made against wait-

ers in general is a strong living argu-
ment for an amelioration of present
conditions. If you say, ‘“Waiters are
dishonest,” or ‘“Waiters think more of
playing the races than of their work,”
it means that, if you are correct, there
is something radically wrong some-
where; there is always a reason for an
abnormal state of affairs and that
reason must necessarily be looked for
either in the waiters themselves or else
in the conditions meted out to them.
The changing of waiters has been tried
time and time again without any par-
ticular improvement, so the fault must
rest with the conditions, and we must
consequently change those conditions
before we can expect any change in the
waiters. You can always find somebody
to fill a position, no matter how poor it
mayv be, but if you expect to hold an
able, reliable man you must make the
position so that it will fit him.

“Cormmercial success” is the goal, the
lodestone of the present time, and a full
share of the most able of young Amer-

icans would willingly, most willingly,
take up, study and perservere at the
waiter's business if it were recognized
as an important channel towards theé
higher. positions in the ever-enlarging
interests represented by hotels and sim-
ilar establishments.

The hotel business has a higher
standing in the social scale in America
than in Europe—i. e., the hotel proprie-
tor has—yet the hotel employe, espe-
cially the waiter, is shown less consid-
eration than his contemporary on the
other side. In Europe it is a common
thing for a proprietor’s son to serve an
apprenticeship as a waiter in a foreign
establishment; you can find no similar
instance in this country. The reason of
the want of public consideration of the
waiter's business is due principally to
the little consideration given the waiter
by his employver and this again—so do
things even the scale of action—is the
reason that the employing hotel man is
so handicapped and often put to so
much loss by the scarcity of good wait-
ers and e necessity of employing poor
ones. The hearty recognition of tha
importance of the waiter’'s position, a
little publicity as to the advantages it
offers the ambitious young man and as
good treatment as that expected as a
matter of course in other lines, would
soon bring the standing of the waiter
in America as much higher than that of
the waiter in Europe as his employer is
above the employer across the Atlantic.
So would be speedily solved the need of
more good waiters. Are more needed?
Ask any headwaiter of a first-class
house—outside of New York, more, of
course, than in the city. Ask any stew-
ard or manager in close touch with the
situation,

The only ones to suffer by this reform
would be the shiftless, undesirable ele-
ment who are detrimental to the inter-
est of their fellow workers, of their em-
pleyers, of customers and everyone else
concerned

So much for the future results. Buf
for the immediate present I most ur-
gently request the attention of every
hotfel man today to the treatment of his
help, both for his individual benefit and
the profit of the profession in general.

‘‘Havana, April 6.—The Discussion pub-
lished yesterday, Good Friday, a cartoon,
based on the Crucifixion. In the center
was a figure representing the Cuban peo-
ple crucified. On one side of the cross
was a figure representing President Mec-
Kinley and on the other, one for Gov-
ernor General Wood, the names being
written on them. Senator Platt of Con-
necticut, dressed as a Roman soldier, was
pictured handing to the crucified Cuban
the Platt amendment in the form of a
sponge at the end of a reed, while the
Virgin Mary, representing public opinion,
was crying.

‘‘Editor Coronado denied that the car-
toon meant to imply that President Mec-
Kinley or Governor General Wood were
thieves. He sald the picture only repre-
sented the political situation.”

This from the
Sun for April 5, last:
‘““The Rev. Mr. Brugler of St. Peter's

Episcopal church, Port Chester, tells how
he had seen the Cubans deliberately spit
on the shoes of Americans as they sat in
cafes, and adds: ‘An American drug clerk
who is employed in a large establishment
in Havana told me that nearly every day
he had a similar experience. These peo-
ple would come into the store and walk
straight up to him, as if they intended to

THE CZAR AND THE REPUBLIC.

OLLOWING the announcement that the czar would shortly visit the
kalser comes the further news that his trip will be extended to the
French capital, where he will meet and confer with the dignitaries
of the republic and will be welcomed by the people of that city as

the friend and ally of the French nation.

It is that the one great nation of Europe that has
established a republican form of government and seems firmly determined
to maintain it should have as its ally that one which is most autocratic
even despotic of all the Christian nations of Europe. And on the other side
it i8 equally strange that the autocrat of Russia should be most closely
allied with the republic whose political principles are utterly subversive of
and contrary to the system prevalent in the realms of the czar. Certainly
nothing could be more detestable in the eyes of the French than the govern-
ment of the czar, while the entire military force of Russia would be called into
the field if necessary to prevent the entrance into that empire of the ideas
which the French count as the chief glory of their race.

