THE MASSACHUSETTS SHOE STRIKE.
The Lasters and the Manufacturers Still at a 

Deadlock.
Brocton, Mass,, Dec. 11.—Since the ad­

journment for one week of the manufac­
turers and the last conference both parties 
have abandoned their previous policy of 
silence and offer their respective explana­
tions of the deadlock to which the negotia­
tions have been brought. The manufac­
turers assert that in accordance with the 
articles of agreement they named Preston 
Keith as their representative in the con­
ference committee of three, and when he 
was objected to as being an interested 
party they substituted Judge Charles Sum­
ner. The lasters offered the secretary of 
the Lynn Lasters’ Union as their referee, 
and he being objected to presented no other 
man. The lasters reply that inasmuch as 
Judge Sumner is one of the best criminal 
lawyers in this part of the State his selec­
tion is not in the interest of fair play. The 
manufacturers assert that the manifest 
prices which the lasters refuse to accept are 
higher than the union prices which were 
previously considered to be satisfactory. 
This the lasters deny. There seems to be 
no immediate chance of coming to an 
understanding.

PUSHING THE PANAMA CANALFROM THE NATIONAL CAPITAL

TH E M ARSHALL P 0 S T 0 F F IC E  CO N TEST.

Opinions on Tiiden’s Letter— Rivalry on Re­
vision of House Rules— Items from the 

Land Office— General News.

Special to The News.
W ashington, Dec. 11.—The fight over the 

Marshall postoffice still holds on, and no 
one can guess the result, but Congressman 
Jones and the other friends of Mr. Jennings, 
who has the endorsement of his Senators 
and Congressman, assert that Jennings 
must win the prize. Mr. Jennings is here,, 
and is a modest and unassuming gentleman, 
and certainly has most devoted advocates, 
who are working zealously for his appoint­
ment. Comantor, of Austin Gazette fame, 
but now of Colorado, is here, and says he 
wants to be a government timber inspector 
in his State. He has some friends and some 
very positive opponents in the Texas dele­
gation. His opponents will try to defeat 
his appointment.

The estimates of the appropriations for 
the next fiscal year include an item of $10,- 
181 for improvements at the San Antonio 
arsenal. The original estimate was $20,131, 
but the Secretary of War reduced the 
amount $10,000. The President sent a batch 
of his vacation appointments to the Senate 
yesterday. The only Texas man in the lot 
is P. S. Mansfield, to be secretary of lega- 
gation to Japan. The general impression 
is that there will be no opposition to the 
confirmation of Texas appointees, unless it 
be to Auditor Chenoweth and Internal Rev­
enue Collector Henderson. There is some 
possibility of opposition to the latter on 
grounds connected with the removal of the 
immortal Flanagan, who was his prede­
cessor.

One of the first moves regarding the of­
fices made by the Texas Congressman will 
be to inquire into the places now filled by 
persons who claim to be from the Lone Star 
State and who secured their positions in the 
name of Texas. Many are here, it is firmly 
believed, holding office in various depart­
ments who say they are from Texas, who 
were never west of the Mississippi River. 
They will be attended to and “ bodily fired 
out.”  It has been frequently asserted in 
the press that this state of affairs has long 
existed, and that Texas is not the only suf­
ferer, there being many other States which 
have been thus overtaxed.

OPINIONS ON THE TILDEN LETTER.
The letter of Mr. Tilden to Mr. Carlisle 

continues to be commented upon here. Some 
of the free traders and tariff reformers who 
at first expressed great indignation over it, 
are trying to hedge. They say that the let­
ter does not necessarily imply that the wri­
ter is opposed to a revision of the tariff. 
This is the el ass. who maintain 1 hat a reform 
of the tariff does not necessarily mean a re­
duction of the revenue. There is still a 
large number who are disposed to charge 
the letter upon Mr. Randall, and these are 
the ones who insist that it was in the in­
terest of protection. By others this idea is 
disclaimed. They say that the letter is not 
at all in harmony with Mr. R.an- 
dall’s well-known retrenchment policy. 
Mr. Randall is also known, 
they say, to have opposed the extensive ap­
propriations proposed in the last and pre­
ceding Congresses for coast defenses and 
the improvement of the navy. Mr. Randall 
has alway opposed large expenditures, and 
the letter of Mr. Tilden, they assert, seems 
to be more in accord with those who favor 
a distribution of the appropriation bills 
which would tend toward large expendi­
tures. The subject of coast defenses and 
the reconstruction of the navy has given 
rise to two factions. One faction is com­
posed of inland members, who want all the 
appropriations for internal improve­
ment. They have no interest in coast 
defenses, and therefore do not like 
Mr. Tiiden’s letter. Mr. Morrison is a 
good representative of this faction, and in 
an interview denounces the letter in his 
usual strong terms. He declares that this 
nation needs no defenses, and wonders if 
Randall inspired the Tilden letter. Springer, 
who is from the same State, and not exact­
ly a follower of Morrison, says he believes 
in properly providing for our coast de­
fenses, and that the letter was in the line of 
his proposed revision of the rules. He 
thought the subject was important enough 
to require the attention of a special com­
mittee, and that it was to give this 
and other equally important subjects 
more prominence that he proposed a recon­
struction of the committees. Those who 
speak highly of Mr. Tiiden’s letter are gen­
erally those who are directly interested in 
coast defenses and not necessarily advo­
cates of protection. Certain industries 
would, of course, be incidentally benefited 
should Mr. Tiiden’s recommendations be 
carried Out. In some quai’ters Mr. Tilden 
is believed to have foreshadowed the stand 
on this subject assumed by the President in 
his message.

GENERAL WASHINGTON NEWS.

MR. HOAR’ S SUCCESSION BILL.
W ashington, Dec. 11.—Senator Thurman 

thinks Mr. Hoar’s Presidential succession 
bill will be agreed upon by the committee 
on privileges and elections early next week, 
and be reported to and passed by the Sen­
ate without delay. There appears to be no 
division of opinion on the subject, and there 
was a unanimous expression at yesterday’s 
meeting in favor of Mr. Hoar’s proposition.

SENATE RULES.
The Senate committee on rules to-day 

authorized Chairman Frye to report a con­
current resolution which embodies the code 
of the joint rules adopted by the Senate 
during the last session. The committee de­
cided,however, to strike out the clause which 
prohibits the selling of liquor in the Capitol, 
Believing that the question was one for 
each house to determine for itself, and un­
der the Senate rules it is strictly prohibited 
in the Senate restaurant. The chairman 
will submit this report to the Senate on 
Monday.

THE QUESTION OF HOUSE RULES.
A great deal of speculation is indulged in 

at the Capitol to-day about the action of the 
committee on House rules. A. large ma­
jority of the members seem to think that 
Mr. Morrison’s scheme of amending the 
rules and distributing appropriation bills 
will be reported with unconsequential 
amendments. In any event, it is the im­
pression that the rules will be so amended, 
but that the work will not be completed be­
fore the end of next week, and that the an­

nouncement of the committees will be de­
ferred till after the holidavs.

The question of modifying the rules of 
the House was discussed for two hours and 
a half to-night by the House committee on 
rules. All the members were present and 
the debate at times was quite spirited. The 
principal propositions, those submitted 
by Messrs. " Morrison and Spring­
er, which contemplate the dis­
tribution among the several standing 
committees of the greater part of the work 
heretofore done by the committee on appro­
priations were very generally considered, 
but the discussion took such a wide range 
that it was found impossible to reach a con­
clusion to-night; therefore, at 10 o ’clock an 
adjournment was taken until to-morrow af­
ternoon. SpeakerCarlisle says the House will 
adjourn immediately after the reading of 
the journal to-morrow, and the committee 
will then resume its consideration of the 
subject. When asked to-night by a repre­
sentative of the United Press if the indica­
t io n  did not warrant the belief that his 
proposition would be adopted, Mr. Morri­
son excused himself with the remark: 
“ If that wa3 the case I should 
not feel at liberty at this time to say so.”  
In answer to a further inquiry, Mr. Morri­
son said the committee will agree upon a 
report to-morrow, which will be submitted 
to the House on Monday, The meeting to­
night has not in any degree changed earlier 
predictions that the proposition submitted 
by Mr. Morrison will be made the basis of 
the report of the committee.

AFTER OFFICIAL SMUGGLERS.
The Collector of Customs at New York 

has been directed by Assistant Secretary 
Fairchild to send a Customs Inspector 
aboard the United States Steamer Junitia to 
ascertain the accuracy of the information 
that twenty of her officers have concealed 
on that vessel a large and valuable 
collection of dutiable articles, and to take 
such action as the customs laws may re­
quire.

REPUBLICAN SENATORIAL CAUCUS.
The Republican Senators met in caucus 

to-day and discussed the question of presi­
dential appointments, the object being if 
possible to agree upon a plan of procedure, 
in order that the various committees might 
be able to work more intelligently when 
different nominations came before them for 
action. The matter was very generally dis­
cussed, but owing to the diversity of opin­
ions no definite line of action was agreed 
upon. The caucus also devoted some time 
to the subject of committee membership, 
and Mr. Sherman tendered his resignation 
as chairman of the committee on the public 
library, which place the caucus committee 
had previously agreed should be tendered 
to Gen. Sewell.

A PARDON SOUGHT.
Mr. W. C. Torry, of New York, called on 

President Cleveland to-day in behalf of 
his friend, W. C. Phelan, who was con­
victed three years ago in Boston for pass­
sing counterfeit money in that city in 1881. 
Mr. Torry, who says his friend was con­
victed through perjury, seeks a pardon for 
him and succeeded to-day in getting a 
promise from the President to personally 
examine the case.

Fr e e d m a n ’ s  b a n k  a f f a i r s .
Comptroller Cannon is his annual report 

on the affairs of the Freedman’s Savings 
Bank said: “ The affairs of the bank are 
steadily approaching final settlements. The 
total disbursements to the creditors of the 
bank amount to $1,729,305. The comp­
troller renews his former recommendation, 
as well as that of his predecessor, Mr. 
Knox, asking Congress to relieve the un­
fortunate creditors of the institution. The 
great majority of them, he says, are of the 
poorest and most illiterate of our people. 
Many of them have grown old and de­
crepit. Thousands of them to this day be­
lieve that the dividends paid them by the 
commissioners are but the interest’on the 
earnings of their deposits, and that sooner 
or later their original deposits will be re­
turned to them. No explanation seems to 
convince them to the contrary, and calls 
are received daily, both orally and in 
writing, for their money. The Comptroller 
estimates that $950,000 would cover the de­
ficiency.

ALLEGED LAND FRAUDS.
The general hind office has received in­

formation that a man named Lingard, of 
Chicago, had, with six others, been indicted 
in the United States District Court at 
Omaha, Neb., for defrauding the govern­
ment by hiring men to take tip lands m Ne­
braska under the public land laws and then 
transfer their claims to him. Information 
has also been received at the land office of 
the arrest of several parties composing a 
syndicate of land speculators in Denver, 
Col., who have been engaged in similar 
transactions.

AN OPPRESSIVE RULING.
The ruling of Commissioner Sparkes, of 

he general office, suspending the issuance 
of land patents in certain sections of the 
West, which embraces Dakota, has created 
no little excitement in that region. Indig­
nant letters from settlers affected by the 
ruling are coming to Senators. The com­
plaint is that the Commissioner’s action 
makes the innocent suffer with the guilty; 
that it imposes the same hardship and in­
convenience upon those who procured their 
homesteads honestly, as upon those who re­
sorted to dishonest methods. A strong 
effort will probably be made to have the 
ruling changed, so as to apply only to per­
sons known to have procured them through 
fraudulent entries.

CHEAPER MONEY ORDERS.
The Postmaster General has made an 

order fixing fees on international money 
orders on and after the 15th of next Janu­
ary as follows: For sums not exceeding 
$10, 10 cents; over $10 and not exceeding 
$20, 20 cents; over $20 and not exceeding 
$30, 30 cents; over $30 and not exceeding 
$40, 40 cents; over $40 and not exceeding 
$50, 50 cents. This is a reduction of one- 
third of the nresent rates paid by remitters 
for such orders.

WILL^jSTAND PAT.
Whatever may be the result of the effort 

on the part of the House of Representatives 
to distribute among its several committees 
the annual appropriation bills, it can be 
authoritatively stated that there is no dis­
position on the part of the Senate to change 
its present method of handling the bills, 
and that they will all be referred to the ap­
propriations committee for revision and 
report.

THE SENTIMENT AS TO CONFIRMATIONS.
While the Renublican caucus of Senators 

to-day failed to adopt a plan to govern the 
consideration of Presidential appointments, 
it is quite evident that there is a disposition 
among the Senators to confirm all nomina­
tions, except those made to fill vacancies 
caused by dismissals, resulting from 
charges preferred against Republican in­
cumbents. In these cases the persons re­
moved will be afforded an opportunity to 
meet the charges prior to the confirmation 
of their successors". Of course there will be 
a number of individuals opposed to con­
firmations, but tfie general sentiment pre­
vailing among Republican Senators does 
not indicate that the President is going to 
suffer much annoyance at the hands of the 
Senate.

TW ELVE THOUSAND LABORERS AT WORK

Complete Success Promised— Bulgarian-Rou 
meiian Union Recognized— Eads’ Ship 

Railway— English Politics.

NO FRENCH ALLIANCE.
London, Dec. 11.—The cloud that threat­

ened to result seriously in connection with 
the Burmese affair has been removed by the 
positive denial of France that any treaty of 
mutual defense ever existed between France 
and Burmah. King Theebaw will therefore 
receive no support from the French govern­
ment. It is announced to-day that the 
brutal ex-monarch has been interned at 
Arcot in the Madras Presidency. Upon 
receiving the French Minister’s assurance 
that France had only a commercial interest 
in Burmah, and that she would trust to 
England’s sense of fairness for the protec­
tion of French traders there, Lord Salis­
bury has promised that every guarantee 
shall be furnished to secure the rights of 
French subjects in the premises. This re­
moves the only obstacle that was consid­
ered opposed to England’s absorption of 
Burmah, which is already an accomplished 
fact.

ENGLISH POLITICAL MATTERS.

OFF FOR A CONFERENCE.
Dublin, Dec. 11.—The Earl of Carnarvon, 

Lord Lieutenant of Ireland, left this morn­
ing for London for a conference with Lord 
Salisbury and other members of the Tory 
Cabinet on the political situation.

The announcement on behalf of Mr. Glad­
stone that he would soon submit his views 
on the Irish question to his Liberal lieuten­
ants arouses considerable interest. A 
speedy conference of the Parnellite and 
Liberal leaders is expected. The substance 
of Mr. Gladstone’s ideas on the subject in 
the past are well enough known, and inter­
est and speculation centers in the point as 
to how much he is willing to extend them in 
order to obtain Mr. Parnell’s hearty sup­
port. _____ _______

IRELAND.
“ JO”  SMITH, THE INFORMER, INSANE.

Dublin, Dec. 11.—John Kelly, a laborer, 
who recently gave himself up at Drum- 
donda, a village two miles north of Dublin, 
asserting that he was an incendiary, and

who was yesterday identified as “ Jo”  Smith, 
the informer in the Phoenix Park murder 
trial, has been pronounced insane and com­
mitted to an asylum to await her Majesty’s 
pleasure.

Benjamin I. O. Hubbard, defaulting cash­
ier, cf Monmouth, 111., before Judge Blod­
gett, in the United States District Court, 
Joseph Stevenson, one of the directors and 
vice president of the bank at the time of 
its collapse, told of the discovery of ir­
regularities. At the regular meeting of 
the board Mr. Hubbard disclosed all ho 
had learned. Hubbard was pres­
ent and was asked to explain.
He acknowledged he was short, and 
placed the amount at about $65,000. 
Afterward it figured about $114,000. Witness 
did not know that Hubbard had issued 
drafts without receiving money as usual, 
nor did he know of the $10,000 certificate of 
deposit issued in favor of Greeg, the Board 
of Trade man, until failure. These pro­
ceedings were wholly without the knowl­
edge or authority of the directors. Several 
other guiltless directors told the same story 
of knowing nothing about the irregular 
practices of Hubbard. The case will occupy 
most of the day to-morrow.

