Fight with a Prisoner.

CINCINNATI, Dec., 10.—At 3 o’clock ‘to-day
a probably fatal shooting occurred in Cov-
ington. Ed O’Neil, a notorious counter-
feiter, was being guarded by W. 8. Day, a
bailiff of the United States Court, when
Day’s attention was called by the prisoner.
As Day looked up O’Neil threw a handful of
pepper in his guard’s eyes, and snatching
Day’s pistol fired at him. In the excitement
of the moment O’Neil’s bullet missed its
mark and before the second shot could be
fired Day knocked his assailant down, at
the same time grasping his revolver. After
a desperate struggle Day succeeded in get-
ting possession of the weapon, which he
discharged at O’Neil, the bullet taking
effect in the prisoner’s side, inflicting a
wound which may cause his death. The
affair created a great sensation, and the
scene of the shooting was soon surrounded
by hundreds of people.

Ed. O’Neil, whose right name is Ed. Cam-
mon, is from Detroit, and is still alive at
midnight. He is a noted safe-blower and a
dangerous man, and his mother and two
brothers reside in Detroit. O’Neil was

arrested in Covington on Aug. 18,
1884, and was indicted in  De-
cember of the same year. When his

case was called for trial, it was found that
the indictment had been stolen. As the in-
dictment contained one of the $10
bills he was accused of pass-
ing, the supposition is that O’Neil
stole the indictment. An effort was
made to take him to Louisville last June,
but there was a hitch in the proceedings,
caused partly by funds being exhausted
in the department. His mother has been
telegraphed. He was one of the famous
Chicago gang of counterfeiters
that was recently arrested in Chicago, and
the King counterfeiter, who was sentenced
recently in Memphis, was well known by
O’Neil.

Day is a court bailiff under Marshal
Gross, and has been a Deputy United
States Marshal for ten years
in Kentucky, and is well known in Eastern
and Central Kentucky. He is the man who
captured the notorious outlaw, Al Little.
He is at present Marshal of Maytown, Ky.

The Dead Mr. Vanderbilt.

NEw YORK, Dec. 10.—At 11 a. m. to-day
Deputy Coroner Dr. Justin Herold made an
official examination of the body of the late
Wm. H. Vanderbilt. The face, head and
bodv were congested, due to the congestion
having taken place into the lateral ventri-
cles of the brain, thence into the fourth ven-
tricle of the brain, causing stoppage of
respiration, the heart continuing to pump
the blood into the vessels of the head and
face, producing the scarlet color of the
features. The official report fixes the cause
of death as cerebral apoplexy. No autopsy
will be performed, as it is regarded entirely
unnecessary.

WHAT THE DIRECTORS DID.

At noon to-day the directors of the New
York Central, the Lake Shore and Michi-
gan Southern, the Michigan Central, the
Chicago and Northwestern, the Chicago
and St. Paul, the Minneapolis and Omaha,
and the New York and Harlem Roads met
at the Grand Central Devot and passed
resolutions of sympathy with the bereaved
family.

FROM THE NATIONAL CAPITAL
REVISING OF HOUSE RULES PROBABLE.

Mr. Wiggins, of Texas, Patiently Persist-
ent—Mr. Edmunds’ Postal Telegraph
Bill Introduced—Committee Work.

WasHINGTON, D. C., Dec. 10.—The drift of
opinion among members is that the propo-
sition for changing the ruler of the House to
relieve the committee on appropriations of
some appropriation bills and give them to

ther committees will be carried. It is
claimed by those who favor the change that
it is in the interest of more intelligent and
economical legislation, and that the asser-
tion of Hon. Samuel Jackson Randall that
the proposed distribution is a scheme to fa-
cilitate jobs and extravagant expenditures,
is only a species of bulldozing such as Mr.
Randall always practices when necessary
to accomplish his purpose. It is regarded
as a severe reflection upon the general
character of the Representatives in Con-
gress to assume for the members of a par-
ticular committee all the honesty and econ-
omy to be found in the House of Represen-
tatives. A prominent member said to THE
Nuws revresentative that if the change is
made the business of the session will be suf-
ficiently expedited for Congress to adjourn
in May, whereas under the present system
an adjournment will not be reached before
August or September. Heretofore the
most important of the appropriation bilis
had been passed in the last sev-
eral days of the session, sometimes
under a suspension of the rules and always
without time for sufficient consideration in
the House. If the proposed change is made
it will give the consular and diplomatic ap-
propriation bill to the committee on foreign
affairs, the postal bill to the committee on
postoffices and postomasters, the army, mil-

itary Academy and fortifications
bills to the committee on  mil-
itary - affaris, the maval bill to

the committee on naval affairs, the pension
bill to the committee on invalid pensions,
the Indian bill to the committee on Indian
affairs, and the District of Columbia bill to
the committee on the District of Columbia.

This would still {leave the committee on
appropriations the three principal bills,
viz.: The Legislative, executive and judi-
cial, and the deficiency and the sundry
civil. The river and harbor bill has al-
ready been given to the cominittee on riv-
ers and harbors and the agricultural bill to
the committee on agriculture.

WILKINS M’CAWBER WIGGINS.

Among the distressed and anxious Texans
now in Washington is the celebrated N. J.
Vinson Wiggins, who figured in the papers
Jast summer as a martyr to the malice of
the Republican officials in the War Depart-
ment. It will be remembered that Wiggins
held a clerkship in the Quartermaster Gen-
eral’s office of the War Department. Com-
plaint was made against him on the grounds
of inefficiency and insubordination, and he
was removed. He claimed that hisremoval
was accomplished by false representations
made by his Republican superior, because
of his being a red hot Democrat. He pro-
ceeded to ventilate his grievances to the
newspaper representatives, and for a time
became almost as distinguished as that
other celebrated Texan, who declared him-
self a ‘“‘biger man than old-Grant.” But
newspaper glory is not the most permanent,
nor will it pay board and clothing bills.
Now Wiggins is here out of employment
and earnestly seeking to get reinstated, but
the seemingly insurmountable barrier in his
way is the late distinction he acquired by
talking to newspaper reporters. Secretary
Endicott upholds the action taken by his
department in the removal of Wiggins, but
would probably be willing to give the de-
linquent clerk another chance but for his
newspaper fame. He says that since the
misrepresentations. that have been pub-
lished concerning the removal of Wiggins,
the notoriety Wiggins has acquired in that
connection, it would be detrimental to the
good order and discipline of the depart-
ment to reinstate him. Thus Wiggins is still
out in the cold, and even the transient glory
he acquired doesn’t compensate hirh for the
anxiety and disappointment he suffers in
consequence.

FORTY-NINTH CONGRESS—FIRST SESSION,

SENATE.

W AsHINGTON, Dec. 10.—After the reading
of the journal the president pro tem.laid be-
fore the Senate a letter trom the Secretary
of War in regard to the proposed purchase
for army purposes of the old Produce Ex-
change building in New York City.

Mr. Edmunds introduced a bill to provide
for the establishment of a postal telegraph,
which was referred to the committee on
postoffices and postroads.

Mr. Edmunds said it was the same bill he
had introduced at the last session of Con-
gress, which went to the committee on post-
offices and post roads, and was reported
upon by that committee so late in the ses-
sion that the subject could mot be consid-
ered by the Senate before the expiration of
the session. He hoped the committee would
now take the earliest opportunity to report
upon it. He wished to press it to a vote
after reasonable discussion and examina-
tion. Itmay be, he added, that, differing
from his former position onthe subject, he
should now be willing to purchase, at their
actual value, the plants of any telegraphic
company that may wish to sell them to the
United States; not the value of the stock,
watered or unwatered, but the actual value
of the material substances, etc., as such

value may be appraised by a proper
tribunal. Mr. Edmunds hoped the subject

would be brought to a vote early in the
session. K 2
Mr. Dolph introduced a bill to repeal the

law of the last session providing for a
settlement of the claims of officers and
enlisted men of the army for loss of privaie
property destroyed in military service, and
had read from the report of the Secretary
of War the statement concerning the
difficulty experienced on its interpreta-
tions. Claims had been presented for loss
of clothing of a family of six and for house-

hold goods destroyed in the great
Chicago fire, and another for loss of
two gold watches. This is the law

which President Cleveland, in his message
characterized as indefinite in its terms and
which he said needs amendments, if it re-
mains on the statute book. Mr. Dolph said
he thought there was no reason why the
government should act as an insurer of
the property of officers and soldiers.

Mr. Cockrell saw no reason for any diffi-
culty in the interpretation of the law. He
thought there should be some machinery in
the War Department to enable that depart-
ment to determine what articles were
“useful, necessary and proper?” for an offi-
cer or soldier to have in the line of duty.

Mr. Hawley was astonished that any per-
son capable of filling the position of Secre-
tary of War should have any difficulty in
construing the law.

Mr. Logan said he was opposed to the
government becoming an insurer, but he
thought the law admitted of a doubt as to
its interpretation.

Bills were also introduced:

By Mr. Wilson (of fowa)—To promote
peace among nations. It authorizes the
President to enter into negotiations with
other governments with a view to the for-
mation of an international tribunal for the
arbitration of any difficulties that may oc-
cur between nations, and requests him to
write other uations to send delegates to a
proposed international peace convention
to be held in Washington at such time as
he may fix, and appropriated $150,000 for
this purpose.

By Mr. Voorhees—To repeal the statutes
of limitation on allowance of pension ar-
rears.

After the transaction of further business
of a routine character, the Senate, at 2:07,
went into executive session, referred a list
of nominations to appropriate committees,
and at2:35p. m. adjourned till Monday next.

GENERAL WASHINGTON NEWS.

SENT TO THE SENATE.

WasHINGTON, Dec. 10.—The President to-
day sent to the Sendte a list of nominations
comprising several hundred names.

‘‘CONSPIRACY” CHARGE NO 1.

Petitions have been presented in the
House from numerous farmers of Iowa al-
leging that the President, the Secretary of
the Treasury, the American Bankers’ Asso-
ciation and leading newspapers of the
Eastern cities have joined in a conspiracy
to increase the value and purchasing power
of funded debts, and fixed incomes, through
a depreciation of general prices by a de-
monetization of gilver, or a suspension of
its coinage and retirement of $1 and $2 le-
gal tender notes, to the great loss and in-
convenience of labor and the useful pro-
ducing classes.

REVISION OF HOUSE RULES.

The effort which was begun last night by
the House committee on rules to secure a
sufficient number of signers to order a cau-
cus of a majority of the House for the pur-
pose of hearing the views of the members
upon the proposed revision of the rules
has, up to this time, proved unsuccessful.
Many members prefer that the matter shall

first be considered by the committee and
reported to the House. It has been decided
to hold the first meeting of the committee
on rules on Monday next. The revision
schemgawill doubtless be the subject of long
consid®fation, and it is predicted that little
or no other business will be transacted by
the House prior to the holidays.
THE SUCCESSION SUBJECT.

The Senate committes on privileges and
elections to-day held its first meeting. The
matter under consideration was a bill in-
troduced by Mr. Hoar to provide for the
performance of the duties of the office of
President in case of removal, death, resig-
nation or inability both of the President
and the Vice President. The measure was
considered on its merits simply, the ques-
tion of politics not entering into the dis-
cussion. Before reaching the point of
action, however, the hour of 12 o’clock ar-
rived and the committee adjourned until
Saturday next.

BELGIUM’S BOW.

Belgium has informed the State Depart-
ment of her desire to enter the Latin Union.
Hitherto she has refrained from joining it.

THE TELEPHONE LITIGATION.

