Wazzer Mazzer?
The Animas City Southwest in its issue 

of April 10th, assails the municipal af­
fairs and the fathers of our ordinance 
laws, of Rico, as follows :

“ More than once during the past winter 
the municipal authorities of Rico have 
placed themselves in an unenviable and 
ludicrous position. It is safe to assume 
that at least one-third of the ordinances 
of that town are not only unjust hut il­
legal and void. We will refer to only 
one in the matter of voting salaries to 
the Mayor and Board of Trustees. Sec­
tions 2640 and 2641, page 873 of the 
statute makes the offices of Mayor and 
Trustees in all towns in Colorado of sot 
more than 5,000 inhabitants, purely hon­
orary. It is a misdemeanor for them to 
accept any compensation whatever, un­
less the same is legally voted by a ma­
jority of the citizens. It was probably 
owing t<5 their ignorance of the existence 
of this law that the Board of Trustees of 
Rico voted themselves five dollars per 
diem and the Mayor an annual salary of 
six hundred dollars. The Town Board 
of Trustees of Rico will find it advisable 
in the near future to repeal some of their 
farcial town ordinances and also to em­
ploy a competent town attorney.”

In the charge of misdemeanor prefer­
red by the Southwest, there is no ground 
or reason given, but the editor presumes 
that the hoard of trustees of the town of 
Rico have voted to themselves a salary— 
without having submitted the question to 
a vote of the people. The ordinance 
concerning town officers, and the salaries 
to be allowed them, were simply passed 
upon by the old board, for the purpose of 
specifying the amounts, that they might 
with the question of salary be submitted 
to the approval or disapproval of the 
people. The salary voted was to he paid 
the new board; the old hoard not receiv­
ing a cent.

On the day of election ballots were cir­
culated with the words “ for salary” at 
the head—that it might be voted for, or 
“ scratched.” The result was 214 votes 
‘for salary,’ and 14 against.

Following is the section concerning the 
salary :

Sec. 3. The trustees shall he entitled 
to receive as compensation for their ser­
vices the sum of five dollars for each meet­
ing of the board they attend. And the 
Mayor the sum of six hundred dollars per 
annum.

While we are not an attorney, (after 
having printed the ordinance laws and 
proceedings of the board of trustees of 
Rico, from their beginning to the present 
time):trr ould assert that they have 
made but iCw errOia or blunders for men 
who are inexperienced in these matters. 
The duties to be performed by a hoard of 
trustees for the town of Rico, are more 
complicated and difficult than those of 
fry-sized towns, where there is little (if 
anything) for a hoard of trustees to do.

The Southwest is rather presumtuous in 
its charge, not being aware of the ad­
versity encountered by our trustees in the 
performance of their duties as agents of 
the people.

That an attorney of" some brains and 
ability, (who has had experience in min 
ing towns similar to Rico) would he of 
great benefit to them and to their con­
stituents, our trustees, also would the 
News respectfully submit.

How much of otir ordinance laws are 
illegal and void, we shall not presume, 
yet, if as charged by the above presump­
tuous journal,— one-third of our ordin­
ances are void,—then, that ratio of the 
ordinance laws of the several towns of 
Colorado are illegal and void, as the most 
part of our ordinances are directly in con­
formity with the town ordinances of the 
State in general.

We have watched our inflicted board 
from the infancy of their official career, 
and will continue to do so, and with 
all their faults, yet we love them still.Our Mails,

Route 38,191, from Rico to Ophir, has 
been discontinued, and in lieu thereof 
route 38,194, from Rico to Placerville, 
has increased service to three times a 
week, giving a more direct source of 
communication with the outside world.

A. K. Prescott, our postmaster, is in 
receipt of information to the effect that 
Rico will be a money order office by July 
1st.

An effort is being made to establish a 
daily route from Rico via Scotch creek 
with service. This will doubtless he ac­
complished at an early day. At present 
we have two tri-weeklv mails into Rico, 
with service a little at variance from reg­
ularity. The mail pest, however, cannot 
last longer than till the middle or latter 
part of May, then there will he no ex­
cuse for iiregularity.

