The Montezuma Valley.

Last week e spoke of the perfection
of arrangements to proceed te complete
the great Mentezuma ditch and at once.
Other particulars of the ditch and valley
are gleaned from the Denver News:

The ditch is to be completed by May
1st, to be ready fer use next season and
will be built under plans by State Engin-
eer E. 8. Nettleton, who will superintend
the work. The water is to be taken from
the Dolores at a peoint about 13 miles
from the valley. For 7 miles the canal
will crawl 4long the recky side, until the
river from which it takes the water is 400
feet below. Here it leaves the river batik
at right angles, and traversing a draw a
fourth of a mile, approaches a sandstone
ridge, through which it flows by a tunnel
1400 feet in length.  From the tunnel a
gorge six miles long, forming a natural
water-coursé énd having a fall of 600 feet,
is utilized to the valley. At its mouth,
this gorge is 400 feet wide from wall to
wall and will ultimately’ prove of great
value as a reservoir.

- The company constructing this canal
was organized in 1883 with a capital stock
of five hundred thousand dellars, in 500
sliarés, and James W. Hanna, John F.
Topping, G. W. Brown and J. R. Hanna

{ were the incorporators.

Within six months after work ‘begun in
1883, 22,600 acres in the valley were filed
on fer pre-emption and homestead,”ds
shown by the records of the land office at
Durango. The market which the region
offers for agricultural products is‘a lead-
ing feature. Durango, Silverton, Rico.
and r# derous mining camps within a ra-
dius of 200 miles, and the immeiis€ cattle’
interests of the country will give demand
for all the produce that can be raised and
there is no considerable agricultural dis-
trict_near to offer competition. No snow
falls in the valley and the mild, even cli-
mate is especially adapted to all kinds of
fruit. Some trees set late last year bore
fruit the past seasen. It is believed that
grape culture will become aleading indus-
try. A great present advantage to the
company of the mild climate is that it
will enable them to carry on operations
without interruption during the coming
winter.

The irrigation company will include in
its eperations lumbering, milling and coal
mining on an extensive scale.

The fact that the Montezuma valley was
many years age thickly populated, and is
perhaps richer in relics of the ancient
Aztecs and clifi-dwellers than any other
portion of the southwest, lends not a little
interest to the movement now being made
te re-people it. The valley is studded
with the quaint dwellings of an unknown
people and clesely huddled structures ef
what were once quite populous cities are
found, in a wonderful state of preserva
tion, while along the cliffs, in places al-
most inaccessible, are seen the nests of
the “human swallows,” ingeniously built
and apparently as perfect as when in the
remote past they teemed with life.

The Pony Ex-
press is the big bonanza of Camnp Paquin
and we note a telegram from Ouray of
last Tuesday which says: “Suits have
been entered by William Hyde of Pueblo
against the Black Girl, and by J. M. Car-
penter of Ouray against The Peny Ex-
press, the latter claiming that his fermer
partner had cevered up the mineral on
him, and he sues for the recovery of a
one-fourth interest and $50,000 damages.”

Criminal Negligenee.

The Bull-Domingo tragedy at Silver
CIiff has been declared by a coroner’s jury
to be due to the eriminal negligence of
Superintendent Foss.. Hon. Oney Car-
starphen, who yrepresents Caster county
in the legislature, was interviewed by a
Denver Zimes reporter as to what had
beew done at the mine since the disaster
of two weeks ago.

“Nothing at all,” was the reply. Ev-
erything remains just as the fire and ex-
plosion left it. You see there were ten
men killed and the corener’s jury declar-
ed it was due to the criminal negligence
of the superintendent. This makes the
company liable.

“If each of the ten families sheuld be-
gin suit agaiust the county for $20,000—
in all $200,000—you can see that it weuld

_be an exceedingly embarrassing business.

The property was, as yoa know, recently
purchased at a mortgage sale, and there
is still a chance for the company to avoid
the responsibility for the accident en a
legal technicality, by giving up the mine.
This would probably be done if suits were
begun.

“I understand, howevér, that the com-
pany has offered to compromise by pay-
ing the bereaved families $1,500 apiece,
and it is probable that a settlement will
be made on this basis. If so, the work
of getting the mine in running shape
again will be at once begun.”

“What is the general sentiment of the
people as to the criminality of the super-
intendent ?”

“The feeling is* very strong against
Foss. There is no doubt that those ten
men lost their lives through his combined
ignorance and carelessness. He was ut-
terly unfitted for a mine superintendent—
one of these cheap fellows. He not enly
worked cheap himself but was running
the mine on a cheap scale—making men
do double work, and se on. Forinstance,
he had no fireman employed and the en-
gineer was obliged to look both after his
engine and fires. This he was unable to
do, and it was while he was engaged
about his engine that the mine caught
fire.

‘“And here is where Foss’ ignorance
came in. He had, as has been: stated; a
lot of giant powder stored in the dry box
This is a thing that

sense would know better than to do. As
soon as the flames reached the box, the
giant exploded, the engine was disabled,
and the unfortunate victims were cut off
from escape and doomed to die a terrible
death. Had it not been for the explo
sion, the engine could have been kept
running, and the men have reached the
surface safely, and 1t is probable that the
fire might have been got under control.

*Foss was arrested on a charge of man-
slaughter, and held in $2,000 bonds—
$200 a head for his ten victims—to await
the action of the grand jury.”

For such a man as Packer the severest
penalvy of the law wou'd hardly seem ad-
equate. Yet Colorado’s supreme court
justices have decided that for his most
terrible crime—that of wholesale murder
and voluntary cannibalism—he cannot
be punished by more than ten years im
prisonment, while under the law as at pres-
ent administered, he cannot be tried for

No More Insurance for Rico.

M. V. B. Benson, state insurance agent,
arrived Monduy evening to adJust the
loss on the MclIntyre building, destroyed
by fire last week, This property was in-
sured for fifteen hundred dollars in the
Pennsylvania and North America com-
panies, and Mr. Benson, after getting an
estimate from John Reid as to the approx-
imate cost of replacing the building, in-
formed Mr. McIntyre that he was pre-
pared to pay the insurance at once or at
any time within the sixty days mentioned
in all policies. Mr. M. was in no hurry
for his money and the companics will
pay his claim on demand.

Mr. Benson left instructions here with
agents of the Colorado Insurance Poel
that they must not hereafter write policies
for any building in the business blocks of
Rico at any rate. They will still continue
to issue policies on stocks and moveable
property and on dwellings and other
buildings out of the closely built portions
of the town. In the districts laid under
the ban by this manifesto, the rate has
heretofore been from eight to ten per
cent. per annum, and the risk of lass
from fire would seem’ to be very great
when insurance companies refuse to
longer take risks even at those enormous
figures.
