GREELY RESCUED!

A WONDERFUL STORY OF HARD-
SHIP AND FINAL RELEASE.

The following dispatch was received
at Washington, on Friday of last week
from St. Johns, Newfoundland:

Hon. William E. Chandler, Secrelary of
the Navy, Washington:

The Thetis, Bear and Loch Garry arriv-
ed here to-day from West Greenland; all '
well.  We separated from the Alert when |
150 miles North, durin-g a gale. At 9 p. |
m., June 22, five miles off Cape Sabine, in
Smith’s Sound, the Thetis and Bear res
cued alive Lieutenant A. W. Greely, Ser-
geant Brainerd, Sergeant Fredericks, Ser-
geant Long, Hospital Steward, Beider-
dack, Private Connell and Sergeant Elli-
son, the only survivors of the Lady Frank-
lin Bay expedition. Sergeant Ellison had
lost both of his hands and feet by frost
bite, and died July 6 at Godhaven, three
days after the amputation. Seventeen of
the twenty-five persons composing the
expedition perished by starvation at the
point where they were found. One was
drowned while sealing to procure food.
Twelve bodies of the dead were rescued,
and are now on board the Thetis and
Bear, one, an IEskimo, Turvivik,
buried at Disco in accordance with the de-
sire of the Inspector of Western Green-
land. The bodies of the following are on
board the ship: Sergeant Cross, died Jan-
uary 1, 1884; Wedeuck, an Eskime, April
5;8ergeant Linn, Apl. 6; Lieutenant Lock-
wood, April 9; Sergeant Jewell, April 12;
Private Ellis, May 16; Sergeant Rilson,
May 28; Private Henry, June 6. and Pri
vate Schneider, June 18. The Dbodies.
which were buried in an ice fort near the
camp, were swept away to sea by the
winds and currents hefore my arrival,
and could not be recovered. They were
Sergeant Rice, died April9,1884; Corporal
Salen, June 3; Private Bender, June 6;
Assistant Surgeon Pavy, June 9, and Ser-
geant Gardner, June 12. Drowned by
breaking tbrough the newly-formed ice
whiie sealing, Jens Edwards, an Eskimo,
April 24. T would urgently suggest that
the bodies which are now on board be
placed in metallic caskets here for safer
and better transportation in a sea way.
This avpears to me to be imperative.

Lieutenant Greely abandoned Fort
Conger August 9,1883, and reached Baird
inlet September 29, following with the
entire party, all well. e abandoned all
his boats and was adrift thirty days on an
ice floe in Smith’s sound. Ifis permanent
camp was established October 21,1883, at
the point where he was found. During
nine months. his party had ‘o live upon a
scant allowance of food, which was
brought from Fort Conger, and that which
was cached at Payer Harbor and Cape Is-
abella by Sir George Nares in 1875, which
was found to be much damaged by the
lapse of time, and that which was cached
by Beebe at Cape Sabine in 1882. A small
amount was saved from the wreck of the
Proteus in 1883. When these provisions
were consumed the party was forced to
live upon boiled sealskin, stripped from
their sealskin clothing, and lichens and
shrimps which were cauglt in
weather when they were strong enough
to make the exertion. As it took 1,300
shrimps to fill a gallon measure, the labor
was too exhausting to depend upon by
thein to sustain life entirely. The channel
between Cape Sabine and Littleton Island
did not close on account of violent ‘gu]es
all winter, so that the 240 rations at the
latter point could not be reached. All of
Lieutenant Greely’s records and all the
instruments were brought by him from
Fort Conger and are preserved. From
Hare Island to Smith’s Sound I had a con-
stant and furious struggle with the ice in
impassable floes. These solid barriers
were overcome by watchfulness and pa-
tience. No opportunity to
mile escaped me, and for several hundred

miles the ships were forced to ram their
way from lead to lead, through ice vary-
ing in thickness from three to six feet,
and when it was rafted it was of much
greater thickness. The Thetis and Bear
reached Cape York June 18, after a pas-
sage of twenty-one days in Bay with two
of the advance ships of the Dundee whal-
ing fleet, and continued to Cape Sabine.
When rcturning seven days later we fell
in with seven others of the fleet off Waos
terholm Island and announced Lieutenant
Greely's rescue to them, that they might
not be delayed from their fishing grounds

nor be tempted into the dangers of Smith’s
Souud in view of the reward of $25.000,
which was offered by Congress. When
returning across Melville Bay we fell in
with the Alert and Loch Garry, off the
Devil’s Thumb, struggling through the
heavy ice. Commander Coftin did ad- |
mirably te get along so far with the trans-

port so early in the season before an open-
ing had occurred.

