Latest About the Dogs of Colorado.

The twelve Utes reached the nation’s
capitol Jan. 13. They held a consulta-
tion which disappointed the chief. Heis
plainly told that the Utes must leave Col-
orado. Since their arrival in Washington
they have not been permitted to any very
extensive liberties, but have been closely
guarded. The delegation has been con-
fined to rooms in the Tremont house, and
has been exceedingly quiet. Ouray is
much displeased with the conduct of
“Shirts.” The Utes appear to accept the
situation, and realize the necessity of
their departure from the reservation, and
may yet conclude to give up the offenders.

Schurz says he does not feel thathe has
power to ireat and desires the immediate
passage of Senator Hill’s resolution now
pending in the committee of the whole
House. Both Adams and Mears say that
there is no doubt if proper means are
used, arrangements can be perfected for
the Utes to give up their reservation.

Miss Josie Meeker visited the delega-
tion, and was gladly received by them.
She remained for half an hour, talking
freely to all the Utes, especially Ouray,
Chipeta, Jack and Wass. She inquired
particularly after her old friends of the
tribe. Miss Meeker's visit to, and friend-
ly intercourse with the Indians are much
commented upon at the Capitol, rather
unfavorable to her. Colorado newspa-
pers and people will not illy treat the
ravished captive women, respected citi-
zens of the State. Josie Meeker is a
young woman, and her treatment to the
Indians may be in consequence of incon-
sideration, or it may be for a purpose, if
so, may she accomplish the desired effect.

Secure Your Properties.

Some valuable locations have been made
in Pioncer Mining District. There are
bundreds of locations in the district, the
value of which many are not known, as
a great number of our miners have been
so financially absorbed or embarrassed as
to be unable to develop their properties
farther than to comply with the U. S.
mining laws. There will doubtless be

That
over, he told me to leave my hat, cloak
and shoes in that room; and taking up my
bundle, I went into the room marked 3 on
the plan, where I sat waiting till it came
my turn to be washed. One of the wo-
men, an officiating high priestess, told me
to come behind the curtain where I could
hear a great deal of splashing and sub-
dued conversation. I went, and after he
was undressed, I had to step into a long
bath, about half-full of water, when an-
other proceeded to wash me. I objected
strongly to this part of the business, but
was told to show a more humble spirit.
However, when she got down to my feet,
she let me go and I was turned over to
the woman who had spoken to me first,
and whose name was Bathsheba Smith,
(one of the widows of Apostle George A.
Smith.) She wore a large shiny apron,
and her ¢ tucked up above her el
bows. She looked thoroughly like busi-
