Connecting Rico and San Miguel. 
On the subject of good wagon roads 

connecting Rico and towns of the San 
Miguel country, "Captain," the Ames 
correspondent of the Telluride Journal, 
has the following sensible remarks: 

"As the company that graded the road 
from Ames to Trout Lake has abandoned 
it, is it not time that the entire road up 
to the Dolores divide was open? If our 
county commissioners do not feel justified 
in building a good road over that part of 
the road that lies within the limits of this 
county, let them take some action on it so 
the people living along the road can do 
something to better the condition of this 
line of travel. If our commissioners can 
see their way clear at this time and co-
operate with the Dolores commissioners, 
with the aid they would receive from the 
mine owners and mines along this line of 
travel, this road could be put in good con-
dition for the present at a small outlay of 
money. We, on this side of the county, 
feel that we should receive some consider-
ation from the board at this time, as the 
opening up of this road would be a great 
benefit to the entire county of San Miguel. 
Hoping our commissioners will take some 
favorable action at the next meeting, we 
dismiss the subject for the present." 

The following articles relating to the 
same subject are from the Telluride Nem: 

"Rico and Telluride are united in the 
bonds of prosperity. and richness. 
Miguel for Gold; Rico for Silver. Be-
tween the two camps this season there 
will be wonderful developments and im-
provements." 

"The interest now being shown by the 
people of Rico in the question of an out-
let via the San Miguel valley is decidedly 
creditable to their good judgment. This 
is now the most profitable outlet for them 
and now is the time to provide for it. 
Rico is going to be a good camp this yeai 
and by making this an :outlet and inlet, 
many thousands of dollars can be added 
to their output and greatly increase the 
value of the county. A good wagon road 
can be easily and cheaply built, and as 
this winter has been it can be kept open 
the year round." 

"Rico at preset is receiving considera-
able attention from the outside world, as 
well as San Miguel county, and well do 
they deserve their popularity, as both are 
known to be the richest camps in all this 
section. The mines of the Dolores are 
rich in silver exclusively, and the mines 
of the Miguel are becoming justly famous 
for their richness in gold. With both 
camps united, the Miguel outlet will be 
made the strongest and most popular out-
let in the San Juan country. These two 
camps are able to make a production du-
ring the season that will head the list of 
Colorado's product next year that will 
astonish the most sanguine mining men. 
We have the mines to get the ore from, 
and only lack the necessity of an outlet 
and reasonable transportation rates. The 
Rico people have turned all their attention 
to making this an outlet, and at a recent 
meeting petitioned the commissioners to 
immediately begin operations."

Orth Stein's Acquittal. 
OATH STEIN has been acquitted of the

gone to his home in Indiana, and he will 
resume newspaper work.

The cit-
izens of Grand Junction raised the money 
necessary to buy 160 acres of land and 
sufficient water to cultivate it. 	They 

subscribed $2500. The location of the 
school will be a mile and a half east of 
Grand Junction and it will accommodate 
100 scholars. Work is to begin soon. 
The nearest agency is the Uintali, 150 
miles away, in Utah. 

WHISKEY, the famous dog that has been 
running on Rio Grande trains, fell between 
the cars at Salida last Tuesday and was 
killed. He was given a decent burial by 
the railroad men at Salida. Whiskey 
knew and was known by every railroad 
man on that end of the Denver & Rio 
Grande. He regarded them all as his 
friends and looked to them for support. 
He seldom "took a lay-off," but went out 
on some one of the trains every day, and 
Was as much at home on a train as the 
oldest and most experienced employes.

SAN JUAN has in the past suffered much 
from the fact that it is so remote from the 
other mining sections and the commercial 
center ••of the state—it is an empire in it-
self. • Nine-tenths-of the capitalists who 
come to Colorado land in Denver. Of 
°aurae, they must see Leadville, and then 
there have been cappers, heelers and strik-
ers for all the northern camps and locali-
ties. The result• has been that by the 
time a monied man has run the gauntlet, 
he has• either become disgusted or has.• 
been induced to buy some hole in the 
ground, which may .be a lime quarry, al-
though he is assured it 4s a mine of • ther 
bonanza variety. Besides, to reach the 
mines of Sun Juan, a railroad trip of 450 
miles is necessary. Therefore only the 
more adventurous and spirited speculators: 
have invested here, and as a t.onsequence 
a large proportion .of the best mines • are 
still in first hands. Rico is note alone in-
this condition—every Sau Juan camp is 
in the same boat. Now that we are. in a 
large measure independent of capital .and 
are shipping quantities of bullion, the 
influx of money for mines will be great. 
The San Juau field, in proportion to its 
richness, has been less plucked over than 
any mining territory in the west. 

