Location of the Line of the Denver
& New Crleans Railroad.
From the Denver Tribune.

The hoard of directors of the Denver
and New Orleans Railroad company, at a
meeting held on Friday evening, decided
finally to locate its road from Denver via
Pueblo. The engineer’s repott made it
apparent that surveys previoﬁsly thade
showed a line of comparative cheap con-
struction and easy grades alony the head
of Purgatoire cafion and Emory’s gap to
the Canadian river at a' point about fif-
teen miles west of Tascosa, Oldham' coun-
ty, Texas. The lines as surveyed will
pass-through a very fine country with
large gettlements and good coal mines
conhvenient to' the road. According to
the report n'o’ such' favorable: line could
be found further east. The track laid
has now reached a point of sixteen miles
out of Denver, and grading is progress-
ing fast enougly to keep out of the way
of the track-layers, Who are making a
mile and a half a day. Four first class
engines of the finest quality are now re-
ceiving the finishing touches .at Roger’s
shop in Patterson, New Jersey, which,
with two others soon to be completed,
will give all the motive power necessary
until the coal mines at Jenning's coast
are reached. Six other engines arec un-
der construction at Taunton, Massachu-
setts, and these are to be delivered by the
first of the year. Two trains of passen-
ger, baggage, mail and express cars are
also under construction at the Pullman
works near Chicago, and these are to be
completed by the first of January. Steel
rails enough to reach the crossing of the
Atchison, Topeka and Santa Fe road,

this side of Trinidad are now en routle
here.

OurvEr C. WaDDELL, who recently
removed to this state from Texus, settling
along Stone river, in Stone county, was
bitten a few days ago by a tarantula.
He was on a hunting expedition in tbe
mountains, and had camped under alarge
pine tree. Some time during the night
the insect crawled in between the blank-
ets which enveloped him as he lay before
the fire, and bit him twice, once on the
finger and again on the arm near the el-
bow. . He was awakened by. a tingling
sensation in-that part of his body, and
arousing himself, discovered the cause,
and succeeded in killing the tarantula.
It was as large as the hand of an ordi-
nary man. Waddell’s hand and arm be-
gan to swell rapidly, and before he could
get to the nearest house, some four or
five miles away, the poison had spread
apparently to all parts of his body. It
was some time before he could obtain
medical skill, and when the physician
arrived Waddell was found to he beyond
hope. He lingered some time, however,
dying in the afternoon. The case is a
singular one, from the fact that it proves
that the tarantula is capable of infiict-
ing a death wound.— Courier-Journal.

Nrw Yorx, Nov 25.—The 27ibune’s
Washington correspondent says: ‘The
counsel for the Government in the Gui-
teau case will ask the Judge to charge
the jury, among other things, that the
law as to the defense of ihsanity in crim-
inal trials is as follows: When the pris-
oner, at the time of committing the of-
fense, is in such a state of mind as to
know the act is unlawful and morally
wrong, he is responsible. The law does
not recognize a form of insanity which
hus the capacity of distinguishing right
from wrong without the power of choos-
ing between them. That species which
is induced by passion, unless settled down
into a state of total derangement, is mnot
an excuse for the commission of crime.
To acquit on the ground of insanity it is
not enough that there be doubt as to the
prisoner’s sanity—his insanity must be
affirmatively established. To establish a
defense of insanity it must be shown
that the prisoner at the time of commit-
ting the crime was so far deprived of rea-
son as to destroy his consciousness of the
distinction between right and wrong.”

The opening of the late Ute Indian
reservation' in Western Colorado, accord-
ing'to & correspondent in the Denver
Tribungé, is almost equivalent to the dis-
covery of another world. There are
about 12,000,000 acres of this domair
and when thickly settled, 1f all walled in
it would be self-supporting  This vast
empire 18 to be formally declared open to
settlement, by Presidential' proclamation.
But the Chief Executive has been ‘an-
ticipated, and at this time large areas
within ifs limits have been and are yet
being occupied by industrious agricultu-
ral' settlers. and ranchmen. They have
taken with them their households, herds
and flocks, and purpose making this the
New Arcadia. Surely this country con-
tains alb the elements of a fair and happy
land.

The County Commissioners will meet
at Parrott City, on Monday, for the pur-
pose of closing up the business of the
county for the year. Arrangements will
be made for moving the county seat from
Parrott to Durango in accordance with
the vote of the people. The vote was
canvassed on the 19th of this month. and
the law requires the seat of government
to be moved in thirty days from that time:

The Names (} the States.

The Hon. Hamilton B. Staples read a
paper at the annual meeting of the Amer-
ican Antiquarian Society, at Worcester,
on the 21st instant, in which he discussed
the origin of the names of several of the
States. His conclusions were ag follows:
New Hampshire gets its name from Hamp-
shire; England. Massachusetts is derived
from an Indian name, first given to the
‘bay, signifying ‘‘near tlie great hills.”
Rhode Island has an obscure origin.
“The Island of Rhodes,” the “Island of
the Roads,” and a Dutch origin, ‘‘Red Is-
land,” were mentioned, the first seeming
to have the best historical support of the
three. Connecticut is an Indian name,
signifyig “land on & long tidal river.”
New York, New Jersey, Pennsylvanis;
Delaware and Maryland were passed over.
Virginia, the Carolinas and Georgia have
a royal origin. Maine was named from
the fact that it was supposed to contain
the “‘mayne portion” of New England.
‘Vermont has no especial question except
that it 1s claimed to have been first an
alias—New Connecticut alias Vermont.
Kentucky popularly signifies either a dark
and bloody ground, or a bloody river, but
its origin signifies the head of a river, or
the long river. Tennessee comes from its
river, the name being derived from the
name of an Indian village on the river—
“Tenasee.” Ohio is named after an In-
dian name signifying ‘‘something great,”
with an accent of admiration.  Indlana
comes from the name of an carly land
company. Illinois comes from the Indian
—the naine of a tribe. Michigan is said
to mean lake country; it probably came
from the name of the lake, ‘‘Great Lake,”
which had this name before land adjacent
was named. Louisiana comes from the
French. Arkansas and Missouri are In-
dian, the former being doubtful. The
latter is claimed to mean in its original
“mtiddy water,” which describes the river.
Iowa is also Indian, with doubtful mean-
ing. Texas is popularly supposed to be
Indian, but may be Spanish, “a flowery
land.” Oregon has a conjectural origin.
It is probably Indian, but a Spanish ori-
gin is claimed. California comes from
a Spanish romance of 1510. Nevada got
1ts name from the mountains, who got
theirs from a resemblance to the Nevadas
of South America. Minnesota is Indian,
“sky-tinted water.” Nebraska is variously
rendered ‘‘shallow water” and ‘“‘flat coun-
try.” Colorado is the ‘land of colors.”
Kansas is from an Indian root, Kaw, cor-
rupted by the French. Mississippi means
“great water” or ‘“‘whole river.” Alabama
is Indian, the name of a. fortress and a
tribe, signifying, as is claimed, ‘‘here we
rest.”
