We have learned by sad exper-
ience that a journalistic enterprise, con-
ducted on other than business principles, 
is one which leads to penury, want and 
absolute poverty, and to avoid all such 
left-handed blessings, we take the oppo• 
site trail. An unswerving adherenCe to 
business principles is the Muldoon's plat-
form."

Killed by a' Kansas Desporadb. 
About .daylight last Saturday morning. 

,near,Hunnewell, Kansas, C. M. Hollister, 
a deputy sheriff and deputy U. S. mar-
shal, was shot and instantly killed by Bob 
Cross, a noted desperado. , A dispatch 
from Caldwell, Kansas, of that day „seid: 

A posse from here went over last night 
to arrest. Cress,fer abducting. Mr. Hanum's 
daughter last week and found him with 
his wife, Hollister commanded hint to 
surrender, but he.failed to  revond, And 

when the doer was kicked open, the wo-
manshut.the door, and it was once more 
kicked open. Cross fired two shots, but 
failed to hit any one. The, woman then 
came out of the house and the posse be-
gan arranging to, fire it to get their man 
out. While Hollister was standing near 
the corner of the house and guarding the 
door, Cross again fired, . killing Hollister 
as above stated. 

Mrs. Cross entered -the house again and 
came out closeiy followed by her husband, 
he keeping her between himself and the 
guns of the officers. Cross was covered 
by, a Winchester, and would have been 
killed, but his wife stepped before him, 
pulled, the gun to her breast and hold it 
there until he had escaped in the dark-
ness, with no clothing on except his shirt. 
A large party are in pursuit, and if he, is 
caught he will be lynched. Hollister was 
one of the most daring men on the bor-
der and was. terror to evil shiers. 

Two Cold Facts. 
From the Denver Mining Review: The 

vast resources of Colorado will eventual-
ly make it one of the richest States in the 
Union. This is evident from the eager-
ness of all the principal Eastern lines to 
make connection with the railways al-
ready connected in the State, or they are 
preparing to build routes of their own. 
The gold and silver mining interests are 
just beginning to thrive, but the great 
coal and iron industry, which is destined 
to be a leading one, is yet in its infancy. 
For a State yet in her swaddling clothes 
she portends an illustrious futyre. 

Mining, in Colorado is fast settling down 
to a legitimate basis. Those who are en-
gaged in this business have come to rec-
ognize tbe fact that a large amount of 
work must be done and large expenditures 
encountered before even a fair profit can 
be looked for. Fortunes can be made in 
mining now as well as two or three years 
ago, but they must be made in the same 
way as any other business, by the exercise 
of ,good common sense and bard work. 
Fortunes are not fallen into as a uspal 
thing, but are the result of hard.,work or 
great financial management. 

A MOVEMENT is on foot in California 
to relieve the wants of James W. Marshall, 
the discoverer of gold on the coast. The 
crowds that flocked thither as soon as his 
discovery was announced, swindled him 
until he was poor, and be has been poor 
ever since. He is now old and destitute. 
and unless something is speedily done for 
him, he will soon be in abject want. In 
this connection a correspondent avers 
that from Marshall down to Pritchard, 
the discoverer of the Coeur de Alene mines, 
the record is unbroken, not one of the 
men who were the discoverers of the. pre-
cious metals haying profited by it himself. 

WILLIAM CARSON, a son of the famous 
"Kit," and now Sheriff of Costilla County, 
arrived in the city yesterday, and is stop-
ping at the Brunswick. Mr. Carson has 
never before visited Denver,' though he 
was born in New Mexico, and has lived 
in Colorado for twenty-five years. He is 
accompanied by Mr. R. J. Cruz, Assessor 
of Coatilla County.—Denver Tribune-Re-
publican. 