It is pointed out that the visit of the czar comes at an opportune time
to strengthen the French administration in the eyes of the people of that
country, who will be considerably the visit of their imperial
ally, But it may be doubted whether this president and cabinet need any
such outside help. There has been some idle talk of a revolution to over-
throw the republic and restore the monarchy, but few persons outside of
the circle of conspirators place any importance upon such rumors. The
republic seems to hold its own pretty well against royalists on one side and
pocialists on the other, and now that a generation has passed
republic was established it seems hardly possible that any other form of
government could be set up in its place. Besides that, the government just
at present has the prestige of the successful outcome of the Turkish diffi-
culty, an affair which has added materially to the reputation of France and
given an opportunity for unlimited self-congratulation.

Then there is the submarine boat, by means of which many Frenchmen
believe they can England’'s navies out of the water, and the Santos
Dumont balloon, by which they expect to be able to annihilate the German
armies,

(Salt Lake Tribune.)

On Sunday, August 8, at Colorado
Springs, a ceremony took place which
muyst have been most interesting, and
which it would be good for other towns
and peoples to copy. The description
is given in the Colorado Springs Ga-
zette. It was the dedication of a ‘“‘Cen-
tury Chest” in the new Fine Arts hall
of the Perkins library. A stately son-
net on “Colorado, 1901,” by Mrs. Gil-
bert McClurg, was read, and then Mr.
Louis R. Ehrich delivered the address.
The address is a masterpiece; some of
its sentences read like trumpet calls,
some have the rhythm of a great poem.

The object of the Century Chest is
to gather matters of greatest present
moment, record them and seal them in
the chest, the chest to remained sealed
for a century and then opened by the
peopie who will then live, the idea be-
ing to save for posterity what 1was
best and most interesting in their an-
cestry and the age in which they lived.
The importance of this can be realized
when we reflect what interest, would
cluster around a chest that was sealed
up by our fathers a hundred ' years
ago, the time now being ripe for its
opening. At that time Hamilton and
Jefferson and Adams and Madison and
the other immortals occupied the stagb.
Could they and the lesser ones have
signed messages to the men who were
to live in our day, how eagerly those
messages would be read now!

It would be a good custom to seal
one of these chests annually and put
it away for those who are to live a
hundred years later to open and in-
vestigate. It would be good for each
town of importance to employ a com-
petent person to provide the historical
items for the box, It would draw the
centuries nearer together; It might save
important truths of history which oth-
erwise would be lost, it might prevent
serious mistakes. The age owes this
to posterity, and by it posterity would
the more clearly estimate the men and
women to whom in 1901 was entrusted
the task of carrying the world along
for a little season. It is-a short march
at best; we should bravely carry it
along, and should leave a record by
which those who are to succeed us will
judge rightly, giving us credit for what
in us is good, and being able to avoid
what in us is weak or wicked.

STATE TOPICS

We believe in the patronage of home
industries, and wherever it is possible to
do so we always buy home manufac-
tured goods. The patronage of Color-
ado industries benefits our producers of
raw material, gives employment to our
laborers and builds up our state. If
the people of Colorado—which is an
undeveloped empire in itself—would
patronize and help each other, this state
would in a short time be the wealth-
jest of the union. The resources of
Colorado are greater than those of any
other state, but many of her sources
of wealth are undeveloped because of
this lack of patronage of home indus-
tries. But this home industry business
should not be all on one side. It should
be mutual. It should be reciprocal. The
manufacturer who is anxious to have
all the people of ‘this state buy his
goods because they are Colorado made,
should himself patronize home indus-
try and do a little advertising. There
are factories in Denver of which the
layman never hears. Customers are
told occasionally, because the retailer
usually makes a larger profit on goods
manufactured in other states where la-
bor is cheaper—that they should buy
a particular brand of goods because it
is Colorado made. The products of the
manufactories of this state are unex-
celled. The use of Colorado lard, soap,
pickles, catsup, canned goods, cigars,
beer, shoes, clothing and many other
articles would be greatly increased if
the manufacturers would let the people
know what they have to sell and why it
would be to the advantage of the con-
sumer to buy it.—(Leadville Miner.

General W. J. Palmer has again given
evidence of his generosity.

General
Manager Dodge received $100,000 and
every man down to section foremen,
who received $2,000, was remembered.