Eulogy on William Bradford.
Philadelphia, Dec. 11.—Rey. Geo. Dana 

Boardman this evening delivered in the 
lecture room of the Historical Society of 
Pennsylvania, a eulogy upon the life and 
services of William Bradford, in commem­
oration of the two hundreth anniversary of 
the introduction of printing into the middle 
colonies. To-morrow a banquet will take 
place, to which many eminent men from 
every section of the country have been in­
vited. Among those who have accepted in­
vitations are Gen. Hancock, Henry Watter- 
son, Whiteiaw Reid and E. L. Goodkin.

Warning and Boycott Notices Posted.
Philadelphia, Dec. 11.—The striking 

weavers at Gloucester City have posted no­
tices about the city warning strikers and 
business men not to sell or have any deal­
ings with the “ scab”  workmen, as the non­
union employes of the Ginghams Mill aro 
called, on penalty of being boycotted by the 
Knights of Labor.

CENTRAL AMERICA.
THE PANAMA CANAL.

Special to The News.
Panama, via Galveston, Dec. 11.—Opera­

tions are proceeding on two-thirds of the 
total length of the canal. The other third is 
most easy to excavate, and is composed of 
soft earth. The necessary work of erecting 
machines is in progress on this section. 
The company has also just concluded a 
contract for excavations of all 
lands of the Chagres Valley. 
The price generally varies from 34 
centimes to $2 40 per cubic metre in Co­
lombian silver. The latter only applies to 
rocks situated nine metres below the sea 
level. The average price of excavating 
will probably not exceed $1 per cubic metre, 
the rock being the exception in this part of 
the intallation. The work is proceeding 
actively all along the line of the canal 
proper, as well as for deviations for rail­
road and water courses. The machinery in 
use is considerable, and is daily increasing.

Excavators for Culebra River are now be­
ing disembarked and counting only a quar­
ter of the power of excavation proved by 
trial, the material is sufficient to take out 
the bulk of the Culebra River in less than 
three years. The company and its eminent 
engineers are straining every nerve to com­
plete the great work rapidly at any sacrifice. 
Nearly all buildings are finished and 
American dredges on the first twenty kilo­
meters are in full swing. Twelve thousand 
laborers are at work and the number will 
certainly be doubled in the dry season, 
when all sections will be in full activity.

Complete peace reigns and inundations 
of the Chagres River have only had an in­
significant effect on the work.' Everything 
presages complete success. The number of 
employes of the canal company and con­
tractors engaged in the work are from 800 
to 900, The number of the sick in the com­
pany’s hospitals at Panama and Colon, in 
which patients from the line are treated, 
will not exceed 400 or 450, being about 30 per 
cent, which is certainly not excessive. In 
spite of extraordinary November rains and 
exceptional freshets of the Chagres River, 
excavations reached 700,000 cubic metres.

THE SERVIAN-BULGARIAN WAR.

Milan ’s pledge.
V ien na , Dec. 11.—A Belgrade dispatch 

this afternoon states that King Milan has 
declared that he will abide by the decision 
of the powers if compatible with the inter­
ests and dignity of Servia.

a proposition.
Belgrade, Dec. 11.—The Servian govern- 

ernment has proposed that the powers shall 
appoint a military commission to establish 
a line of demarcation between the Servian 
and Bulgarian armies in their present posi­
tions to be respected by both sides pending 
the settlement of peace.

NOT CONFIRMED.
London, Dec. 11.—No particulars of the 

reported defeat of the Servians yesterday 
in the attacks on the three Bulgarian out­
posts have yet been received, and it is not 
considered absolutely certain that such en­
gagements have taken place. Bulgaria 
would have an object in reporting such vio­
lations of the armistice just at this juncture 
in order to create a feeling against Servia 
while the conference of the ambassadors is 
discussing the settlement of the difficulties. 
An official dispatch from Belgrade states 
that the reported fights were mere acci­
dental encounters between scouting parties, 
and have no significance whatever. King 
Milan assures the powers of his purpose and 
ability to obey their*' mandate to keep the 
peace pending their final decision. There 
is no news from the front to-day, and so far 
as known no change in the diplomatic situa­
tion.

peace as good as secured.
London, Dec. 12.—A  dispatch from Con­

stantinople to the Times of this (Saturday) 
morning announces that all the powers rep­
resented in the Balkan conference have 
agreed to recognize the union of Bulgaria 
and Eastern Roumelia. The powers 
have also approved King Milan’s proposal 
of a military commissian to demarcate 
an impassable line between the Servian and 
Bulgarian armies. The commission has 
been appointed, and its labors will occupy 
a month. This insures a continuance of the 
armistice during that period, and can 
hardly fail to secure peace. The Times 
says editorially “ that the Eastern difficulty 
may be regarded as virtually settled.”

BURMAH.

SENTENCE OF DEATH.
Madrid, Dec. 11.—The sentence of death 

has been pronounced by a court-martial 
upon four Spanish officers who were con­
victed of conspiring for a revolutionary 
uprising in Carthagenia immediately after 
the death of the King.

DON CARLOS ILL.
The Madrid newspapers state that Don 

Carlos is dangerously ill at Venice, and 
that his brother, Don Alfonso, who com­
manded the Pretender’s northern army in 
the Carlist revolution, has been summoned 
to his bedside.

MEXICO.
CONTRACT WITH CAPT. EADS.

City of M e x ic o , Dec. 11.—Both houses of 

Congress this morning approved a modified 
contract with Capt. James B. Eads for the 
construction of his ship railway across the 
Isthmus of Tehuantepec. The bill was im­
mediately sent to President Diaz for his 
signature.

INTENSE COLD.
London, Dec. 11.—The weather through­

out England is intensely cold to-day. A 
cutting wind prevails, and not in five years 
has the temperature been so low.

Berne, Dec. 11.—The Federal Council of 
Switzerland granted credit for the purpose 
of fortifying the Swiss end of the Saint 
Gothard tunnel.

TOM VARNELL REFUSED BAIL.
The Slayer of Jonas Land Ordered Incarcerated 

by Judge Hall.

Hillsboro, Dec. 11.—The habeas corpus 
proceedings in the case of the State of 
Texas vs. Tom P. Varnel, charged with the 
murder of Jonas Land in March, 1883, near 
Hubbard City, this county, were held here 
to-day, Judge J. M. Hall, District Judge, pre­
siding. A number of witnesses were in at­
tendance, but only two were examined. 
The case was submitted without argument.

Columbus, Dec. 11.—Deputy Clerk of the 

Supreme Court Slocum to-night announces 
that the court has come to a conclusion in 
regard to the Hamilton County mandamus 
case, which will be formulated and formally 
announced from the bench to-morrow morn­
ing. The decision reversed the decision of 
the Circuit Court of Hamilton County and 
orders Clerk Dalton to issue certificates of 
election to the candidates that are shown to 
be elected on the face of the returns. By 
this order the whole Democratic ticket of 
Hamilton County is elected.

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DEATH PENALTY INFLICTED.

JOHN ALEXANDER HANGED FOR MURDER.

He Protests His Innocence and Will Meet 
the Ship of Zion Anchored in the 

River of Jordon.

Special to The News.
New Orleans, Dec. 11.—John Alexander, 

convicted of wife murder, was hanged in 
the Parish Prison at 12:80 to-day. The exe­
cution was private, as the law directs, there 
being only fifteen witnesses. As a rule in 
cases of this kind, the negro population ex­
hibit the liveliest curiosity, and crowd all 
the approaches to the prison. To-day there 
was a notable absence of the usual excite­
ment, and the streets surrounding the jail 
were completely deserted. Just before the 
execution, as Alexander was being led from 
the condemned cell, he protested his inno­
cence of the crime for which he was to be 
executed, but said he did nor fear death.

WOULD DIE GAME.
Turning to those present, with much fer­

vor, he added: “ You see that sun sinking 
out there? Well, where I am going it is 
bright like that all the time. There is no 
Monday there. It’s all Sunday. Dey is not 
going to have any trouble wid me on the 
gallows. I ain’t going to hold back; I ’se 
going to push forward. I will meet the ship 
of Zion that is now anchored on the River 
Jordon, and wiil sail away to the happy 
land of Canaan.”

Alexander was led from the condemned 
cell to the chapel, where Father O’Callahan 
and a Sister of Mercy prayed with him,. He 
was then placed on the trap and the black 
cap adjusted. He had promised to die 
game, and he did so. The preparations for 
the supreme moment were witnessed by him 
■without any exhibition of emotion, and he 
awaited the

SPRINGING OF THE TRAP 
without a tremor. When the executioner, 
concealed in a cell below, sprung the trap, 
Alexander’s body shot down a distance of 
eight feet, there was a sudden jerk, the 
neck was dislocated, and, after a few mtis- 
cular contractions, all was over.

ANOTHER ACCOUNT.
NEW Orleans, Dec. 11.—Alexander passed 

the morning chatting with prison officials 
and newspaper reporters. He gave the 
Deputy Sheriff some numbers to play in the 
lottery and protested against a picture of 
himself published in an evening paper. He 
was quite cheerful and frequently laughed 
heartily. After being baptized and shrived 
he ascended the scaffold and took a s.eat on 
a stool. The hangman, in black domino 
and mask, stepped from the cell, adjusted 
the rope and immediately sprung the trap. 
Alexander’s neck was broken and death was 
almost instantaneous.

A Woman’s Remarkable Career.
From the Fall River News.

Mrs. Sarah W arburton, who died in Fall 
River on Tuesday, was a woman of won. 
derful experience and remarkable charac. 
ter. She was born in Glasgow, Scotland, 
but her father, being a soldier, a private in 
the Twentieth Regiment, she was taken 
while in her infancy to India. Here her 
father was killed, and her mother dying 
shortly after, she was adopted, by the regi­
ment and brought up by the quartermaster, 
Darrington, who enjoys the distinction of 
having laid out the remains of Napoleon at 
St. Helena, the regiment, or a portion of it, 
being stationed at St. Helena |at that time. 
She was first married in 1836, to the quar­
termaster sergeant, Hulford, at Poonah, 
India, with whom she subsequently re­
turned to England. She bore him five 
children, three of whom are still living, one 
of them being an overseer in the 
Arlington Mills, at Lawrence, and a 
daily sufferer from disease contracted 
during the imprisonment as a Union soldier 
in a rebel prison pen. After returning to 
London she resided for some time in the 
Tower, and was living there when Queen 
Victoria was crowned. Passing her early 
life in India, she acquired the dialect of the 
district in which she lived, and it was once 
her pleasure to converse with a royal 
visitor from that country who was in Lon­
don. “ You should have seen his delight,”  
she would say, “ to find some one who could 
speak to him in his native tongue. A recital 
of her experiences and life in the Indies was 
thrilling and of extreme interest, and she 
willingly related them to always interested 
listeners. After her return to England 
misfortune came upon her, but with heroic 
self-sacrifice she parted with what little 
possessions she had left, and with the money 
obtained sent her brother to America. Mean­
time she struggled on, working as a warp 
spinner in one of the mills—a labor at that 
jtime so difficult that few but men could 
follow the occupation—to keep her little 
ones together and out of the workhouse. 
She toiled on until at last her brother was 
able to bring her and her familv to a com­
fortable home in this country. About 
twenty-six years ago she married, for the 
second time, James Warburton, of Cres- 
brook Cottage, who survives her. To him 
she has ever been a helpmate and a sincere 
sharer in his trials and in his joys, and he, 
though but a “ spinner of poor yarns,”  as he 
loves to speak of himself, has been the 
kindest of husbands to her. Their lives 
were humble, but in their, honest way of 
living and their mutual helping of and full 
confidence in each other they were very 
happy and worthy of imitation.

FATAL RESU LTS OF A BO ILER EXPLO SIO N

The Proprietor and Engineer Instantly Killed. 
Interesting Data from the Comptroller’s 

Office— Visiting the Convicts.

A ustin, Dec. 11.—About $13,000 was de­

AN EXPLOSION.
At 4:15 p. m. the boiler of the Colorado 

foundry, which is situated at the foot of 
Colorado street, just on the river bank, ex­
ploded, completely demolishing the build­
ing in which it stood and instantly killing 
Charles Jones, the proprietor, and Lewis 
Preston, the engineer. Jwo others w$re 
shocked by the explosion but not seriously 
hurt. The boiler, a tubular one, which has 
been in use for twenty-five years, parted 
near the center, the two pieces taking dir­
ectly opposite directions.

In their flight both were thrown 150 feet.

THE NEUVO LEON REVOLUTIGN.
Martial Law Declared—A Fight Near Monterey 

with Considerable Loss.

Laredo, Dec. 11.—Gen. Reyes, command­
ing the Federal troops at Monterey, re­
ceived orders from the city of Mexico yes­
terday to depose Acting Gov. Sepul- 

! veda and place the State of
Nuevo Leon under martial law. Gov. 
Sepulveda refused to vacate 
his office, and last night Gen. Reyes re­
ceived orders to remove him by force and 
take possession of the archives of the office. 
He undertook to execute the order during 
the night at the head of 200 soldiers, 
but was repulsed by Gov. Sepul­
veda, with the loss of three soldiers, 
killed and several wounded. To-day the 
troops stationed at Lampasos were ordered 
to Monterey. It is rumored to-night 
that a portion of the Bishop’s 
palace was blown up to-day. Passengers 
on the Monterey train to-night report firing 
near the town of Morelas, which was sup­
posed to be an engagement by the forces of 
the revolutionist Rodrigues.

The President’s message had the effect to 
cause a fall in Mexican silver to-day, from 
83 to 81 cents on the dollar.

A slow rain has been falling all day in 
this section of the country.

Guayaquil, Dec. 11.—Heavy showers of 
rain have fallen lately at Guayaquil and in 
the interior, but the rainy season will not 
commence for another month yet. Heavy 
rains may interrupt the work on the rail­
way extension to the interior, which the 
contractor, M. J. Kelly, is preparing to 
push with energy.

Recent floods have carried away an im­
portant bridge at Agua Cara. It is’ expected 
the interruption to trains will last only two 
days.

The cocoa crops are likely to be abundant.

Ladies in Parisian Society.
Philadelphia Telegraph.

It is impossible for any American not ac­
quainted with French society to realize how 
marked is the difference between the aristo­
cratic and the shop-keeping element in this 
country. In America, Evixth avenue and 
Eighth, street, so far as the dress and de­
meanor of the feminine element are con­
cerned, resemble very closely the same ele­
ment in Fifth avenue and Walnut street. 
Whatever difference exists is like the best 
qualities of Judic’s acting—it consists in 
shading. But in Paris, Mme. Dubois, of the 
Boulevard Sebastopol, no more resembles 
the Marquise de Haut Castel in toilet and 
demeanor than a chicken resembles a 
canary-bird. To describe the queer old 
woman in dreadful gowns that I have 
seen at the Elyse balls in later years 
would he to furnish forth material 
for a cartoon in the Charivari. I have 
for instance, seen an elderly female in one 
of the official boxes at the Grand Opera, 
evidently the wife or mother of some great 
political personage from the provinces, 
amusing herself by deliberately scratching 
her head with her back-comb during the 
■greater portion of the performance. “ The : 
Republic lacks ladies,”  is a reproach that 
has often been brought against it. Mme. 
Grevy is elderly and is an invalid. Mme. 
Wilson is absorbed in her children and her 
domestic cares. Mme. Brisson dislikes 
society even more than her husband does. 
And at one time (it was under the premier­

ship,of Gamoetta) there were several of the 
ministers who were unable to receive at. all, 
for the reason that the ladies presiding over 
their different households were not “ re­
ceivable.”  The most elegant lady of the 
Republic, so far, has been Mme. Wadding- 
ton, formerly Miss King, of New York, who, 
being an American, understood how to 
unite social grace and distinction with firm 
republican principles.