Counsel in the telephone case, involving
the validity of the Bell telephone, are still
sending in their briefs, evidence and sup-
plementary evidence and other matter

which they consider necessary for the in- |

formation of the Secretary of the Interior
and his associates. Mr. Casey Young, coun-
sel for one of the companies opposed to the
Bell Company has asked for more time
in which fo preparehis brief. The depart-
ment officials have been unable yet to
hold a conference. The documents already
presented constitute quite a library, but it
is thought after the flood of information
ceases, the Secretary will ) soon be able to
reach a decision.
APPOINTMENTS.

The President to-day appointed C. F. M.
Niles to be Register of the Land Office at
Garden City, Kan., vice H. C. Mytors, sus-
pended. Monroe Perry, of Wyoming, has
been appointed Assistant Superintendent
of the Yellowstone National Park in place
of W. R. Henderson, dismissed.

Second Comptroller of the Treasury May-
nard has rendered an opinion to the effect
that in courtmartial trial there is no law to
justify allowing expert withesses ‘“an in-
creased rate of compensation over ordinary
witnesses.” After laying down this prin-
ciple he rejects quite a number of accounts
forwarded from the War Department.

A Rich Man’s Estate.

CuicAaco, Dec. 10.—Mrs. Julia Newherry,
widow of the late John L. Newberry, of
this city, died at Paris last night. In hs
will Mr. Newberry provides that in case
his daughters died without issue, as they
did, at the death of his wife his estate
should be divided, one-half to be distrib-
uted among the descendants of his own
brothers and sisters, and one-half to be ap-
plied to found a public library in the North
Division of Chicago. The estate is valued
at $5,000,000, and $2,500,000 will now be
available for the library The other half of
the estate to be distributed will enrich some
forty heirs, prominent amcng whom is ex-
Congressman John Newberry, of Detroit.

He'll Never Get Drunk Any More.

NEw HAVEN, Dec. 10.—A veterinary sur-
geon, A. J. McHugh, walked into police
headquarters this afternocon and said he had
just swallowed ten grains of morphine. He
said he took the dose with suicidal intent,
He was removed to the hospital, where he
died about 5 o’clock. McHugh came to this
city about four years ago and built up a lu-
crative practice. Two years ago he began
drinking heavily, and since that time has
paid little attention to business.

HAMMERED HEAVY AND HARD

A BIG RAID ON TWO TEXAS RAILRCADS.

Sensational Wall Street Rumors, Among Them
One That Texas and Pacific is Doomed
for a Receivership.

NeEw York, Dec. 10.—Several railroad
securities on the Stock Exchange
declinea to-day, among them being Kansas
and Texas and Texas and Pacific. A drive
was made at Kansas and Texas and Union
Pacific, ostensibly on the report that a bill
had been introduced in the Senate by Sena-
tor Van Wyck to compel the land grant
roads to pay for the survey of their lands, so
they can be listed for taxation. As far
as the Kansas and Texas is concerned,
there is no reason why such a measure,
even if adopted, should have any effect on
the stock. The Kansas and Texas grants
of land outside of the Indian Territory are
insignificant, but in the Indian Territory it
claims a grant of 38,000,000 acres, which,
however, is made subject to the extinguish-
ment of Indian titles. The company would
be very glad to pay the cost of a survey if
the Indian title was extinguished, and as
the latter would be a necessary prelim-
inary on the part of the government, it
would be of immense value to the Missouri,
Kansas and Texas to have it done. The
selling of Texas and Pacific to-day has
been ton orders given by a house here-
tofore identified with Granger stocks.
Kansas and Texds has been mnearly
as bad as Texas and Pacific,
but the feeling in regard to the stock is
quite different. The decline is supposed to
have been partly sympathetic and partly
the result of manipulation. Current rumors
are of two distinct types. One is that mem-
bers of the Gould party sold out their
‘“long”’ Kansas and Texas stock in the vicin-
ity of 25 and have since put out a very large
“short” line. Texas and Pacific has been
noticeably weak for days. A big pool was
formed in the stock ahout three weeks ago,
but found too much stock offering, and it is
understood to have been gradually getting
omt ever since. Messrs., Dowd and Field
began selling Texas Rios around 64, and the
pressure to market bonds has been almost
uninterrupted since. = The matter has at-
tracted attention, however, only within a
few days. It is to-day rumored that the
Texas and Pacific will be forced into the
hands of a receiver.

I have se-
cured some twenty-five depositions from
persons in Texas—sheriffs, lawyers, bank-
ers, merchants,; and last, but not least, from
Gov. Ireland. Lieut. Gov. Gibbs wrote
me @& personal letter, offering to send
his affidavit or to come and testify in favor
of Holland. He says he believes Holland
will be acquitted. All testify as to Hol-
land’s good character. Holland never
killed a man before. He never committed
any crime whatever, and was not even ar-
rested. It was another Holland who took a
man’s life in Texas.”

HUNTED DOWN.

Mexican Smuggler Overtaken and Sh@s Down
While Resisting Arrest.
Special to The News.

EacLE Pass, Dec. 10.—For many years
past there has been at a point on the Rio
Grande, about twenty miles below here, a
ranche owned by a Mexican named Manuel
Delgado, which was notorious for the im-
mense number of stolen horses and stock
traced to it. As Delgado was a noted smug-
gler into Mexico, he would pack those stolen

horses with contraband goods for
Mexico 'and cross the Rio Grande
with them, disposing of the

horses in Mexico when he could use them
no longer. Time and again efforts have
been made to bring the nest ef robbers,
horse thieves and smugglers to justice, but
without avail, until about 5 o’clock this
‘morning. Deputy Sheriff Ben Oglesby, Mr.
Robert Dowe and James Oliver arrived

there about 8 o’clock yesterday even-
ing.  armed with a .warrant for
the arrest of Delgado, who was
lying down asleep at the time.

Dowe recognizing him, sprang forward and
demanded his surrender, to which he re-
plied with a shot from his Winchester.
“Oglesby ran up and shot Delgado down be-
fore any further damage could come from
him. Dowe was not injured by the shot,
but it made a very close call. Five or six
other Mexicans in the house then opened
fire on the Americans and they were com-
pelled to retreat.

Dowe, securing a horse, rode back. to
Bagle Pass and notified Sheriff Ogiesby,
who immediately raised a posse of ten men
and they started at once for the scene of
battle, arriving there about b o’clock this

morning. When within a very
few  feet of the house the Mexi-
cans from the inside opened fire

upon the Sheriff’s posse. A sharp, short
fight ensued, in which three Mexicans were

killed, omne of whom 1is Delgado,
the ringleader. Rob Dowe received
three bullet holes through his

coat 1n this fight, and Sheriff Oglesby’s face
is considerably burned by powder, but
otherwise there was no damage done to the
officers. The other Mexicans fled across the
river except one, who remained in the house,
and was brought back and lodged in jail
here. It is thought that this summary
stroke has wiped out the den of robbers.

A STALWART STRIKE,

The Chicago, Burlington and Quincy in the
Midst of a Labor War.

CHICAGO, Dec. 10.—Business in the freight
yards of the Chicago,Burlingtoh and Quiney
is at a standstill.. Over 800 loaded cars are
unable to move.

THE WAR IN SERVIA.RENEWED

FRUITLESS ENDING OF THE ARMISTICE.

Milan’s Men Attack Alexander’s Army and
Are Repulsed—English Political  Com-
plications Increasing—Foreign News.

THE SERVIAN-BULGARIAN WAR.

THE FUR FLIES AGAIN.

ViENNA, Dec. 10.—A dispatch from Nissa
states that hostilities between the Servian
and Bulgarian forces were resumed this
evening. : _

HORRIBLE EXAMPLES AND WARNINGS.

Forty Servian recruits were court mar-
tialed and shot by order of King Milan,
having been convicted of mutilating them-
selves to escape military service.

RENEWAL OF HOSTILITIES CONFIRMED.

The extension of forty-eight hours which
Prince Alexander gave to King Milan in
which to reply to the former’s counter pro-
posal of peace expired at noon to-day. The
Servian King sent no reply to the Bulgarian
monarch’s note, but defiantly broke the
truce by renewing hostilities this afternoon.
Three bodies of Servian troops made simul-
taneous attacks upon the Bulgarian out-
posts at Izvor, St. Nicholas and Krivofer.
In each case the attacking party was re-
pulsed with considerable slaughter. The
Servian army is now between Nissa
and the Timok River, facing the Bul-
garian army, which occupies a strongly
intrenched position, stretching from Pierot
to & point about ten miles to the northwest,
with its left wing on Pierot. Conditions are
favorable for a general engagement, and it
is not improbabie that fighting on a large
seale will begin at daybreak to-morrow,
Prince Alexander commands his troops in
person, but King Milan has turned over the
chief command of his army to Col. Harvoto-
vitch. The Bulgarian prince says he will
have no more parleyings with the enemy
until he has captured Nisch, when he will
dictate terms of peace in that metropolis of
Southern Servia.

FOR ALEXANDER AND ALLAH.

Loxpon, Dec. 10.—The important fact is
reported from Sofia this evening that the
Mahometan pcpulation of Bulgaria, hereto-
fore as far as possible maintaining a
neutral attitude, has joined in the popular
support of Prince Alexander. Large
accessions to the army from this source are
announced. It is thought that the move-
ment justifies the removal of any doubt
that may have existed as to an understand-
ing having been arrived at between Bul-
garia and the Sultan as opposed to Austrian
and Servian interests.

PROBABLY TRUE.

The report that fighting was renewed to-
day by the Bulgarians, while not fully con-
firmed, is in the line of events naturally to
be expected as a result of such an alliance.
The time allowed by Prince Alexander for
Servia to render her answer to the Bulga-
rian ultimatum expired to-day, and decisive
movements of some sort must occur very
soon, even if hostilities have not already
been resumed.

DIPLOMATIC DELIBERATIONS.

The ambassadors of the powers continue
their deliberations looking to a settlement
by diplomacy of the Balkan question. though
no one really believes that such a termina-
tion of the affair is possible. The certainty

that the situation will be in some way
altered by further fighting, makes the ses-
sious of the conferences hardly more than
mockeries, and the consciousness of this is
perhaps the real secret of the dilatory and
ineffectual way in which the ambassadors
have been proceeding.

THE ENGLISH ELECTIONS.

ADVICE TO GLADSTONE.

LoxnpoN, Dec. 10.—The Pall Mall Gazette
this afternoon contains a vigorous leader
strongly urging Gladstone to come to an
understanding with Parnell on the Irish
question without delay. The Gazette sug-
gests that Gladstone summon Parneil to
Hawarden, where a conference with the
Liberal leaders, Gladstone, Roseberry and
Spencer, could be held and the whole mat-
ter speedily settled.

MUCH SPECULATION.

Home politics continue to furnish ample
food for speculation as to the probable re-
sults, and there is very little ground for
definite predictions. One of the most sig-
nificant developments of the situation, and
one much discussed this evening, is the
growing certainty that Mr. Gladstone did
not feel himself bound in the elections just
passed to be loyal in all cases to his Radi-
cal adherants. In at least two instances
there is proof that he secretly threw his
influence on the side of Whig candidates as
against Radicals, urgently supported by
Mr. Chamberlain.

AN ANGRY LETTER
from Mr. Chamberlain to a friend com-
plaining of Mr. Gladstone’s action in this
respect is being handed around at the Re-
form Club, and seems to presage internal

.dissensions in the Liberal ranks at no dis-

tant day. Mr. Gladstone’s version of the
matter is understood to be that having
honestly striven to secure the withdrawal
of duplicate candidates in districts where
more than one were in nomination, and hav-
ing failed to secure such withdrawal, his
duty was finished, and he was justified in
supporting whichever one of the candidates
was deemed by him to be most in accord

with the Liberal party’s prin'ciples.

CANADA.

ASKING FOR CANONIZATION.