The contractor having the route be­
tween Animas City and Farmington, N. 
M., has thrown up his contract; hence 
no mails from that section. Are there 
o.rv ‘ Ming trur>n down that way f

Town Board Proceedings.
The New Board are SWirt In and Proceed to the Admlnli- 

tratton of Town Affairs— First Payment of $50 for Ob­
taining Charter—Special Committee Appointed to Inves­
tigate Mineral Claim on Commercial Street, and Worb on 
Samo Ordered Stopped—List of Standing Committees— 
Bills to he Acted npon First of each Month— Legal Lore 
to he Procured—Bond cf Clerk Approved—Ordinance 
Adopted Bepealing Soc. 5 cf No. 1— Cnestion of Public 
Building Beferred.
On the evening of April 12th, 1880, 

the new Board, after taking the oath of 
office before John Galt, Justice of the 
Peace, was called to order by Mayor 
Raymond, and the roll called by Clerk D. 
McGraw. The following, which consti­
tute the new hoard, were present: Jo­
seph Castello, Amos Lane, L. Alderman, 
W I,. Hull.

It was moved and carried that a war­
rant be drawn on the Treasurer for $50 
in favor of Geo. P. Costigan, as first pay­
ment for attorney’s fees in securing pat­
ent for town.

The following special committee was 
appointed by the Mayor for the purpose 
of investigating the claim that is being 
worked on Commercial street and the 
property owned or claimed by D. F. Tay­
lor on Butler, north of Silver Creek: 
Amos Lane, J. Castello and W. L. Hull. 

Adjourned.

THE REGULAR MEETING
Of the Board was held April 19th, 1880.

Meeting called to order by the Mayor ; 
roll called by the Clerk, and members all 
present except L. Alderman.

Minutes of last regular meeting read, 
and after correcting dates, were ap­
proved.

The special committee that was ap 
pointed at the last meeting to investigate 
the assessment work that was being done 
on Commercial street, reported that the 
same should be stopped.

It was moved and carried that the 
Clerk be instructed to notify the parties 
to stop working there, by order of the 
Board of Trustees,

were appointed for the ensuing year: 

Finance—Messrs. Hull, Castello, Lane. 
Streets and Bridges—Messrs. Lane, 

Alderman, Castello.
Fire Department—Alderman, McGraw, 

Hull.
Public Works—Castello, Lane, Aider-

Health—McGraw, Alderman, Castello. 
Irrigation an : Water Works—Alder 

man, Hull, McGraw.
Assessments—Castello, Hull, McGraw. 
Ordinances and Licenses—Hull, Mc­

Graw, Lane.
Police—Lane, Castello, Alderman.
It was moved and carried that all hills 

against the Town of Rico shall he acted 
upon at the first meeting in each month.

Moved and passed that the Clerk he 
instructed to procure a copy each of the 
Statutes and Session laws of the state, 
and all necessary stationery, &c., for 
office use.

The bond of Town Clerk was present 
cd and accepted.

It was moved and carried that the ques­
tion of securing a building for town pur­
poses be referred to the Chairman of 
Committee on Public Works.

An ordinance was adopted repealing 
Sec. 5, Ordinance No. 1, which will be 
found in another column.

Adjdurned.
The Animas City Southwest opened up 

on our municipality a few weeks ago. In 
their issue of April 17, they deliver a ser­
mon upon the lawlessness of their com­
munity. The cause is a good one, hut 
the editor seems to forget that his is a 
glass house. The fogyism of Animas 
City never lias had but one marshal who 
would preserve order and decorum, and 
when he was necessitated to kill a man 
to subdue lawlessness, the people of that 
town feared to sustain him, much in con 
sequence of which the N ews censured 
Barber. We bitterly denounced the ac­
tion of'H . Barber, believing him to he a 
felon, and as such would not have been 
surprised to meet him. We have met H. 
Barber, and found in him a gentleman, 
not a felon. The circumstances under 
which the shooting was done has been 
varied in rumor, and we would not assume 
to say anything farther of a matter which 
shall be in question before the grand 
jury or District Court—yet the grand jury 
will doubtless find no indictment. Bar­
ber expresses himself as being sorry that 
killing was necessary. If lawlessness ex­
ists to an alarming extent, in your com­
munity, the law is the guide of your ex­
ecutor, and the people for whom he pre­
serves order, his sustenance and defense.DAMBHOOLS.