Lieutenant Emery, with the Bear, has
supported me throughout with great skill-
fulness and unflinching readiness in ac-
complishing the great duty of relieving
Lieatenant Greely.

Greely’s party are very much;improved
since their rescue, but their condition was |

Condition of the Greely Party.

St. Jonxs, New Foundland, July 20.—
When Greely and his men were first
found, the searching party in the launch
was obliged to cut thrcugh the tent to
reach the starving men. Lieutenant
Greely was just able to svpport himself
on his hands and knees.
in fur, with a red knitted hood, which
added to his haggard appearance. His
long hair and beard, his wasted form and
deep-sunken eyes, which shone through
his glasses with an increased brilliancy,
his feeble voice, which he strove to con-
trol, but which plainly revealed his feel-
ings, brought moisture to the eyes of the
strongest of the relief party. On either
side of him lay two of his companions,
both in a dying condition—Corporal Jo-
seph Ellson, with both hands and feet
frozen off and unable to raise his head,
and private Maurice Connell, in his sleep-
ing bug, dying of starvation. Greely had
been reading the prayers for the dying
when the party arrived. Four of the
party, Sergeant Brainard, Privates Long
and Frederics, and Hospital Steward
Biederbick, were first able to stagger out
of the tent. A small quantity of milk
punch and ammonia stregthened them,
and soon beef tea and warm milk were
added. All were stimulated by their res-
cue, and their pleadings for food heart-
rending.  But all solid food was  refused
them, and they were carefully transport
ed te the Thetis and Beur and tenderly
cared for.

It was with the greatest difficulty that
they were quieted. Their long fast had
left them like insane men, and had they
been allowed to eat as they desired all
would have died. At the time they were
rescued their food consisted of boiled seal-
skin boots cut up fine and mixed with
reindeer moss, rock lichens and small
shrimps. and boiled into a soup. The
shrimps were so small that it required
from 1,200 to 1,400 to weigh an cunee.
They made tea from saxifrage and Aretic
willow.  An occasional seal would be
killed, but very few were secured when
killed in the water, unless they were drift-
ed in by the tide, as they had been oblig-
ed to burn their boat, it being their only
fuel. The wood of the bout was careful-
ly weighed to make it last. The frzilure
to secure the game after it was shot only
added to their misery. It almost made
them insane to see many seal, walrus,
duck and gulls sporting in the sea before
them, while they were starving. The
body of the last nan  who died in the
camp, Private Schneider, was found out-
side the tent. The party was too weak

He was dressed

to bury him, and he was covered only
with his sleeping bag. For some days
after their rescue the men were in a pre-

carious condition. The great joy at their
rescue was followed by a depression both
mental and physical.  All of their minds
were weak, and their speech, like their
movements, was very feeble and slow.

CrystaL, Colorado, July 20.—Rock
Creck was shocked yesterday to learn
that Fred P. Brown, one of its citizens,
while helping to survey the ITome Stake
on Sheep Mountain, ascended one of its
rugged cliffs and, from some unknown
cause, fell a distance of about 500 feet,
300 feet perpendicularly. His
skull was mashed in, his neck broken and
one leg broken in two places. No one
but the surveyor was on that part of the
mountain. He gave the alarm,
Brown’s remains were brought down
from the mountain to Crystal. To-day
about sixty of the miners turned out and
listened to a very appropriate and affect-
ing discourse by Rev. Mr. Wright of
Crested Butte. The coffin was covered
with wreathes, crosses and other mottoes
of mountain flowers.

The blast furnace has been
taken down and the stack to the flue
chamber removed. The company is put-
ting in new scales justin front of the
office to weigh coul. The coal is to be
thrown from the wagon into an incline
chute and descends by gravitation until
it is tbrown into the furnace. They will
use about 10 tons per day. 'The smelter
is an enterprise which is now rapidly
nearing completion. We are glad to
know that this prominent enterprise that
promises so much for Rico, is under the
supervision of so practical and exper-
ienced gentlemen as Messrs. Dixon and
Neville,and that the company is compos-
ed of thoroughly practical business men
of ample means to insure its continued
operation. Our ores can readily and
cheaply be smelted by this process, and
cere long a goodly number of Rico people
will find steady and lucrative employ-
ment at this smelter.

NEw Yorxg, July 18.—In the suit of
Morris against Grant on the petition of

Tue County Commissioners were iu
session as a board of equalization during
the business hours of Monday, Tuesday
and Wednesday. On the latter day a pe-
tition was presented asking that the
county build a good trail from Rico to
the Iish fork of the West Dolores, to
better facilitate the transportation of ore
from the properties of the Silverado com
pany to the smelter of Rico. The commis-
sioners appointed a committee to view
the proposed routes, one by the Johnny

Bull mine and the other across the pass
at thie head of Burnett gulch. The form-

er route will likely be adopted as there
is already a good trail to the Bull mine
and would accommodate the entire West
Dolores section. The other route would
give a feasible trail to only the lower
portion of that region.