Dowx in Paradox valley, on this (the 
Dolores) river, the prospect for a busy 
salt industry is not improbable. The lo-
cality spoken of in the following article 
from the Montrose Messenger is near the 
La Sal (the set) mountains: P. T. Ste-
ven's salt enterprise in Paradox valley is 
a success. He has dug several wells, 
and got some evaporating pans on the 
ground.; and is making. an excellent tirti 
cle. Samples antilynd in Boston return-
ed ninety per eent. of pure salt, and a 
gallon of the water will produce nine 
pounds. It is not his intention to go 
into the work as a speculation, but mere-
ly to supply salt for the stock of that 
country. It strikes us as an excellent 
thing for that country. 

OUR citizens will be glad to- leant that 
a good ferry has been completed and is 
now in good running order across the San 
Juan dyer, at Farintsigtom Agent Jack-
Domino aletter from Mr Markley that 
says, "We hive just completed our ferry 
boat; it is 	feet long, well made in every 
way and will cross- a Rm• horse team." 
This is one of the ferrys that our citizens 
furnished the cable for. It will,  be of 
great service in securing the Navajo wool 
and hide trade to Durango.—Durango 
Herald

THE WEST DOLORES. 

A General, Interesting Descrip-
tion of a Rich Locality. 

The dormant sleep that has claimed the 
West Dolores since-tire little Suse's urn 
founded boom is about to awaken into 
the realization of the credit of which she 
is deserving as a mineral producing camp 
of the San Juan. The small amount of 
development that has been made, has 
proved the camp far superior to its former 
reputation, regardless of the Bowen town-
site boom. The camp is situated about 
9 miles north west of Rico in the most 
pleasant valley of the Rocky mountains, 
having a natural outlet to the south which 
at no distant day is destined to be a para-
dise. The valley is a natural resort for all 
curiosity seekers from all parts of the• 
world. The old ruins found there are ev-
idence of inhabitants of whom there is no 
history chronicled.

But from cur 
southern meanderings to return to our 
camp; the beautiful valley is dotted with 
pleasentranches occupied by families en-
joying pleasant home life upon their 
rancher, and in their leisure hours enjoy-
ing themselves trout fishing, deer hunting 
and berry picking, in the most genial cli-
mate ever our God blessed any country 
with. 

And now in alluding to our camp, which 
is situated at the heed of the valley just 
mentioned, we will positively say it is one 
of the moist pleasantly situated camps in 
in the San Juan, having the natural re 
sources alluded to above. Right in the 
heart of the camp are hot mineral springs 
highly approved of by learned physicians 
as being very beneficial for numerous dis-
eases afflicting the human family. There 
is also a natural geyser spring of mineral 
water. This spring rises and falls inter 
mittently about every half hour. giving a 
green and yellow stein to the rocks around 

it. 	There are also very pa latsble fine 
tasting, cold soda and also• iron springs. 
Trout fishing and deer huhling are unlim-
ited pleasures in the suinmer season with 
abundance of hunch-grass for stock graz-
ing, but the most important mention we 
have to make of this camp is its mineral 
reset/tees. 'rlie tirst-lnine we will men-
tion is the Emma, which lias produced 
ore shipped to the Rico Rethiction 
that netted the owners $208 a ton.

lies dormant in litigation. The Suse 
group is a valuable group of mines lying 
in idleness through trickery and gross 
carelessness. At some future time we will 
endeavor to give you a more minute de-
scription of the West Dolores and its pro-
ductions,- as in our haste we have only 
given an outline sketch.

Taxing the Net Output,

Mr. Gilmore and Mr. Rollins held that it 
would be more merciful to the prisoner to 

allow him to work than to keep him in 
confinement under the circumstances.

A compromise was finally reached by 
an amendment offered by Mr. Rollins, al-
lowing the convict to be put at hard labor 
if he preferred it to remaining idle. 

Mr. Stirman offered an amendment 
allowing all members of the press to.be 
present at such executions; adopted. 