Important Mining Decision. 
A mining salt involving the stability of 

patents for mining ground was recently 
decided. The Denver Times gives the 
particulars as -follows: 

The United States Circuit Court con-
vened at 10 o'clock with Judge David J. 
Brewer on the bench. The first opinion 
road was in the case of S. S. Wight, et al. 
against J. J. R. Dubois, a controversy re-
garding the right and title of the Vander-
bilt and part of the Maid of Erin mining 
property. Judge Brewer, in his opinion 
said: "The case was presented on a peti-
tion for a re-hearing on an order of Judge 
Hallett, denying an injunction. The de-
fendants have a patent and therefore hold 
the legal title. It is beyond question that 
as a matter of fact they discovered min-
eral within the limits of their location. 
It is also beyond question that they com-
plied with all the preliminary steps for 
obtaining a patent, including the sixty 
days' publication of notice, and that no 
adverse claim was filed by the complain-
ants or their grantors during the pendency 
of such publication. It also appears that 
after the publication of notice, had been 
completed the complainants challenged 
before the, local land office as well as be-
fore the department at Washington, the 
right of the defendants to a patent. 

"That contest was protracted. Many 
hearings were had before the local land 
office, as well,as at Washington, and as 
the result thereof, the title of the defend-
ants was sustained and the, patent issued. 

"The court reviewed the entire case 
and summed up as follows: 'The govern• 
ment as a land owner offers its lands for 
sale upon certain prescribed conditions, 
compliance with which is a matter of set-
tlement between the owner and purchas-
er alone, and with' which no strange' to 
the title can interfere. Publication of 
notice is process of bringing all claimants 
into court,' and if no adverse claims are 
presented, it is conclusively presumed that 
none exists and that no third parties have 
any rights or equities in the land. There-
fore the only•right. or privilege remaining 
to any third parties is that of protest or 
objection, filed with the, land department, 
and cognizable,. only there; if sustained 
by the department the proceedings had 
by the .applicant are set aside; if over-
ruled the protester or objector is without 
further right or remedy." 

On these grounds the motion was 
denied. 

Why Our Camps are Dull. 
Rocky. Mountain Mining Review. 

Notwithstanding an increase in , the 
amount of ore produced and an unwonted 
prosperity, in so far as the taking out 
and shipping of mineral is concerned, 
many of our camps are duller this sum-
mer than at any 'former period during 
their existence. This is accounted for in 
the case of the ,camps from the fact that 
the mines are owned by eastern parties to.  
whom all profits go, leaving in the town 
only what money is paid to miners and 
Superintendents—this state of facts is pe 
culiarly applicable to Leadville and one or 
two others of the leading districts. But 
there are large sections, which have .been 
large producers for years,  past where the 
mines are owned and worked by residents 
where the •present state of affairs cannot 
be accounted for in that way, .The fact 
is that up to the present year more or  less 
small sales have been made by parties 
who felt in duty bound to spend the money 
received as rapidly as possible, making 
things lively for the time being. Sales of 
prospects have entirely ceased and depriv-
ed the camp of this ready money, making 
times seem much closer than they really 
are. He who a year ago did a business 
three times as large as he could have 
done in a town of the same size in the east, 
feels very blue when he finds that his trade 
has decreased to one-half of its former 
proportions. Again, many of our moun-
tain towns have passed the first flush of 
youth and, as is nearly always the case,have 
lost much of the push and energy conse-
quent upon their birth and early years of 
their growth; this very naturally brings 
about an apparent and temporarily real 
dullness. Some camps have very wisely 
expelled the gamblers and prostitutes, 
thus entailing a temporary loss of trade. 
In fact, our camps when compared with 
the towns and cities of the east are not 
nearly so dull as people have been lead 
to suppose. It is only when the rush and 
push of a new mining excitement is taken 
into consideration that we find things 
comparatively quiet. As a matter of 
course there are many places which are 
overgrown and are at present larger and 
more important than their resources will 
warrant. It is not of these that we wish 
to speak at present, but rather of those 
cities and towns which have a future be-
fore them and are surrounded by good 
mines and mineral bearing territory.

Suicide of an Arizona tanker at 
• Trinidad, Colorado. 
Thursday night of last week when the 

east-bouhd passenger stopped at the depot 
at Trinidad. James H. Toole stepped from 
the Pullman to the platform, placed a re-
volver over his heart and fired. He fell 
where he stood and died in a few minutes. 