In the
twenty years since that eventful! day
the mountain tempests have left their
effects upon the mountain and upon
the earth at its base. The sandstone
base has become undermined and is
crumbling away, not to any dangerous
extent to the monument, But the ap-
pearance is becoming very neglected
looking and shabby. The monument
will probably withstand the elements
ag long as the stony eminences which
surround it, but the base is not of such
durable material. It would be a most
fitting trbute to the memory of the im-
mortal Garfield if the passenger agents
would on the 26th of next month hold
a twentieth anniversary memorial ser-
vice around this monument and repair
the decayed base.—(Antonito Ledger.

The Magnet as a Life-Saver,
How an electro-magnet may be made
highly useful as a means of saving life
in surgical cases is illustrated in sev-
eral instances recorded by Electricity.
One case occurred in France, where a
two-year-old child had swallowed a
pnail two and a half inches long. BEf-
forts to extract it were made in vain,
but after a time the trouble arising
seemed to have passed away and it
was thought that the nail had passed
through the digestive tract. After
some months, however, the child be-
gan to suffer with labored breathing.
A radiographic examination was made
and it was found that the nail had
lodged in the right bronchial . tube.
Tracheotomy was resorted to under
an anaesthetic, and then an electro-
magnet was inserted through the open-
ing and pushed down into the trachea
as far as possible. The nail was imme-
diately drawn from the bottom of the
bronchial tube and became attached
to the magnet. Several days after-
ward a Bordeaux physician learned of
this curious operation and performed
a similar one on a three-year-old child

nail, which had become fixed in the

Mr. Ralph Field, superintendent of
the Brightside school for boys near
Denver, was in the city yesterday and
was Interviewed by a Gazette reporter.
Mr. Field said:

“Our school has been severely, but
unjustly criticised of late by those who
have been trying to kill it, but we are
ready for an impartial investigation at
any time. The doctors of Denver re-
cently visited the school and ‘yester-
day they published in one of the Den-
ver papers their views on it. If you
will reprint that statement for me 1
shall feel very much obliged.” ]

The statement referred to is as
lows:

‘“To the Public:

At the invitation of Dr..\Walter Joel
King, we accompanied him yesterday
to Brightside for the purpose of careful
inspection of the buildings and grounds
of the school for boys at that place,
and investigating the recently pub-
lished statements of unsanitary condi-
tions, insufficient food, cruelty and im-
morality. We spent three hours at the
school, visited and carefully inspected
every room in the house, the outbuild-
ings and the whole premises. Mr. Field
called the entire school into the large
schoolroom and left us to pursue our
investigations after our own manner,
without the presence of any person con-
nected with the school. We took the
boys in groups and singly into an ad-
joining room, where we had ample op-
portunity to question them privately.

“We found, first, that the school is
not a charitable institution. There is
but one orphan, a boy nearly 16 years
old. All the pupils were sent or placed
there by their parents or relatives and
tuition is paid for all of them and their
clothnig is furnished by their parents
and friends. Brightside should be
judged from the standpoint of a board-
ing school, not that of a ‘home.’

“Second, every boy is contented,;
there is no fault found with food or ac-
commodations; they all speak of both
Mr. and Mrs. Field with the greatest
respect and our question as to why they
do not run away was taken as a joke,

‘“Third, all of the pupils are taught to
work about the house and farm. There
are no servants employed in the house
and all the cooking, scrubbing, washing
and other housework is done by Mrs.
Field. The house is neither dirty nor
unsanitary, and its general condition 1s
better than the average among the
working people. The volder boys also
work on the farm at plowing, mowing,
irrigating and other work about the
place.

“Fourth, we found no sickness, which
is conclusive evidence that the sanitary
conditions are not bad. The boys all
look well and strong and are entirely
free from all physical ailments. Their
faces bear no evidences of anything ex-
cept boyish life and happiness. Many
of the boys have been in the school for
from three to five years and often visit
their friends in Denver and other cities
of the state.

“Fifth, there was nothing about the
place to indicate any effort to prepare
for a visit from strangers. The house
to he. in their
usual condition and the boys taiked
freely snd with no evidence whatever
of having been prompted. We believe
it absurd to think that intelligent boys

SPECIAL MARKET REPORT
BY J. McK. FERRIDAY & CO.