European Inklings.
The. elections in England, which practi­

cally ended with the week, developed, even 
among men of the highest position, a stupid 
coarseness of personality, wholly unre­
lieved by the racy wit which half redeemed 
the savage assaults of Tom Corwin and Nye 
and our famed electioneerers. Lord Ran­
dolph Churchill called Lord Hartington “ a 
boa constrictor,”  and Chamberlain in re­
ply styled Lord Randolph “ a pitiful hark­
ing cur,”  and the whole menagerie was 
sacked for the most offensive zoological 
similes. There was no end, too, to the silly 
ingenuity of wire pullers and candidates, in 
inventing reasons why electors should vote 
on their side. Keen as this competition was, 
we should award the palm to a Mr. Army- 
tage, standing for West Salford, who struck 
out a new line by demonstrating that Lib­
eral rule promotes marriages. By dint of 
industrious research he made the discovery 
that five years of Liberal administration 
witnessed 83,000 more marriages than the 
same period when the Tories were in office, 
and that there was a chilling influence in 
Tory rule which nips young affections in 
the bud. When the sun of Liberalism 
shines forth over England all the young 
men and maidens instantly begin billing 
and cooing, bur the moment the cold-faced 
moon of Conservatism appears in the sky 
Cupid folds his wings and goes to roost, a 
dejected and disconsolate cherub. The 
weakness of the Liberal party has always 
lain in the variety of its opinion; the 
strength of the Tory in the dull fidelity 
with which its followers have leaped like 
sheep after the bellwether of the flock. All 
eyes are now turned to Lord Salisbury, and 
it will be seen how far he is equal to the 
hour. He will almost to a certainty decide 
to continue in power until the new House 
has pronounced upon his measures—that is, 
until March—and then make propositions of 
so unexpectedly original and enlarged lib­
erality as to compel the support of the Lib­
eral party. Disraeli, by following this 
course in 1866, in the face and defiance of 
the charge of immoral inconsistency, re­
mained in office for two years with a major­
ity of eighty opposed to him.

Two summers since, in conversation over 
here, a very brilliant member of the late 
Liberal government, whose intellectual 
judgment would not be influenced in the 
least by prejudice of party, gave a very in­
teresting description and estimate of the 
Tory leader. Lord Salisbury, since first he 
entered the political arena in 1853, as M. P. 
for Stamford, has fought with a two edged 
sword, being both a literary man and a 
politician. It is said that when at the time 
he began to write for the Saturday Review 
his productions were little above’ medioc- 
ritv, bujt the then able editor, Mr. Cook, 
found ju him the most tracti Die and diligent 
of pupils, and eventually, by slow and la­
borious steps, he gained genuine power in 
the use of his pen. The same in politics. 
His career in both, for he still writes, has 
been one of steady progress, the fruit of 
conscientious, hard work, and the position 
he now occupies is due far more to his dil­
igence and perseverence than the acci­
dent of birth. His life may he divided into 
three stages, distinguished by the three

■ different titles he has borne. He began life 
as Lord Robert Cecil, he gained a great step 
in advance by the death of his elder broth­
er, which brought him succession to the 
peerage, and as Marquis of Salisbury he 
has shown, dating from a few years before 
Lord Beaconsfield’s death to the present, a 
ripeness and breadth of judgment of which 
the earlier period did not give promise. 
His earliest efforts were flippant and care­
less and remarkable chiefly for acidity. 
Daring even to audacity, he was ready at 
all times to rush single-handed into the

| fight with those who were infinitely his su-
■ periors in weight of metal, and though he 
received many a fall in these rough tilts, he

■ acquired a certain reputation. He became 
known as a cynic who was ready to scoff 
at everything; as a critic whose eyes were 
keen to discern the smallest flaw in the armor 
of an opponent, as the possessor of a bitter 
tongue, which was able at all times to give 
a sting—in fact, as Disrafii described him, 
as a “ great master of flouts and gibes.”  
Years which bring the philosophic mind, 
have softened, but not wholly destroyed 
this cynicism, and he has shown himself in 
the departments over which he presided an 
industrious, and, to a certain extent, able 
administrator. Whether he is strong 
enough for the present situation remains to 
be seen. The late Lords Derby and Bea- 
consfield were so remarkable men “ all 
round”  that people scarcely inquired 
whether they possessed qualities indis­
pensable to lesser men. Enthusiasm super- 
ceded the necessity. But Lord Salisbury is 
not in a position to take advantage of this. 
He has never yet come quite to the front. 
He has never got himself talked about as 
one of the natural leaders of the future. 
He is identified with no great questions, nor 
is he one of those men to whom, in the hour 
of danger, a nation instinctively turns. He 
has never said anything like Disraeli to 
touch the popular imagination. He is the 
author of no household word. He just 
stops short, in fact, of the caliber of a great 
man.

The Queen is with Salisbury; That she 
takes every opportunity of showing, con­
sistent with what is called constitutional­
ism. She has no special liking for Lord or 
Lady Salisbury. Her favor for them is 
chiefly drawn from their having relieved her 
from Mr. and Mrs. Gladstone, to whom she 
entertains a most bitter personal aversion. 
Since the death ot Lord Beaconsfield the 
only two statesmen whom she regards and 
would consult as friends are the Duke of 
Richmond,a member of the pres­
ent, and Earl Granville of the 
late, government. She has left
her loved mountain home of Balmoral, the 
greatest sacrifice she could make before the 
usual time, and come on to Windsor, to he 
within easjF reach of the election returns. 
Before leaving she opened a bridge at Bal- 
later, close by, to show her son-in-law, 
Prince Henry, her army of holiday kits and 
bare knees that on such occasions throng 
the way, and beamed upon the sturdy High­
landers with as much gratification and 
pride as if they were all her own sons. Nor 
did she forget to wish good-bye to the old 
cotters on her estate and give them the 
usual “ fixing up” for the winter, which in­
cludes a stock of underclothing, a drop of 
creature comfort to keep out the chills, 
some pious literature and a little money.

THE WAR WITH TRIPOLI.
An Interesting Chapter in the History of the

American Navy.
Boston Herald.

The second lecture in the course on the 
“ History of the American Navy”  was given 
last evening in Huntington Hall by Prof. 
James Russell Soley, U. S. N., whose sub­
ject for the evening was “ The War 
with Tripoli.”  The lecturer began
by saying that at the close
of the revolutionary war the navy was dis­
solved, the officers and men discharged and 
the United States navy passed out of exist­
ence. This break was a very had thing; 
it destroyed the continuity of the 
navy, and all that had been learned 
difring the war went for naught. The 
want of a navy was first felt by the ag­
gressions of the Barbary States, from 1785 
to 1789, when the United States, to her 
shame, paid enormous sums to secure its 
commerce from the depredations of these 
pirates. As much tribute was paid to these 
States as would have equipped and main­
tained a first class navy. The attention 
of Congress was called to this fact and 
the construction of six frigates was author­
ized, four of forty-four-pound guns and two 
withtiiirty-six-pounders. This was agreed to 
as a compromise by the opposition. A treaty 
meanwhile was being under negotiation 
■which, by the terms of the compromise, if 
signed and concluded before .the construc­
tion of the ships, work was to 
be stopped on them. This did hap­
pen, as the treaty was concluded in Mareh, 
1795, by which $1,000,000 was to be paid an­
nually to the Barbarians. Three of the 
ships were, however, completed. Tnis was 
the beginning of the present navy. Thus 
$1,000,000 was to purchase immunity annu­
ally from a fifth-rate power. In the 
roll of honor in the navy stand the 
four ships, the Constitution, Constellation, 
United States and the President, that 
were to abrogate the obnoxious treaty, 
Morocco, one of the four Barbary States was 
free, and with her we had a treaty for fifty 
years, of which, with the accession of a new 
ruler, it was necessary to purchase a re­
newal. Algiers, Tunis and Tripoli were the 
three other Barbary States. With Tunis a 
treaty was secured at a Cost of 
$109,000. Every year it got more 
and more insolent, finally de­
manding cannon and stacks of arms. 
No mention is made at this time of Tripoli. 
But we find a letter writen by the Pasha to 
the President, which for consummate inso­
lence, is without a parallel in our diplo­
matic relations. No attention was paid to 
this letter. In 1804 the United States flag 
was cut down in Tripoli, and the con­
sulate notified that war had been declared 
with the United States* whereupon 
he left the city. The first two years of the 
war passed without much action. Two 
squadrons were sent out under Dale and 
Morris, which did nothing, Dale being hin­
dered in free action and Morris incapable 
and inefficient, although he had ample 
power. Morris was recalled and uncere­
moniously dismissed from the navy. 
In 1803 four new vessels were buiit, 
among which were the Argus and 
the Siren. This force sent against 
the Tripolitans was the least powerful yet 
the most effective of all the three forces sent 
against them. The command of this was 
given to Edward Preble, a name well known 
in the early history of the navy. He en­
tered the navy when 16 and became lieu­
tenant during the French war. At 
this time ' he was 44 years old 
and well equipped by nature for 
the difficult task * before him. Tripoli 
was a city of 20.000 or 30,000 inliabi- 
itants of Moors, Arabs and Berbas. Land 
attack of this city was not to be thought of. 
It is well situated also to defend itself from 
an attack by sea, being reached through 
rocks aud shoals, the channel, only nine 
feet deep, winding in and out among ob­
structions. The city was an island which 
was defended on the sea side by sev­
eral batteries. The fleet of the enemy 
consisted of three brigs, two scljponers and 
twenty-one galleys. The winds made the 
anchorage dangerous. The attacking force 
consisted ‘of two frigates, two brigs and 
three schooners. An important point to be 
remembered here is the fact that shell firing 
from guns was unknown. Mortars were the 
only things used for that. Preble was thor­
ough in his work. At Gibraltar he officially 
declared a blockade against Tripoli.

About this time the Philadelphia, while 
chasing, ran ashore, and being alone was 
speedily attacked and captured. Capt. 
Bainbridge, with his officers and men, in all 
300, being made prisoners. This was a loss 
which was severely felt by Preble, it be­
ing fully one-third of his force. Pre­
ble was’ troubled, because he foresaw 
that the ransom of these would
lead to complications in adjusting the 
treaty, and. in fact, this was the only dis­
puted point in the treaty. He sent secret 
messages to the captives encouraging them, 
and sent them supplies. He established 
headquarters at Syracuse, where he refitted 
a captured gunboat and commissioned her 
into the service as the Intrepid.
He now determined to destroy the Phila­
delphia, which had been successfully 
floated and repaired by the enemy. He 
selected Decatur for this service, who' chose 
his crew, going on the Siren. Storms 
delayed them for ten days, when he finally 
attacked on a faint moonlight night. The 
ship sailed slowly into the harbor and got 
within a few rods of the Philadelphia (lying 
at anchor, protected by the gun­
boats) before he was challenged. It 
was answered by his pilot in the same lan­
guage, saying that they had lost their an­
chors in the gale, and wished to swing 
alongside and make fast, which, while 
talking, was done before the alarm was ■ 
given. There was a brief fight, and in five 
minutes Decatur was in possession of the 
ship, with no one killed and only one man 
slightly wounded. There must have been a 
strong’desire to bring the ship out hut he 
had explicit orders to destroy, and destroy 
he did. Of more than one hundred shots 
fired after his ship only one struck her. 
The burning Philadelpnia drifted in oppo­
site the city and was broadside to it when 
her guns, double shotted, becoming heated 
threw their broadside against the city.

On the 3d of July the enemy came out 
from the rocks, and Preble determined to 
attack. The enemy was in three divisions, 
and the Americans attacked all and cap­
tured three or four of the ships, when 
wind rising compelled them to stand 
off. Decatur, with his usual ardor 
and impetuosity, carried two by boarding. 
As Lieut. James Decatur was stepping 
on board one of his prizes he was treacher­
ously shot. He was the only man killed in 
this ’ engagement. Attacks' had followed 
each other before this in rapid succession, 
hut the Tripolitans, knowing every shoal 
and rock, had every advantage o'ver the 
Americans, who had only unreliable charts 
to depend on. The next attack was on the 
7th, when the Americans were again vic­
torious. The John Adams now came from 
the United States, and Preble was informed 
of his supersedence by Barrows, who was 
coming to relieve him of his command. This 
was caused by the working of the law,

ideas of the people. On Sept. 10 Commo­
dore Barrows took command, having found 
the work already finished for him. 
Two years later Preble, still in
the prime of life, died. In 
him were qualities of a com-,
mander; neyer imprudent hut always 
resolute and daring. He had good quali­
ties, and his one defect—his violent temper 
—can be overlooked. This war was the 
training school for the war of 1812, and here 
fought men who afterward helped to crown 
the achieveme nts of the American navy 
with glory and renown.

A RAILWAY KING’S PALACE.
President Garrett’s New Million-Dollar Resi­

dence in Baltimore.
Baltimore Letter to Philadelphia Press.

The new residence of Robert Garrett, 
president of the Baltimore and Ohio Rail­
road, on Mount Vernon place, which has 
been in course of construction since the 
early part of 1884, will he ready for occu­
pancy about Jan. 1. It is the most expen­
sive dwelling ever erected in this city, as 
its entire cost, including furnishings, will 
amount to over $1,000,000. It is in the finest 
section of the city, with the further advan­
tage of a magnificent square before it, in 
which have been placed the celebrated 
Barye statues donated to the city by Mr. 
William T. Walters. Not very far to the 
right of the building are the Washington 
monument and the Peabody Institute, 
one of the architectual beauties of 
the city, and across the way are 
the dwellings of some of Baltimore’s 
richest hankers, brokers and lawyers. 
During Mr. Garrett’s late visit to Europe he 
purchased in Paris and London unique de­
signs in bric-a-brac and decoration^. It is 
said he paid $1500 a pair for curtains for 
the library and parlor, and for carpets 
almost phenomenal prices. The furniture 
and decorations for the parlor and bed­
rooms are of the most original pattern, 
luxuriously upholstered and handsomely 
gilded or bronzed In the chambers 
modern art predominates, as well as in the 
lobby, where the marble tiling is most 
beautiful. The walls are whitecoated in 
imitation of basket work, with here and1 
there a flower of some simple variety in­
tended to relieve the monotonous interlac­
ing of straws. The ceiling of the main 
hallway is made in cherry panels of oc­
tagonal shape, extending back to the grand 
spiral stairway, also finished in cherry 
with ebony trimmings. Overlooking the 
area is an atlas-shaped skylight made of 
cathedral stained glass in delicate tints, all 
blended in the most perfect harmony.

The most extravagantly finished apart­
ment is the ball-room adjoining the east 
parlor. In it are little niches for statuary, 
and at regular intervals massive columns 
support a ceiling elaborately worked in 
plaster and then bronzed. The floor is of 
polished mahogany, while the walls, ex­
cept the lower portion, which is wainscoted 
in Italian marble, are snow-white. The 
conservatory, immediately in the rear, is 
already filled with plants and shrubbery, 
and spaces have been reserved for Mr. Gar­
rett’s fine collection of orchids. Majestic 
chandeliers and electric jets in tinted 
globes, by special contrivance made to shed 
soft, luminous rays, are plentifully scat­
tered throughout the house. The most strik­
ing adornments of all the apartments are 
the antique mantels, selected by Mr. Gar­
rett while abroad. They are nearly all 
made of mahogany, upon which are carved 
characters of the mediaeval days. The one 
in the library is perhaps the oddest. Its 
shelf is supported on either side by a girl 
child, frowning under her heavy load. 
Above the shelf the span is occupied by a 
large panel hearing this inscription: “ A 
little place called Paradise.”  Overhead is 
a brass network, with spearheads for a bor­
der.

Bath pools are conveniently placed on 
the upper floors, with sides of Tennessee 
marble and nickel-plated lining and fur­
nished with water through solid brass 
pipes and gold-plated fixtures. Down on 
the basement floor are Mr. Garrett’s private 
offices, laundry, drying room, servants’ 
dining room, kitchen, with nickel-plated 
boiler and water fixtures, pantries, coal and 
wood cellars and other necessary apart­
ments.

Making Tea in Japan.

Kioto Letter in St. Louis Globe-Democrat.
A Japanese gentleman never intrusts the 

making of tea to his servants on company 
occasions, and the fine art of the process 
was fully shown us in the dainty manage­
ment of every article of the service before 
the host. The teapot was a little jewel-like 
thing that could be set, handle spont and 
all, inside one of the common sized coffee 
cups that a foreigner draws once or twice at 
a breakfast, and the cups were of fine 
cloisonnee, with plain enamelled linings, 
each no larger round than the circle of a 
tulip’s petals could inclose. With them 
was a small pear shaped pitcher, a beauti­
fully wrought bronze teapot, in which the 
boiling water was brought, and a 
lacquer box containing the caddy of 
the choicest leaves from the fine tea 
gardens of the Uji district—a tea so rare 
and expensive that none of it is ever ex­
ported or known abroad, and only the 
wealthiest Japanese can afford to buy the 
precious leaves. Our host, taking an ivory 
scoop,carved in the shape of a large tea- 
leaf, filled the little teapot full of loosely 
heaped leaves, and then, having poured the 
hot water into the pitcher that it might cool 
a little, poured it into the teapot leaves. 
The hot water had barely touched the leaves 
in the little teapot that we wsra watching so 
closely, when the host began pouring off a 
stream of pale straw colon, ad tea into the 
little cups, that were then p&jsed, each only 
half full of the infusion. This tea was a's 
delicate and fragrant as if made of rose 
leaves, and the three sips in each cup 
slipped so smoothly down one’s throat that 
no one dreamed of its being strong enough 
to keep one awake for twelve hours after­
ward.