MonTREAL, Dec. 10.—The authorities of
the Roman Catholic Church here have
taken the first step toward applying to
Rome for the canonization of the late Arch-
bishop Bourget in making public the alleged
miracles he performed during his life. To-
day’s Presse contains the declarations of
two women taken under oath, testifying to
the healing powers of the dead prelate.

The appeal to Rome to canonize the late
Bishop Liaval has-not yet been granted, and
a special court with three secretaries isnow
sitting in Quebec taking testimony.

MEXICO,

RAILWAY CONCESSIONS.

A LANDMARK GONE.

The Oldest Paper in the State Closed Out for
Rent.

GaLvESsTON, Dec. 10.—The Galveston Daily
Civilian, the oldest newspaper publication
extant in the State, has recently suspended,
having been sold out for $144 rent. The
Civilian, as a newspaper, has been practi-
cally dead for some time past, though it has
been published continuously up to a tew
days ago. Thus completing its chain of
title to antiquity. The Civilian was estab-
lished at Houston in 1838 by Hamilton
Stuart, and in its palmy days was a power
in the State. Mayor Brown, of Dallas, was
at one time associated with Mr. Stuart in
its publication, and at another period E. W.
Cave, the present treasurer of the Houston
and Texas Central Railway, owned an
interest in the mnow suspended journal.
The early files of the paper, among the most
valuable State historical data extant, were
destroyed in the recent fire.

BAYLOR UNIVERSITY CONSOLIDATION.

The Conditions Upon Which Waco is to Draw
the Prize—0verby Acquitted—A Ro-
mantic Case Recalled.

Waoco, Dec. 10.—There was a small blaze
on North Sixth street this afternoon, and a
frame building was totally destroyed. Loss,

to withdraw. An hour later the disap-
pointed swain again attempted to snuff
himself out. The ball struck the collar
bone on the right, ranged to the left and
buried itself in the muscles of the shoulder.
Insanity was the plea of the defense, and
the jury acquitted him.
THE BAYLOR UNIVERSITY.

Waco’s delegates who have been down to
Temple to attend the meeting of the com-
mittee and of the Baptist general session
pnd the Baptist State Convention, and
the Board of Trustees of Baylor and Waco
Universities, returned this evening by
the 4 o’clock Missouri Pacific train. The
object of the meeting was the consolidation
of the two universities, and this was ac-
pomplished on the following terms:
First—Baylor and “ Waco Universi-
ties be consolidated; second that
the name ‘of the consolidated
pchool to be Baylor University; third, the
consolidated university to be located at
Waco, and Waco to retain its female

department; fourth, the endowment of
the-: old -  Baylor - University to go
with the new and consolidated
Baylor University at Waco according

to terms published in the minutes of the
Btate convention; provided, that Waco give

as a bonus the old buildings, ground
and endowment and a new
site of not less than  twenty

acres, with the $45,000 building fund. This
includes the $20,d()0 already subscribed,
making only $25,000 additional to be raised,
and further provided that at the expiration
of ten years the continuation of the system
of co-education at Waco will be deter-
mined by a majority vote of the
now consolidated Baptist general body to
which the institution, with its funds and
property will belong.

As very many Baptists oppose co-educa-
tion Baylor Female College will be located
at some other central point, the place at
which it is located to give as a bonus, at
least, suitable grounds and buildings. This
female college to belong also to the same
general body.

It is also understood that Waco is to have
the presidency of the consolidated univer-
sities, and Rev. Dr. R. C. Burleson will fill
the position. Rev. Dr. Reddin Andrews, of
Baylor, will be the vice president.

'1}110 two Baptist general associations were
also consolidated and will hold their first
session in Waco in July next.

It is confidently believed the two Baptist
papers will unite and move to Waco very
so00N.

The Waco committeemen exerted them-
selves successfully in preventing the auc-
tioning off of the consolidated university to
the highest bidder, arguing Waco’s superior
claim thereto, and consenting to nothing
which would mnot concede the univer-
sity”" to Waco under certain stupulated
contingences. There would have been
no chance on earth for Waco in a competi-
tive bidding, as many other points were
represented and prepared to outbid this city
if an opportunity presented itself of
securing the school. As it is now
if Waco raises the $25,000 still needed she
f;ets the school. If she does mnot she will

ose it.

SPORTING NOTES.

THE METROPOLITAN BASE BALL CLUB.
New YORK, Dec. 10.—The expulsion of the
“Mets” from the American Association,
ostensibly because Erastus Wiman bought
the club for $25,000, and intended to have it
play on Staten Island, was the chief subject
of talk among base ball men in town to-day.
The general opinion seemed to be that the
asgsociation had been guilty of sharp prac-
tice and would be punished. A firm friend
of the “Mets,” when asked the real reason
for the expulsion, said: “The Brooklyn
Club, fearing that Mr. Wiman would make
the “Mets”” stronger in this vicinity than
they could become, and seeing that by
throwing out the “Mets” from the associa-
tion they could strengthen their own team,
went to work to accomplish this, in my
opinion. At any rate, it is known that they
were very prominent in the action of the
meeting.”
A “CLEAN HIT” FOR THE METS.
PHILADELPHIA, Dec. 10.—Argument was
heard to-day upon the preliminary injunc-
tion to restrain the American Association
from consummating the expulsion of the
Metropolitan Base Ball Club of New York.
Counsel for the association contended that
the whole complaint was substantially that
defendants did not want to play ball

with the Metropolitans, and that
the latter sought to ecompel them
to do so. The court suggested the

possibility of the association dissolving in
the event of the success of the plaintiff in
this case and forming a new association,
leaving complainants out. Counsel re-
plied that such a proceeding was in accord
with his advice to his clients,and character-
ized the whole matter as a “tempest in a tea-
pot.” Counsel for the Metropolitans replied
that Mr. Wiman had spent nearly $100,000
in the matter,and argued from the language
of the association’s constitution, which gave
evidence that the agreementi between the

clubs was a continuing one. The
Metropolitan Club was a member of
the association, and its membership

was valuable, entitling it to share in the
Froﬁts of games played with other clubs. It
had been deprived of its right without
charges or notice of trial. The ceurt was
asked to disapprove of such sharp prac-
tices. The court announced its decigsion as
follows: “It seems to the court, in the
present condition of this cause, that a prima
tacie cause had been made out entitling
plaintiffs to a preliminary injunction.
Undoubtedly valuable rights are secured
by membership in this association. It
has never been considered an answer to a
bill to restore a complainant to membership
in an incerporated association, to say he
might have an action at law to recover
damages for his expulsion. ' Equity will
always interfere to protect plain rights. As
the case is at present presented, we think a
preliminary injunction should issue and
therefore order it.”” The injunction will
continue in force until Dec. 19, when a
motion is to be heard to dissolve upon bill
and affidavit.

During the afternoon, a valuable pet dog
belonging to Muldoon was severely mal-
treated by two men, and maimed for life.
Sullivan and Muldoon ecaptured the men
and held them until they were arrested by
officers. The men then caused the arrest of
Sullivan and Muldoon on a charge of as-
sault. The latter were bailed in $600 to ap-
pear in court to-morrow morning.

MOBS IN THE MONONGAHELA MINES.

The Strikers Carry Things by Storm—‘‘Black
Lege’’ and Engines Wrecked.

PirTsBURG, Deec. 10.—It was reported at a
late hour last night that committees of
striking miners had for several days been
engaged in securing various pools along
the Monongahela River, enlisting volun-
teers to visit the Pine Run mine, operated
by James Lynn & Sons, in the second pool
near McKeesport. The sixty or seventy
miners employed there have been working
for two weeks at a 2% cent rate. They had
refused the request of the strikers to rejoin
them until the strike was settled. Shortly
before 8 o’clock this morning about

two hundred strikers congregated a
short distance from the mines
and awaited the appearance of

the “black legs.” The first to be overhauled
was Nat Campbell, driver, who refused to
go home. He was pounced upon and ter-
ribly beaten, receiving internal injuries
that may prove fatal. A gang of twenty
next made their appearance, but when con-
fronted by the excited masked mob, they
quickly leit for home. Later,another squad
more determined than their comrades, re-
fused to retreat. One of them attempted to
force a way through the crowd and stopped
only when struck a stunning blow with a
club. He was carried away by his com-
rades, who also notified the mine superin-

tendent, James O’Neil, who, with a
number of men, loaded the mine
engine and roceeded to the
scene. The strikers seeing the ap-

proaching engine threw off the switches,
blockading the track. The engine was de-
railed and badly wrecked, its passengers,
however, escaping injury by jumping.
Superintendent O’Neil, much surprised,
wisely offered no resistance. The striking
rioters are in complete control, and cele-
brated their victory by a deafening yell and
left the mine. Subsequently fifty of the
miners entered the pit and are now at work.
Twenty of the rioters were recognized and
will be arrested. Sheriff Gray, of this city,
with a number of deputies, is at the scene
of the riot. Operators are fearful of a repe-
tition of the acts of violence and that their
property will be burned. There is intense
excitement in the vicinity.

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HE MADE ROME HOWL,

The Horrible Details of a Murder Told in
Court by a Criminal,

RomE, Dec. 10.—This city is seething with
excitement over a trial which was begun
to-day of a whole family, charged with one
of the most revolting murders in
the whole history of crime. The pris-
oners are a butcher named Tozzi,
his wife, son and daughter. The victim was
a rival butcher named Poggi. The motives
of the murder were trade, jealousy and
family disputes.

he was dying he was held over a tub,
into which his blood flowed.

Tozzi’s son
made a full confession to-day, and narrated
the horrible story to the could with a cold-
blooded cynicism which provoked the fury
of all who heard him.

Every woman who writes letters, and few
of them grow too old or indifferent to make
up & combination of postscripts, must now
be provided with a seal and its adjuncts.
The outfit consists of a small tray, and on
it 2 match box, a lamp, or candle and stick,

a box containing sticks of wax of various
colors and the seal itself. These outfits
come in great varieties and many of them
are very handsome. The cheapest are of
polished copper ware and the most expen-
sive are made of sterling silver and elabor-
ately ornamented. The prices run from
$1.50 up to $15 and $20 a set. The seals cost
about the same, the price varying accord-
ing to the handle. Some handles are made
of copper, some of carved wood and others
of ivory and silver. The engraving of the
seal plates increases the price. The sta-
tioners and jewelers are doing a brisk busi-
ness just now in working at coats-of-arms,
crests, monograms and initial letters. A
monogram costs between $2 and $3, and
crests and coat-of-arms are charged for ac-
cording. to the amount of delicate detail
there is in the work.

EL PASO.

Hostile Apaches in Chihuahua—El Paso, St.
Louis and Chicago Railway.

. BL Paso, Dec. 10.—A band of 200 Apaches
are located at Casas Garnde, in Chihuahua,
and are being fed and cared for at gov-
ernment expense as In the United States.
The band is a part, it is supposed, of the
hostiles whoe lately committed so many
murderous crimes in the Northern States of
Mexico. Hostile Indians are still roaming
over Sonora and the government
troops seem unable to suppress them.
It ais said that numerous unfor-
tunate families have been massacred
in the past few months. The presence of
hostiles was the main argument to defeat
the bill reducing the size of army which
was before the Mexican Congress in the
last few days-

Deputy Sheriff Comstock to-day arrested
M. M. Motto, a pawnbroker, who owns a jew-
elry store on El Paso street. Motto doesan
extensive broker’s business, and it is alleged
has long been engaged in the purchase of
stolen property from the sneak-thieves who
have arrived to passthe winter. He was
arrested for this.

The syndicate offering to commence con-
struction of the El Paso, St. Louis and Chi-
cago Railway have forwarded a better
proposition to the city. The substance is
that they will grade and iron and put
in condition to receive rolling stock
the first five miles north before demanding
the §50,000 bonus. The syndicate fur-

ther agrees to begin Wwork within
four weeks after Jan. 1, and to
finish the 150  miles to White
Oaks, N. M., withim sixteen months.