ACCIDENT.
At one of the mines owned by Bever­

ley R. Keim, in Margurite Basin, near 
Rico, on last Saturday, Mr. J. Dorsey 
Haines, a young gentlemen, engaged to­
gether several others, in the development 
of the property, was quite seriously in 
jured by a falling rock, weighing up­
wards of 500 pounds. Mr. Haines was 
working to remove an overhanging rock, 
which started too suddenly to give him 
time to escape. Mr. Haines feel length­
wise, with his legs crossed, the large rock 
falling upon his legs and thighs, braking 
his right limb just below the thigh, and 
splitting the hone to the knee. Under 
the kind skillful care of Doctors J. R. 
Blake and C Aslimeade, he is doing fine­
ly, and will possibly recover without per­
manent injury, though doubtful. Mr. 
Haines, together with Mr. Lesley Stuart, 
were connected with the American Bank 
Note Printing Company, for several 
years—at Philadelphia, from which place 
they came to Colorado during last May, 
and have been connected with mining op­
erations with Mr. Keim since last July. 
Lesley Stuart is constantly at the bedside 
of his unfortunate suffering friend.MINING AND OTHER NOTES.

Rico should have a hospital among the 
first public improvements.

Development of minihg properties will 
increase as does supplies for the miners.

Lots in Rico, which were vacant sixty 
days ago, are now selling from $150 to 
$300.

Several hundred new faces may be 
seen about Rico— arriving during the 
past three weeks.

Should the Rio Dolores continue to 
rise, the Scotch Creek trail will be open­
ed— that is, figuratively speaking.

Postmaster Miller, of Farmington, is 
succeeded by a gentleman—Mr. Pierce. 
Congratulate the denizens of that burg.

Foote’s pack train is expected in by 
next Monday or Tuesday. Not much 
provision with it. Mostly other goods.

There are at present a large number of 
transfers being made upon mining prop­
erties in this district— selling for from $50 
to $5,000 and $10,000.

Some careless rooster employed by C. 
E. Cauffman & Co., while making sau 
sage, dropped in a cigar stump. Care­
lessness supremely ridiculous.

Prospecting about Rico for the coming 
summer has barely begun, and now may 
he seen men climbing the mountains and 
hillsides surrounding the town.

Parties coming into Rico should try to 
bring at least a few pounds of provisions, 
for the next thirty days, as the demand 
is more than double the supply.

W. Higgin, our popular druggist, is 
now erecting a commodious hotel build­
ing near the N E cor Commercial and 
Mantz, and when completed will carry on 
a first-class hotel business. This is an 
enterprise much needed.

We are in receipt of letters of inquiry 
from every corner, state, and many of 
the principal towns and cities through­
out the United States, regarding the 
prospects of Rico. We cannot answer 
all, but will predict for you a second 
Leadville in Pioneer Mining District.

H. Cahn, of the enterprising firm o f 
Cahn Bros., started last Tuesday for Ani­
mas City, where he will try to transport 
to Rico a portion of their heavy stock, 
now arriving at that point. These gen 
tlemen will have goods in Rico within 
two weeks, if freights are such as to jus­
tify.

Town property in Rico is going like 
hot cakes for handsome round sums, from 
$50 to $800 and a $1,000. All who de­
sire locations to enter into business upon 
small capital, in Rico, should proceed at 
once to procure them, as they will be 
over-reached, if too late. A few weeks 
will bring about a great change.

The Gunnison country is receiving a 
heavy immigration, which is fortunate 
for the Rico boom, as perhaps a great 
many will turn that way, which will de­
crease our prospective population to some 
extent. Capital is already here and a 
greater amount coming, which insures 
our prosperity and a population of twen­
ty-five or thirty thousand.