GEORGE C. CORNING, one of the wealth-
iest men in Denver, and brother in law of
H. L. Scott, of Rico, arrived on Monday
evening by private conveyance, and spent
the ensuing two days in personally in-
specting the Little Maggie and other
mines of Dolores mountain. Mr. Corn-
ing is a Colorado mining man who has
had his share of the inevitable ups and
downs of the pursuit of mineral riches.
In Boulder county, in the earlier days,
his path was a trifle rocky. but he after-
ward ‘‘caught on” in Leadville and clean-
ed up a million and a half out of the
Morning Star. In other deals he was also
successful and now ranks among the rich-
est of the bonanza kings. His residence
in Denver is opposite La Veta Place, oc-
cupying a triangular plot of ground, and
the beauty of residence and surroundings
excites more than passing notice. We
expect to see Mr. C. added to the list of
owners of valuable Rico mining property
as the result of his visit. He certainly

will not object to the addition of a few

million to his already plethoric bank roll. |

TWO MORE VICTIMS.

Stock the Result of the Pur-

suit of the Indians.

The party of cowmen who left the
lower country a short time ago with the
avowed intention of wiping out the rene-
gade hand of Indians from the face of
the earth, met with a serious disappoint-
ment, and have returned trom the scene
of conflict, two dead men and
several horses behind them. To such as
may not have seen the original account
we will say that a few weeks ago a party
of cow-boys were attacked by a band of
Indians in the south Montezuma valley
and it was supposed that one Indian had
been killed, and two cow-boys wounded
in the conflict. Itis nottrue that any
Indian was killed, although he was shot
in the neck and knocked from his horse.
This Indian, who is no other than Poco
Narraquinup, the son of the old rene-
gade chief himself, commenced the trou
ble by attempting to stab Hank Sharp
with his knife. At the time of the first
fight the Indians captured about 100
horses, which the cattle men swore they
would recover and to this end organized
a party for pursuit 60 strong, composed
of cattle men from all the surrounding
country and placed themselves under the
command of Rube Lockett, foreman for
Frank King,whois a Dolores river cattle
man. These men met at Cross Calion on
the 8th of July and were suppicmented
by a force of soldiers from Fort Lewis of
about the same number (60), and went
west to Blue mountains (Sierra Abajo) by
way of Piute Springs, to the scene of the
first fight. The trail of the Indiuns was
after some search found on the head of
Recapture creek aud atv the end of three
days pursuit, just before dark, they saw
a moving mass of Indians and the dust
which they raised in traveling. The
deepening darkness rendered it out of
the question to do anything that day and
at daylight next morning, the 15th inst.,
the trail was again taken. DBetween 5
and 6 o'clockin the morning a few Indian
ponies were secen on the ‘hillside and a
government scout, named Jos. 5. Worm-
ington, and a young man, Jas. Higgin-
son, went up cautiously to see what it
meant. They had dismounted and ap-
parently saw the Indians,as both turned,
and as they did so were fired on by the
Indians. Both ran some little distance
and fell, the scout remaining where he
fell, while young Higginson rolled down
the steep hillside over a little cliff of
rocks. He was scen to crawl back under
the rocks to shelter himself from bullets,
but the only sign of life from the pros-
trate scout was the piercing cry: “Ob,
my God! boys!" Another party of six
or seven had dismounted a little distance
off and made their way to the main body
on foot, the Indians capturing their
horses, saddles, bridles and ammunition.
The soldiers had not yet come up, and,
in fact, did not render any assistance
during the fight of the day, but remaifed
in camp, a mile and a halt back until af-
ter dark, when ten soldiers joined the
cowboys in an effort to get to Worming-
ton and Higginson, not knowing w&heth-
er they were alive or dead. All day long
they had kept the red devils from the
bodies and hoped under cover of dark-
uess to get them and about 8 o’clock p.
m. heavy firing was kept up at a gap in
the mesa, through wiich the Indians
must come, it was thought, and a paity
tried to ascend the hill, but were repulsed
and preparaticns were made to leave the
field of action. Just before leaving, sev-
eral shots were heard in the vicinity of
the spot where Higginson lay and it was
supposed that the Indians had got to him
finished him. Then the cowboys
left for home, were joined by the gentle-
men in brass buttons and the little pleas-
ure trip was over and everybody was
glutted with the gore of the red man, al-
though itis thought that not an Indian
was killed. The Indians are supposed to
have had a ferce from 75 to 100 strong
under Narraquinup and Mariana.  “Man-
cos Jim,” a well- known half civilized In-
dian was along and repeatedly during the
fight called out in plain English: “Come
up, cowboys, G—d d—n you, come up!”
but the cowboys didn’t “‘come up.”  With
the soldiers, who did not care to be left
alone and unprotected in an Indian coun-
try, they turned their faces from the field
and their heels to the foe, and are now
rounding up cattle on their respective
ranges. The soldiers returned to Fort
Lewis. where they will continue to play
penny ante, while the bones of their scout
lie bleaching under the hot rays of the
Utah sun, and his slayers go unpunished
and unpursued.