Mr. Pence moved to amend by provid-
ing that the expense of the execution 
should come out of the penitentiary ap-
propriation fund; adopted. 

The bill was reported for passage.

Such a laborer is just as worthy of his 
hire as one in any of the other walks of 
life, and to think of being able to secure 
the services of a competent prospector 
for a mere grub stake. "with tobacco and 
elotbes thrown in," is the height of ab-
surdity. None but the lazy and utterly 
worthless vagabonds who every summer 
swarm through the mountains living off 
"grub stakes" furnished by unsuspecting 
novices in mining, will nowadays accept 
propositions involving, if honestly car-
ried out,• the maximum amount of trouble, 
and the minimum amount of reward, un-
less good fortune should befall. When, 
therefore, uninformed persons do not 
succeed, as is usually the case, in procur-
ing property of some value, it will, when 
investigated, usually be found to be due 
to the employment of the glees of mount 
ain vagrants described. and this being so, 
their strictures upon prospectors are mer-
ited, as applied to those they have had 
dealing with. The only sensible method, 
and the one which is regarded with the 
most favor among those with whom the 
business of prospecting and mining stands 
in a favorable light, is that by which the 
prospector employed is furnished with 
means and material to operate quickly 
and economically, according to dictates of 
his judgment. When we use the word 
prospector we do not necessarily mean an 
individual whose chief qualifications con-
sist in his ability to absorb large quanti-
ties of whiskey and talk loud and know-
ingly about mining, and the remarkable 
discoveries lie has made and missed dur-
ing his experience. We mean the class 
of men who have given the matter of 
finding mines in one or more sections 
their special attention. Those versed in 
nature's hand book as revealed upon the 
many open pages spread out before the 
eyes of the beholder throughout the.great 
mineral fields of the Rocky Mountains 
sufficiently well to recognize, almost at a 
glance, formations most congenial to the 
existence of ore deposits, are the kind of 
prospectors whose labor is worth money, 
both to themselves and those who engage 
it. 	Bitch men are of the kind who, if 
search should reveal to them the where-
abouts of a good vein, will act honestly 
with those in whose interest they are en-
gaged. Others might and often do con-
ceal important discoveries until such 
time as they can secure it for themselves 
alone.

"Bring me a 
property worth $1,000,000," says the bro-
ker, "and I will find you a purchaser, ,at 
once." At the same time a mine that 
would be dirt cheap at $10,000 goes beg-
ging for a purchaser, simply because it is 
too small a matter to get the attention of 
men who have money. Now it is a fact 
that money in mining is not made from 
the purchase of large properties, even at 
fair prices, and experienced mining men 
have come to realize this long since. It 
is the undeveloped property or the prom-
ising prospect made into a big mine, 
that gives its owners the millions.. If a 
fair interest upon a large amount of 
money is all that is desired, then 'tits well 
enough to invest in a bonanza mine, but 
the big money is not to be made in that 
way. —Denver Inning Review: 

THE House by a unanimous vote passed 
the bill appropriating $25,000 for the con-
struction of a bridge across the Grand 
river in Mesa County. One of the condi-
tions of the bill is that Mesa County will 
subscribe an additional sum of $15,000 to 
aid in the construction of the bridge. 
This bridge,if built, will cross the Grand 
at a point about half a mile above the 
mouth of the Gunnison. It is on the old 
Salt Lake wagon road, and during a great 
portion of the year it will be an absolute 
necessity to enable people, other than rail-
way travelers, to cross the Grand. There 
have been during the past two years a 
great many lives lost in attempting to 
ford the Grand, which is the largest river 
in the state and one of the largest in 
the West. 

No less than ten thousand deer hides 
have been shipped from this place this 
week. Unless some check is put upon 
this wholesale slaughter of deer, in a few 
years they will be entirely exterminated. 
The law has no objection to amen killing 
enough for his own use, but it does in-
tend to prevent men from useless and 
wicked slaughter. It is not probable in 
the scope of country these hides came 
from, that they were all used for food. 
Hunters should have more regard for the 
law.— Grand Junction News. 

A. C. SCIIAFKR of Georgetown slaugh-
tered a cow last week from the stomach 
of which he took about seventy five nails 
and twenty-five other metallic pieces, con-
sisting of wires, rings, tacks, staples, etc, 
The animal had probably swallowed them 
while picking hay from the streets or 
elsewhere.