Mr. Toole is a well-known banking man 
of Arizona, having been an owner in two 
banks—one at Tombstone and the other 
at Tucson—both of which recently failed. 
The testimony of the conductor and the 
passengers showed that at each station he 
had gone out on the platform and walked 
rapidly back and forth until the train had 
started. W. R. Walker, coroner of Las 
Animas county, took charge of the body 
and found in his vest pocket a badge of 
the Grand Army of the Republic, of the 
rank of Post Commander, and on differ-
ent portions of his person sums of money 
amounting to $2,498.65. The weapon 
used was it 41-calibre Colt's revolver. He 
was well dressed and had the general ap-
pearance of a well to-de business than. 

The body was embalmed and shipped to 
the suicide's widow at Beaver Dam, Wish

Constitution of the State of Colorado. 

PUBLIC NOTICIO 
is hereby given that at the general election to 
be held in the several wards andprecincts of 
this state on the Fourth (4) day of November, 
A. D. 1884, and pursuant to the provisions of 
an act of the general assembly of the state of 
Colorado, passed at the fourth session thereof, 
being an act 'entitled 

"An act to submit to. the qualified electors 
"of the state of Colorado amendments to sec-
"tions six (6),nineteen (19),and twenty-two (22), 
"of article five (5), of the Constitution of the 
"state of Colorado, concerning legislative de-
"partment." Approved February 11, 1883. 
The following proposed amendments to the 
Constitution of the state of Colorado will be 
submitted to the qualified electors of said 
state for their approval or rejection, which 
when ratified by a majority of those voting 
thereon shall be valid as a part of the Consti-
tution of said state, that is to say: "Section 
six (6), of article five (5), of the Constitution of 
the state of Colorado shall be amended so as 
to read as follows, to-wit:" 

"Bemuse 6.—Each member of the general 
"assembly, until otherwise provided by law, 
"shah receive, as compensation for his ser-
"vices, seven dollars—$7.00—for each days at-
"tendance and fifteen —15— cents for each 
"mile necessarily travelled in going to and re-
"turning from the seat of government, and 
"shall receive no other compensation, perqui- 

site or allowance whatsoever. No session of 
"the general assembly shall exceed ninety 
"days. No general assembly shall fix its own 
"compensation." 

"Section nineteen-19—of said article five 
—6—of the Constitution of the state of Colo-
rado shall be amended so as to read as follows, 
to-wit:" 

"Sacrum 19.—No act of the general assem- 
bly shall take effect until ninety days after 

"its passage,—except in case of emergency 
"which shall be expressed in the act—[unless] 
"the general assembly shall by a vote of two-
"thirds of all the members elected to each 
"house otherwise direct. No bill, except the 
"general appropriation bill for the expenses 
"of the government only, introduced in either 
"house of the general assembly after the first 
"thirty days of the session shall become a law." 

"Section twenty-two—EL—of said article live 
—5--of the Constitution of the state of Colora-
do shall be amended so as to read as follows, 
to-wit:" 

"Ssortos 22.—Every bill shall be read by 
"title when introduced, and at length on two 
"different days in each house; all substantial 
"amendments made thereto shall be printed 
"for the use of the members before the final 
"vote is taken on the bill. and no bill shall be-
"come a law except by a vote of a majority of 
"all the members elected to each house, nor 
"unless on its final passage the vote be taken 
"by ayes and noes and the names of those vot-
"ing be entered on the journal." 