The week past has been character-
ized by a marked increase in trading
and several sensational advances, nota-
bly in Isabella, Doctor-Jack Pot and
El Paso. Several of the other stocks
have scored sharp advances, the leaders
being Portland, Jack 7Pot, Nugget,
Eclipse, Gold Dollar, German-American,
Rose Maud, Helen B. and Elkton.
Isabella has adanced on its merits.
The mine is making a better shipment
record than it has made for some
months past. The fourteenth and fit-
teenth levels are in granite and the
values have been found again. There
is no moi\; of the sensational yellow talc
of 1,000-ol\nce value which two years
ago made Isabella the center of interest,
but there is a good body of solid gran-
ite from which the mine is shipping
about ten cars a day of stuff that will
average from two to four ounces. In its
lowest levels the Isabella exhibits all
the characteristics of the famous Battle
Mountain bonanzas, the Stratton’s In-
dependence and Portland. Present indi-
cations in Isabella point to the perma-
nency of the ore body from which the
present production is being made, and
it is not unlikely that this famous Bull
hill mine will again take its pl;u'v:
among the regular dividend payers of
the district. Higher prices are frm?ly
predicted for the stock and the predic-
tion is not unwarranted.

Doctor-Jack Pot has been an enigma
for the past six months and has been
strictly in the hands of the profession-
als, who have made such quotations on
the stock as best suited them. It will
be remembered that large blocks of the
stock were unloaded at about 86, after
which the price dropped rapidly to 56
and reacted to 60, in spite of the fact
that the mine was producing nearly
$100,000 & month. Now, .with a $10,000
production and a $50,000 expense, the
stock has advanced from 60 to 82 and
closed strong around 75. Through the
gix days of week before last the stock
was offered and sold in 10,000 blocks at
60 seller 30, and at the same time large
quantities of it were purchased, regu-
lar, at a premium of 1% to 2 cents over
the seller 30 price. Thus the greater
part of the large short interest that ex-
isted was covered, and it was generally
supposed that the big seller 30 sales in-
dicated the placing of another and more
extensive line of shorts. But, as a mat-
ter of fact, the seller 30 sales comprised
an actual marketing of bona fide stock
and about 121,000 shares were disposed
of between 60 and 62. The last of this
block was absorbed on last Wednesday,
when nearly 40,000 shares changed
hands at 62 seller 30, most of it being
purchased by the same party who has
been a steady and persistent buyer of
the stock the week before at 60 seller
30. With the disappearance of this block
of stock from the market, a sensational
advance was inaugurated. The bears
awoke to a realization of the fact that
stock was scarce and contracts matur-
ing, and as a result the price jumped
by bounds from 62 to 82, for a fright-
ened bear is the most effective bull. In
addition to the seller 30 sales, which
represented actual marketing of stock,
there were many such sales which rep-
resented a line of shorts. It is esti-
mated that the present short interest
is in the neighborhood of 175,000 shares,
but this is probably considerably exag-
gerated. But it is also true that the
available a4tock is &y no means sufficient
to supply actual needs. Another block
of stock of less than 25,000 shares ap-
peared on the market Saturday, but
comparatively little of it was absorbed.
The remainder will probably be avail-
able this week, but with the disappear-
ance of this stock higher prices will no
doubt prevail. It may be said also that
this stock will not be used to break the
market, but must be marketed at the
advanced price, and it is doubtful if
even the passing of the next dividend
would produce a break to below 70. The
matter of the passing of the dividend
while it may be interesting as indicating
certain internal workings, is not vitai,
for the problem of supply and demand
remains to be solved. Unless there is
some decided change in the situation
from that which exists at this writing,
there will not be sufficient stock to sat-
isfy the needs of the shorts, except, of
course, at figures higher than prevail-
ing quotations.. Until within the past
two weeks the public has wisely re-
frained from taking a hand in the game,
but recently nearly every 100,000 shares
were picked up between 60 and 62 on in-
vestment buying by parties who were
merely waiting for the buttom to be
reached. There will doubtless be some
profit taking this week and some mar-
keting of stock, but all this will hardly
be enough to satisfy the demand. Doctor
Jack Pot is all right as an investment.
The mine ig a big one and a rich one
and the water problem is inconsequen-
tial, reports to the contrary notwith-
standing. Rapid and large fluctuations
may be expected for some tima. but
they will be merely a solving of the
problem of stock supply and demand.

K1 Paso is producing heavily and the
mine has an abundance of rich ore.
The price of the stock has fluctuated
between 50 and 56 and persistent bear
raids (apparently) have succeeded in
keeping the price down. It is known
that a certain large operator is quietly
buying a large block of the stock, and
it is understood that the price will he
held steady around 50 to 56 until he shall
have procured what he wants. It is very

The stock
is conceded to be worth its present price
however. Helen B. has been a heavy
trader and sold up to 43 on rather wild
buying. The company’s Tenderfoot
Hill property has a very encouraging
showing and in addition to this there
are developments in other ground in
which the company is interested which
account for the sharp advance in the
price of the stock. These developments
are as yet untested, but should they
prove permanent and should the present
splendid promise be fulfilled, Helen B.
stock would be a purchase at prevailing
quotations. Under existing conditions
it offers an attractive speculative pur-
chase.