THE LOCAL NEWS FROM WACO

U N IV ER SITY  LOCATION NOT S E T T LE D .

A Conviction and Sentence Followed by a 
Petition For Pardon— History of the 

Crime—The Varnell Case.

W aco, Dec. 11.—The fire department held 
its annual meeting to-night. Bart Moore 
was elected chief and A. M. Prescott assist­
ant chief.

The habeas corpus hearing of TomP, Var­
nell, held for the murder of Mr. Land, was 
closed at Hillsboro this afternoon. The 
prisoner was remanded without benefit of 
bail to await trial at the March term of the 
District Court. The decision of Judge Hall 
was a surprise to Varnell and his friends, 
who were confident that bail would 
be allowed, and were prepared to fix the 
bond the moment the amount w7as fixed by 
the court. The mute testimony of Miss 
Ella Land is said to have been very affect­
ing. It will be remembered that it was, she 
who had inflamed the lust of the accused, 
and that her father lost his life in 
saving her honor, the shock to her nervous 
system rendered her both deaf and mute, 
and the unfortunate maiden was taken to 
Austin, where she has been an inmate of 
the asylum ever since, until her removal to 
Hillsboro to testify in the habeas corpus 
case. Immediately after the hearing Sheriff 
Bell took the prisoner to Fort Worth, where 
he will be incarcerated for safe keeping till 
the March term of court.

THE BAPTIST U N IV E R S IT Y .
The location of the consolidated Baptist 

University in this city is by no means ab­
surd. The conditions precedent are that 
Waco is to raise $25,000 in money and fur­
nish twenty acres of land eligibly 
located for the buildings. The 
funds are to be collected in six 
weeks, and the indications are that 
the community will not respond as it has 
been but comparatively recently since the 
sum of $20,000 was subscribed in the city for 
the Waco University. The disinclination 
rests upon the facts that the Baptists, as a 
denomination, attempted to force proposi­
tions on the city in the late election, and at 
its State convention passed a resolution 
making the proposition a politico-religious 
question. Outside of this element there 
are many favorable to the additional 
subscription, as it is certain that loss of the 
consolidated university will detract from 
W aco’s prestige, and thus entail an event­
ual loss far greater than the amount that is 
asked. The friends of Waco University 
are straining every point to consummate tbe 
terms. •

Dallas and Belton are regarded as for­
midable competitors for the university, the 
former having able workers, backed with a 
$50,000 offer, and the latter with an offer of 
$60,000.

A  P EC U LIAR  CASE.
The murder case of Terry Reagans came 

up in the District Court to-day. On being 
arraigned he pleaded guilty to manslaugh­
ter and threw himself on the mercy of the 
court. The jury retired and returned a ver­
dict assessing his penalty at 
two years in the penitentiary, 
accompanied with a petition signed by 
every member of the jury asking Gov. Ire­
land to pardon him. The prisoner is an old 
crippled negro. His victim, Pinkney Davis, 
was his wife’s paramour. The old man was 
set upon by Davis and badly used up, shortly 
afterward,as Downs wa s asleep, the old man, 
armed with an ax crept into tbe room, 
knelt down by Davis’ bedside and dealt him 
two fatal blows in the head with the ax. 
The skull was crashed and the old man 
mounted his crutches, lit a pipe and quietly 
waited arrest.

EL PASO.
Fatal Accident in a Mine—Later from Rob­

ber’s Roost.

El Paso, Dec. 11.—Two Mexican miners, 
named Pedro Martinez and Gullermo 
Flores, employed in Hart’s coal mine, were 
crushed to death on the evening of the 9th. 
What is known in mining parlance 
as a “ horse”  fell on them in a 
room which they were mining, Mar­
tinez being instantly killed. Flores 
lived a short while after being 
extricated. A coroner’s jury found no one 
blamable, and Mr. F. Hartz had the remains 
of the unfortunates brought to town and 
decently interred. This is the first serious 
accident in these mines for nearly two 
years.

Later developments in the fight below be­
tween the officers and the denizens of the 
robber’s roost, on the Rio Grande, show that 
the names of the lulled were Manuel Del­
gado and Justa, a former well known bar­
ber here. The name of the robber who was 
shot ana fell into the Rio Grande, and was 
washed away, is not known.

Several days ago the local organization 
of Knights of Labor issued an order boy­
cotting the Lone Star, one of the oldest 
papers in the city. In pursuance of the 
order, corhmnnications have been sent to 
the business houses of the city advising 
them to discontinue their advertising 
patronage. The Lone Star gave offense by 
alluding to the harm done to G-alveton by 
the late strike in that city, and by comment­
ing severely on labor organizations in gen- 
eral.The local organization of the Knights is 
strong, and exercises considerable political 
influence. The paper has so far suffered no 
ill effects.

MRS. SMITH THE SHOPLIFTER.

Career of a Thrifty Widow at Everett, Massa­
chusetts.

B o s t o n , Dec. 11.—Last May a middle aged 

woman, who said she -was unmarried and 
poor, and that she worked for a living, 
hired two rooms in a dwelling house at 
Everett, Mass., under the name of Smith. 
Every morning she went away empty 
handed and ctfme back at night with some 
kind of bundle. In November last she 
disappeared. In a few days her land­
lord received a letter signed “ Jane 
Weldon,”  saying Mrs. Smith had 
started to visit a friend. A 
few days ago the landlord, wishing to move 
and ignorant of the lodger’s whereabouts, 
notified the police to take charge of the 
property belonging to Mrs. Smith. One 
glance at the lodger’s immense collection 
of miscellaneous articles convinced the 
officers that she was a shoplifter. A short 
investigation identified Mrs. Smith with 
Mrs. Jane W-eldon, the author of the before 
mentioned letter, and who is serving a six 
months’ sentence in the House of Correc­
tion. An itemized account of all the ar­
ticles would fill an entire page of a news­
paper.

Result of a Long Litigated Case.
J o l i e t , 111., Dec. 11.—The jury in the long 

litigated case of P. J. Sexton, the well- 
known contractor who built the Cook 
County Courthouse, and who brought suit 
against the Commissioners to recover $222,- 
000 on a bill of extras, returned a verdict 
to-day in Sexton’s favor for $134,000. This 
result is considered a practical victory for 
Cook County, as the verdict is nearly 
$100,000 lower than the amount claimed.

MUCH-MIXED LITIGATION,
In Which Barbed Wire and Breach of Promise 

Are Factors.
Pittsburg Dispatch.

Boston, Dec. 3.—The long anticipated case 
of Levi, alias “ Doc,”  Wilson, of Providence, 
L. I., against Philip L. Moen, of the million­
aire barbed wire firm of Washburn & Moen, 
of Worcester, to recover $116,000, came up 
to-day. It has been expected that the trial 
would explain the reason why Moen had, 
during several years past, paid the 
hitherto obscure horse doctor large 
sums amounting to hundreds of thousands of 
dollars. It has been thought that Wilson 
was the inventor of the peculiar twist in 
barbed wire, which has been worth millions 
to Moen. However, the case is as mysterious 
as ever to-night. In court to-day Wilson 
testified that he was sued for $50,000, in 1882, 
on two actions for damages for alleged 
breach of promise. The name of Moen ap­
peared in the newspapers connected with 
that of Wilson, and Moen sought to induce 
witness to Compromise ,the cases in order to 
avoid further publicity.

In a conversation which took place at 
Moosehead Lake, the witness' alleged that 
Mr. Moen urged him to settle with the 
plaintiffs, and offered him $100,000 and what 
he might expend in settlement, if he would 
secure a compromise.

Rseves County Ripple3.
From the Toyah Mirror.

On the night of the 12th inst., about 3 
o’clock, quite an expensive freight wreck 
occurred on the Texas and Pacific Road, 
about four miles east of Toyah. Four 
freight trains loaded with cattle for the 
Champion Cattle Company were en route 
for Toyah, running five minutes apart. 
When the first section reached the heavy 
curve grade four miles east of Toyah, its 
engine “ died,”  gave out of steam, and was 
forced to stop and replenish. From some 
cause the proper signal was not given in 
time tq stop the second section, and it ran 
into the first, telescoping a couple of cars, 
damagtng the caboose considerably and 
tearing off the engine’s pilot, besides kill­
ing thirty head of cattle and turning 
seventy head loose on the prairie. No 
human life was lost, and no one badly 
hurt.

We learn that Messrs. R. S. and G. B. 
Tinnin, of this place, have sold their ranch 
and cattle located in the northern part of 
this county, near the New Mexico line, to 
Messrs. A. C. Braxton, of Toyah, and James 
Walsh, of St. Joe, Mo., for $100,000 cash. 
The hill of sale calls for 7500 head of cattle, 
ranch, horses, ranch outfit, and all the 
lands, proprietary and lease, controlled by 
the Messrs. Tinnin, in that locality, except­
ing that Known as the “ Rustler Spring 
Ranch,”  which is reserved by the Messrs. 
Tinnin for a horse ranch. The “ 4T”  brand 
of cattle and ranch is considered by cattle­
men as one of the most desirable in Reeves 
County, and that Messrs. Braxton & Walsh 
have ihade a good trade.

The Champion Cattle Company will re­
ceive twenty carloads of blooded bulls from 
Missouri at this place in a few days, for 
service on their “ C. A. —”  ranch, in New 
Mexico.

A band of cattle being driven to New 
Mexico from some locality back East, and 
being quite thirsty when they struck the 
Alkali Lake, up in the Rustler Spring coun­
try, a few days since, pumped themselves 
full of that water, and as a consequence, so 
a gentleman who was with the herd tells us, 
243 head, out of a hand of 500 head, quietly 
and deliberately walked out to one side, lay 
down and died. This lake is located in the 
northern part of Reeves County, near the 
New Mexico line, and drovers who value 
the lives of their cattle should give it a wide 
berth

Col. R. G. Head has resigned his position 
as general manager of the Rrairie Cattle 
Company. The Scotch capitalists compos­
ing the company wanted to reduce his sal­
ary to $5000 per annum, and he sent in his 
resignation. The Scotchmen will find that 
the ability capable of successfully manag­
ing a range on which are 120,000 head of cat­
tle is worth paying for. Col. Head owns a 
ranch in Presidio County, and will here­
after devote himself to cattle raising there.

THE C H IV  ALB Y OF INDUS TBY.
Those who are inclined to join in general 

boycotting of merchants may not realize on 
first thoughts that such a method has a ten­
dency to raise prices against themselves, 
but let them reflect that when they propose 
to freeze out all rebellious merchants- and 
trade only with those who obey their or­
ders, this would naturally cut off competi­
tion and throw trade into the hands of the 
few subservient dealers. These can at once 
combine, or individually and quietly charge 
higher prices for goods, which, of course, 
would have to come out of the pockets of 
the boycotters. If, for example, only one 
wholesale house in any town agrees to the 
terms of the boycotters—as to not adver­
tising in a given paper, where that happens 
to be the demand of the boycotters—will 
the latter, satisfied as they must feel with 
the concession to their sentiment, pay any 
particular attention to any difference in 
prices? The boycotted firms may be offer­
ing goods for less, buttthe ordinary mo­
tives and rule of trade having been dis­
missed and enthusiasm pervading the minds 
of the boycotters, are the latter going to 
examine into such points as 10 or 20 cents 
on the $1 difference in prices? Scarcely; 
and they are pledged to each other 
to disregard such a matter, even if 
their excitement, temper and enthusiasm 
fora “ sacred cause”  would permit them to 
stop to consider their immediate self-inter­
est. Should it occur to any o f  the boycot­
ters to suspect, examine and make a com­
parison of prices, would they not be re­

proached for going back upon the moral 
priuciple for the sake of what the more en­
thusiastic would denounce as paltry self- 
interest in dollars and cents? Meanwhile,, 
is it not human nature for the subservient 
trader to stick on prices and make extra 
profits while the enthusiasm lasts, and thus 
rapidly ipake a fortune? Devotion to a sa­
cred cause does not mix well with .business. 
It is an obstacle to considering the quality 

-of goods offered as well as prices. No boy- 
cotter who feels there is a difference would 
like to be the first to incur reproach as a 
black sheep or a man hesitating about ad­
hering to the cause. Any fanatical leader 
in the movement can easily raise the cry 
that the boycotted parties are temporarily 
selling low on purpose to recover the mar­
ket. The same old argument which the 
protectionists have used to induce their 
dupes to be content to pay high prices 
for domestic manufactures—the allegations 
that the boycotted foreign producers were 
trying to capture the market and would 
afterward raise prices—could be used to 
reconcile the doubters to endure even 
when the evidence of higher prices was 
palpable. That business does not mix well 
with devotion to any sacred cause has 
been abundantly.proved by the result of 
various experiments in founding loan, 
banking and investment concerns under the 
management of sectarian and church 
authorities, possessing, of course, the im­
plicit confidence of their adherents. Stich 
common creed or sentiment as exists apart 
from business, with simple confidence and 
reverence, has generally led to a stifling of 
inquiry and a repugnance to exercise pru­
dent watchfulness. It has appeared as if 
it would be disrespectful to assume that 
auditing as usual in business could be 
needed.. The result has been a large pro­
portion of expenses and losses due to the 
lack of ordinary business precautions. Any 
sentiment which comes into play to make 
men prefer to buy without comparing 
prices and quality of goods usually turns 
to their material disadvantage, and this is 
the price they pay for the luxury of carry­
ing clannish, class, credal sentimentally, 
hostile or prejudiced feeling or undue ad­
miration into matters of trade. In the 
long run, where sentiment rules in trade, 
the men who have not enough sentiment to 
be anything but money grabbers will take 
advantage of it to get rich. The man who 
differs with you, but who has sentiment to 
stand a loss rather than truckle, Is really a 
better man in point of nobility of nature, 
though entirely differing. He is sure to be 
a more public spirited man, and you can 
not pull him down by ruining his business 
without doing society an injury—the in­
jury, namely, of preferring and building up 
men who will comply with any demand to 
gain an extra dollar. These last are the really 
sordid and soulless men who in the present 
state of society profit by any exaggerated 
application of sentiment when it goes so 
far as to rupture the business relations of 
citizens in whom character is paramount. 
Granting, then, that boycotters show char­
acter at the expense of immediate self-in­
terest, and glory in the fact, they have 
more moral affinity for the sturdy mer­
chants who defy dictation than .for those 
who truckle to it, and they should realize 
that fact; and with it the fact that wealth 
accumulated by men of stamina, however 
they differ, is safer than in the hands of 
trucklers. The men who will help you in 
any great crisis to maintain human rights 
are the men who cannot be coerced. It is 
poor policy for labor to pull such men 
down and bestow all custom upon mere 
huckstering money getters, who never 
dare to have an unprofitable opinion. And 
so it is in the realm of opinion—with the 
press for example. The newspaper that 
has no opinions would crawl for subscrib­
ers, advertisements or street sales. 
The newspaper that will castigate 
with reason and even with invective in 
what its writers believe a just cause is 
a better friend to the people and their 
rights when it is wrong than the crawler 
and sneak when he is correct. It is mor­
ally for the right though mistaken, and it 
stirs men to right feeling. The other being 
soulless, and seeking its own profit by 
time-serving, betrays the right when inter­
est appears on the other side. We speak 
now of essential rights on which compro­
mise is a shame. Character is the grand 
thing. Where antagonism reveals this in 
the glory of right intentions and sturdy in­
dependence, it is the magnet which attracts 
hearty recognition. As the brave men of 
the North and the brave men of the South 
come together in honor of the nobility 
common to their heroic patriotism, though 
they were in deadly antagonism, they look 
with contempt upon the money-getters who 
took advantage of that antagonism, but 
also with regret. On a smalles scale the 
same might he said of the reconciliations 
between men of honesty and spirited inde­
pendence in labor contests. However, it 
is bad policy and bad principle to injure 
the interests of men who have some spirit 
in them when the result must be to build 
up men who have no principle that will in­
terfere with getting a dollar.