The syndicate is backed by one of the most
powerful roads leading out of Chicago, and
and it is known the intention is to build the
entire line Northeast as quickly as possi-
ble. The road . will plece El Paso
250 miles nearest St. Louis. The committee
appointed to solicit subscriptions visited
the solid men of the city to-day, and state
that the bonus can be readily secured.

JOHNSON’S PLOT AND MOTIVES.

What Ez-Secretary Boutwell Has to Say on the
Grant-Johnson Controversy.

The December number of the North
American Review contains a paper by ex-
Secretary Boutwell, on “Johnson’s Plot and
Motives.” This interesting article makes
Johnson’s general position very clear, and
probably establishes it about as it will go
into history. Mr. Boutwell gives, also, a
vivid account of Gen. Grant’s relation to the
matter, and of his firm conduct, which had
so much to do with defeating the Johnson
policy and plot. Mr. Boutwel says:

Upon my arrival in Washington to attend
the session of Congregs which began Dec. 3,
1866, I received a letter from Mr. Stanton,
asking me to call at the War Department
at the earliest moment possible. I called
without delay. He directed me to his pri-
vate room, where he soon joined me.

Without preface he said: “I am more
concerned for the fate of the country than
Iwas at any time during the war.” His
exact words further I cannot recall, but he
gave me to understand that the President
had issued orders to officers of the army, of
which neither he nor Gen. Grant had knowl-
edge, and that there was danger that Gen.
Grant would be sent away from Washing-
ton. #_ w1k

At the request of Mr. Stanton I wrote at
his dictation the substance of what after-
ward became the second section of the
aé'my appropriation act, approved March 2,
1867.

In that section it was provided that the
headquarters of the General of the Army
should be at the city of Washington, and
that he should not be detailed for service
elsewhere exceptat his own request or by
the previous approval of the Senate; that all
orders and instructions relating to military
opposition issued by the President or Secre-
tarv of War should be issued through the
General of the Army, or in case of his disa-
bility, through the officer next in command;
and, finally, that all orders issued in any
other manner should be null and void, and
that the officer issuing such orders, and all
officers who might obey them, knowing that
they had been issued in any other manner,
should be alike guilty of a misdemeanor. *

After the election of Gen. Grant to the
presidency, he gave me an account of his
interviews with President Johnson in refer-
ence to the project of sending the General
to Mexico in the autumn of 1866. It was, in
substance, this: “Ata casual meeting the
President said, ‘I may have occasion to ask
you to go to Mexico.” I said, in reply, ‘I am
so situated that it will not be convenient for
me to leave.” Not many days after this con-
versation the President sent for me to come
to his office. Upon my arrival I found Mr.
Seward and the President. Mr. Seward
opened his portfolio and read a long paper
addressed tome and containing instructions
for my guidance in Mexico.When Mr.Seward
had concluded, Isaid to the President, ‘Vou
know I told you that it would not be con-
venient for me to go to Mexico.” The Presi-
dent then began to argue with me and to
urge. I as steadily resisted his arguments.
The President grew warm; and finally, ris-
ing from his chair and striking his table vi-
olently with his fist, he said, ‘I would like
to know if there is an officer of the army
who will not obey my orders!” I arose,
took my hat in my hand and said, ‘I am an
officer of the army, but I am a citizen also.
The service,you ask me to perform is a civil
service, and® as a citizen, I may accept it or
decline it, and I decline it.’ I then left the
room.””

The distinction thus made by Gen. Grant
left to the President authority to assign him
to duty as a soldier in any point within the
United States that the President might se-
lect, and hence the solicitude of Mr. Stanton
for the passage of she sections in the army
bill of the 2d of March, 1867.

FROM THE STATE CAPITAL.
COMPLAINT OF BORDER DEPREDATIONS.

State Force of Rangers Not Equal to the
Protection of Border Citizens—Gen.
King's Advice—Other Matters.

Special to The News.

AvusTIiN, Dec. 10.—The Comptroller paid
§6000 into the treasury to-day.

Gov. Ireland leff the city this morning for
New Braunfels.

‘W. H. Titus writes from El Paso County
to Gen. King stating that on the 2nd of this
month about twenty-five Mexican soldiers
came over the Rio Grande and drove off
twenty-five head of cattle belonging to G.
W. Gentry and Tom Wiley without leaye
or consent of the owners. When the hands
asked for authority for so doing the Mexi-
cans told them they had better go back to
their camp, The writer asks for rangers
for protection.

Gen. King replied in substance as fol-
lows: The State has a small company of
raugers near Marfa, Presidio County, and
such aid as they are able to render will be
freely given. The prevention of such in-
vasions by Mexican soldiers is fully within
the power and authority of the United
States Army, and those concerned should
promptly bring the matter to the attention
of TUnited States officers in command
of troops stationed on the Rio Grande.
The meager appropriation by the legisla-
ture for the pay and support of the rangers
has placed it beyond the power of the State
to furnish protection to the border people,
except in a very unsatisfactory manner and
with & forced necessity of the situation.
I would advise the collection of undoubted
proof of the articular robbery
complained of and forwarded it here for
transmission to the Congressional delega-
tion in Washington, and in the meantime I
will direct Capt. Gillespie to lend such aid
as may be in his power.

In the District Court Walter Spence, col-
ored, charged with the murder of the ser-
vant girl, Mollie Smith, was to-day acquit-
ted.

Nora, Johnson, charged with an assault
with intent to murder Mollie Sellers, is on
trial. Both parties are colored.

Mr. Wilke, sub-contractor of the 'State
House, is not 1n the least exercised over the
proposed boycott by the Granite Cutters’
Union against the State House building.
He says he can get all the skilled labor he
wants without using union men, if they do
not desire to work.

The new Diebold safe for the State Treas-
ury vault of the new Capitol was placed in
position this evening. It weighs 25,000
pounds, clear of fixtures, and cost $13,000. It
was made specially to fit the angle of the
rock structure in the first story of the
building and is about ten feet high. An
expert, as a test, went through it by manipu-
lation of the locks, but admitted it would be
impossible to do so when the time lock is
applied, declaring it would then be im-
pregnable except by collusion with the
watchman who might be on guard. The
safe is furnished at the expense of the Capi-
tol contractors.

REVENUE REDUCTION, BUT ON
WHAT PLAN?

President Cleveland is very guarded in
his allusions to the proper course to be
taken, in his view, for the reduction of rev-
nue and a readjustment of the tariff. Xven
judging by the criterion of a growing pub-
lic demand for tariff reduction and the
prospects of parties as they may be affected
by their attitude to the tariff question, he is
extremely guarded. He appears to recede
somewhat from the spirited remarks he
made just before his election, as he then in-
timated that taxing the people for protec-
tionists’ profit is a sort of legalized rob-
bery.” As a Democrat and a man, Mr.
Cleveland doubtless then spoke what he
thought and what he still thinks. It may
be that as President of the United States
he feels that he is President of protection-
ists and non-protectionists, and must be
somewhat neutral, but he is not neutral in
some other matters, for he recommends
changes in law and maintains a policy
when dealing with another great question.
And it would be an error to suppose that the
President of the whole citizenship must be
equally the President of unwholesome
combinations. As President, it is proper
that he should stand for the mainten-
ance of the legal and constitutional rights
of all citizens, but not for an impartiality
of indifference between legalized robbery
and lawful reform. On party grounds it
would be, perhaps, doubtful expediency for
the Democrats to shirk the tariff issue.
They might win an election or two and for-
pver lose their vantage. On any wider

ground than narrow party expediency the

4 President’s backward position on the tariff

question is quite untenable. It is unques-
tionable that the revenues are in excess of
the actual need of an economical govern-
ment. While this fact argues the need of
revenue reduction, it affords opportu-
nity . for a revision of the tariff upon one or
other of two distinet and opposite princi-
ples. No intelligent revision can be made
without having these principles in view
and preferring the one or the other. In
general legislation it is necessary, for con-
sistency of any sort, to aim at evolving a
government for governing more and more,
and taking charge more and more of social
and industrial concerns, or to aim away

from that ideal ahd toward a government:

that will govern less and less, and allow
the individual to grow to self governing
strength and wisdom. Similarly in tariff
taxation it is necessary, for consistency,
to aim at favoring protectionist or free
trade tendencies. « Mr. Clevelend has form-
erly shown that he believes in aiming
away from protectionism and toward
freedom of trade. But he appears, to re-
cede from advising an issue as to such
policy. It can be allowed that when he
says ‘‘the question of free trade is not in-
volved,”’ he may have meant simply that
no leap to absolute free trade is now pro-
posed. There is ocecasion, however, for
understanding the antagonistic theories,
and preferring the one or the other, and
no tariff change can be anything but a
muddle or an unsatisfying shirking expe-
dient to cause the disappearance of reve-
nue and. the postponement of the main
question, if such change is not made with
the view of promoting progress toward free
trade or progress toward more complete
exclusion of foreign products. No states-
man can pretend to' ignore the fact that
revenue may be reduced by increasing cer-
tain duties, or that it may be reduced by
reducing or abolishing certain duties.
Therefore, the party that shall pose and
gyrate upon mere revenue reduction will
earn no large approbation from really
thinking men. It will pose as a party of
hollow pretentions and barren promises.
The President in one part of his message
alludes to the farmers as the solid support
of the industrial system, and compliments
them upon paying their full share of the
expense of government. They are also
forced to pay largely to support what is not
properly government—what those people
who are the bulk of the Democratic party
denounce as a system of legalized plunder
wholly unnecessary in connection with tax-
ation. Shall tenderness for vested inter-
ests in such plunder dictate a recession by
party leaders mindful of chances of keep-
ing their places or perpetuating the party
in power? If so they and the party will be
judged by the people as creeping to the em-
brace of the legalized plunderers. What
becomes of the more than ‘vested rights of
the industrial people in the products of
their labor—a property yearly, daily and
hourly created by their efforts—a property
yet to be created, next yecar, next week, to-
morrow, and a portion of which will be
taken to enrich the tariff protected.con-
cerns if the protectionist laws are con-
tinued? Is there such a vested interest
which, though wrong in itself, extends of

right to the future, so that beside having

all they have made, the monopoly benefi-
ciaries of tariff proteetion have a right to
tribute from that which is yet to be created
by the industry of ethers, and the right to
take that future tribute without the consent
of the producers? Such a doctrine would
be monstrous. Vested interests cannot be
admitted except as to property now in ex-
istence and the right to use that property.
There can be no vested interest in a system
of prohibiting industrial and commercial
freedom for the people in general in order
to confer gratuities upon a favored few. But
the tariff has established interests which
appear to have convinced President Cleve-
land that they have an indefinite lien upon
a part of ‘the earnings of the farmers and
mechanics and others of this country who
work independently of any capital furnished
by such vested interests. When this doc-
trine shall be reduced to a scientific for-
mula it will be in order to license pirates to
sail the seas and make all they can by prey-
ing upon commerce, and then argue that,
because so licensed and having been at the
expense of fitting out ships for piracy, they
must be allowed to have a vested interest
in piracy for a time.

SUPERFLUOUS TROUBLE ABOUT
SILVER.