Messrs. Cahn Bros, have purchased the 
Present Help, Annie Cahn, Black Swan 
and Ural lodes, situate at the mouth of 
Marguerite Basin, about 1} miles from 
Rico. These properties are in close prox­
imity to wood and water, and, as most 
all mining properties of this district, easy 
of access. The Present Help is of gale- 
Pa and soft yellow carbonates; Annie 
Cahn, silver bearing quartz, black and 
yellow carbonates ; Black Swan, soft 
carbonate and copper stain ; Ural, heavy 
■vein carbonates, six feet between walls

That Mining Bill.
The following is the gist of the new 

mining bill, recently introduced in the 
House by Rep. Belford. It will be seen 
on perusal that it is simply odious, if not 
preposterous and beyond all reason. 
News of its final disposition is awaited in 
Colorado, as also in all mining states and 
territories, with a great deal of interest:

The first amendment gives to the loca­
tor twenty acres, being 1,500 feet long 
and 600 feet wide, and does not allow1 
him to follow mineral beyond the side 
line.

It is further amended so as to allow the 
locator one year after staking out his 
claim to diseover mineral and give him, 
or assigns, one year after discovering 
mineral to apply for a patent.

It is further amended so as to require 4 
deposit o f $250, instead of $500, at the 
time the survey is made.

These amendments were offered by Mr. 
Belford and adopted.

The remaining sections of the blil will 
be taken up by the committee at its next 
meeting, and it is expected that the hill 
may be in shape to go to the House in a 
short time.

The first amendment offered by Mr. 
Belford places it in the power of one man, 
backed by sufficient capital, to cover a 
whole mining district with claims of twen­
ty acres each, which, under the provis­
ions of the bill as it now stands, would 
effectually prevent any prospecting in 
the whole district. It gives one year, 
after staking the claim, to discover min­
eral. A  company of ten men could take 
up a whole county in some new district. 
This should not he.Six-One.—Sheat ’Em.

A News reporter, one evening this 
week, overheard the following hit o f a 
dialogue;

They submitted the charge of ‘sheat ’em’ 

to their own decision. Decided • unani­
mously for their innocence, and bull-doz 
ed him into paying for the drinks.

We received a letter from a gentleman 
in the east, in which he propounded the 
following, and answer the same through 
our columns, as in answering them we 
answer several correspondents who have 
written us similar questions : 1. Where 
is Rico? How far is it from Alamoso ? 
A. 1. Rico is located on the Dolores river 
in Ouray county, southwestern Colorado, 
about 170 miles from Alamosa, the termi­
nus of the Denver & Rio Grande R. R. 
2. How much of a town have you? It it 
a mining town? What kind of mineral 
have you ? Any smelting of reduction 
works ? A. 2. Rico and Pioneer Min­
ing District has a population of about 
1,000 at present and increasing from 
twenty to forty daily. It is most em­
phatically a mining town, and we pre­
dict for it that in two years’ time will not 
be excelled in the state of Colorado, 
Leadville irert excepted. We have soft 
and hard carbonates, galena, gray cop­
per, gold and silver bearing quartz, &c., 
as among our mineral. None at present, 
but two large smelters on the road in and 
more promised.Smelter for Rico.

The following, which we clip from the 
Elgin (111.) Daily News, dated April 1/ 
1880, explains itself:

“ The new smelter, which was bought 
for the Rico Consolidated Milling and 
Mining Co., from Messrs. Fraser &. Chal­
mers, of Chicago, will be shipped to Rico, 
Colorado, in about ten days. L. M. 
Kelley, the superintendent of the com­
pany, will go out with the machinery.”

AN ORDINANCE CONCERNING 
NUISANCES.

No. 18.
Be it ordained by the Board o f  1 'ncstces o f  [ 
the Town o f Rico,

Sec. 1. That any person who shall j 
permit any celler, vault, private drain, j 
pool, privy, sewer, or grounds upon any j 
premises belonging to or occupied by him j 
to become nauseous, foul or injurious, to i 
tlie public health, shall be subject to a j 
fine of not less than five dollars for each i 
day the same is suffered so to remain, af- j 
ter notice by the committee of health to I 
abate such nuisance.

Sec. 2. Any distiller, tanner, brewer. ’ 
soapboiler, tallow chandler, livery stable I 
keeper, inn keeper, or other person who j 
shall allow to be discharged or permit to 
tlow from any still house, work shop, 
manufactory or other house or place own­
ed or kept by him, any foul or nauseous 
liquor or substance of any kind upon 
any street or alley, or other public place, 
so as to be offensive to persons living in 
the vicinity, shall upon conviction be 
fined in the sum of five dollars for each 
day such nuisance shall be continued af­
ter notice by the committee of health to 
abate the same.