The fight occurred in the forks be-
tween the mouth of the San Juan river
and the Colorado, aboit 125 miles from
Piute Springs and 225 miles from Rico.

THE DURANGO TROUBLE.

On Thursday morning about 20 Indians,
supposed to have come from the West,
rode into Durango, a very usual occur-
ence. Generally they leave their horses
and arms before entering the business
portion of the city, but on this occasion

one of them retained his revolver. Com-
plaint being made, John Toley, acting
city marshal, arrested him under a city

ordinance and was taking him along the
street, when another Indian came up and
demanded his release. Upon Foley’s re-
fusal, the Indian struck him four or five
vicious blows over the head with a load-
ed quirt and ran. Foley turned his pris-
oner over to a bystander and pursued on

 horseback with three or four volunteers,

and chased the outfit out of town, the
whole band having reached and mounted
their horses. Warren Patton, agent of
the Southern Utes, was telegraphed at Ig-
nacio, and rode to Durango on horseback,
arriving there about six Thursday after
noon. He offered to pay the Indian’s fine
or put up money for his appearance yes
terday, as did also F. A. Foin, but all
propositions were rejected and the Indian
was held. Some trouble was apprehend-
ed and pickets were out around the town
Thursday night, but up to 8 o’clock yes-
terday morning nothing new or startling
had happened. The only trouble which
is considered possible is that the settlers
on Pine River and the Florida may fear
a raid and leave their property, and the
Indians finding the ranches unprotected
would steal or destroy much property.
The idea of any serious trouble to Duran-
go or any other town is utterly preposter-
ous.

Tne hour of 8 p. m. is a fitting one to
arrive at Fort Worth, for this is the
Texas city which never does sleep. The
1880 census gave it a population of a good-
sized village. ~About that time the Texas
and Pacific, pushing westward, reached
“the Fort,” as it ig still known in common
parlance, and a growth set in which has
been so rapid that the legitimate uses of
the night have been forgotten. Probably
this wakefulness is just as well, for tran-
gient arrivald increase faster than the ho-
tels do, and every evening the harassed
elerks wrestle with the proplem of finding
beds eneugh to go round. Single rooms
are impossible Juxuries. Of all Texas
cities this takes the palm for liveness and a
peculiar combination of metropolitan and
frontier character. The street cars run
until midnight, stop two hours and then
resume trips. When most honest mer-
chants are abed the two long business
strects, which run parallel from the rail-
road a mile and a half to the bluff oyer-
looking the city, are ablaze with light
from the still open shops. On the main
thoroughfare one of the most conspicu-
ous structures is *The White Elephant.”
The sum of $27,000 has been laid out in
mirrors and interior decorations to make
the cowboy feel at home as he takes high-
priced drinks over the massive counter.

The Purchase of Cuba.
The Current.

If our government has any notion of
buying Cuba from Spain, it would be bet-
ter to wait a few years, for by so doing
the island can be bought for much less
than §50,000,000. At the present time it
is probable that there would be yery bit
ter opposition in Spain to the sale of this
property, which, through a process of
outrageous robbery, has been made to
yield such enormous revenues to the Mad-
rid government.  If Spain does not sell
the island, the Cubans will, before many
years, succeed in throwing of the Madrid
yoke and she will get nothing forit. A
number of American newspapers object
to the acquisition of Cuba, but in such a
faint hearted way that it is evident they
are not sure of their position.  The fact
is,the acquisition of Cuba and its incorpor-
ation into the Union would be popularized
just as soon as it is generally known that
all Cuban products would be imported free
of duty, as products from one of our States
carried to another are untaxed.

50 per cent, or over $25,000,000. The
total imports from Cuba st year were
valued at $65,000,000, and taxes on this
amount under the present tariff would be
$30,000,000. The country would be re-
lieved of this tax if Cuba was annexed.
The objection that the Cubans are not the
Kind of people we want, does not have
much force when it is remembered we are
content to have Mormons and New Mex-