"And by said act submitting said amend-
ments it is further provided that" 

"Each elector voting at said election and de-
"sirens of voting for or against all of the 
"amendments as a whole, shall deposit in the 
"ballot box a ticket whereon shall be written 
"or printed the words 'For the amendments,' 
"or the words 'Against the amendments.' Any 
"such elector not desirous of voting as afore-
"said may express his approval or rejection of 
"any one or more of said amendments as in 
"the other case; PROVIDED, That he shall des-
ignate any amendment so approved or re-

"jected by him, by number in the order in 
"which it occurs in this act, "and that" the 
"votes cast for the adoption or rejection of 
"said amendments or of either of them shall

first owned by a party of six,eachholding 
an equal interest: John Clark, A, D. De-
masters, A. A. Waggoner, J. P. Norton, 
F. A. W. Day and Dave Dunkle. Since 
then there have been many transfers, and 
among the additional owners are Alvin H. 
Steele and the estate of the late James H. 
Burns. Steele and others are now engag-
ed in sinking the shaft, which is now 120 
feet deep.

With a comfortable cabin, a con-
genial companion or so, and a few snow 
shoe trips to tows in pleasant weather 
for the mail, the winter months glide by 
swiftly and with the hope meantime that 
the work done is not lost, but will amply 
compensate for the slight discomforts of 
a winter spent at timberline. The toilers 
on the Magpie and Sunlight mines up on 
Mount Wilson last winter, had an expe-
rience which they will Iong remember, 
and, barring an occasional tussle with a 
snowslide, had oceans of fun.

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CHARLES HEIDSICE, of Rheims, France, 
has brought suits for ejectment against 
George Tritch and the City of Denver, 
the success of which suits (which success 
the city papers say will surely ensue) will 
have the effect to seriously detract from 
the value of Capitol Hill property. which 
is occupied by the handsomest residences 
of which Denver boasts. Mr. Heidsick 
(no relation of Piper Heidsick) bought a 
tract of land of considerable extent on 
what is now Capitol Hill in 1865. Since 
then, in 1867, the remaining ground was 
sold to Caleb B. Clements, who re-platted 
the tract and made the streets run diag-
onally across the lots owned by Rheims, 
who 'now denies the right of any individ-
ual or corporation to make thoroughfares 
through his •property except as in the old 
original survey. In case he wins the suit, 
it will partially close East Eighteenth 
street between Kansas and Pennsylvania 
streets, and Pennsylvania street between 
East Seventeenth and East .

The Leila Davis now shows up 6 feet 
of solid ore, in which two men only are 
at work, the remaining force doing dead 
work. There is no waste and these two men 
keep two "stone-boats" and two pack 
trains busy transporting ore. There are 
75 tons of select ore on time dump now.

TEE PAeSiDENA. 
The Pasadena smelter is running again 

and charged its reverbatory furnace yes-
terday. The hardening of the bottom 
has been the work of the week, except 
in the cunelling furnaces, which have 
been running on ores all the week, turn-
ing out for the.past few days about 24 
bars to the shift. The water jacket is 
nearly completed. 

THE BANNER. 
Harry McLaughlin and J. T. Dolan are 

at work. on the Banner lode, up Silver 
creek, just at the point where it is joined 
by Allyn meek. It is the property of 
Ilaggerty, O'Neil and Harnon, who are 
all non-residents of Rico. A tunnel has 
been run 75 feet, allowing a good body of 
iron (In the shape of a deposit: not a vein) 
and showing some galena. 

THE• LRCM!. 

The Lucky is situated at the head of 
Horse Gulch and has* shaft on the vein 
80 feet deep and a cross-cut of 150. In 
the cross-cut three feeders were struck, 
the ore from one of which ran $57 in gold 
and silver. On the surface 14 feet of 
white quartz is uncovered, assaying an 
ounce in gold and $18 in silver. Owned 
by L. S. Dickinson, M. N, Sawyer and 
Alex Davis. 

FINE MAPS. 
On Wednesday Surveyor Wannemaker 

finished some fine maps of the Grand View 
mining property, showing the workings 
of seven mines, the coal banks, four mill. 

The maps 
have been in course of preparation for 
the past month, are very complete in de • 
tail and are finely executed. They were 
taken in charge by Mr. Wilson, who is 
now on his way to New York with them. 