The fight for the control of Molly
Dwyre being over, the stock has declined
materially and will probably go lower.
It is believed that the control has been
wrested from those who held it at the
last meeting and the strong support
which has .been given the stock wili
now be withdrawn. Pharmacist has ad-
vanced to 10 and will probably go higher
as there is improved showing in the
mine and In addition to this there is
likely to be a lively fight for the con-
trol. The combination ought to advance
the price materially.

On the whole the market is strong
and promises to remain so during the
coming fall months at least. There need
be little apprehension of such gigantic
labor troubles as have been predicted;
in fact it is extreqiely doubtful if there
will be anything of the kind. The crisis
which came and went a few weeks ago
without attracting any attention except
from a very few who were strictly on
the “inside,” is believed to have been
passed, and this belief is born of a very
careful investigation of existing con-
ditions at Cripple Creek. If the issue
between union and non-union labor
should ever arise in Cripple Creek, the
fight would doubtless be a short one,
and it is not difficult to see where vic-
tory would rest. Such a fight would set-
tle the matter for all time, and this
very fact seems to afford warrant for
the prediction that there will be no
trouble of this kind, at least not for
many years and until the lines of one
certain party are very materially
strengthened.

BONBRIGHT & CC.’S
MARKET LETTER

August 23, 1901.

The week just rounded out has been
one of excitement and renewed activ-
ity in the Cripple Creek gold fields and
in the mining stock market; in fact,
such activity has not been apparent
for many months and the general out-
look has greatly improved. Elkton's
production for the month of August
will be the greatest in its history.
‘When the end of the month is reached
it will be shown that the mine has
outputted 2,500 tons of high grade ore,
or about one-twentieth of the entire
production of the camp. Developments
in the 700-foot level have been highly
encouraging, the drift on the ore body
having been carried 150 feet, proving up
a. continuous shoot seven feet across
that will average $75 to $100 in gold to
the ton. Picked specimens from the re-
markably rich ore body have given as-
says of $40,000 to $50,000 in gold per ton.

While fights for control in
some instances and short squeezing in
others were responsible in a measure
for the rapid advances, yet the improv-
ing conditions of the various properties
and the desire of the investing public
to secure Cripple Creek shares were the
most potent factors.

The production for August,
as estimated, will exceed $20,000. We
are inclined to say more about El Paso,
but ‘“we must be off with the old love
before we are on with the new.”

We note with pleasure, the resump-
tion of operations on the properties of
that old-time favorite, the Moon-An-
chor, and while it is under a system of
leasing, yet withal, it moves, and the
smoke from its chimney, is but the
breath from the furnace of life below.

As we pen this letter, both the Doc-
tor-Jack Pot and Isabella stocks show
material changes for the better. We
trust and hope the Isabella will continue
to advance, and if perchance it does, we
would be inclined to climb out of it,
as rats desert a sinking ship, and re-
invest the proceeds in Elkton, El Paso,
Portland and possibly Doctor-Jack Pot.
This latter stock, we feel will go high-
er, and if it should get in the eighties

again, we might advise disposing of
game with the intention of filling in
again at a lower figure,

H. H. BARBEE’S
MARKET LETTER

The events of the past week have been
of a very satisfactory nature. Develop-
ment in Cripple Creek seems to have
taken on a new impulse. The papers
have all reported great enthusiasm in
camp and more active work on the part
of lessees than at any time this year.
Although the local market is a con-
trary thing, not at all likely to reflect
the conditions of the gold camp, it has
this week manifested more strength
than at any time in the past few months
and the high tide which reached some
of the stocks yesterday let loose a great
deal of bullish sentiment which quite
dominated the market for a while, al-
though it does not appear to us of a
very wholesome character and may not
last. The sensation of the trading has
been an advance of Doctor Jack Pot 15
cents in two or three days, and it ap-
pears as if this were due entirely to
manipulation on the part of certain
brokers to force those who have shorted
the stock to cover at a high price, for
we have heard no news from the mine
which would warrant an increase in the
value of the property of $150,000, which
is what a stock increase of 15 cents
per share would indicate. A market ac-
tivity based on any such stock deals as
this is not an altogether favorable in-
dication. It may cause a substantial
advance in some shares, but it will be
inevitably followed by a reaction. The
sound advance must come from real
improvement in Cripple Creek, not from
fictitious improvement on the Colorado
Springs market. The condition of the
camp at the same time is entirely fa-
vorable to a reasonable advance in the
better class of shares, and now that
the summer is drawing to a close and
business will pick up in every line, we
anticipate an improvement in the mar-
ket which will be sufficient to give a
good interest on money invested now
in shares selected with discretion and
judgment.