“ SHOOT 'EM ON THE SPOT."
The San Angelo Enterprise, whose par­

tiality for Gov. Ireland can be understood, 
calls the Comptroller “ Shoot-’em-on-the- 
spot Swain.”  This brilliant flash of wit 
was called forth by the stand taken by the 
Comptroller in favor of the proper enforce­
ment of the laws of the State. Comptroller 
Swain did not recommend that the free 
graziers be shot on the spot, hut he rec­
ommended that the power of the State be 
exerted to make the free graziers respect 
the mandates of the State. Gov. Ireland is 
pre-eminently the “ Shoot-’em-on-the-spot”  
statesman of Texas. In his famous speech 
to the cattle barons at Austin during 
the extra session of the Eighteenth le g is ­
lature the Governor advised his hearers 
to shoot the fence cutter on the spot, and 
promised or implied that, if convicted by a 
court and jury, he would pardon them. 
Comptroller Swain merely said that, if he 
were Governor of the State, he would exert 
all the power of the State to execute the 
laws. He also recommended that the 
rangers be employed to cut down fences 
inclosing unleased lands belonging to the 
school fuyd of the State. This is the length 
and breadth of Comptroller Swain’s of­

fending, yet a journalistic champion of 
the Governor calls him “ Shoot-’ em-on- 
the-spot Swain.”  If the Governor can 
stand this kind of organship it is almost 
•certain that Comptroller Swain can. The 
Governor stood up to the cow-kings like an 
autocrat and advised them to shoot down 
the poor devil of a nestcr who was caught 
cutting his way out of an immense in­
closure, but he has nothing but tenderness 
for the cattle baron who violates the law 
by stretching his fences across hundreds of 
thousands of acres belonging to the school 
children of the State. This might be con­
sidered statesmanship, patriotism and jus­
tice by partisans and organs of his excel­
lency, but it is highly probable 
that the people of the State will 
think differently. The fact that a 
man is worth a lot of money or cows does 
not license him to break and defy the laws 
at convenience or pleasure. The laws of 
Texas are for the rich and poor alike, and 
they should be executed impartially. All 
the severities of the law should not be re­
served for the poor man, ancl the rich man 
is not entitled to any special immunities. 
Mr. Adair, an Irish rack-renting landlord, 
who was forced more than once to escape 
the wrath of the populace in his neighbor­
hood by fleeing from his native country, is 
permitted to surround 700,000 acres of 
Texas school lands and appropriate them 
to his own use and benefit. His 
agent and junior partner, Mr. 
Charles Goodnight, is allowed to visit 
the State capital, bid the State defiance— 
even threaten rebellion—and send the 
ancient Lubbock into a state of nervous 
prostration dangerous to his physical sys­
tem, and to the power and dignity of the 
State, and yet the Governor of Texas, the 
chief custodian of the power, dignity and 
honor of the commonwealth, sits passive 
and smiles, and manages to remain com­
placent and happy. Nero fiddled, we are 
told, while Rome burned, but the Gov­
ernor, not being a fiddler, does the next 
best—or worst—thing, by. permitting his 
organists to play. The people of Texas, 
like the American people in general, are 
remarkable for good nature and pa­
tience. They are constituted so that 
they manage to tolerate for a long time a 
good deal, but, when once aroused, it is 
dangerous to trifle with them. It is bad 
enough that the Governor should refuse to 
execute the laws himself, but it is rather 
exasperating that his personal organs should 
simultaneously jump on State officers who 
make an honest endea\ or to discharge their 
duties to the people. The “ shoot-’em-on- 
the-spot”  sneer may amuse the free grass 
barons, and the henchmen of the Governor, 
but the people of Texas will not be gulled 
or diverted by any such jargon, and will 
have a day of reckoning by and by.

Tiie Globe-Democrat calls Parnell a 
trickster and wonders that the English 
Conservatives were deceived by him. They 
were not deceived and his course was so 
open that it is unfair to call it deceitful. 
Mr. Parnell is a politician and an. able one. 
If he has fatally erred as a politician the 
fact has yet to be proved.

Boycotting, as it sometimes develops, 
is rather too small a business to deserve 
the serious attention that would be in­
volved in boycotting the boycotters. Better 
say to the obstreperous boycotter, “ the 
world is large enough for thee and for 
us—g it!”

Milan and Alexander are fighting again, 
and they seem to be carrying on their war­
fare much like two men who expect to be 
separated at any moment.

Theebaw  denies that he killed his rela­
tives. He ordered them put in prison 
and while he was asleep his household 
slaughtered them. The household proba­
bly thought he wanted them broiled for 
breakfast instead of roasted for dinner, as 
was his custom.

A Memphis preacher has worn off the 
arms of his coat pounding the air in de­
nunciation of the newspapers, and yet no 
Memphis newspaper has died since the 
furious man commenced the fight on them.

A rich Prohibitionist of Atlanta demon­
strated his fidelity to the cause by pouring 
on the ground the contents of his cellar, 
which consisted of old whiskies and wines.

TH E S T A T E  P RESS.

What the Newspapers Throughout Texas Are 
Talking About.

In speaking of McCulloch County, the 
Brady Sentinel incidentally describes the 
change that has come over the views of 
many Texans in regard to the value of 
lands:

At the time of organization there were 
but few men in the county who owned land 
or cared to own it. The large stockmen 
selected h convenient place for a ranche, 
and their cattle and horses roamed unmo­
lested ; feeding upon the rich mesquit grass 
that then covered the prairies. The lands 
were considered then of little value, 
and hundreds of acres were sold for 
the taxes, the owners thought so little of it 
that they would not even pay taxes on it. A 
few men took advantage of this state of 
affairs and began purchasing lands at from 
50 cents to $1 per acre. These men now 
have splendid ranches, and the lands are 
worth from $3 to $5 per acre, according to 
locality. Numbers of men who owned fine 
stocks of cattle, when they saw that the 
lands were being bought up, drifted west 
with their stock, seeking for free range, and 
now nearly every one who is engaged in 
either sheep or cattle raising own the grass 
upon which their stock feeds, while there 
are a few large pastures in different por­
tions of the county.

The Rusk Standard reports clouds of wild 
pigeons within a few miles of that place 
and hunters are bagging many.

The El Paso Herald says:
The hostle Apaches have varied the pro­

gramme of killing white men, women 
and children In Arizona and New Mexico, 
of which they have recently done so much, 
by fighting their brethren.on the San Carlos 
Reservation. If these Indians will only 
emulate the Kilkenny cats and keep it up 
until they exterminate each other, they will 
rid the world of the most \ worthless lot of 
blood-thirsty savages on the continent, and 
so solve the Indian question in the South­
west.

The Austin Statesman says of the State 
University:

It seems that, in some quarters, excep­
tions have been taken to the “ management” 
of the university. The friends of the uni­
versity, and especially those concerned in 
its “ management,”  invite the freest discus­
sion, the closest scrutiny. The faculty of 
the university have just published a circu­
lar—No. 4—giving the result up to this time 
of the messing or club system. It seems 
there are two of these organizations, num­
bering respectively eighteen and twenty 
members. The president of Club No. 1, Mr. 
D. A. Bliss, of Grayson County, estimates 
the cost for tables, board and room rent, 
when only two occupy a room, to be about 
$9 20 per month. The'president of Club No. 
2, Mr. R. C. Crane, of Washington County, 
says: “ With rather a small number for a 
good part of the time, we made it through 
the first month on $12 50. The entire ex­
penses per session are estimated in the cir­
cular at $142 50 for academic students and 
at $152 50 for law students.

After enumerating the arguments for and 
against a special session of the Legislature 
the Texas Review says:

It seems that the weight of argument is m 
favor of a special session, if it be confined 
to a limited scope of subjects, if the 
emergency really demands action that will 
save the State more money than the cost of 
the session, and assist in the protection of 
lives, liberties and property—property, of 
the State or the people. The main subjects 
that are at present currently presented 
as needing very prompt legislative action, 
are: 1. The unsettled condition of the 
policy governing the sale of school, uni­
versity and asylum lands and public do­
main. 2. Difficulties between lessees of 
public lands and squatters thereon, on 
boundary questions, and probable troubles 
from violence in this quarter. 3. Troubles 
with strikes; and finally and as most im­
portant—4. Open and notorious depreda­
tions ojl the public lands Dy fencing and 
exclusive occupancy of the same by cattle 
men, refusing to rent or pay rentals, to the 
extent of many millions of stores, as re­
ported by the grass commission—violations 
of the penal law of 1884.

The Review says:
Insurance companies had received of 

premiums paid by policy holders from 1875 
to 1884 inclusive the sum of $10,851,536. The 
same companies have paid out for same pe­
riod $8,016,018. It is stated “ the profits to 
the companies in the period named are 
$2,835,518.”  This sum, of course, represents 
the difference between the amount received 
and the amount paid out on premiums and 
losses. The actual gain to the companies 
is, of course, far under that sum. The ex­
penses of a large body of agents in Texas, 
and. commissions paid solicitors,"office rent, 
printing, State tax and the thousand inci­
dentals connected with the manage­
ment of 'the insurance business
in Texas, of course, are to
be deducted from this $,835,518. The com­
panies alone have the data in their offices 
for determining the net gains of the stock­
holders, after deducting all the expenses 
paid to their agents. Since the statement 
was made the companies have paid nearly 
$1,000,000 losses for the fires in G-alveston. 
This heavy loss will bring down the differ­
ences between premiums on policies re­
ceived and losses paid to $1,835,518, in ten 
years. From tnis sum, after deducting the 
expense of agents and other incidental ex­
penses, the actual profits to the companies 
is to be estimated. It is thought that Texas 
has been a rather barren field for insurance 
companies for the last ten years.

The Sherman Register says:
When the necessary deep water for a first 

class seaport is obtained at Galveston, 
Texas will once more be partially free from 
the grasp of the present system of rail­
roads. *

SOME STARTLING STATISTICS

TH E TIM ES ON TH E BALKAN QUESTION.

How Republican Rule in France has Hurt the 
Parisian Artificers—The Archbishop of 

Canterbury’s New Mission.

Pittsburg Dispatch.
London, Nov. 25.—The “ Infant Nationali­

ties”  which were to realize an Arcadia of 
peaceful industry near the Balkans, have 
invoked the god of battle and commenced 
an impious struggle. Instead of directing 
their bellicose energy against the common 
enemy, the Turk, they have deemed it less 
dangerous to cut each other’s throats. 
Prince Bismarck once called Servia “ a 
match in a cart of hay.”  Now the match is 
lit, and it is difficult to hope that the cart 
of hay—read “ Old Europe” —will not soon 
again be in a blaze. Even M. de Blowitz, 
the famous Paris correspondent of the 
Times, confesses himself unable to unravel 
the tangled threads of diplomacy, and to 
direct the course of empire across all the 
windings of the European labyrinth. The 
situation must indeed he a knotty one, and 
the London journalists may be content to 
be puzzled. One of them says that 
M. de Blowitz has called aloud to 
some spirit of prophecy to rise from the 
deep of the Eastern question, and not even 
an inarticulate echo has responded to his 
call. He has lost faith in the nature of 
things, and the Times, last Tuesday, drifted 
rudderless upon the troubled waters. Not 
a journalist in the world who is biting the 
end of his pen in perplexity but will he 
touched by M. de Blowitz’s cry of despair. 
To see so many great States reduced to im­
potence by the smallest and youngest com­
munities; to see a minister dreaded by 
Europe defied by the puniest, is enough to 
make one despair of forecasting peace or 
war—enough to force- .one to exclaim: 
“ Allah alone is great—hut, just now, Bis­
marck is not his prophet?”  Neither, proba­
bly, is M. de Blowitz, however incredible 
the statement may appear.

Of course the Servians have greatly 
shocked the English people, who express 
sympathy with the Christian populations of 
the East, and call upon Austria and Russia 
to put a stop to the sacrilegious struggle. 
It is easy enough for England to express, 
on any and every occasion, a sympathy 
which need never go beyond words; but 
Austria and Russia, whose sympathy with 
the same populations means expense in 
blood and treasure, may be excused for 
choosing their time and season. Poor Ser­
vians ! Poor Bulgarians! They will prob­
ably be allowed to destroy each other; but 
in the long run they will he compelled to 
accept a solution imposed on them by the 
great powers.

sympathy for riel.
Of all the acts of the English which have 

of late been alienating French sympathies 
from them, there is none that has had such 
an effect as the execution of poor Louis Reil 
will have. If he had been summarily shot 
after trial by courtmartial, it would have 
been a different matter; but to coolly hang 
him after respiting him three times, and thus 
keep him months and months hovering be­
tween life and death, is a proceeding un­
worthy of a powerful Christian country, and 
it leads one to gravely doubt whether the 
English have made much progress m hu­
manitarian feeling since the day when one 
of them lighted a fire in the market place of 
Rouen to burn Joan of Arc. Executions 
for political offenses are always highly im­
politic. They invest the victim with the 
halo of martyrdom, and often revive an­
cient animosities which would otherwise die 
out. But when the offenses consist in trying 
to obtain redress of such grievances as are 
admitted by tne majority of Englishmen to 
exist in North Canada, political executions 
are not only impolitic, they are odiously 
cruel, almost criminal.

Mr. Stead’s condemnation has given satis­
faction to many English people, because 
they say that he had preferred false 
charges against his own country. What 
will they say of the election agent who left 
the following “ Social Statistics of the United 
Kingdom”  at my house? It appears that 
the fabulous sum of £125,477,275 was spent 
directly in intoxicating liquors in the 
United Kingdom during the year 1883. In 
the same year 361,542 persons wero appre­
hended for drunkenness; 974,759 paupers 
were upon the books of the various parish 
unions on the 1st of January, 1884; 3,400,000 
persons came upon the books of the same 
unions during the year 1883, and 103,355 
were confined as lunatics; 1,099,977 were 
proceeded against before the magistrate 
for crime in 1883, r and 273,560 were 
committed to prison for crime. Oyer
76.000. 000 bushels of grain wmre destroyed to 
manufacture the drink consumed in 1883, or 
as much as would have kept the entire pop­
ulation of the three kingdoms in bread food 
for four months of the year. Finally, 120,000 
deaths are annually caused, directly or in­
directly, by the use of intoxicating liquors. 
These figures are not exaggerated, but, on 
the contrary, understated, for a great deal 
of the mischief done by intemperance never 
comes to light at all; and a vast amount of 
known mischief is done by intoxicating 
liquors which never finds any public record. 
W ell! well! well! as Henry Irving says in 
“ Olivia,”  is it possible?

PARIS gossip.
M. Jules Ferry, ex Prime Minister of 

France, and now surnamed Ferry the Ton- 
kinois, is the butt for all sarcasm. People 
abuse him, snub him, boycott him, sit on 
him, and he is in a woeful plight. He is the 
bete noire of the newly elected Chamber of 
Deputies. The Radical members have de­
cided on demanding the impeachment of his 
ministry. Alas ! pressing measures demand 
the immediate attention of the Chamber. 
The impeachment of M. Ferry would not 
restore to France the blood and treasure 
which she spent in Tonqmn. M. Jules Fer­
ry ought to be condemned to the most terri­
ble form of punishment—to oblivion. And 
the Chamber should immediately proceed 
to business.

Your Countryman, Mr. Burdett Coutts, 
now Conservative candidate for Westmin­
ister, has had an imitator in Paris. The 
young Count de Luvingal, aged 26, has just 
mavried a widow, aged 72. The lady, who 
has adopted him, brings him a dowry of
6.000. 000 francs. I should call it “ an in­
demnity”  rather.

The fashion in Paris now is to attend re­
ceptions and gatherings at the different in­
stitutes and academical societies. The he­
roes of Parisian life are now all craniums 
and spectacles. Thdy may be more res­
pectable than the heroine of Parisian life 
during the second empire; but Paris is get­
ting very gloomy. In' medio veritas et vir- 
tus.