The government has been taking trouble
to place silver in circulation, it is officially
asserted, and yet from 20 to 40 per cent of
the customs receipts has been in silver or
silver certificates, showing that silver will
go back into the treasury. This is dread-
ful in the ofiicial view. It is conveniently
ignored that, according to the official state-
ment, the rest of the revenue—60 to 80 per
cent—has been paid in gold, thus showing
the still greater tendency of gold to flow
back to the treasury. If, then, it is argued
that the people do not want silver because
they use it to pay taxes to the extent men-
tioned, it may be argued more strongly that

the people do not want gold because they

pay more duties in gold; for they can pay
all duties in silver, if they have enough.
This official argument in opposition to sil-
ver breaks down at the fact that a quantity
of silver remains in circulation. If it were
of less value than gold for common use,
why would it not all be returned to the
treasury in payment of duties and other
taxes? Compare the case with that of a
depreciated paper currency, and observe
how quickly and universally such a cur-
rency would be paid into the treasury if
made receivable for taxes, until the reduc-
tion of the amount and its known availa-
bility had raised it to parity with coin.
There is a plain and obvious reply to the
effusive assertions that the government has
taken trouble to put silver in circulation.
The trouble taken to send silver away to
points distant from New York and Wash-
ington is in singular contrast with the
trouble taken to ship tons of silver coin
from New Orleans to the seat of govern-
ment. But the simple and plain way of
paying silver over the. counter in discharge
of salaries and other eclaims is a kind of
trouble which the government has not

taken—though a kind eof trouble which it
could have taken without expense—and in
doing so it would have been act-
ing on those ‘“business principles’’
which are administratively popular in some
other matters. The President’s message
mentions the payment of 2,000,000 a
month in gold to purchase silver bullion.
This is another peculiar decision by gov-
ernment. When the owners of silver bull-
ion make a sale to government under the
existing law why are they not paid in silver
dollars, if the administration is really anx-
ious to place silver dollars in circula-
tion? They would be perfectly willing to
sell for silver, and either circulate it or de-
posit it and draw silver certificates. The
Secretary of the Treasury cannot be igno-
rant that this would be one of the easiest
ways of putting silver in circulation, if it is
desired to puw it in ¢irculation. But really,
so long as the treasury must have a hoard,
it is not apparent that it makes any essen-
tial difference that the government chooses
to pay out gold and hoard silver, as the
alternative would be to hoard the gold if
the silver were paid out. If it isa good
thing to have gold in circulation, the pub-
lic may thank the much-abused silver law,
it appears, for enabling the adminlstration
to set free from the treasury vaults some
$2,000,000 gold a month. If it could now
set free some of the silver also by a policy
of tax reduction such as recommended by
Mr. Cleveland, or by a policy of expendi-
ture for naval defense, as recommended by
Mr. Tilden, or by a policy of debt pay-
ment, as suggested by ordinary business
principles, and then keep the outlays equal
to the income, the terrible trouble of a
plethoric treasury coincident with continu-
ance of needless interest payments would,
of course, cease to exist. It seems time
for the Treasury Department to subordi-
nate its excessive anxiety for benevolent
guardianship over the business interests of
the inhabitants of this country, and con-
centrate its attention upon the business-
like management of the treasury, so as not
to pay interest longer than necessary, or
not to hoard the money which is legally
available for the discharge of the principal
of a portion of the public debt. Business
interests might be promoted by a business-
like example of doing the best forlessen-
ing claims and stopping drains upon the
treasury.

CALLED COMMON CARRIERS.

PHILADELPHIA JUDGE ON TELEPHONES.

The Companies Must Play No Favorites, but
Treat All Alike—New Principles of
Law Laid Down.

PrHILADELPHIA, Dec. T.—In deciding the
suit brought by the Baltimore and Ohio
Telegraph Company against the Bell Tele-
phone Company, of Philadelphia, Judge
Arnold this morning delivered an opinion
settling for the first time in this State
several important principles of law relat-
ing to modern electrical invention. The
telephone company refused the application
of the telegraph company for a telephone
in the main office of the latter company, at
Third and Chestnut streets, on the ground
that by its contract with the Bell Telephone
Company it was prohibited from furnishing
telephones to be used in connection with
the transmission of telegrams to any com-
pany other than the Western Umnion Tele-
graph Company. Suit was brought in Com-
mon Pleas Court No. 4, and a mandamus
was prayed for requesting the telephone
company to furnish the desired facilities to
complainant, In passing upon the case
Judge Arnold said:

POINTS OF THE AGREEMENT.

The Judge quotes at length from an agree-
ment between the American Bell Telephone
Company and the Western Union Telegraph
Company to show that the latter is not a
patentee which has granted a license for a
restricted use of its patents to the telephone
company, reserving a certain exclusive use
to 1tself, but that it is alicensee paying to its
licensor an additional compensation or roy-
alty upon every message received or deliv-
ered on it. He continues:

The Western Union Telegraph Company
has given up its claims to all such patents,
and the Bell Telephone Company has put
them into public use, thereby subjecting
them to the rule that when the use of a pat-
ented device is thrown open to the public
all are entitled to its use on the same terms.
Rules which goyern common carriers apply,
and those rules prohibit any discrimination.
It has been decided that a contract giving
to one express company an exclusive right
of transportation in the passenger trains of
a railroad company is illegal and void.

Quoting from the ‘thirty-third section of
the corporation act of 1874, the judge con-
tinues:

The respondent was chartered under that
act, which gave it a legal existence and pre-
scribed its duty at the same time. It can-
not transact business in this State but for
that act; and operating under that act, it
must deal equally with all with impartiality
and good falth, and without discrimination
in favor of or against any one.

After fortifying these conclusions with a
number of decisions, the judge’s opinion
resumes:

A public servant cannot avoid the per-
formance of any part of the duty it owes to
the entire public by a contract even with
the patantee of an invention. Doubtless a
condition limiting the use which should be
made of the telephone affecting all classes
of citizens, and discriminating between
none, might be valid, but having the right
to use the telephone the relator may use it
for the same purpose that other subscribers
use 1t for. In a case precisely similar to
this between the same parties, just decided
in the Circuit Court of the United States for
the Eastern District of Missouri, Judge
Brewer held that the telephone company,
having put its patent into public use, the
property is put within

THE POWER OF THE COURT

for enforcing the obligations of a common
carrier. In the case before us, the Ameri-
can Bell Telephone Company is not a party,
and we do not think it indispensable that it
should be. We are not called upon to ex-
pound or enforce the contract between that
company the Philadelphia Company. What
we are called upon to do is to declare that
the illegal portions of that contract cannot
be enforced in that way; that those portions
are void and against public policy
as declared both by the common
law and by statute, and that the
respondent cannot shield itself from
the performance of its duty to serve the
public impartially and without discrimina-
tion by a contract with a party notin the
State.” We deal with parties carrying on a
public business within our borders, under
the protection of our laws, to compel them
to comply with those laws. They cannot
obtain immunity from their obligation to
treat all alike by pleading a license from
parties beyond our grasp. The owner of a
patent may put it in public use then, as well
said Chief Justice McIlvaine, of Ohio. The
manner of its use may be controlled and
regulated by State laws when the public
welfare requires it.

The patent gives him a monopoly by pro-
tecting him from the competition of other
persons in the business secured by the
patent; but it does not permit him to make
discriminations between persons who are
willing to pay the same rates which other
persons are charged for the same use. We
say nothing now on the subject of charges
by respondent for the use of the telephones
except this, whether it shall be an annual
rental or a tariff of charges upon messages
it must be the same for all. A writ of per-
emptory mandamus is awarded.

FROM THE FORT.

An Official’s Presence Creates Some Stir—
General Local News.

Fort WorTH, Dec. 10.—The presence of

EAILROAD RUMBLER’S REVIEW

THE FRESH TRAIL OF THE IRON HORSE.

Facts, Figures and Fancies Gleaned, Originated
and Wired Specially for this Depart-
ment of the News

Mr. John A. Elder, foreign passenger
agent of the Pennsylvania Railroad, passed
the day in Dallas yesterday and went west
on the evening train, his objective point be-
ing El Paso. He resides at Mount Pleas-
ant, Pa., and visits Texas for the first time.
His motives for coming are more with a
view to prospect the lands for sale along
the line of the Texas and Pacific and ascer-
tain their suitability for settlement by grain
growers and fruit raisers from the Middle
States than to work up business for his line.
He is agent for the sale of Missouri Pacific,
Iron Mountain, St. Louis and Southern and
Texas Pacific Railroad lands for the coun-
ties of Westmoreland, Somerset and Fay-
efte, embracing the richest agricultural
district in the"Quaker State.

*‘J am not meeting with the success I de-
sire,”” he said to the Rumbler, ‘“‘in inducing
immigration to Texas. The main obstacle
1s the passenger rate to Texas points. I re-
gret Major Abrams is not here to talk about
this matter. You see, when I talk up the
advantages of your section to the farmers
and praise the arableness and cheapness
of Texas lands, the first question they ask
me is: ‘How much will it cost to go out
there and take a look at them?” When I
tell them the lowest rate I can give them to
Dallas and return is $52 they laugh at me
and say: ‘Why we can go out into Kansas
or Colorado and back for half that amount
of money.’

‘“And they go, too, and find lands so much
better and cheaper in those States than
those they have been living on at home that
they are content and look no further. They
invest or go back and tell the neighbors of
the favorable results of their trip and a nu-
cleus of emigration is started right away.

“1f Texas wants this class of settlers the
roads running this way must make a rate as
cheap as Kansas and Colorado roads. Land
grospecturs, some time ago, went to the

altimore and Ohio people and they made
them a rate to Kansas City and return from
my town, which is sixty miles on the other
side of Pittsburg, for $18 50, with the privi-
lege of stop-overs at any point they desired.

‘My judgment about this matter of rates
would be to make a very low passenger fare
for a round trip ticket between Penn-
sylvania points and Dallas, which would
induce influential farmers to come here.
They could then conduct their investigations
from this place as a central point. Iam
certain they are a class of men who would
as lief, perhaps rather, buy improved lands.
In the old Statestheir farms are in a high
state of improvement and command ready
sale at&rices ranging from $150 to §250 per
acre. When they arrive here and see that
the conditions of climate and cultivation are
more favorable than in Pennsylvania, they
would feel little hesitancy ineselling out
their old homesteads and buying improved
lands here at $26 an acre.

‘“Another suggestion I would make to
Major Abrams, if he were here, would be
that perhaps his best territory now for
drumming up immigrants is Xansas,
Colorado and Nebraska. Many who have
gone there and bought lands have become

issatisfied with their purchases, the ex-
treme cold which is now upon them will
intensify this dissatisfaction, and if the
proper leverage is brought to bear they will
pull up stakes and move to Texas, where
plentiful crops always surrender to intelli-
gent toil, where prices are good and the
climate is delightful.”

Mr. Elder was asked about the fight be-
tween the Pennsylvania and Baltimore and
Ohio.

‘“They had hot times while they were at it.

The i1mvression is that the Baltimore and
Ohio has not yet secured entrance into the
city of New York, I think Mr. Vanderbilt
was discussing the final arrangements for
letting them in over the Staten Island road
with Mr. Garrett when he dropped dead.”

‘““Yes, the Baltimore and Ohio owns and
controls the Ohio and Mississippi; in fact
the latter is as completely a connection of
the former as the Vandalia is of the Penn-
sylvania. It would mnot surprise any one
East to find the Baltimore and Ohio, after it
has composed its differences with the Penn-
sylvania, reaching out for a trunk line con-
nection into Texas. The Texas and St.
Louis just now is plausibly talked about as
that connection.”

RECEIVER APPOINTED.

TYLER, Dec. 10.—On the 2d inst. the Texas
stockholders in the Kansas and Gulf Short
Line Railway presented to District Judge
MecCord, in chambers, a bill in equity pray-
ing the appointment of a receiver for that
road. The prayer has been granted, and
James G. Garresson appointed receiver.
This action was superinduced by a disputa-
tion which has arisen between the New
York stockholders, revresented by Messrs,
R. H. Barker and Hugh Stevenson,
claim that by special agreement between
these opposing factions they were to own
and control 52 per cent of all stocks of the
road, but that by reason of the unauthor-
izea and fraudulent issuance of $10,500
worth of stock, the stockholders have ob-
tained a majority. The Texas stockholders
aver that the issuance of this new stock
was under due authority, and was done in
good faith, to purchase rolling stock and
equipments for the road.

than for ordinary stock cars, the decision

house commigsioners adverse to complain-
ant. It was complained that the charge for
transportation of the cars of complainant
was b cents per car per mile, while ordinary
cars paid three-quarters of a cent for the
same service. :

EL PASO ENTERPRISE.