Sue. 3. An}- animal or brute which 
shall be killed or die from any cause in 
the town, shall at once he removed by the 
owner or keeper, beyond the limits of the 
town, and buried under a penalty of not 
less than ten nor more than fifty dollars 
for each day said animal shall be permit 
ted to remain within the limits of the 
town, to be recovered by the town in like 
manner, as is provided for the recovery of 
other penalties.

Sec. 4. For the purpose of carrying 
out, the provisions of this ordinance the 
board of health shall have power to pro­
ceed in all cases as prescribed in the or­
dinance establishing said board, wherev­
er any nuisance shall be abated at the ex­
pense of the town, after notice as is pro­
vided by ordinance to the author of such 
nuisance, such expenses may lie recover­
ed c f the owner of any premises upon 
which such nuisance is found, or of the 
author of such nuisance, by suit, as in 
action of debt.

Sec. 5. Any person who shall kill or 
dress any cattle, calves, sheep or swine, 
or shall steam any lard or tallow within 
the town, without a permit from the 
town board to be granted as hereinafter 
provided, shall upon conviction be lined 
in a sum not less than ten nor more titan 
fifty dollars for each offense.

Sec. 6. Any person desiring a permit 
for such business shall apply to the board 
therefor in writing, stating such business, 
and the premises whereon the same is to 
be conducted. If such application be 
granted, then the applicant shall be .sub­
ject to the same pains and penalties as 
provided in this ordinance for any foul 
or offensive matter injurious to health, 
and any person who shall violate this sec 
tion, shall on conviction, be fined in a 
sum not less than ten nor more than one 
hundred dollars for each offense.
' Sec. 7. If any person shall expose 
for sale in any market or elsewhere with­
in the town, any emaciated, tainted or 
putrid meat, adulterated milk, provisions 
or vegetables which may be deemed un­
wholesome every such person shall on 
conviction be fined in the sum of five dol­
lars for each offense.

Sec. 8. Any person who shall throw 
into any street, alley or vacant lot in the 
town of Rico, any wrapping paper, waste 
paper old clothes, shoes, hats, bottles, 
broken glassware, pieces of boards, or 
who shall sweep from their place of busi­
ness any straw or paper, filth or litter, 
shall be deemed the author of a nuisance 
and on conviction, shall be lined in a sum 
not less than five nor more than fifty dol­
lars.

Sec. 9. Any person who shall throw 
or deposit any dead animal or brute, or 
other foul or nauseous substance, into 
any stream river or ditch within the town 
limits, or within one mile beyond the 
town limits shall upon conviction, be 
fined in a sum not less than ten uor more 
than one hundred dollars for each offense.

AN ORDINANCE CONCERNING OF­
FENSES IN THE NATURE OF 

MISDEMEANORS.
No. 19.

At a regular meeting of the board of 
trustees of the town of Rico, held March 
19, 1880, the following ordinance was 
passed.
Be it ordained by the Board o f Trustees 

o f the Town o f  Rieo,
Sec. 1. That any person who shall 

unlawfully personate a policeman, or any 
officer in the town shall upon conviction, 
be fined in a sum not exceeding one hun­
dred dollars for each offense.

Sec. 2. Any person who shall be 
guilty of cruelty to any dumb brute or an­
imal, shall upon conviction be fined not 
less three nor more than fifty dollars for 
each offense.
Sec 3. Any person who shall be found in 
a state of intoxication in any public 
place within the town shall be subject to 
a fine of not less than five nor more than 
fifty dollars for each offense ; and the 

| marshal or any policeman may arrest any 
such person, with or without process, and 
commit him to the town jail until sober, 
or in a condition to be tried for his of­
fense when he may he taken before a 
magistrate for trial.

Sec. 4. If the owner, keeper of, or 
any person within any gambling house, 
or room, or any disorderly house, house 
of ill fame, within the limits of the town 
of Rieo, shall refuse to permit the mayor 
or any trustee, or town marshal, nr any 
police officer of the town of Rico, to en­
ter the same, it shall be lawful for the of­
ficer in the section before named to enter 

I the same, or cause the same to be entered 
! by force, by breaking the doors or othcr- 
I wise, and to arrest with or without war­
rant, all suspicious persons found therein. 