THE GRAND VIEW. 
The smelter will be idle for the next 

few months, but it will be started tip  in 
the spring for a run that will continue. 
In all probability, N. R. Wilson will have 
charge of the metallurgical department, 
for which trust he has shown himself so 
capable. The programme at the mines ie 
one of development, and the most impor-
tant work in hand is the continuation of 
the tunnel on the 4th level 400 or 500 feel' 
beyond its present terminus, which work 
is calculated to place the mines in much 
better shape for ore production and facil-
itate working. The work will be under 
the supervision of John Clark, who has 
had charge of the mines for about a year. 
He has had years of experience in San 
Juan mining and fully understands his 
work. 

THE JUNIATA. 
In July, last year. the Smith Park made 

its wonderful strike and before that month 
was over. no less than twenty shafts were 
started at the base of Dolores mountain 
in hopes of "catching the contact." Of 
these the Juniata was one which had flat-
tering prospects of success. It was a re- 

Profitable Pioneer. 
Perhaps of no other part of the state 

was so little of an authentic nature known 
as of Dolores county a short time ago, but 
now its rich mines are famous the world 
over. The history of Dolores county since 
the discoveries here in 1878 and 1879, 
when the county was a part of Ouray, 
differs from other counties of about the 
same age only in a more rapid growth 
than usually attends the development of 
a new district. Rico is the county seat 
and in fact it is the only town in the coun-
ty, so compact is the district so rich in 
mineral. The county embraces consider-
able territory which is barren in every 
sense, but is more than overbalanced by 
the mineral treasures of Pioneer district, 
which embraces all the mines contiguous 
to Rico. Our mines are all we have, they 
support us, on them we build our faith 
and it is unnecessary to say that it is well 
founded. Pioneer is not an inappropri-
ate name when we consider the mineral 
wealth found therein as compared to her 
sister districts, and the pioneer prospec-
tors who first made the discoveries of 
what are now profitable mines. Rico is 
most pleasantly located, in a long narrow 
valley extending from the San Miguel to 
the La Plata mountain ranges, where the 
mountain system gives way to a broad 
expanse of plain country, rich in cattle 
and agriculture. Through this valley 
flows the Dolores river, a rapid, rustling 
mountain stream, filled with trout, which 
supplies pure, cold water to all who live 
on its borders. One can hardly believe 
that after winding for many miles through 
a rough mountainous country and swel-
ling with each little rivulet that it be-
comes, upon the plains, a sluggish stream, 
with waters muddy and almost every fea-
ture which characterized it in the moun-
tains is lost. On all sides of the river at 
Rico there is Umbel, while but a few 
miles north there is an abundance of coal. 
There is pasture land to the very tops of 
the surrounding mountains, sufficient to 
graze all the stock ever required in the 
country. An elevation of 8,500 feet may 
be considered low for a mountain camp, 
but best of all, the town is surrounded 
on all sides by producing mines and flat-
tering prospects. There are now com-
pleted, four establishments for the treat 
meat of our ores, the Grand View and 
Pasadena smelters, Santa Clara amalga-
mator and the works of the Rico Reduc-
tion Co. 

Of the mines about Rico in a general 
way it can be said that at D3 place can 
mining be done more cheaply. The ore, 
found in both contact and vertical veins, 
is, as a rule, capable of being mined with 
pick and shovel. While Rico's chief 
wealth lies in large bodies of low grade 
ore, many of our mines have produced 
ore of wonderfully high average grade, 
notably the Swansea, Johnny Bull, 
Puzzle and many others. With a few 
men, the last named mine took out and 
marketed over $75,000 worth of ore in 
one month. All of this money is still in 
the treasury, no dividend ever having 
been declared and should be put into ma-
chinery for the mine, but the owners are 
partly from New York and partly of Lon-
don and seem to agree to disagree on 
every vital point. The mines are gener -
ally low down on the Motrittain sides, 
while none are so high that a good wagon 
road cannot be built to them, which has 
in many instances been done. Many 
good properties of the camp are laying 
idle through litigation, no better proof of 