THE LONDON STOCK
MARKET LISTLESS

London, Aug. 25.—The end of the holi-
day season finds the London Stock ex-
change listless and waiting for some-
thing to turn up. On the whole con-
ditions are more healthy than at any
tirne for some months. Money has not
been more plentiful since 1897. Accord-
ingly, in the open market rates are
gradually decreasing, touching 21 per
cent. for short bills and 1 per cent. for
call loans.

The Bank of England has wisely
made no further reduction in the of-
ficial rate, although there was some ex-
pectation of such a movement last
Thursday. The two strongest argu-
ments against a reduction are, first the
expectation of a speedy demand for
gold from New York, and second, the
general feeling that the visit of Em-
peror Nicholas to ¥France portends an-
other Russian loan.

At the same time Russia has taxed
French generosity heavily of late, both
in the matter of government loans and
also private industrial investments.
The latter have shown lamentably small
dividends, but it is thougit=tha #ne-
thusiasm induced by the czar's visit
will give a very opportune stimulus to
French cordiality. In case a loan is
floated it will. mean the withdrawal
from London of considerable French
cash and this is likely to come just at
a time when London is most in need of
its surplus.

The professionally fostered boom -in
stocks has developed nothing, The
abundance of money leads to consider-
able investment in high-class securities,
but the present activity, if the term
may be applied, centers in Americans.
This leads to some rather sour com-
ments in the financial press regarding
“the philanthropy of American mag-
nates who engineer deals and commis-
sions for the purpose of letting the pub-
lic in on the ground floor.”

In spite of this adverse comment
there have been generous purchases of
American railway stocks for conti-
nental account, while British railway'
stocks, excepting common shares, are
still on the down-grade to the tune of
over 214 points.

Foreign government securities have

been stationary, even more than de-
pressed on the Franco-Turkish squab-
ble so that the little reaction was an>
ticipated on the close of the incident.
g Mining shares, after the recent slight
Improvement, have gone flat on the
prospect of an indefinite prolongation
of the war in South Africa,

The mine &
owned by New York capitalists, The
cyanide process, as used in the Black
hills, is extremely cheap. It is a poor
man’s proposition. For a few hundred
dollars a man can get wooden tanks
and the necessary amount of machinery
and commence ‘‘producing' Dbullion.

Rey. E. Evang Carrington closed the
conference r at the M. E. church,
South, vesterday. He was greeted both
morning and evening by large au‘di-
ences. At the close of the evening
service Mr. Steininger, one of the mem-
bers of the board of stewards, arose
and paid a high tribute to the work
and ablility of Mr. Carrington, stating
that he had done more for the church
than any pastor who has been at this
charge within the past ten years. He
spoke of Mr. Carrington's services in
freeing the church from an onerous debt
and of the general growth of the church
during Mr. Carrington’s pastorate.

Mr. Carrington’s sermons yesterday
were largely a review of the year just
closed. His morning theme was, “Mu-
tual Obligations,” and his sermon was
in substance as follows:

Galatians vi:2, “Bear ye one another's
burdens.”

“I have but a few words to say to you
this morning. Another conference year
{s today brought to a close and while
we have much to be thankful for in the
experience of the year, we all regret
that more has not bheen accomplished.

“While it is the duty and the privi-
lege of the pastor and people to empha-
size the pleasant things of the year's
experience and to forget the unpleasant
experiences, it is equally our duty to
recognize the causes of failures that
might reasonably have been avoided.

“Some there are who spend much of
thelr time in murmuring and worse,
and take pleasure in nursing grievances,
most of which are imaginary. Even a
small percentage of this class in any
organization can do much to paralyze
the energies or obstruct its action and
the disastrous consequences are trace-
able for years after. Surely the golden
hours of God-given opportunities pass
away too rapidly for any real disciple
of Jesus Christ to occupy his time in
any such way.

“It is utterly inexcusable for a pro-
fessed Christian to dwell on his griev-
ances, but a conscientious study of our
shortcomings and their causes is some-
thing very much needed throughout
christendom today, for no one can deny
that, with the reported numbers, wealth
and machinery of the modern church,
vastly greater results might reasonably
be expected of her. There is a cause for
this, and in my humble judgment it
will be found in the non-observance

of the injunction of the great apostle as
expressed in the text, ‘Bear ye one an-
other's burdens.’