“ Yes, Paris s’ennuiel such is the verdict 
to which everybody agrees in France. The 
gay and lovely capital is getting dull and 
the Parisians terribly bored. Spartan aus­
terity may be becoming for a republic, but 
the rich stay away in their couqiry seats, 
foreigners do not come, and trade is in a 
fearful state. With Gambetta in office— 
Gambetta a Parisian to the backbone—Paris 
was lively. With M. Brisson, the present 
Prime Minister, a man as dull as a lawyer’s 
deed, Paris will soon be jealous of London. 
There is an earnest cry going up from the 
poor quarters of Paris for work to do which 
will bring bread to eat. The Republic has 
proved to be the

ENEMY OF THE ARTIFICER 
in one way. By setting its face against the 
livery and display of the imperial regime, 
it has reduced the mechanic to a state of 
penury, if not of starvation. Some Repub 
licans are at least opening their eyes to the

fact that a right of meeting and grumblinf 
may be a very good thing to confer on tht 
workingmen, but that, before all, plenty oi 
work for a fair wage is what he and his 
family want. So the government has-ap- 
pointed a committee to organize a seines of 
fetes for the coming winter, avowedly with 
a yiew to giving an impulse to trade, 
and attracting strangers to Paris. This 
is a step in the right direction, 
and I hvpe it will he attended with 
success. One of the most brilliant of these 
fetes has just been arranged by M. Charles 
Gamier, one of the administrators of the 
Grand Opera-house, and will take place in - 
that building. The entertainment is to be­
gin on the 12th of December, at 8:30 at night,, 
and last until 6 in the morning, hut will be 
in two distinct parts, the second commenc- „ 
ing at midnight, and arranged to suit a dif­
ferent class of sightseers. In the first part 
it is M. Garnier’s intention to give the 
history of the stage from antiquity to 
the time of Louis XIV., by means 
of representations of single acts of such 
plays as the “ Frogs of Aristophanes,”  old 
miracle plays,| and so on. At midnight 
serious histrionic art will give place to 
farce and pantomime, and an Egyptian bal­
let with animals’ heads. During the whole 
night there will be amusements in the 
foyer and outlying parts of the splendid 
building; processions, mediaayal pageants 
and fairs, etc. From applications already 
made for places, M. Garnier confidently 
hopes the takings will amount to 120,000 
francs. The expenses will be about 80,000 
francs, and hundreds of pairs of hands will 
find work to do. Unless each workman 
claims an orchestra stall as his.due, every­
body in Paris will be thankful for the at­
tempt made at restoring to Paris its reputa­
tion and past glory.

The Archbishop of Canterbury has fol­
lowed in the steps of Massillon. He has 
tried to awaken in the hearts of the upper 
classes sympathy for their poorer brethren. 
Nothing astonishes me more than this feel­
ing of caste in a nation that owes her great­
ness to her mercantile spirit. When I was 
teaching in a great public school, nothing 
amused me more than to follow groups of 
boys swaggering home. Sons of profes­
sional men boycotting sons of merchants: 
the latter showing their contempt for the 
sons of clerks, who themselves would 
have nothing to do with the sons of 
shopkeepers. “ The want of sympathy,”  
said the Archbishop, “ beween the 
upper and lower classes, made one tremble 
to think of the mines of ill will which lay 
buried for the present among the suffering 
and toiling classes.”  The expression is 
very forcible. It expresses exactly the sit­
uation which has given great concern to 
righteous men for many years. Just now, 
if the Archbishop would inquire, he would 
probably come to the conclusion that the 
condition of the people in their earnings, 
their homes, their food and clothing, is 
worse than it was ever known to be to city 
missionaries forty years ago.

THE VANDERBILT FUNERAL.
Very Select and Exclusive Ceremonies—The

Flags Half-Masted to the Dead Millionaire.
New  Y ork, Dec. 11.—After simple and 

private services at the Vanderbilt house, 
Rev. Dr. Samuel Cook officiating, over the 
remains of the late railroad magnate, at 
which none but the family of the deceased 
were present, at 9:30 the coffin was re­
moved to the house and taken to St. Bar­
tholomew’s Church. Crowds of people as­
sembled to view the passage of the funeral 
cortege. Flags wei e displayed at half- 
mast in respect to the dead millionaire. 
The church was heaviiy draped. None but 
the family, relations, friends and delega­
tions representing various railroad direc­
tories, were permitted to enter. The re­
ligious services consisted of the regular 
Episcopal service for the burial of the dead. 
They occupied half an hour, when the body 
was taken to the hearse, proceeded to North 
River, thence by boat "to Staten Island, 
where the remains where placed in the 
family vault, to remain until the mausoleum 
shall be completed.

The ferryboat Southfield brought the re­
mains of Wm. H. Vanderbilt to Clifton, 
Staten Island, at 12:30. The family, the 
pall bearers and friends accompanied them. 
Fifty carriages had been sent down by the 
9:30 boat, and the funeral cortege moved on 
to the Moravian Cemetery, at New Dorp, 
accompanied by a great crowd of residents. 
The services were conducted by Mr. Wm. 
Volgel, assisted by Rev. Dr. Cook, an(J the 
emains were placed in the receiving vauTfcr 
at 2 p. m.

The News in North Texas.

TH E FRESH TR A IL OF TH E IRON HORSE.

Tyler, Dec. 11.—The Supreme Court to­
day affirmed the judgement in the case of 
the Houston and Texas Central Railway vs. 
Paul Bremond, from Harris County. The 
suit 'was against the frailroad for $1,259,- 
193 and over, against W. R. Baker for $511,- 
313, Mrs. VanAlstyno for $131,S00, Corne­
lius Ennis for $11,720, and William Rice for 
$172,630, with interest from Dec. 9, 1875, at 8 
per cent, making a total judgment due on 
Dec. 9, 1885, of $2,267,087.

Dallas to Sabine Pass.
A prominent New York capitalist was in 

the city from Tyler yesterday. Conceal­
ments were vain against the mephistophe- 
lian inquiries of the Rumbler, so this much 
was unfolded, which, for the purpose of 
keeping the author’s name temporarily out 
of print, is communicated to the public in 
the shape of direct information:

It will be remembered that on the 1st of 
December, Mr. Francis L. Russ, one of the 
directors of the Texas Trunk, and Mr. A. B. 
Cowles, the leading attorney of the road 
and one of the stockholders, arrived sud­
denly in Dallas. They were accompanied by 
Messrs. R. H. Barker and Hugh Steven­
son, who represent! the New York 
stockholders of the Kansas and 
Gulf Short Line, recently com­
pleted from Tyler to Lufkin. These gentle­
men were at Tyler on the 30th of Novem­
ber, just a few days prior to the foreclosure 
sale of the Texas and St. Louis. Some 
wiseacres, who put this thing and that to­
gether rather more clumsily than grace­
fully, assured the Rumbler that this gath­
ering together at the same time of parties 
in interest at Tyler < meant unquestionably 
the consolidation of the recently sold 
Texas Trunk and the about-to-be-sold 
Texas and St. Louis; the hasty pushing 
forward of the former to a junction with 
the latter road at Athens, the subsequent 
widening of the gauge of the Texas and St. 
Louis, and then the “ on to St. Louis”  of a 
broad gauge anti-Goukl trunk line, making 
Dallas the great southwestern terminal 
point of two of the strongest competing 
railway systems in the United States. These 
same wiseacres were the same ones who 
saw a short time previous in the purchase 
of the Trunk by Eastern capitalists and the 
election of Judge Henry as president of the 
new company an unmistakable evidence 
that Gould had gobbled another road, and 
that the Trunk Road would be allowed to 
run down at the heel, be stopped where it 
was, the iron rails allowed to rust, the ties 
rot and the “ injines bust.”

The information gleaned from the New 
York capitalist just in from Tyler enables 
the Rumbler to say that these giddy guessers 
were away off in both their sets of surmises.

Before coming over to Dallas on the 1st 
instant, Messrs Stephenson & Barker, on 
behalf of the New York stockholders of the 
Kansas and Gulf, presented before Judge 
McCord a bill in equity praying for the ap­
pointment of a receiver for that road. The 
prayer was granted, and James G. Garri­
son has been Appointed receiver.

It may be safely surmised that the major­
ity of the New York stockholders in the 
Kansas and Gulf Short Line have a 
moneyed interest in the Texas Trunk.

The’ next move on the checkerboard will 
be to compromise the jarring interests of the 
Texas and New York stockholders in the 
latter road, broaden its gauge and to merge 
it with the Texas Trunk.

The Trunk Road owners will abandon the 
contemplated route of the old company 
southeast to Athens on the Texas and St. 
Louis, and the extension of the rbad will be 
almost due east from Cedar, the present 
terminus, to Tyler, a distance of sixty-three 
miles. Here it strikes the Kansas and Gulf 
Short Line, a completed link in the chain of 
eighty-nine miles, ending at Lufkin on 
the Houston East and West Texas, 
the Narrow Gauge connection be­
tween Houston and Shreveport. 
The East Texas Railway, running north 
from Sabine pass and crossing the Southern 
Pacific at Beaumont is now completed to 
Shawnee Creek, an arm of the Sabine River, 
making a completed line of 111 miles. From 
Lufkin to the northern terminus of this 
latter road there remains a small gap of 
fifteen miles. So that there now exists be­
tween Dallas and Sabine pass a distance of 
seventy-eight miles to be graded; tied and 
ironed in order to give the metropolis of 
Texas an independent railroad line con­
necting it with the seaboard, and laying 
tributary to it one of the richest farming-, 
lumber and mining regions in the world.

This is no moonshine picture. It is 
straight goods, derived from business men 
and based on rock ballasted business 
reasons.

The Rumbler has said it: Christmas after 
next the ’bus boss Siler, with his auburn 
voice and clarion hair, both imported 
twelve years ago from the turpentine or­

chards of North Carolina, will be filling the 
lobbies of Dallas hotels daily with this song:

“ A-ll aboard for the Texas Trunk. Punch 
your tickets, check your baggage all the 
way to Sabine Pass! Say, who in the L— 
the hote L, I mean—has got my hat?”

A STRAW' ON THE SAME SUBJECT.
Tyler, Dec. 11.—W. S. Herndon, in com­

pany with other stockholders of the Kansas 
and Gulf Short Line Railway, left here for 
New York last night, presumably upon 
business in regard to said road.

DEED RECORDED.
K ingston, N. Y ., Dec. li.—The West 

Shore Railway transfer was recorded in 
the Nester County Clerk’s office to-day. 
The papers, containing about 300 folios, 
consist of the referee’s deed in the fore­
closure from Referee Cassidy to J. Pierre- 
pont Morgan, Ashabel Green and Chancey 
M. Depew. The deed of the purchase is 
from Morgan and others, and shows $50,- 
000,000 mortgages to the Union Trust Com­
pany.

MR. GARRETT RESIGNS.
Trenton, N. J., Dec. 11.—Robert Garrett, 

president of the Baltimore and Ohio Rail­
way, has resigned his position in the direc­
tory of the Central Railway, of New Jersey. 
He asserts that all preparations have been 
made for building the new line from Bound 
Rock to Staten Island, and, therefore, it 
would not be proper for him to remain a 
a director of the Central Road.

COLOR BLINDNESS.
Baltimore, Dec. 11.—The medical exam­

iners of the Baltimore and Ohio Railway- 
will soon have completed their work of ex­
amining employes of the road for. color 
blindness. The work was begun last March, 
and the test so far shows that over 12 per 
cent of the examined are unfit for railway 
service. The number found to be color 
blind alone was 4 per cent of the -whole. 

millionaire Vanderbilt’s history.
Wm. II. Vanderbilt was born in the tav- 

ern which his father and mother kept at 
New Brunswick, N. J., Aug. 19, 1821. He 
was taught to work as soon as he was old 
enough. His schooling was limited to the 
rudiments, and little spending money ever 
found its way into his pockets from the old 
commodore’s bounty. William’s brief 
schooldays were passed in New York. His 
father did not believe in the advantages of 
college training, and after a brief course in 
the Columbia College Grammar school, the 
lad was put in the counting-room of Drew, 
Robinson & Co., at a salary of $150 a year. 
He was then 18 years old. The next year 
his salary was raised to $300. The third

year he got $1000. Then he married Miss M. 
L. Kissam, the daughter of the Rev. Samuel 
H. Kissam of Brooklyn.

Like the wife of the old commodore, 
William’s wife was a genuine help-meet in 
years when the young man was struggling 
for a foothold. She was simple and 
domestic in her tastes, and in later years 
was the same quiet, unostentatious woman 
that she was in her youth. The young man 
was delicate, and as his father feared, the 
strain of business proved too much for him. 
Just as he was about to become junior 
partner in the firm

his health failed
and he was compelled to seek out-door occu­
pation. The Commodore, either to give his 
son a rough schooling, or because he be­
lieved his business career at an end, pur­
chased a farm of seventy-five acres near 
New Dorp, Staten Island, and established 
the delicate, unskilled young man as a 
farmer. The land was mostly uncultivated 
and sterile. William worked early and 
late, and never lost heart. The old farm 
showed signs of improvement under the 
young farmer’s careful tilling after a few 
months, but capital was yet needed to put 
it in proper shape.

With some misgivings William ap­
proached his father on the subject of a loan. 
“ Not a cent,”  bluntly said the old Commo­
dore. William went home despondent. The 
deed of the farm stood in his name and it 
occurred to him that he could mortgage 
it without the old gentleman’s knowledge. 
He sought a business friend and after some 
negotiation went home with $6,000 in his 
pocket. Capital told on the hard soil. Fer­
tilizers were bought, stock purchased and 
other improvements made. The old com­
modore noticed these things in his rare 
visits to the farmhouse, but "if he suspected 
anything he kept his own counsel. At last 
a storm came. The old commodore’s grow­
ing wealth had already drawn to him those 
satellites who always hang around the 
rich, and one of these, who knew the secret 
of the mortgage, went to the elder Van­
derbilt with his tale in the hope of 
gaining favor. The old commodore’s 

VIALS OF WRATH
were suddenly uncorked. “ Bill,”  said he, 
“ you don’t amount to a row of pins any­
way. You won’t ' never be able to do any­
thing but bring disgrace upon yourself, 
your family and everybody connected with 
you. I have made up my mind to have 
nothing more to do with you.”

“ What have I done to displease you?”  in­
quired Bill, meekly.

“ Done! Haven’t you mortgaged your 
farm to so-and-so?”

“ Yes, and I had to do it,”  was the reply. 
“ I had no money, you would not lend me 
any, the farm needed the outlay of capital, 
and I got it as best I could. I have always 
tried to do what would please you. I am 
sorry you disapprove of what I have done 
for the farm. Not a cent of the money has 
been used for my personal expenses. It all 
went into the farm, and I see no reason 
why I can’t pay it back. I don’t see that I 
have done anything to be ashamed of.”

William went home without a word from 
his father on the unpleasant subject. The 
next day

THE SON GOT A CHECK 
for $6000 from the commodore with the stern 
injunction to “ go and pay that mortgage 
right away.”  The old commodore was heard 
to say about that time, “ There’s something 
in that boy Bill after all.”

Henceforth there was more intimacy and 
mutual confidence between father and son. 
It was not very long before William had a 
profit of $12,000 from its surplus product. 
He began to be looked upon as a prosperous 
man by the neighbors and the old commo­
dore was greatly tickled by the reports 
brought him of “ Bill’s”  popularity.

Soon after, by universal consent of all 
parties, he was made receiver for the Little 
Staten Island Railway which had been 
wrecked and was without money, credit or 
organization. He knew nothing of railroad 
management, but in two years he had paid 
off all the claims upon the road, put it upon 
a secure basis, and connected it with tne 
city by an independent line of ferry boats. 
His father saw his mistake, arid he went to 
the opposite extreme of thinking there 
was no one like William in the world. 
He sent him to Europe to take care of 
his invalid brother, George, and when he 
returned after the latter’s death he made 
him vice president of the New York and 
Harlem Road. This was in 1864, and the 
year after he secured his election as vice 
president of the New York Central. In this 
position he was his father’s able and effi­
cient assistant, and aided him in carrying 
out his far-reaching and comprehensive 
plans. His advancement was rapid. He 
was a brilliant executive officer, "and sug­
gested the consolidation with the Hudson 
River, which was accomplished in 1869. !§o 
completely had he won his father’s confi­
dence that but little surprise was felt when 
he was left at the death of the Commodore 
in May, 1877.