The road will also open up a fine
timber and agricultural country and will
have the effect of increasing threefold the
population of the city, The meeting was in
session until a late hour.

GOOD THING FOR GAINESVILLE.
GAINESVILLE, Dec. 10.—Railroad author-
ities promise thatin a short time Gaines-

ville will be made the end of a run from
Texarkana. This will give through trains
and greatly facilitate trayel. It will also
furnish better mail facilities.

CLASSIFICATION MEETING.
PitTsBURG, Dec, 10.—About thirty-five
delegates to the annual convention of Mid-
dle and Western Freight Agents’ Associa-
tioh, which meets in this city to-morrow,
are in the city. The classification commit-

tee held a secret meeting this afternoon,
discussing a change in classification of bot-
tles, which have heretofore been shipped as
fourth-class. The duties of the association
are simply to make classifications, having
no power over rates.

TEXAS AND ST. LOUIS FORECLOSURE.
Master Geo. H. Shields has filed his final
report at St. Louis on the final reports of
W.R. Woodward, receiver of the Texas
and St. Louis railroad. He has found that
the $15,000 which Mr. Woodward loaned
himself, and was said to be unaccounted
for, was paid the Texas division of the
road, and the proper credit should be made
on the books of the Arkansas and Missouri
end of the line. He finds there is still due
Woodward for services $4,771 43. The mas-
ter gave the court notice that he had com-
pleted his work on the final reports of the
receivership, and to-day the decree will be

presented.

A SCALPLESS TICKET.

A Cleveland (Ohio) man has invented a
ticket that he thinks is scalpless, but it will
hardly be adopted, for a ticket that cannot
be scalped is not what railway officials are
looking after. Better facilities for covering
up dealings with scalpers is what is wanted.
This Cleveland ticket, as constructed, may
have any number of couipons attached, like
an ordinary ticket, but all the coupons are
of the same size, so that they form a com-
pact block when folded together. When
new, and it hangs in the ticket agent’s case,
it has the general appearance of the com-
mon tickets now in wuse, and may be
stamped, punched and signed like any other
ticket. Three of the four edges of each cou-
pon, however, are smeared with a ribbon of
mucilage, and after the ticket has been sold
and stamped, punched and signed in
the presence of the purchaser, each coupon
is to be carefully folded down and the
gummed edges seal it fast, except at one
edge. Just inside the gummed order are
perforated lines for convenience in tearing
out coupons. As the ticket is used the con-
ductor of each division over which the pas-
senger travels will tear out the proper cou-
pons and no more until the last one is
reached. But, as may be seen, the last
coupon must remain unknown to all, ex-
cept the purchaser and seller, until the
other coupons have been removed in reg-
ular ogder. Thus, suppose a passenger
purchased such a ticket at Toledo for New
York. The first coupon would read say, To-
ledo to Cleveland, the second from Cleve-
land to Buffalo, the third from Buffalo to
Albany, and the fourth from Albany to
New York. The purchaser, on reaching
Cleveland, might attempt to sell his ticket
to a scalper. The scalper might easily see
from the uppermost coupon exposed that
the ticket was good from Cleveland to Buf-
falo, but without breaking the mucilage he
could not be certain that it was good for
any point beyond Buffalo. The ticket then
stakes its merits upon the incredulity of the
scalper, who would scarcely accept the
word of a stranger to any great extent, and
upon the additional factthat a rule could be
enforced making such tickets invalid after
the gum seal had been broken.

A BIG SNOW PLOW.

Engine No. 912, of the Union Pacific Road,
is being fitted up with one of the largest and
most effective snow plows in the country.
The plow weighs four tons, is 12 feet wide
and 16 feet high at the wings, and can throw
snow forty feet on either side of the track.
This gigantic snow shovel is balanced on
the front of the pilot platform, being se-
curely braced by bars running along the

frame behind the cylinders, and bolted to
uprights reaching to the back of the plow.
The shear or edge is some eight feet beyond
the pilot platform, and just escapes the rail.
This piow is shod heavily with iron. The
engine’s balloon stack is replaced by an
open straight stack, as it was found by last
winter’s experience that a balloon stacked
engine stood a poor show behind a snow
plow 1n a heavy driff. This plow killed
thirty-six head of cattle last winter in a cut
where they had wandered and were shut in
by drifts.

The engineer and fireman behind that ma-
chine do not find life as rosy as it might be.
The engineer cannot see ahead, so he goes
it blind, and as 912 weighs forty-five tons,
when she strikes a drift,if there are any cat-
tle or Chinamen around, they are sent
flying six ways for Sunday, as the expres-
sion 1s. And the beauty of it is that they
never know what hurts them. Both runner
and fireman generally get wet, and may be
out two days in that shape before getting
any rest. Railroad men don’t view any
prospect of taking 912 with favor.

CINDERS.

There is a difference of opinion among
the brokers whether the next dividend of
the New York Central will be % or 1 per
cent, although the road has more than
earned the latter. :

The Jacksonville, Tampa and Key West
Railway will be completed to Sanford this
month. Trains are now running to Seville,
and in a few days the servite will be ex-
tended regularly to De Land.

The Louisville, New Albany and Chicago
has built four large snowplows to be dis-
tributed along the road in Northern Idiana
this winter. In case of heavy storms they
will be near at hand to remove the obstruc-
tion to traffic as rapidly as possible.

The St. Paul Pioneer Press states thatitis
fairly established that the Minnesota and
Northwestern will extend its line to Duluth
next spring. The surveyors of the company
have been in the field for some time past,
and have about completed the survey.

The Wabash Road  announces that it will
recognize no claims for overcharges on
shipments made on and after Jan. 1, 1886,
based on special rates issued prior to that
date, unless special arrangements were
made for their renewal before dates of ship-
ment.

A boy, 138 years of age, stole a locomotive
from the yards of the Jacksonville, St.
Augustine and Halifax River Road at St.
Augustine, Fla., recently, and the next day
it was found several miles away with the
cab burned off and the flues all burned
loose.

The trunk line presidents state  that west
bound passenger rates will be maintained,
no matter what the Baltimore and Ohio may
do. This is rather courageous on the part
of the Pennsylvania, as its Philadelphia,
Baltimore and Washington vrates are
directly affected.
The business of shipping young cattle to
the fattening and dairy fields of the West is
not monopolized by Texas and the adjacent
Territories. ~This autumn a Jericho, Vt.,
man has taken five hundred to Illinois,
and found so much profit in it that he
thinks there will be much larger shipments
in future. It will be strange, but profitable,
if the trunk lmes shall enjoy, like some of
the Western lines, shipments of cattle both
Ways.

WAHOO AND WILDCATWRECKS

BOGUS BENEVOLENT BODIES BREAKING.

Collapse of Companies Doing Business South
and West—Suits Filed by the Missouri
Superintendent of Insurance.

St. Louis Republican.

The recent disastrous collapse of the “Mu-
tual Self-Endowment and Benevolent Asso-
ciation of America” may possibly prove a
warning to those who are interested in the

‘various mutual assessment companies doing
business illegally in Missouri, against sev-
eral*of which the superintendent of the in-
surance department, Mr. Alfred Carr, is
now engaged in making a vigorous war.
This is one of the companies against which
Mr. Carr has a suit now pending at Kansas
City, which was filed about a month
ago. The collapse, however, renders un-
necessary further proceedings in court,
such as were instituted.

On Monday the Republican printed a
special telegram from Nashville, Tenn.,
telling how one Col. J. B. Whitehead, agent
for the Mutual Self-Endowment and Benevo-
lent Association of America, stopped at
Pulaski, Tenn., and created such a furor
with the brilliant promises made by the
company’s literature and his own irrepressi-
ble assurance that he wrote-up over $160,000
of the worthless insurance. After getting
all the notes and checks for dues, member-
ship, ete., cashed, he and his son left the
town and were heard of no more. The tele-
gram said also: “The strange part of it is
that many of the most intelligent people of
the town were drawn into the bogus concern,
and one of the leading ministers was made
general agent for the county.”

Yesterday morning the Republican haa a
special from Fort Worth, Tex., the ‘“Grand
Central Office” of the ‘“Mutual Self Endow-
ment and Benevolent Association of Amer-
ica,” announcing

THE COMPLETE FAILURE
of the  concern. Its office fixtures were
seized for a debt of $300, and the total in-
debtedness was placed at about $1,000,000.
The telegram said: “If a receiver is ap-
pointed and no death claims are considered
the preferred creditors will get 1 cent on the
dollar. If the death claims should be con-
sidered the preferred claims legatees will
receive a quarter of a cent on the dol-

lar.” This is exceedingly cold com-
fort to those who were lured by
brilliant promises to invest in the

concern with the delusive hope that they
were providing for their family. The re
port of the collapse has probably been read
with interest by the editors of several
county papers in Southeast Missouri who
have been censuring Superintendent Carr so
severely for his warfare on uniicensed “mu-
tual benevolent assessment” insurance
companies. The State law requires that all
organizations having insurance as the fea-
ture upon which they depend for existence.
shall have on deposit the sum of $100,000
with the insurance department of this or
some other State for the protection of policy
holders before they can be allowed to do
business in Missouri. The collapsed Fort
Worth concern never applied for admission
in this State, and never had a legal right to
do business here,but it has victimized a great
many Missourians who swallowed the
tempting bait held out by the company’s
circulars. If they had demanded of the
agent his authority from the insurance de-
partment to operate in Missouri they could
probably have saved their money unléss
they invested it in one of the other ‘“wild-
cat” companies working in Missouri. This
company had an office at Emporia, Kan.,
and aunother at Kansas City. The latter was
called the headquarters of the Missouri
division of the *“Mutual Self-endowment
Benevolent Association of America,” and
was presided over by a man named Archer,
against whom Superintendent Carr filed
criminal proceedings about a month ago.

: A CHAT WITH JUDGE KNOTT.

In speaking of the exploits of Col. White-
head in Tennessee, Judge E. W. Knott,
deputy superintendent of insurance, said to
a Republican reporter: “Thatwas probably
the Tennessee division of the concern which
seems to have operated pretty extensively
all over the country. But Tennessee need
not be proud of the fact that her highly re-
spectable people bit at the bait offered to
them. There are a great many people in
Missouri that are interested in concerns of
that sort and they’ll bite just as easy as the
people of Tennessee. There are men of as
high standing in Missouri that are giving
their patronage to such companies, so Ten-
nessee has nothing to brag of on that score.”

“Upon what ground do these concerns
work?”’

“They claim to be benevolent organiza-
tions, but I don’t know where the benovo-
lence comes in. They also claim to operate
under the Mott law, which they insist gives
them the right to work without a license
from this department, but which does
nothing of the kind, as the courts have re-
peatedly decided.”

‘““Have you received any information of
the failure of the Fort Worth concern?”

“No. The first I heard of it was from the
Republican. We had received no informa-
tion that they had failed, or that there was
anything to fail; so it is encouraging to find
that they had something to fail on.”

“When did you file suit against the Kan-
sas City agent?”?