I Any person obstructing or resisting the 
j mayor, or any trustee or any police officer 
| in the town of Rico, in the performance 
j of any act authorized by any ordinance 
i of the town of Rico shall, upon convic­
tion before any judge or justice of the 
peace (iu the county) in which the town 
of Rico is situated, forfet and pay to said 
town any sum uot less than fifty nor more 
than three hundred dollars.

Sec. 5. Any keeper of a saloon 
where liquor or beer is retailed, who shall 
permit persons under twelve years of age 
to habitually visit their place of business 
shall upon conviction, be fined not less

than ten nor more than fifty dollars for 
each offense.
C.VFENSEK AFFECTING PUBLIC PEACE AND 

QUIET.
Sec. 0. Any person who shall make 

or assist in making any improper noise, 
riot, disturbance or breach of the peace, 
or who shall use profane, obscene, or of­
fensive language to any person, or in any 
public place in the town, shall upon con­
viction, be fined not less than three nor 
more than one hundred dollars for each 
offense.

Sec. 7. Any two or more persons who 
shall assemble together for the purpose of 
engaging in any unlawful act, or for the 
purpose of molesting by force the person 
or property of any resident of this town 
nr of any person passing through or so­
journing in the town, or who being as­
sembled shall agree to do any unlawful 
act within this town, to the terror of any 
person therein, shall be fined hot less than 
five nor more than fifty dollars for each 
offense.

Sec. 8. Any person who shall disturb 
or disquiet any congregation or assembly' 
of persons engaged in religious worship 
within tliis town by making a noise, or by 
rude or indecent behavior or discourse 
within their place of worship, or so near 
the same as to disturb the order and sol­
emnity of the meeting, shall be fined not 
less than five nor more than one hundred 
dollars for each offense.

Sec. 9. Any pi rsorrwha ifcufr-cffgturly 
any lawful assemblage of people within 
the town, by rude or indecent behavior, 
•shall be lined not exceeding five dollars 
for each offense.

Sec. 10. Any person who shall will­
ingly give or cause to be given or made, 
a false alarm of fire, shall be fined not 
exceeding twenty-five dollars for each of­
fense.

Sec. 11. If any person other than a 
law officer shall carry concealed upon his 
person any pistol or other deadly weapon 
he shall upon conviction be fined not less 
than five nor more than thirty-five dollars 
for each offense, and any person having 
upon him any such weapon with intent to 
use the same in any assault upon any 
person shall upon conviction be lined in 
any sum not to exceed three hundred 
dollars, and imprisoned in the town jail a 
period not exceeding six months for each 
offense.

Sec. 12. Any person who shall im­
moderately ride or drive any horse or 
mule, or who shall ride or drive for the 
purpose of breaking or training any wild 
Or vicious animal in any street, or alley 
within tlie town shall upon conviction be 
fined not less than one nor more than one 
hundred dollars. And it is hereby made 
the duty of the town marshal or any po­
liceman, and .declared to be lawful for 
any citizen to stop or arrest any person 
so immoderately riding or driving as 
aforesaid.

Sec. 13. If two or move persons shall 
quarrel in a boisterous manner or fight in 
any public place within the town they- 
shall be deemed guilty of a breach of the 
peace, and shall upon conviction lie fined 
not less than five nor more than twenty- 
five dollars each for each offense.

Sec. 14. Any person who shall throw 
any stone or other missill at or upon any 
building, tree, or other public or private 
property, shall upon conviction be fined 
not less than three nor more than twenty- 
five dollars for each offense.

Sec . 15. Any person who shall cause 
an explosion of powder or other com­
bustible material iu any fire arm or else­
where within the town without permis­
sion, from the mayor, shall lie lined upon 
conviction not iess than one noT more 
than one hundred dollars for each offense.

The certificate of the foreman 
of said company, under his baud and 
seal, shall be sufficient evidence of said 
membership, provided that said certifi­
cate shall also show that such person is 
in good standing in said company and 
performing faithfully his duties as an ac­
tive member of company, and shall also 
state the time such person became a mem­
ber of said company.