_their value being required than the effort 
to gain possession. As the true wealth 
of the place is the mines, the vast majority 
of our citizens are mine-owners—in fact 
there are few people who reside in Jan 
Juan a day and night without acquiring 
an interest in some claim. On the West 
Dolores, in what is called the Lone Cone 
Mining District, many new and valuable 
discoveries have been made, chiefly by 
the early prospectors of Rico. Our ores 
are varied in character, and it would be 
indeed hard to classify them. We have 
galena and gray copper, ruby and antinto-
nisi silver, carbonates of lead, iron and 
other materials, sulphurets and oxides, 
and all conceivable forms of silver. The 
South Park formation shows in what cu-
rious rock we find rich ore. Manganese 
and talc is found in large quantities.

Lee's Surrender. 
It is a well-known fact that the Grand 

jury returned an indictment against Lee 
Cottle, the charge being grand larceny, 
and the particular charge being the theft 
of merchandise from the store of G. W. 
Kephart & Co. last winter, to the amount 
of about $112. Cottle was employed by 
the firm and was. fully trusted by them, 
but it finally delieloeed that he Was sys-
tematically robbing the store of goods 
which were turned over to. the females of 
the city with whom he was infatuated. 
Sonic sort of a compromise was effected, 
whereby a portion of the goods was re-
turned and no prosecution was made. 
The grand jury, however, viewed the 
matter as an offense against the peace and 
dignity of the state and returned an in-
dictinent Judge Gerry ,issUed 'a bench 
Warrant for his arrest and instructed that 
he be placed under $1000bonds to appear 
before the next term of court. Gus lief 
ferman went over to the meadows, where 
Cottle-hes lately been, but the bird had 
flown. Tuesday afternoon, a woman 
of the town, generally known its "The 
Maverick" left town and Sheriff Swickhi' 
mer had reason to believe that she had 
goneto join the man he wanted, and start-
ed on the trail. When he reached the top 
of the Johnny Bull divide darkness over-
took him, but he enlisted the services of 
S. Bryant and together they went down 
to the West Dolores. They approadhed 
two-camp-fires, but at neither was found 
the object of the search, and they camp-
ed for the night. At daylight, Bryant 
went back to the burro-bridge to see in 
which direction the; woman's horse had 
gone and the sheriff went down the stream. 
He soon saw a loose horse which he rec-
ognised as the animal ridden from Rico 
by the woman and he laid low, waiting 
for somebody to turn up. He had not 
long to wait, as a friend of Cottle's came 
after the horse and the sheriff appeared 
and instructed him to lead the way to the 
camp. The party at first refused to do 
so, but a little perivasion induced him to 
change hiS mind and he lead the way up 
a rocky gorge thickly overgrown with 
brush. About half a mile back from the 
river they came in sight of a little tent, 
and as they .neared it, Cottle appeared. 
Swickhimer called to him to throw up his 
hands, which quickly went heavenward 
and the game was corralled. The whole 
outfit came to town yesterday afternoon 
acid the prisoner is in-jail. It is not like-
ly that he can get the required bonds, 
and he may be a guest of the county un-
til next May. 

Gus BRICESON, of Telluride, leader 
of the band, was in Rico this week and 
sold a lot of brick to the Yasadena. 

UP-TURNED column-rules in the Idea, of 
Durango, add emphasis to the sad news 
of the death of Jerome B., the seven-year 
old son of Mr. and Mrs. George Marsh, 
of Durango. 

IN Georgia the negroes used to say 
that when hornets suspended their nests 
from trees that it was a sure sign of a 
mild winter, but that if they were built 
on the ground. "white folkses must bury 
'taters mighty deep in de sawn-stalks." 
A Rico sage has discovered that in the 
fall proceeding a hard winter, the leaves 
of the quaken-asps begin to fall from the 
top of the tree. If the winter is to be 
mild, the leaves commence falling from 
the bottom. He says that last year the 
leaves started from the topand this fall 
from the bottom, but we're going to lay 
in our usual supply of coal, just the same.