“The law is universal in its applica-
tion.

“The eleemosynary institutions dot-
ting the whole country are a concrete
expression of the general recognition
of the law, and yet it falls far short,
very far short, of an adequate recogni-
tion of our obligation.

“In the last century—a century of
unprecedented material prosperity—we
have cultivatzd the habit of self-indul-
gence to an appalling degree. The lav-
ish expenditure on self is the dark
cloud that discredits our ecivilization,
and in view of the hundreds that bear
burdens of sorrow and affliction of
which many of us know nothing and
seemingly care less, it is an imperative
necessity for our own salvation to take
the apostle’s word to heart—passing
hurriedly over the varied phases of so-
cial life illustrative of the beneficent
practice of the law of mutual burden
bearing. Let us note its bearing on the
life of the church. We hear complaint
of the alleged unfriendliness of ‘‘the
world” toward the church and think
that what is needed is a larger attend-
ance of non-church members ‘on the
services of the church. To my mind
the trouble is inside the churches rath-
er than outside. 1t is because the
common burdens of the church fall upon
the few. The obligation to attend the
ordinary services of God's house rests
lightly upon the average church mem-
ber of our day. It is made a matter of
convenience, and I have found it to be
the fact frequently in other churches
as well as our own that the evening
congregations have been made up large-
ly of non-church members. If the
church members would sacredly honor
thelr vows in this respect every church
would be crowded to the very street
and the effect on the outsiders, who can
tell? All honor to the faithful few of
every name, and let us be thankful for
what has been done; but if we would
have the largest results we must sa-
credly and gratefully bear one another’s
burdens and so fulfil the law of Christ.”

The pastor closed with a few Kkindly
words of appreciation for the many
courtesies shown him and expressed hig
willingness to serve the church another
vear should the bishop be pleased to
send him back.

Rev, Lyle, Ph, D., pastor of
the Presbyterian church,
preached vesterday morning on ‘Abra-
ham’s Belief In God.” His sermon was
as follows:

Text, Romans 4; 3: “For what saith
the scripture? Abraham believed God,
and it was countedq unto him for right-
eousness.” It is not our purpose to
get lost in the labyrinth of religious
controversy that has grown out of
Abraham’s justification or sink in the
quick-sands of doctrinal discussion
that loses itself in linguistic obscurity.

The real teaching of this scripture
seems to be that Abraham did a com-
mendable thing when he took God at
his word, received his promises and
acted accordingly. This was his ha-
bitual attitude of mind and his life
justifies the epithet—father of the
faithful. The mind in exercise of faith
in all ages is the same. We 3see faith
AT ITUST In the patriarcy &, Hettdrns
his face in obedience to the divine call
toward an unknown land and we recog-
nize the same spirit in St. Paul, when
on the brink of destruction he writes:
“The Lord shall deliver me from every
evil work and shall preserve me urto
his heavenly kingdom."”

Yet it is true that the religious'con-
cepts vary in the Bible characters as
in the present experience of men. The
religious trend of a person depends on
education, environment, temperament
and chosen mission. This fact accouhts
for the multiform view we have of
“faith” in the different writings of
scripture, Generally speaking faith acts
in realms of the unseen and is indis-
pensable in the various disciplines of
thought and experience, whether we
consider physical science, business life
or religious truth, It was faith that
led Leverrier, the astronomer, some 50
vears ago, to direct Dr. Galle to scan
the heavens with the great equatorial
telescope and the blazing Neptune was
the reward for his pains—Faith vindi-
cated.

For years the Atlantic cable was an
]unnulizvd fact in the mind of Cyrus
Field, but he trusted, labored and suc-
| ceeded, and when at last the message
| from Queen Victoria to the president
was received, his faith in his own judg-
ment and the forces of nature was
exultantly rewarded in the praise of
two continents,

And likewise faith in God’'s promises
revealed in Christ recognizing moral

respongibility in every sphere of action
| hag been conspicuously vindicated and
| rewardeq,

The [ife of Abraham which is now
| occupying the thought of all our Sun-
day school workers and scholars, sug-
| gests valdable truth concerning faith
as an element in life which was ex-
emplified in the career of the patriarch,
elaborated by the writers of the New
Testament and has been verified in the
individual experience of the present.

First—Faith is a matter of com-
munion, The personal relationship be-
tween man and his maker is recog-
nized in Abraham's life. The same
idea. is echoed in James' epistle, ‘“He
was called the friend of God” and the
gospel of John seems imbued with the
personality of Christ as we hear the
admonitions and invitations, “receive
him,”” “hear him,” ‘“come unto him.”