THE ENTIRE FORTUNE
which the latter had accumulated, with the 
exception of a few trifling bequests and a 
million or so to each of his other children. 
The inevitable contest followed, but Wil­
liam paid a round sum to prevent further 
prying into his father’s affairs. For six 
years he devoted all his time to the vast in­
terests which his father left, and all the 
corporations with which he was connected 
enjoved great prosperity. In May, 1883, 
after six years of hard work as the 
head of this great system, he as­
tonished the world and the 
street by withdrawing from active business 
and putting his sons in his place. He was 
still the real head, for nothing was done 
without consulting him, but he was done 
with the details of management. His 
father left him nearly $100,000,000, and in 
the eight years that have elapsed since he 
came into his inheritance he has almost 
doubled it. In January, 1883, just before he 
retired, he told a friend that he was worth 
$194,000,000 and was the

RICHEST MAN IN THE WORLD,
because the Duke of Westminster, though 
said to be worth a little more, got only 2 
per cent per annum upon it, if, indeed, he 
got as much as that. His ordinary ex­
penses, he told a friend, were about $2,000,- 
000 a year. He gave away a great deal 
more money in charity than people have 
any idea of, and his public gifts have been 
of a princely character. He gave the $100,- 
000 that it cost to bring .the obelisk to Cen­
tral Park, and in the same year, 1880, he 
gave $100,000 to found the Theological 
School at Vanderbilt University, at 
Nashville, originally endowed by his 
father. Last year he gave $200,000 for the 
land on which to build a school of medicine, 
under the auspices of the College of Physi­
cians and Surgeons, and $300,000 more for 
the building. The offer to cancel the mort­
gage given by Gen. Grant to secure the loan 
of $150,000 to Gen. Grant is well remem­
bered. He leaves eight children—Cornelius, 
who is about 40; William K., 36 or 37; Fred­
erick W., 30 or 32; George W., 23; Mrs. El­
liott F. Shepard, Mrs. William D. Sloane, 
Mrs. Hamilton McK. Twombly and Mrs. 
Seward Webb.

HINTS FROM HOUSTON.
Nightbefore lastC. M. DeBalelgethy, night 

watchman at the Galveston, Harrisburg 
and San Antonio and Texas and New 
Orleans Railway depot, found a pocket- 
book lying on one of the seats in the pas­
sengers’ waiting room. He immediately 
took the pocketbook to. Superintendent 
Irwin, who, upon examing its contents, 
found it to contain a draft on New York for 
$13,000 and various other valuable papers 
and checks, making the total value of the 
contents amounting to about $25,000. The 
pocketbook also contained a number of 
annual passes over different roads issued 
in favor of Capt. W. H. Wise, general at­
torney of the Queen aq,d Crescent route. 
By these passes aud capers it was ascer­
tained who was the owner of the property. 
Superintendent Irwin has telegraphed to 
Capt. Wise in regard to the finding of the 
property, and will also write him apprising

him of the fact that the pocketbook was 
found by Mr. DeBalelgethy. There is no 
doubt but what the honest young man will 
receive what he deserves—a suitable re­
ward.

The Houston and Texas Central Railway 
brought in 1797 bales of cotton yesterday.

The Southern Pacific Railway shipped 
ten car-loads of cattle to New Orleans last 
night.

The Wallace circus train, composed of 
sixteen cars, wiU be in to-night over the 
“ Sunset”  route.

Heavy fires are reported along the line of 
the Columbia Tap Railroad between Areola 
and Pierce Junction.

The Houston Direct Navigation C<jmpany 
shipped three barges of cotton and one 
barge of oil cake to Galveston yesterday.

Mr. S. R. Lyons will, to-night, ship thirty 
car loads of stock, 600 head in all, over the 
Southern Pacific Railway, for Chicago.

The Texas Traffic Association meeting is 
still in session at the office of the pool com­
missioner, on Franklin street.

During the month of October the number 
of through passengers carried over the 
lines of the Southern Pacific Company were 
3034 east and 5400 west. Total 8434.

The fastest time ever made on a Texas 
railroad was recently made by the Interna­
tional and Great Northern. The record of 
the train was 158 miles in 185 minutes.

The Galveston, Harrisburg and San An­
tonio Railroad has experienced considera­
ble trouble with prairie and timber fires 
along the line of road extending all the way 
from Houston to Glidden.

The Galveston, Houston and Henderson 
passenger train, while backing out of the 
Houston and Texas Central yara yesterday 
morning, jumped the track, owing to the 
miserable condition of track in the vicinity 
of the passenger depot.

One of the International and Great North­
ern freight trains coming south brought in 
nine car loads of rock, which will probably 
be used to steady the piling of the Galves­
ton, Houston and Henderson drawbridge, 
recently repaired.

GALVESTON.

Suit to Test Amendments—Death of a Steamboat 
Captain.

Galveston, Dec. 11.—The County Court 

was engaged all day to-day in the hearing 
of the case of James B. Stubbs, ex-City 
Attorney, vs. the City of Galveston, for 
salary claimed by the plaintiff as due him 
as attorney during the interim between the 
nomination by the Mayor of the present in­
cumbent, George P. Finlay, and his final 
confirmation by the Council, a period or 
something over a month. The amount in­
volved is small, being only $212, but 
the principle is an important one, as 
bearing directly upon the constitutionality 
of the late amendments to the city charter, 
under which the appointment was made, 
which is substantially that appointive 
officers of the city government^ such as the 
City Attorney, etc., shall be nominated by 
the Mayor, and, provided that any nomina­
tion of the Mayor is not confirmed by a 
majority of the Council, the person so nom- 
iuated shall hold the office to which he was 
nominated until the next regular meeting 
of the City Council, when the Mayor shall 
nominate again; and if the person so nomi­
nated is not confirmed, it shall be the duty 
of the Mayor to continue to nominate some 
person for such office at each regular meet­
ing of the City Council thereafter until his 
nomination shall be confirmed by a major­
ity of the Council, and each nomi­
nee of the Mayor shall hold the 
office to which he was nominated until 
another appointment by the Mayor at the 
next regular meeting of the City Council, 
but the Mayor shall not nominate the same 
person for the same office more than twice, 
it was under this authority that City Attor­
ney Finlay was nominated, and, his nomi­
nation failing of immediate confirmation, 
the plaintiff claims that he was entitled to 
the emoluments of the office during the in­
terim and until his successor qualified, 
while the salary of the office was paid Col. 
Finlay, dating from his nomination.

DEATH OF CAPT.*BLOHM.
Capt. Henry Blohm, of the Bark Ingo, 

now berthed at Lufkin wharf, died to-day at 
St. Mary’s Infirmary, of an affliction of the 
heart. Capt. Blohm had been ill for some 
time past and on his arrival here some 
three weeks ago from Rio, his illness took a 
more serious turn. On Wednesday morn­
ing, he was removed to the infirmary, where 
the"died. The deceased was aged 49 years 
and a native of Elsfelth, Germany, where 
he leaves a large family. He was half 
owner of the bark he commanded. The 
funeral will take place to-morrow morning 
and will be attended by the German Consul 
and the masters of all German vessels in 
port. Flags among the shipping and upon 
the consular building were at half mast 
yesterday for the deceased.

PALESTINE.

Suit Still Pending—Arrested for Procuring Ab­
sence of Witness.

P a l e st in e , Dec. 11.—In the suit of the 

Box heirs vs. Reagan & Ward, the plaintiffs 
claiming a two-fifths interest in one-fourth 
of a league of land, part of which is a 
suburb of the city, the jury this morning 
rendered a verdict for the plaintiffs. The 
chief point in the plaintiffs’ suit was 
that the land sold after Box’s death 
was not disposed of to satisfy
debts made by Box and wife
previous to his decease, or for the benefit of 
the heirs.

Coleman, a young brick mason, was ar­
rested here yesterday evening under an in­
dictment charging him with procuring the 
absence of a witness who was wanted 
before the grand jury. The witness, Saun­
ders, was robbed of $80 some time ago, and 
two brakemen were arrested and jailed for 
the offense. Coleman is charged with hiring 
him to stay out of reach of the grand jury. 
Saunders was brought here under attach­
ment and is said to have divulged the whole 
affair.

Eight Between United. States Marshal and Des­
peradoes.

The Indian ‘ policeman was 
compelled to throw up his hands 
by the outlaws, who got the drop on him, 
when they left, hut returned Sunday and 
took the town. Dyer in the meantime had 
collected a posse, and hearing of their re­
turn endeavored to capture them but they 
made their escape, hotly pursued by the 
marshal and posse.

Deputy Sheriff May arrived here last 
night from the Nation with two brothers 
named Garlett, charged with horse steal­
ing. May captured six or eight horses on 
the trip..

BROTHERS JA ILE D  AS HORSE T H IEV ES .

Convictions in the District Court—Valuable

"attached itself to them, and they were 
traced to where the capture was effected 
and the horses found in their possession.

In the District Court J. W. Norton pleaded 
guilty to a charge of theft from the person 
and received five years.

Tom Wilson was found guilty of burglar­
izing Missouri Pacific cars and given two 
years in State Prison.

A MONTAGUE AFFAIR.
News reached this city to-day of a terrific, 

though bloodless, shooting affray near the 
northern border of Montague County, in an 
interior part of the county, about sixty miles 
west of Sherman. It seemsThat Holburne, 
the manager of the Broadus ranch, had the 
winning horse in a scrub pony race,and when 
he went to Watson, the stakeholder, that 
individual refused to give the money up. 
This incensed Holburne to such an extent 
that he pulled his Winchester and at once 
began to let drive at Watson, who managed 
to keep from being hit. After Holburne 
had emptied his rifle he ran into a little 
house near by and closed the door after 
him, presumably to get a fresh supply of 
ammunition. Watson placed his horse be­
tween his person and the house, and at once 
began to snoot into the thin pine door. This 
door happened to be the -only means of exit, 
and Holburne didn’t rush out upon his 
enemy with any great degree of enthusi­
asm, but preferred to remain until Watson 
had emptied his gun, which he
soon did, but he immediately mounted 
his horse and struck out for
tne Indian Territory. Officers were secured, 
but not until some time after the affair had 
occurred, and as yet nothing has been done 
in the matter. The cause of the misunder­
standing is traced to the presence at the 
race of a man who had a quantity of a drink 
labeled “ peach cider,”  but which was a 
powerful intoxicant. The indignant settlers 
held a meeting and the following notice was 
posted up in a conspicuous place:

“ To Whom it May Concern: The next 
fellow who brings alleged peach-cider into 
these diggings will be fired bodily and His 
bug juice also. Committee.”

THE WEBB-SCHERCK AFFAIR
received another push by a little scene at 
the Central passenger depot this morning 
as the 2:40 train was pulling out 
for the South. During the early 
part of the night E. C. McLean had 
sworn out a warrant for the arrest of John 
E. Webb, charging him with having com­
mitted an assault with intent to murder him 
(E. C. McLean). Webb was arrested by 
Patrolmen Melton and Middleton just as' 
he was getting on the train. He was taken 
to a justice of the peace, who allowed him 
bail in the sum of $500, which he 
easily made. The occurence last night 
grew out of the attack said by McLean to 
have been made upon him at Scherck’s 
office just prior to the cutting scrape. 
Webb denies having made the assault with 
the intent alleged by McLean, and says that 
he did not have a deadly weapon in 
his hand at the time he was in 
the private office of Julius Scherck. 
McLean says that he did attempt to cut him 
with a knife, and that he was only restrained 
from so doing by three bystanders, of whom 
Julius Scherck was one. Webb, after mak­
ing bond, left for McKinney on the south 
bound accommodation train. Julius 
Scherck, the wounded man, was not 
as well this morning as was expected, and 
is said to have pa'ssed a very restless night. 
While the wounds are not necessarily fatal 
he Ls not considered to be out of danger 
from blood poisoning, or some similar 
calamity.

Escaped Convict.
Columbus, O., Dec. 11.—Thomas Kahoe, 

serving a nine year sentence, escaped from 
the penitentiary this afternoon. Kahoe, 
with other prisoners, was doing some work 
outside the walls, and was guarded by 
three men. He quietly walked away, and 
has not as yet been overtaken. This is the 
seventh man that has made his escape in 
the last thrfce months.

APPELLATE COURTS.

COURT OP APPEALS.
Jim Johnson vs. the State, from Kaufman 

pounty, White, P. J.—A previous intorma- 
kion based upon the same complaint had 
been quashed. It is contended that the 
quashing of the information rendered the 
complaint funchis officio. H eld: An in­
formation is not exceptionable because 
based upon an affidavit which had served 
the same purpose in respect to a previous 
information which had been dismissed. 
(2 Ct. App., 520; 11 Ct. App., 80; 14 Ct. App., 
576.) Conviction for simple assault. Ap­
pellant had contracted with S. to work for 
him until his crop was laid by, for which S. 
was to give him a certain horse; appellant 
used the horse during the time he worked 
for S. whenever he desired, claiming it as 
his own. He worked something over two 
months and left, taking the horse with him. 
S. found the horse and defendant at T. He 
took the horse and started off with him 
when appellant ran ahead of him, and pre­
senting a double barreled shotgun cocked 
at him, said he would die before S. should 
take the horse, and cursed and swore he 
would kill S. if he attempted to take the 
horse away. $. said he wanted no fuss and 
hitched the horse from whence he had taken 
him. Held: Presenting the gun cocked at 
S. accompanied by the language used, was 
in.part execution of a purpose of violation 
and was an assault. (29 Texas, 494; 4 Ct. 
App., 87; 7 Ct. App., 75.) As there were 
facts in the case tending to show that de­
fendant believed he had the right to pos­
session of the horse, the court should have 
charged the jury, as asked, that: “ If the 
defendant believed at the time of the 
difficulty that he had a right to the posses­
sion of the horse over which he and S. had 
the dispute, and that defendant then and 
there had possession of said horse, then 
the defendant would have the right to pro­
tect his possession by preventing S. from 
taking said horse from him.”  Reversed 
and remanded.

A. R. Woodyard vs. the State, from Pa­
nola County. Willson, J.—Defendant rented 
land from A. and cultivated same during 
the y ear 1885. A. cultivated land during the 
same year inclosed by the same fence that 
inclosed the land rented*to defendant. The 
fence on one side of the inclosure was a di­
vision fence between A .’slnclosed land, and 
the inclosed land of C., but the part of the 
fence in controversy belonged to A. Ap­
pellant’s hogs strayed into C.’s inclosure, 
and for the purpose of getting them out of 
said inclosure defendant pulled down one 
panel of said diversion fence and failed to 
put it up. When he pulled down the fence 
the crops had all been gathered and there 
was nothing in A .’s field that stock could in­
jure. A. did not give his consent to defend­
ant to pull down the fence. The court 
charged the jury, in substance, that if the 
appellant pulled down the fence without 
A .’s consent they should find him guilty. 
Held: The court should have given the 
charge asked, to-wit: The fence of A. 
would be in law the fence of appellant; and 
if the fence in question was the fence of A., 
but inclosed appellant’s land, the latter 
would have the right to let down said fence 
and call his hogs in the field. Appellant 
being the tenant of A. of land inclosed by 
the fence, had lawful possession of, and the 
right to use said inclosure tor any legiti­
mate purpose which would not cause injury 
to A. He was a joint owner with A. of the 
fence during the year 1884, and had the same 
rights in and to the inclosure that A. had. 
(12 Ct. App., 109.) True one joint owner of 
a fence has no right to pull down or injure 
the same without the consent of the other 
joint owner (12 Ct. App., 252.) The spe­
cial charge should have been given. Re­
versed and remanded.

U. P. Helm vs. the State, from Comanche 
County. White P. J.—Appellant moved for 
a new trial on the ground that since his trial 
and conviction the State had dismissed her 
prosecution by separate indictment against 
Thomas Rolla, charged as an accessory or 
accomplice to this same identical murder, 
whose testimony, though material to his de­
fense, could not be availed of by defendant 
in his trial because of the said prosecution 
being at the time pending against said wit­
ness. Held: When an accomplice, etc., is 
acquitted, or the prosecution against him is 
dismissed after his principal has been tried 
and convicted, a new trial will be granted 
the latter, to obtain the testimony of the 
former, where it appears that the hew evi­
dence is legal and competent and material 
to his defense. Such is called newly discov­
ered, though it is not such technically. 
(Rucker vs. the State, 7 Ct. App., 549.) In 
support of this ground of his emotion, ap­
pellant filed the affidavit of the witness 
Rolla, and from his affidavit it appears that 
his testimony is competent and admissable; 
is corroborated by other testimony in the 
cause; is most important in its explanation 
of inculpatory facts against appelant; is 
most material; is not improbable as to its 
truth, and may affect the result of the case 
upon another trial. A new trial should have. 
been granted. Reversed and remanded.