“Mr. Ellerbe went up to Kansas City sev-
eral weeks ago and filed suit against this
and three or four other companies. Suits
were also filed against a company at Spring-
field, Mo., and 7

A ST. LOUIS COMPANY.”
“Did this company ever apply for admis-
sion to Missouri?”’ ;
“No; it belonged to the same litter as a
number of other assessment companies
known as *wild cats,” although 1t was not
exactly like them in all respects. Some of
the kittens are spotted, some gray, some
white and all colors, but they belong to the
same litter.”
“How many of these companies are there
doing business in the State?”?
“There are five or six companies doing
business illegally in Missouri that the de-
partment has proceeded against and others
which we are waiting to get the docu-
mentary evidence against in the shape of
policies.”
“What companies have you proceeded
against?”’
“‘There is the Providence Mutual Protec-
tive Association, the Occidemntal Life and
Endowment Association, and the Provident
Benevolent Association, against each of
which a judgment of ouster has been given,
which quiets them. Then there is the Mis-
souri division of the Mutual Self Endow-
ment Association of America, which has
just collapsed. We had a quo warranto
proceeding pending against that concern at
Kansas City, and a criminal suit against
Archer, the agent., We also have at Kan-
sas City a criminal suit against Bailey,
the agent of the American Life and Ac-
cident Association, of Indiana, and another
against Beason, the agent of the United
States .

DODGE’S DODGE,

‘How He Deceived a Purchaser and Sold His
Building.

New YorEK, Dec. 10.—The suit of Marion
Hovey and children against W. E. Dodge"
and others came to trialthis morning. The
action is to recover damages for deceit and
misrepresentation, by which George Hovey,
deceased, was induced to buy a business
building on State street in Chicago at a
price much beyond its value. Counsel for
plaintiffs said the clients relied upon the
letters of William E. Dodge, Jr.,, to
his Chicago agents to @&stablish the
fact that the Mandel brothers, the lessees
of the building, had been induced to agree
to a lease of the building for three years at
$14,000, $15,000 and $16,000 per annum,
although they were in fact paying only
$13,000 per annum. This lease having been
executed, the agent of Wm. E. Dodge, Jr.,
advertised the property for sale as ‘““a build-
ing now under rental of $15,000 per annum.’’
Hovey, induced by the advertisement, was
shown the lease,which apparently confirmed
the statement that the building was renting
for $15,000, and bought the property for
$140,000. Upon the termination of the lease
Hovey desired increased rent, and Wandel
told him of the way the lease had been
made. On discovering the deceit the suit
was brought.

SILVER MINE SHUT DOWN

And Eastern People Badly Victimized by Their
fpeculation.
New HaveN, Conn., Dec. 10.—News has
been received here from Silverton, Col.,
that the Sampson silver mine, near that
place, shut down Nov. 22. There is a very
large interest held in this mine in this
vicinity.

Thegas company estimates
the damage to its property at $75,000, and
their loss in revenue until the works are re-

aired will be heavy. The work ot repair-
ng will be pushed with the utmost vigor,
but it is uncertain when it will be complet-
ed. Meanwhile the city gas supply will be
cut off probably for six weeks. There are
various thecries regarding the explosion,
one that it was the work of dynamite ex-
ploded by some discharged employes. The
matter will be thoroughly investigated.

The City Council will hold a special ses-
sion this afternoom to comnsider measures
for temporarily lighting the city. The de-
mand for lamps to-day exhausted the stock
of the dealers'in the city, and new supplies
were ordered by telegraph. Except where
the electric light is the only resource is the
coal oil lamp or tallow dip, and the city
streets this evening present an appearance
asstrange as it is gloomy. - ;

Orders for electric lights poured in from
merchants and ofhers much faster than
they could be filled. The theatres and
hotels have made provisional arrangements
for illumination and there will be no more
serious results than the inconvenience for
the time from the cessation of the gas sup-

ly. Unusual police precautions will

e taken for the protection of .life
and property on the  darkened
streets and about the houses until the de-
bris is cleared. Atthe scene of the explo-
sion the extent of the damage  cannot
definitely be ascertained and the requisite
time for rebuilding determined. The gas
company, had trouble with some twenty
striking employes several weeks “ago, and
it is said that threats have since been made
against their property. »

e e e eerenseens
Health Convention.

W ASHINGTON, Dec. 9.—The American Pub-
lic Health Association met in its thirteenth
annual convention in this city, with Dr.
James R. Reeves, of Wheeling, W. Va.,
president of the association, in* the chair.
The first business transacted was the elec-
tion of 125 new-members. Dr. H. B. Baker
secretary of the State Board of Health of
Lansing, Mich.,read an interesting paper,
on “The Relations of Rainfall and Water
Supply to Cholera.” Baker’s paper was
illustrated by several statistical tables and
diagrams based upon the statistics of chol-
era in Calcutta, India, from 1865 to 1834,
inclusive, and the meteorological reports
for the same period. This report showed
that cholera and rainfall bore a statistical
relation, the mortality heing greater in
seasons of little rain and vice versa., The
tables showed also that the mortality was

greatly reduced upon the introduction in
late years of a good water supply.

Dr. DeSalmon then read a paper on the
“virus of hog cholera,” in which was given
iu detail the experiments made by the
Bureau of Animal Industries.

Hon. Erastus Brooks, of New York, said
this was a commercial as well as a sanitary

uestion. He referred to the action of the
rench and German authories in prohibit-
ing the importation of American pork.

Dr. F. 8. Verdis, of Washington, said the
assumption that our animals arrived in Eu-
rope in a diseased condition was only an
excuse to keep out the American cattle.

Mr. Brooks said that while this was prob-
ably true, it was not the whole truth. The
alleged improper packing of pork, render-
ing ittunfit for use when it arrived in France,
was the avowed cause of the prohibition in
France. - He thought it was our duty to_see
that food sent abroad was properly packed.

Dr. Reed, of New York, offered a resolu-
tion recommending legislation, national,
State and municipal, to provide protection
for the people against the sale of diseased
meat. The resolution was referred and the
meeting adjourned until this evening.
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SLANDERED MORMONS,

Reported Insecurity of Life of Non-Mormons
Oificially Denied.

SALT LARE City, Dec. 9.—The City Coun-
cil, composed of Mormons, has been in-
vestigating for three days the rumors of an
uprising of Mormons, and of bodies of
armed men entering the city. After thor-
oughly investigating the facts they last
night adopted the following: ;

Whereas, Rumors affecting the peace,
welfare and reputation of Salt Lake City
and its inhabitants are prevalent and circu-
lated to their injury without cause,
and as official notice has been taken
of such rumors by the gen-
eral military authorities of the nation,
it has become expedient that the facts, if
any exist, should be known. At such in-
vestigation federal officials of the Territory,
the military authority at St. Douglas, and
prominent men and citizens generally were
invited to give information. After a dili-
gent and searching inquiry such rumors as
had taken definite form were refuted, among
which are the following:

1. A rumor that armed men were in line
on the road to the penitentiary, with the
supposed purpose of capturing Deputy
Marshal Collins, who shot a Mormon. This
rumor came to the City Marshal from the
United States Marshal, who admitted that
on going over the road he had seen nothing
himself and had seen no one who had seen
anything to justify the report.

2. The rumor of threats to lynch Collins
were refuted by the City Marshal and oth-
ers. who testified that the crowd was quiet
and orderly.

3. The rumors that arms and ammunition
were stored in the Tithing Office was ascer-
tained to be false bv a visit to the premises
by Gen. McCook, who expressed himself
satisfied that the rumor had no foundation.

4, The rumor that the Mormons had armed
and were organizing an outbreak under the
directions of leaders in the city and outer
settlements to take place at a moment’s no-
tice. was refuted by the tesvimony of five
Mormon Apostles, and also by John Sharp,
William Jennings and other leading busi-
ness men, who reported that such a move-
ment could not exist without their knowl-
edge.

5[:. The rumors of insecurity of life and
property of non-Mormons were refuted by
reliable authority; therefore, resolved,
that reports and rumors that.a condition
of affairs other than of the most peaceful
character prevails here are false; that at
no time herstefore have the lives and
property of non-Mormons been more se-
cure than at present: that reports to the
contrary accredited to federal officials of
this Territory are circulated for purposes
best known to themselves, and that such
reports, whetl#er circulated by them or by
others, have defamed the city and injured
the people. ;

A Beantiful Conatry and a Delightful Climate.
Its Developments.
To The News.

IN THE SOUTHWESTERN PORTION OF TAY-
Lor County, Dec. 10.—We read of railroad
towns growing so rapidly that one feels a
thrill of excitement merely to think of the
noise, bustle, stir and business connected
with these places. While we hear much of
these busy points and the rich and desir-
able lands lying adjacent, we seldom hear
from the remote corncrs—the out-of-the-way,
off-the-railroad places. Still, there is some-
thing of ‘the future great” in these distant
places; wealth untold in these low, rich val-
leys and purple hills remote, and endless
beauty for those with eyes to see.

It stirs the blood and expands the mind
and makes one feel boundless like the
prairies to look upon valleys where a thou-
sand farms might offer their first fruits.
Ferms which the beneficent hand of nature
has fertilized for ages, for grasses and
weeds have grown tall and rank, passed
away. and left their enriching roots; leaf
and twig and debris have washed from hill-
sides, creating a soil the yielding capacity
of which is but dimly understood.

The upturned sod grows sorghum as
dense as a cane brake, and one enterprising
farmer says he has made a discovery. He
planted sorghum on a rough, dry, rocky
hillside and it had grown in a marvelous
way, something like “Jack’s bean stalk.”
Whether it was the rough, rocky soil or a
good geniithat caused the wondrous growth
we cannot say, but we do know those who
had mneither grow and harvest fine sor-
ghum, oats, wheat, rye, millet and Johnson
grass. Cotton was attempted this season
for the first time in this part of the country.
Though poorly cultivated, it gave a splen-
did réturn.

This is a suggestive country; one cannot
look at the low, flat-top mountains without
thinking of hidden wealth in the way of
undiscovered minerals. It'seems that nat-
ure has hammered down these hills and
sealed them over with a leaden-like lid to
keep forever their buried mysteries. Now
and then some poor soul becomes ‘‘speci-
men struck’” and wanders over the moun-
taing, through gulches and ravines, seeking
but never finding. Occasionally there is a
faint trace of gold and silver and ircn.

Along the foothills on the open prairie,
and even in the post oaks, it is exceedingly

‘healthy the whole year. The summersnever

enervate and the winters seem to toughen
and harden. Men grow rugged and rosy—
women tough and leathery. Men ride
“round,” inhale the billowy breath of the
prairies, bathe their healthy frames in sun-
light and thus secure an elastic step and
bright eyes. This same thing women will
do Jater. Now the dearth of servants keeps
them indoors. Occasionally they have an
“outing’” and they enjoy it most thorough-
ly. One told me of camping out and how
she found it impossible to say ‘“‘good night”’
to such a host of peerless things. Another
gave me a graphic description of a day
spent on the mountains and how, for weeks
afterwards, she was made happy over the
‘“memory of that perfect day.”

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Food Frauds.
THE SHAMEFUL USE OF LIME AND ALUM IN

Many food frauds, such as chicory coffee or
watered milk, although they are a swindle in a
commercial sense, are often tolerated because

that the entire amount in the baking powder
passes, with all its injurious properties, into
the stomach. When we state that the chemists
have found 12 per cent, or one-eighth, of the
entire weight of some samples of baking pow-
der analyzed to be lime, the wickedness of the
adulteration will be fully apparent.

Pure baking powders are one of the chief
aids to the cook in preparing perfect and
wholesome food. While those are to be
obtained of well established reputation, like

Per barrel, packed in cork
dust, and very fine, jobbers quote them at
-$8 50.

Drugs are stiffer generally, as is usually the
case at this season, This remark does not ap-
ply to products of Peruvian bark, most of
which are lower and in lighter demand. Potas-
sium bromide, sulphate of morphia, gum-
arabic and preparations of mercury are higher.
Druggists’ fancy goods are in unprecedented
demand. %

and dealers declare that an advance will occur
on the 20th instant or about that date.

THE MARKET IS MERCURIAL.