The 
faces of these gentlemen are about as 
much alike as their names, and on stroll-
ing down the street Mr. Garrett was ac-
costed on every side with "Hello] Judge:

thing?" The "Judge" responded in every 
instance, and as by-standers who were 
better acquainted with Gerry appreciated 
the situation and did not interfere, the St. 
Joe man had a feast and after going the 
rounds, had a' pocket full of fine cigars 
and a very comfortable feeling underneath 
his vest.

COLEMAN'S BODY, 

Not Mouldering in the Grave." 
ANDY BRYDON and Bob Dunham re-

turned from their horse-hunting in the 
country west of us a few days ago. Near 
Naturits, they ran across the man who 
rescued the body suppoied to be that of 
the unfortunate J. A. Coleman, who was 
drowned last spring, at which time all 
search for the body disclosed no trace of 
its fate. A few days after the time of.  
Coleman's drowning, a person far down 
the river saw-what he thought was a body, 
going down the stream, but it was swept 
out of sight. As the waters receded, he 
frequently noticed buzzards circling round 
a little island in the stream, but supposed 
that' the carcass of a horse or other animal 
was the attraction. As summer advanced 
still further, the waters resumed their old 
accustomed channel and the little island 
again became a portion of the main land, 
separated from it by a few inches of back 
water. While building fence a month 
ago, a man was dragging timber through 
this mingled mud, water and sand and 
made a ghastly discovery, pulling up a 
grinning skull. Search for the remainder 
of the body resulted in finding, about 30 , 
feet away, most of the bones, which were 
nearly fleshless, having been stripped by  
carrion birds and prowling coyotes. The 
bones were gathered up, plated in a sluice 
box, and there they have lain ever since, 
protected from further ravages of wild 
beasts. No persons, friends, relatives or 
acquaintances of Mr. Coleman, have taken 
the trouble to ascertain whether or not 
these were his remains; so far as can be 
learned no inquest has been held, and the 
whole thing seems a trifle inhuman. It 
would not be difficult to identify the re-
mains: portions of the clothing were re-
covered and the filling of the teeth in the 
lower jaw is peculiar, and is part gold and 
part amalgam. Portions of a double-
breasted red flannel undershirt were about 
the body, and the brass buttons thereon 
were stamped with the letters "F D." 
Mr. Brydon tells us that the place where 
the body was found is on a placer claim 
on the San Miguel river, owned by W. H. 
Bennetts, Wm. Davidson and others of 
Rico.

A .ttevolution in muting 

The Ilion Citizen is now printed by 
electrical power and the types from which 
it is printed are set by a new machine, in-
vented by John L. McMillian, of Cam 
bridge, New York. A description of his 
piece of mechanism is given by the Citi-

zen. A simple method is devised where-
by the letters follow direct and uninter-
rupted course in all their movements. 
Two operators are required, one to mani-
pulate the key board and one to space out, 
while the distributor requires about one-
half the time of an attendant to feed the 
lines to it. The capacity of the machine 
is 5,600 ems per hour, and no power oth-
er than the finger key-board is required. 
The distributor is automatic in its distrib-
ution of the letters, and has a capacity 
equal to the setting machine. The face 
of the type is not touched in its passage 
through either machine. The Citizen 
boasts that it is the first journal to be 
printed by such power and process.

In the Honduras Forests, 
Ex-senator Tabor's recent investments 

in Honduras lend interest to a description 
of the American settlement, published in 
the New York Bun, We have here, says 
the writer, a settlement of Americans, 
one hundred miles from Belize, in the 
middle of a forest, or bush, as it is called 
here. It would frighten timid people to 
see the situation of our house. It is right 
in the wild woods. The brush is like a 
solid wall all around us, except a place 
large enough:for a yard and garden. The 
frame and floor of our house were made 
by the natives, the sides being closed in 
with long leaves forty or fifty feet in 
length and tied with vines. There is not 
a nail in the whole house, and the ground 
serves for a floor. Some of the settlers 
here plant orchards and send the fruit to 
New Orleans. Sugar cane is the crop at 
our settlement. It has to be planted only 
once in several years and what little cul-
tivation is necessary is done with the hoe, 
ft being impossible to plow the land, as 
the stumps are too numerous. The for-
ests are beautiful, and the mahogany tree 
is so common that we use its wood for 
our cooking stove. 