L.ove for and faith in a personal] sa-

vior stands first, then
to his commands.

The indwelling Christ is the theme
and the Christian’'s privilege is the les-
son.

Second—Now, faith manifests itself
in cheerful obedience to the divine will.

In the New Testament on what Lu-
ther regarded as the gospel of straw,
James seems to champion the criterion
suggested by Christ, “Wherefore by
their fruits ye shall know them.” He
was called to labor in the early church.
It was not aways convenient to con-
sult the church register, nor would it
be complimentary to do so now, to as-
certain whether one was in the com-
mumnion of saints, Yes! the faith of the
followers of Jesus will certainly mani-
fest itself in obedience to his law in
letter and in spirit. *I will show thee
my faith by my works.” The great
crises and epochs in Abraham’s life,
his deeds of self-denial and his self-
surrender, all point to his supreme
faith and his complete obedience,

Third—Also Abraham’s life brings out
the acceptance of the divine plan. This
always requires faith. But for thig ele-
ment what mockery would be the prom-
ises to the aged patriarch touching a
pasterity which should rival the stars
of heaven for multitude and the sands
of the sea for number. But for faith
in God how discouraged would the
apostle Paul have felt as he viewed pa-
ganism and attacked it almost single
handed with gospel which was foolish-
ness to some, but the power of God
to those who believed.

Fourth—Again the simplicity of faith
in this for us great pioneer of relig-
ious experience reminds us of Christ's
teaching in reference to faith toward
the Father—it must be childlike. Jesus
intimates that a childlike faith marks
the beginning of a consecrated life and
further Christ taught that a child’s dis-
regard for artificial conditions of life
and trustful nature of childhood and
the generous sympathy are a standing
rebuke to the proud, hard, selfish and
self-righteous spirit of human nature.
The faith of the child is to be emu-
lated in our attitude toward our maker.
Such simplicity of faith has charac-
terized the great in the spiritual king-
dom.

Dr. Theodore Cuyler says that he
often wondered what constituted the
power of Spurgeon until he visited him
in England. Two powerful discourses
did not reveal the sourse of spiritual
power, But at the close of the day
at evening prayer when too weary to
kneel with the rest of the family, the
great preacher dropped his face on ths
open page and poured out his heart
to God in simple faith. Then Dr, Cuy-
ler said he understood the source of
the great man's power. But Abraham
had discovered this fountain of grace
in his day.

It is open today and we need it,
God today tries our faith as in the past.

In choosing the timber for the vessel
that Nansen was to use in his Arctic
expedition the river elm was taken, not
the soft pine, for when the course of
the “tram’ lay between crunching ice-
bergs in a polar sea, her chance of
escape lay in her strength and elastic-
ity. In the storms of life, baffling hu-
man knowledege and the arm of flesh,
we need individual faith and trust in
God.

AN ORDINANCE RELATING TO

THE POLICE DEPARTMENT AND

GIVING THE RIGHT OF WAY OF

THE STREETS AND OTHER PUB-

LIC PLACES OF THE CITY TO

THE POLICE PATROL WAGONS

AND AMBULANCES.

Be it ordained by the city council of the
city of Colorado Springs:

Section 1. The right of way of the
streets, avenues, lanes, alleys and oth-
er public places of the city of Colorado
Springs is hereby given to the police
patrol wagons and ambulances of the
city, with the horses attached thereto
and the officers in charge thereof, in all
cases when in the line of duty; and it
shall be and is hereby made the im-
perative duty of all persons occupying
the streets, avenues, lanes, alleys or
other public places within the corpor-
ate limits of the city of Colorado
Springs with wagons, teams, horses,
cars, engines or vehicles of any de-
scription on the line which any of the
police patrol wagons or ambulances of
the city may be drawn or required to
go in the performance of police duty to
yield the right of way in any such
street, avenue, alley or other public
place, to the requirements of said pa-
trol wagons or ambulances of said po-
lice department or the horses attached
thereto, or the officers in charge or
having control thereof.

Section 2. Any person or persons
failing and neglecting or refusing to
comp'y «'th the terms and provisions
of the foregoing section or who shal
in any manner impede or obstruct the
progress of any patrol wagon, ambu-
lance or any other vehicle of the police
department of the city of Colorado
Sprir.gs, or the horses attached thereto
or the officers in charge thereof, shall
upon conviction be fined not less than
ten dollars ($10) nor more than two
hundred dollars ($200) for each and ev-
ery offense.