R. A. and F. IT. Mallory vs. Rounsaville & 
Bond, from Kaufman County. Hurt, J.— 
The only question is the liability of appel­
lants for the account sued on as original 
obligors. The evidence taken in the strong­
est light is, as testified by plaintiff, to wit: 
F. U. Mallory came to our store and intro­
duced Boon Gilbert and W. J. Smith, and 
said that the two latter lived on the farm of 
his mother, Mrs. R. A. Mallory, and would 
make a crop there; that Smith and Gilbert 
would need' supplies, and it would be an ac­
commodation to them if we would supply 
them. I told them we were running some
J'oint accounts and it would suit us. F. U. 
lallory said he was his mother’s agent. 

Afterward asked Mrs. Mallory if F. U. Mal­
lory was her agent, and what kind of a man 
Smith was. She said F. U. Mallory was her 
agent, and that Smith was much of' a gentle­
man. I told her F. U. Mallory wanted us to 
open a joint account for Smith and Gilbert, 
and she said it was all right. Afterward I 
said to F. U. Mallory “ I understand you 
guarantee Smith and Gilbert’s account,” 
and he replied, “ Yes, we stand good for it.”  
The goods charged for in the account were 
all delivered to Smith and Gilbert, except 
on one occasion, F. D. Mallory got some to 
carry to them. I don’t know that either of 
the defendants ever used any of the goods. 
I gave F. U. Mallory a statement of the ac­
count last fall to carry to Smith and Gilbert. 
Held: The relation of appellants to this 
claim or account was that of guarantors 
and not original obligors, and the contract 
was within the statute of frauds. (R. S. 
Art. 2464; 2 Parson’s on Con. 31, 12; 3 Par­
son’s on Con. 21,22.) Reversed and re­
manded.

Will be Held.
B oston , Dec. 11.—A Newport special says 

that, as a matter of necessity, Emily Bur­
ton will be treated as an accessory to her 
father’s murder. She will have a prelimi­
nary examination, and will probably be 
committed without bail. The dispatch adds 
that the aunt with whom Miss Burton is now

residing pretended to be her friend until 
the confession was obtained, but that she is 
now anxious to have no further trouble 
with her. The aunt was on unfriendly terms 
with the Dorseys, and has been instrumental 
in promotion of the investigation which re­
sulted in their arrest.

THE NEWS FROM FORT WORTH.

A Missing “Gripsack”—An Old Saloon’s Vale­
dictory-Personal and General Notes. 

Special to The News.
F ort  W o rth , Dec. 11.—Complaint was' 

made before County Attorney Bowlin to-day 
by William Jones, of Hopkins County, that 
William Thompson had stolen his valise 
and $16. Jones alleges that he arrived in 
the city last night, and meeting Thompson, 
was induced by him to put his cash posses­
sions in his “ gripsack”  and leave the “ grip”  
at the house of a colored woman in the 
Third ward, while the two proceeded to 
take in the town. Thompson subsequently 
gave Jones “ the shake,”  and going to the 
negro woman’s house, took the valise and 
departed with it.

COMMERCIAL.
Dallas, Dec. 11.—Business continues in un­

abated activity. Buying was strongly in sta­
ples to-day. There is a very strong feeling in 
sugar. The News reported a local fractional 
advance on last Tuesday and telegrapic re­
ports of this m orning give a further im prove­
ment, which will bring the list up nearly 1 
cent. Under the heading of “ Sugar in the Ar­
gentine Republic,”  the Mexican Financier of 
Nov. 28 says: “ The Argentines are going large­
ly into the production o f sugar, and already 
make enough to supply the hom e demand, the 
yield last year amounting to about 50,000,000 
pounds. In the northern part o f the Republic 
.many Cuban exiles are engaged in sugar and 
tobacco culture. We have no data to estimate 
the production of sugar in this country, hut 
know of several haciendas within seventy-five 
miles o f the capital which average each an an­
nual output of 3,000,000 pounds o f a really ex ­
cellent sugar wholly consum ed in the country. 
Sugar planting must continue to increase 
steadily, and, were the warm valleys to the 
south and west o f the capital connected by 
railway, a great stimulus would be given to the 
industry.”

Oranges, lemons and bananas are in good  de­
mand, well met, and at nearly form er rates. 
Pineapples are in light but sufficient supply 
for the present. Jobbers price them at $3 500-1 
per d ozen ; the retailers ask 35@10c each.

Coffee is in steady demand and unchanged. 
The consum ption o f the country from  Jan. 1 to 
Nov. 30, as indicated by  warehouse deliveries 
at the seaports for  the past three years, has 
been as follow s;

MISSING BARDOT.
His Mysterious Disappearance Still Unex­

plained—Probably Eoully Dealt With.

W ills Point, Dec. 11.—L. C. Bardot, who 
recently disappeared in such a mysterious 
manner, lived at Prairieville, Kaufman 
County, and not at Wills Point, as stated 
inadvertently by The News ’ correspondent 
at Terrell. He was in the employ of Mr. 
R. B. Shaw, a merchant of Prairieville. He 
enjoyed the entire confidence of his em­
ployer and handled his money ad libitum.

Mr. Bardot came to Wills Point in Novem­
ber and brought with him from Kaufman 
County thirty bales of cotton, the property 
of Mr. Shaw. He sold twenty-six bales to 
Mr. I. E. Rose, of this place, received the 
money for it and left for Dallas on the af­
ternoon passenger train, for the ostensible 
purpose of paying off some bills held by 
merchants of that city against Mr. Shaw.

He drew the money on the cotton, some 
$1200, from Capt. John E. Owen’s bank just 
before he started for Dallas, and was at 
that time considerably under the influence 
of whisky, but was sufficiently at himself 
to be careful and require the cashier to 
count the money over twice.

Mr. Bardot took out a life policy for $200#, 
in favor of his wife, in the Texas Benevo­
lent Association of Waco just before he 
left. Mr. Bardot was born and raised in 
Prance, and is said to be well connected 
there. He was well known here, and is con­
sidered honest. He had a good reputation 
as a business man. His friends here think 
he has been foully dealt with.

THE LAND BOARD CRITICISED

IN ACCENTS LOUD AND REMONSTRATIVE.

Accused of Gross Usurpation of Power In­
volving Dangerous Precedent—A Remedy 

Suggested by a Stockman.

“ There is a clause in the constitution,”  
Mr. E. M. Powell proceeded to say yester­
day, “ authorizing the Legislature to make 
legal provision for the disposal of the 
school, university and asylum lands, but 
the Legislature has not the right to transfer 
the law making power to the State Land 
Board or any other association of individ­
uals. The Legislature did not do so, how­
ever, for when an effort was ms.de to en­
graft on the land bill an amendment giving 
it flexibility by lodging discretionary 
power with the Land Board, the Legislature 
defeated it. Yet, in the face of this, by an 
act of usurpation which bid defiance to the 
Legislature and the courts of the country, 
they set aside the law of the State and en­
acted one of their own to take its place. 
The Land Board evidently rested their hope 
for popular approval on the success of their 
enactment; but, as it has proven a failure, 
entailing a heavy loss to the schools, which 
has to come out of the pockets -of the tax­
payers, it is difficult to perceive what act 
of apology can be offered to the public in 
exoneration. Usurpation for any purpose 
is a dangei ous precedent to set a people 
who are committed to popular government, 
and, in this instance, the political power 
which indorsed such an arrogation of 
authority has come to learn that the aggre­
gate judgment of the State Legislature is, 
on all subjects, more likely to prove correct 
than that of half a dozen men who have pre­
sumed to rule the State in the management 
of a most important interest.”

“ If the heads of departments at Austin, re­
lying on their immunity against Writs of in­
junction or mandamus, should presume to 
raise the maximum rates of passenger traffic 
or define the penalties for offenses, would 
you not consider such an act as being in the 
worst sense revolutionary? They would 
seem to have as much and no more-authority 
to do such things than they had to alter the 
minimum rates prescribed by law for rent­
ing the school lands. I indorse Col. Hughes’ 
position as given in T he  Ne w s . I think it 
is as strong as the rock of Gibraltar, and 
cannot be reduced by shooting feathers at 
it. Really I loose patience in discussing 
this subject. “ Saying which Mr. Powell, who 
is a good man, loves his church, and doesn’t 
like to get out of temper, commenced talk­
ing of matters and things not germane to the 
Land Board.

Later in the day a N e w s  representative 
came across Capt. A. W. Hilliard, a lead­
ing cattle man and merchant of 
Pecos City. After asserting that Pecos 
City was the queen of the prairie 
and the hope in the future for a cir­
cle of the county two hundred miles _ in 
diameter he proceeded to give his opinion 
of the Land Board and their land code, say­
ing: “ I feel in common with all good citi­
zens devoted to a representative govern­
ment that the Land Board has established a 
dangerous precedent by setting aside the 
law of the State and establishing one of 
their own in its stead. I am satisfied that 
in doing so they are actuated by an honest 
desire to serve the public, but such an exer­
cise of assumed authority is, dangerous in 
the extreme. I have implicit faith in the 
good sense of Americans and their ability 
to rectify errors, if any have occurred, by 
constitutional and legislative methods; 
and when the time comes that it will be ne­
cessary for us to transfer the law-making 
power from popular representatives to 
governing boards, then we can only 
acknowledge that the experiment of popu­
lar government in this country has proved 
a failure. But that time has not come yet, 
and if our people do not take leave of their 
senses, it is not to come. Neither do ^ad­
mit that there was an erroi to be rectified, 
except in so far as this whole leasing sys­
tem is concerned. I am opposed to that 
system, because I consider it wrong in 
princinle. Its effect in practice would be 
to consolidate huge monopolies upou tlie 
West, that in time would control it and de­
velop a landed aristocracy. As it is, men 
owning small bunches of cattle, unable to 
lease in competition with huge syndicates, 
have been driven out of the Btate and 
forced to lay their future in Arizona and 
New Mexico. The State looses in population 
and trade by those monopolies, besides lay­
ing a wrong corner-stone for a sound politic­
al and social structure. Ask your Galveston 
merchants what effect the fencing in of 
Nueces, Bee and several other counties has 
had uoon trade? I think the remedy to be 
applied lies in enacting, in the place of our 
complicated unenforceable laws, the land 
laws of the United States relative to the 
sale of its public domain, and supplement­
ing the in with liberal irrigation laws. 
Make the land laws apply to quarter sec­
tions, half sections and sections, reserving 
thirty feet for public roads. Then, as the 
wave of settlement advances westward, let 
the cowman be pushed back, back, 
back. There was a time when you 
had nothing but pasturemen in Dallas 
County; but they have been driven back, 
not by trying in vain to force them to pay 
Tor using” the grass on the unfenced domain, 
but by the progress of settlement. If the 
United State's government had adopted a 
land code similar to that which is designed 
for West Texas,- the country would be op­
pressed by the worst landed monopoly in 
the world. ” As I said before, I give the 
Land Board credit for meaning to act in the 
best interest of the public; but they did not 
foresee the complications that have arisen 
in their system. I think that Col. Hughes’ 
ideas with regard to the law are very clear 
and forcible. The trouble is that the State 
has been ruled by politicians, and I think it 
is high time tor the people to entrust 
their government to men up in political 
economy, and having sound financial views. 
We have an abundance of such men in 
Texas, but unfortunately for the State’s in­
terests they have been kept in the back­
ground. The effect of the leasing system, 
as I have already remarked, will be to 
repel instead of promoting settlement. It 
promotes the growth of the most dangerous 
of monopolies; it presents an incongruity 
of government that begets a disrespect for 
a law which, from the nature of things, 
cannot be enforced. It says if I cannot en­
force this law I will drive you out of the 
State; it makes him a trespasser on the 
prairie fire and the buffalo.”

A Fire in the Country.
The residence of Mr. Buck Barbee, on 

Mr. Perry Overton’s farm, a few miles 
southwest of Dallas, caught fire yesterday 
from a defective flue and was burned to its 
foundation. The proprietor had gone over 
to Mr. Overton’s to aid in hog killing, and 
the female inmates who remained behind 
were unable to deal successfully with the 
fiery demon. Mr. Barbee’s loss is estimated 
at $700, no part of which is covered by in­
surance. He is a very poor man, and it is 
said that the good people of the neighbor­
hood propose to extend him a helping hand.

Run, Nigger, Run.
Sam Tegner, a colored in dividual, who 

has a weakness for the fandango delights 
of the dark precincts, was arrested yester­
day by Officer Gaines on the charge of steal­
ing a hide. Sam said he did not propose 
to resist the government, of which he was a 
citizen, but as the weather was cold and the 
jail not the most comfortable winter quar­
ters in Dallas, he would like to put on his 
coat. The proposition being entirely in or­
der Sam proceeded to draw on his coat, but 
just as bis left arm seemed entangled in that 
article his right hand suddenly clove to the 
officer’s pistol and a scuffle ensued, in which 
Sam being the longer of arm, came out 
ahead. He succeeded in wrenching the pis­

tol from the officer, and in doing so cut the 
latter’s hand with the sharp corners of the 
firing arm. The bold darkey then ran 
a-muck through the city and succeeded in 
gaining that great refugium of Dallas 
peccatorum, the bottom, which furnishes 
hiding places innumerable for malefactors. 
A detachment of constabulary started out 
immediately with dogs to round him up, but 
the dogs had bad colds and their smellers 
did not catch on, although Sam was a daisy 
and smelled of the essence of it. The dogs 
are splendid at giving tongue and will 
chase a jack rabbit from Dallas to the 
mountains of Hepsidan, but their noses 
seem better adapted to pointing than 
smelling.

• Dr. Gordon Granted a New Trial.
Dr. W. F. Gordon, who, on Thursday of 

this week was found guilty of performing 
abortion, and his punishment assessed at 
two years in the penitentiary, applied yes­
terday for a new trial through his attorneys, 
Messrs. Crawford and Crawford, setting 
forth the following reasons:

1. Because the court erred in its instruc­
tion to the jury in this : In submitting to the 
jury the law defining principal offenders and 
in instructing the jury in any event to con­
vict this defendant for acts which were, or 
mignt have been, committed by Eliza Con­
ger.

2. The court erred in its instructions to 
the jury in directing them what the the 
State and what the evidence must show to 
their satisfaction in order to convict the de­
fendant by omitting entirely from said 
clause the word “ doubt.”

3. Tlie court erred in the first subdivision 
of that clause. The charge should have 
been that the jury must believe that the 
abortion upon Eliza Conger was actually 
produced by this defendant and not by any 
other person.

4. The court erred in the second clause of 
said article in instructing the jury that they 
must believe that Eliza. Conger did not, un­
aided, procure an abortion upon her own 
person* and in the third clause in instruct­
ing the jury that they might convict if this 
defendant; was present and assisted by acts 
or encouraged by words and gestures the 
person or persons actually engaged in 
performing said abortion.

5. The court erred in assuming in its 
charge that Eliza Conger, by the procure­
ment of an abortion upon herself, could 
commit the offense of an abortion at law, or 
that the said Eliza Conger, by consenting to 
the commission of abortion upon herself, 
could become an accomplice in law to the 
crime of abortion as a principal offender.

6. The court erred in admitting testimony 
over the objection of this defendant, as 
shown by bills of exception thereto.

7. The verdict of the jury is contrary to 
law.

8. The verdict of the jury is contrary to 
and unsupported by the evidence.

9. For other reasons apparent on the 
record, for which the defendant asks the 
court to set the verdict aside and grant 
him a new trial.

Judge Aldridge disposed of the applica­
tion in the afternoon by granting a new 
trial, he holding in substance that as Miss 
Conger could not commit on herself an 
abortion, at law the doctor could not be 
held amenable as an accomplice.

Unless new testimony can be produced to ' 
show that the doctor was a principal in the 
act, it is thought that his acquittal is cer­
tain. The doctor says he feels he is himself 
again, and expects to give bond immedi 
ately.