WHEAT STILL ACTIVE AND UNSETTLED.

Prices Up and Down, but News Contradictory.
Conflicting Crop Estimates—Corn Slug-
gish—Provisions Strong.

Special to The News.

CHICAGO, Dec. 10.—The wheat market on
’Change is still active and unsettled, and
the men who are making the most money
these days are those who are quickest to
catch and follow the drift of the current, but
it takes lively work. It seems to be a
scalper’s deal on a gigantic scale with cer-
tain heavy traders ¢“milking” the crowd.
News from the outside is contradictory.
Public cables are easy, but private advices
report foreign markets stronger, and as
there is a small export movement of wheat,
or wheat in the shape of flour, going on all
the time, despite the oft-repeated assertions
that the American market is 8@12¢ above
a shipping basis, there seems to be some
ground for belief in the latter statement.
The increase of a million and a quarter

bushels in the visible supply, as
figured by Secretary Stone, encouraged
the bears to put out ‘*‘short” lines

in hopes that this steady growth of stocks
will continue for some time yet, although
receipts at primary points have fallen off
heavily and the recent sudden change to
wintry weather seems to have still further
curtailed farmers’ deliveries. Bull houses,
on the other hand, in their advices to cus-
tomers, call attention to the fact that the
total increase since August has, this year,
been only about 16,000,000 bushels, against
30,000,000 bushels .increase for the same
time a year ago, while stocks of winter
wheat are now way below those of this date
in 1884. Officials of the Northwestern rail-
roads give it as the opinion that the bulk of
the wheat along their lines has been mar-
keted. If thisis so the amount of grain in
sight must be very near its maximum, es-
peciallp as advices from Minneapolis, while
very confusing, indicate that at least some
mills in_ that city have com-
menced grinding again. Of course England
is likely toregard the 57,000,000 bushels
now filled up here as something in the na-
ture of an open menace to herself until a
gshrinkage begins, when seeing that we have
some use for our grain at home, it would
not be surprising if she were a most active
buyer. Inthe meantime itis doubtful if
anyone will have the nerve to inaugurate
much of a ‘“bear’” raid, owing to the belief
that there are big men standing just behind
the market ready to buy freely whenever it
weakens, and give any important short in-
terest a severe twist. Another item which
renders sellers wary, is the report, that the
winter wheat fields in the West, Southwest
and as far Eastas Ohio have been caught
bare of snow, and covered with a sheet of
ice and sleet to the serious injury of the
sown grain. This is the beginning of the
crop-killers’ stories, which will bob up peri-
odically from now until the winter wheat
is harvested, and which have their effect,
although nobody believes them. :

Trade in the corn pit lacks vim. The cold~
er weather gave a little fresh courage, as it
ought to improve the grading, but as re-
ceipts are light and inspection as bad as
ever, sellers are cautious. Besides, while
the market remains in control of the clique,
short sales might prove disastrous. he
most noticeable feature in the trade just
now is the brisk export inquiry for No. 8,
all offerings of that grade being freely
taken. New white corn is very dull, selling
Y% @le discount. Shippers should mix suffi-
ciently to prevent its grading white.

Provisions display a strong undertone
competition, for hogs at other points keeps
the price up here and packers are begin-
ning to display more faith in the immediate
future of their product.

BETWEEN TWO FLOODS,

Unpleasant Predicament of a Passenger Train.
Through a Bridge.

St. Jomnw, N. B., Dec. 10.—A. serious aceis
dent occurred this morning on the New
Brunswick Railroad. Not having obtained,
in time, sufficient iron frames to complete
the new bridge over both branches of the
Aristook River, wooden frames were used
so that the bridge could be operated. As a
result of this, a freight train, bound east,
was thrown into the river this morning by
the collapse of the trestle. All the train-
men escaped except the fireman, Richard

Smith, of St. John, who went dewn
with the engine. The engineer was
injured intermally in jumping from

the cab. An hour later the express, bound

west, after crossing the south branch, was
signaled just in time to prevent it going
over the wrecked bridge. The train was
then ordered back to the last station it had
passed, when it was discovered that the
bridge over the south branch had been
swept away by the flood caused by heavy
rains. The watchman reported that that
bridge had fallen three minutes after the
express crossed. 'The express is now be-
tween the two floods. The water isriging
rapidly, and there is no way of reaching
the passengers. Itis hoped that the bhank
will hold. The storm is very severe, and .
the snow melting causes the water to rise
rapidly.

NOVEMBER FIRE RECORD.

A Formidable Aggregate of Property Gone Up
in Smoke in One Month.

New York, Dec. 10.—The New VYork
Daily Commercial Bulletin estimates the
loss by fire in the United States and Canada
during November at $7,500,000. Although
this is $350,000 more than the average No-
vember fire waste of the previous ten years
taken together, itis encouraging as being
less by a §1,000,000 than the figures of No-
vember, 1884, and $4,400,000less than thoss
of November, 1883. Moreover, August, Sep-
tember and October have shown a smaller
fire loss than the average of those months
inten previous years. So thatin spite of

the increased severity of fires in the first
six months of the current year, it now looks
as if 1885 would let insurance companies, at
least, come out even on the year’s business.
Thus far,up to Dec. 1, the aggregate fire
losses foot up $85,000,000. The Bulletin
gives a list of 124 fires of $10,000 and up-
ward in November. There were eight fires
whose reported loss was $100,000 or more;
their aggregate reaching $350,000, or nearly
47 per cent of the total N ovember logses.

A Young Girl’s Escapade.

CLEVELAND, Dec. 10.—About 4 o’clock
yesterday afternoon a young man entered
the Central Police Station and informed the
superintendent that he was in search of
Katie Meyers, of Mansfield, O., who ran
away from home a few days ago. He stated
that it had been discovered that she left
Mansfield in company with a railroad man
named Corrigan, and that the couple had
been traced to Cleveland. A search was
made and it was discovered that the couple
had rented a room on Lake street, where the

girl was found. On being confronted by the
{oung man, who is the girl’s cousin, she
urst into a violent fit of weeping, which
was succeeded by her falling in a
dead faint when told that her mother had
dropped dead on hearing the news of her
daughter’s escapade. After consciousness
had been restored the girl was immediately
seized with violent convulsions, and it was
only by the use of a strong opiate that she
was quieted. The couple had not been mara-
ried, and Corrigan has made his escape,

TERMS OF COURT.

The Changes in the Sittings of the Federal
Judges.

In a chat with Mr. Philip Lindsley yester-
day a News reporter gathered some points
of interest to the bar.

The near approach of the winter term at
Dallas, with an unusually heavy docket,
makes the recent changes in the terms and
jurisdiction of the Federal Court for this
district of interest in legal circles. The
northern district of Texas, as establishad
by the act of Congress of Feb. 24, 1879, in-
cluded within its jurisdiction 104 counties,
sub-divided into three divisions of counties,
and established sessions of the court for
each sub-division at Dallas, Waco and Gra-
ham. But the Circuit Court for the district,
presided over at the time by Judges Rardee
and McCormick, in construing this act, on
Jan. 24,1883, adopted a rule of court, under
the operation of which suits could be
brought at either Dallas, Waco or Graham
against defendants residing in either of the
104 counties. Therule, as entered at Dallas,
is as follows:

Ordered—That the following be adopted
as one of the rules of the United States Cir-
cuit Courtfor the Northern District of Texas:

Where any suit shall be originally entered
in this court at either Graham or Waco, or
shall be removed thereto from any State
court, and all of the defendants reside in
that division of counties of this district,
where by the act of Congress, approved
Feb. 24, 1879, process is made returnable to
Dallas, the defendant or defendants on first
appearance in the case, but before default,
may remove the said suit for trial to the
court in Dallas upon affidavit showing
such residence, and the said suit, and all
proceedings incident thereto, shall there-
upon be removed to Dallas for trial and
tnere be tried the same as if originally en-
tered there. A similar rule, made applica-
ble to the other two divisions of counties,was
entered on the minutes of the court at Waco
and Graham, This rule construes the act
of Feb. 24, 1879, to create but one Circuit
Court, with sessions of the court held at
Dallas, Waco and Graham.

By the act of Congress of June 3, 1834,
twenty-two counties of the division made
returnable to Graham by the act of 1879 are
taken from the northern district of Texas,
and are made a part of the western district
of Texas, with process returnable to El
Paso. Thege twenty-two counties are An-
drews, Bailey, Borden, Castro, Cochran,
Crosby, Dawson, Floyd, Gaines, Garza,
Hale, Hockley, Howard, Lamb, Lynn, Lub-
bock, Martin, Mitchell, Scurry, Swisher,
Terry and Yoakum. The act of June 3.also
defines the terms of the courts for this dis-
trict as follows:

Dallas—Second Monday of January, third
Monday of May.

Graham—Second Monday of March, third
Monday of October.

Waco—Second Monday of April, third
Monday of November.

CHATTEL MORTGAGES.

An Interesting Letter from Attorney General
Templeton Thereon.

Many of the County Clerks of the State
have declined to file original chattel mort-
gages unless duly acknowledged. The fol-
lowing correspondence shows the zonstruc-
tion of the law by a member of the Dallas
bar and the law department of the State
government:

“DALLAS, Dec. 4—Hon. John D. Temple-

such with the original * * and a copy
can be filed only when the original has been
acknowledged.”

It would seem, referring to the former law
of registration and the purpose of this act
(to cut down expense to the citizen, as well
as not encumber the records. See sec. 10),
its proper counstruction is, where the origi-
nal chattel mortgage is filed it is not re-
quired to be acknowledged. The original
mortgage becomes and remains the record.
Whereas, under the old law, the original
was withdrawn after being recorded at
length. Would you kindly give me your
construction of this act, and greatly oblige,
very truly yours, PHILIP LINDSLEY,

To which letter Attorney General Temple-
ton replies as follows:

AustiN, Dee. 7.—Philip Lindsley, Esq.,
Dallas.—Dear Sir: County Clerks have
always been advised Dby this office, ever
since the passage of the chattel mortgage
act of 1879, that under its provisions an
unacknowledged chattel mortgage might be
filed and registered provided it was the
original document. That no copy could be
filed and registered unless the original of
which it purports to be a copy was duly
acknowledged, This is the only construc-
tion of which I believe this act to be sus-
ceptible.

The Grain Elevator Question.

Capt. T. F. McEnnis, president of the
North Texas Grain Association, remarked
to a NEws representative yesterday con-
cerning the mooted project of a public
grain elevator: “The importance of such a
project to the welfare of Dallas and the de-
velopment of the State’s cereal industry has
already been pointed out through the col-
umns of Tae News by Mr. Cockrell and
others. I indorse their views, and regard
the project as of prime importance. Dallas
is the centre for grain storage because from
it any point on the Texas and Pacific, Mis-
souri Pacifie, Gulf, Colorado and Santa Fe,
and Houston and Texas Central can be
reached without running over more than
one road. Itis the only point in the State
from which all the mills can be reached
without tramnsfer. If I were a Gal-
veston miller I should store in Dal-
las for several reasons. There would
be a saving in transportation to the extent
of the shrinkage, and if my mill were to
burn down I could sell the grain with better
advantage, due to the better facilities for
shipment. In the matter of the issue that
has sprung up between THE NEWS’ corre-
spondent and Mr. Cockrell, I will only say
‘that, among our grain dealers, Navarro
has never been recognized as a wheat pro-
ducing county. Mr.Cockrell was not actua-
ted in his opinion by any feeling unfriendly
to the interests of Navarro County, but he
stated what he considered to be to the best
interests of that county, believing, as I do,
that, with the exception of possibilities in
growing Nicaragua wheat or a hybrid pro-
duct from Polish .and Nicaragua wheat,
which, like all hybrids, is subject to dete-
rioration, it cannot be classed among the
wheat counties.”