The hottest part of the year is about 
the mid of May, which is the close of the 
dry season, but heat even then is less 
than with you in Sumnier,for the sea breeze 
never fails us. The wet season begins 
the first of July and lasts until Christmas, 
and the weather then is pleasant-like our 
bright Fall days. It rains only at night, 
the sun shining hotly all day, But you 
never saw anything to equal the mud I 

The Carib', or natives, are very black, 
but it is considered a great insult to call 
them negroes. They are cleanly and hon-
est. They live on fish, confide, and green 
fruit. Carotids is a kind of bread which 
the natives make of roots, baking it on 
stones. It is very cheap, and we have 
*rimed to like it. Plantains, which are 
a coarse variety of bananas, aro a great 
help to the housekeepers, as they can be 
cooked in many different ways. 

One of our men shot a large jaguar, or 
tiger, which came Into our field after the 
oxen, and as we were told it was good to 
eat we tried it, finding its meat white and 
as tender as chicken. The natives cure 
meat by cutting it from the bone and 
hanging It in the hot sun to dry. One 
drawback to this beautiful country is the 
innumerable crowd of insects—ants, mos-
quitoes, gnats, and bugs of all sorts. 
There are, however, no house flies. No-
vember is the orange season, and we have 
a good many fine oranges, but we have 
to buy them at the coast, where they grow 
better than inland. But our lemon trees 
are loaded and breaking down with ripe 
fruit, and it is impossible for us to con-
sume them all. Lemonade custards and 
pies are a luxury we can indulge in with-
out expense. We treat ourselves to co-
coanut candy, too. The young people 
of this settlement have a fashion of get-
ting up dancing frolics, which are like 
our surprise parties at home, only they 
cook up baskets of provisions, as we do 
for picnics, and carry them with them. 
Sometimes the frolic lasts until after day-
light. We have some splendid game in 
these woods, among which is the gibnut, 
a beautiful Attitr animal, which cooked, 
tastes very much like a nice fat little pig. 

In September we planted a second crop 
of vegehrbles,including corn,butter beans, 
field peas, okra, cashews, and cucumbers. 
June and November are the planting sea-
sons. The fruits here are, I think, as a 
goneral thing, unwholesome, and we can-
not indiscriminately eat them. Every 
stick, fruit, leaf, or vegetable that you 
touch in this country leaves an indelible 
stain, so that our men and boys have giv-
en up white shirts except on Sunday. 
Malaria fevers are prevalent all the time. 
It is a fine place for poor people to eke 
out a living, but Americans cannot stand 
the climate. 

Trout Flaked With Gold. • 

Inyo (Cal.) Independent. 
The waters of Kern river and its tribu 

levies, excepting the headwaters of Whit-
ney creek, are occupied by the speckled 
brook trout so often found in the streams 
and lakes of the Sierra, whose meat is 
bard and sweet, because bred in water so 
fresh and cold. The species found in the 
headwaters of Whitney creek arc pecu-
har to that place and creek and are known 
as the "golden trout." They are found, 
as we understand it, at no other place in 
the world and have as yet secured no 
scientific name. They do not excel in 
delicacy of flesh the other varieties found 
here, but are noted for the beautiful color 
which flakes their sides, as purely golden 
as if they had been submitted to a coating 
of gold foil. This peculiarity of color 
and their distinct species is preserved by 
a natural barrier existing between them 
and the other varieties which are found 
in this creek- A aeries of high and rocky 
fells prevent other fish from ascending 
and mingling with them, and so from 
generation to generation they have thus, 
by a natural barrier, been able to pre-
serve their distinct character. 

At times some of them have descended 
into the lower courses of the stream, and 
a mixed tribe of trout, combining the 
speckled and golden trout, has been form-
ed, individuals of which are often caught.
