ERHARDT vs. BOARD, et. al.

Circuit Court U. 8. District of Colo-
rado, Segtember Special Term,
1881, at Pueble.

Discovery—-—Location— Time Allowed—
Upon the discovery of a lode bearing
silver in the public lands, a citizen is
entitled to locate a full claim, and he
has the time ..Hovcd by law to com-
pluc the location.

teesxHow M —A notice posted at
the point of discovery, specifying the
nature and extent of his claim, will
protect the locator’s right for the time
allowed by law in which to complete

* the location, although he may be ab-
sent from the claim during a part of
such time.

Same—Must Specify Buatent of Olaim.—
But if he fails to specify, ‘in his notice
of discovery and claim to the ground,
the extent of his claim, as that if ex-
tends a certain distance from the point
of discovery in a dircction named, it
will relate only to the place where it
stands.  As against others afterwards
locating in the vicinity, it will cover
only ground necessary for sinking a
shaft.

Estopped— T'respasser.—One who goes on
gronnd taken up by another for mining
purpeses during the temporary absence
of the first locator, and excludes him
therefrom, and thereby prevents the
first locator from completing his title,
shall not be permitted to allege any de-
fect in that title.

Ejectment for a mining claim in the
county of Dolores, called by plaintiff
Hawk lode, and by defendant Johnny
Bull lode. Plaintiff alleged a location
begun in June, 1880, by one Thomas Car-
roll, who was employed by plaintiff to
scarch for lodes, under an agreement to
give plaintiff four-fifths interest in all lo-
cations made by him, Carroll retaining
one-fifth for himself. Carroll testified
that he found at the place in controversy,
on the surface of the ground, indications
of alode, and with a pick, made an exca-
vation a foot or eighteen inches in depth,
which disclosed a lode very clearly, and
that he planted there a discovery stake,
claiming the lode for plaintiff and him-
self. The notice on the stake was in the
usual form, except that nothing was de-
clared as to the length of the lode, or its
extent in either direction from the point
of disesvery. The stake was set up on
the 17th day of June, and Oarroll return
ed to the place about the 1st of August
thereafter, with intent to resume work
and to sink the shaft ten feet or more,
and complete the locativn. Finding the
place occupied by Boaro and Hull, two of
the defendants, he was deterred from any
attempt to regain possession by threats of
violence ﬁom them. The threats were
not made to Carroll, but were communi-
cated to him by others. Aside from the
testimony of Carroll himself, to the effect
that thc, threats were communicated to
him, ther€ was nothing to show that they
were made during the time for complet-
ing the location; Dut some wWitnesses  tes-
med that they heard threats from the
parties in possession after that time.
Carroll also mid that the situation of the
defendants as “jumpers” induced him to
believe that they would resist his claim
with force. At all events he made no de-
mand for the premises, nor did he attempt
to go on with the work after he discover-
ed they were occupicd He applied to
plaintiff’s agent in Rico for assistance to
regain possession, which was denied him,
on thre ground that legal steps would be
taken for that purpose. Carroll’s testi-
mony was supported by other witnesses
on some points, which it is not necessary
to enumerate. A surveyor employed by
defendants to survey the ground for re-
location, without the knowledge of de-
1'011(141115 set up boundary stakes for
plamull 8 Hawk Iocation, and gave a de-
S rqmon of the premises, which plaintiff
inserted in a certificate of location, and

filed it for record within the time limited |

by statute for making and recording such
certificate. Neither Carroll nor plaintiff
sunk any discovery shaft on the ground
in dispute, or posted anotice of discovery,
except that mentioned by Carroll as hav-
ing been set up on the 17th of June.

At the close of plaintiff's testimony, de-
fendants moved for judgment of non-suit,
on the ground that plaintiff had not
shown a 10(' ition complete under the stat-
ute. Counsel urged that plaintiff could
have no right to thc possession except on
proof of all things necess ry to avalid
location, done within the time limited by
law; and this, although it should appear
that defendants prevented Carroll from
going on tc complete the location, by
threats or by oceupying the ground. And
it was said, that to give 1)1‘1111‘.i1f a right
of action, would be to declare the work
done by defendants in sinkir g a discovery
shaft, and putting up notice of discovery,
should inure to plaintiff’s benefit.

The Court said that no such presump-
tion could be indulged, and that it was
not necessary to assume that the work
bad been done by any one. If as con-
tended by plaintiff, defendants took pos-
session of the ground with knowledge of
Carroll’'s prior location, and prevented
Carroll and the plaintiff from going on
with the work, they should not have ad-

vantage of their own wrong. Under the
circumstances charged, the defendants |
could not be allowed to deny the force
and validity of plaintiffs location in any

wvay. The motion for jundgment was
denied.

Defendant Boaro then testified that he | s
made-the Johnny Bull location in the last |
{ days of June, 1880. That he found

nothing on the surface of the ground to
1i 2 nor any such vation

mentioned by the witness !

Carroll.  That upon all the teritory dov-

ered by the location, there was nuthmg
whatever, at the time he went on the
ground, to show that it had been located
on the 17th day of the same month, or at
any time. This witness was supported in
some portions of his testimony by others,
and, on the whole evidence, it must he
said that it was very conflicting oun the
principal points affecting the two loca-
tions. But it was conceded that the
plaintiff’s, if made at all, was prior to the
other in time.

In the course of the trial it became a
question whether the plaintiff, on evidence
of title to four-fifths interest in the Hawk
location, could have judgment for the
entire interest. = Counsel maintained, that
in an action against astranger to the title,
a tenant in common may sue for his co-
tenants as well as for himself. The point
was not then decided, ana afterwards
proof was offered by defendants of cer-
tain declarations of Carroll, to which
plaintiff objected, that he was not bound
by them. But the Court s aid, that if the
suit was brought for Carroll's interest, as
well as ‘that claimed by plaintiff in his
own right the declaration would be re-
cuved, as affecting Carroll’s -one-fifth in-
terest, Thereupon the phim,iﬂ' declared
that he would maintain his action for his
own interest. only, and the evidence was
excluded. Plaintiff askedleave to amend
his complaint, to demand four-fifths in-
terest instead of the whole, and it was al-
lowed him.

The Court charged the jury as follows:

Havrmrr, J.

First.—The first question for the con-
sideration of the jury is as to the discov-
ery of a lode or vein of silver bearing ore
by Carroll at the place in controversy. It
is incumbent on the plaintiff to show by
preponderance of. testimony, that such
discovery was made. On this point there
is the testimony of Carroll as to what he
found there, and some evidence on both
sides as to the condition of the groundin
thelocality. The position of the plaintiff
is, that the lode cropped out at che place.
and was clearly disclosed Dby the slight
work with a pick which Carroll testifies
to. The pesition of the defendants is,
that there was not on the surface of the
ground any indication of a lode. They
also claim that there was no excavation
whatever, such as mentioned by Carroll
at the place in controversy, at and before
the time of location by Boaro. . I am re-
quested by plaintifi’s counsel to add that
it is' not essential to the validity of a dis-
covery that the mineral bearing rock
should be found in place.

If the ouLcrop of the vein or body of
mineral bearing rock is found on the sur-
face, the ].nv “allows the discoverer the
period of sixty days from the date of his
discovery, for showing lhe vein or body
of mineral bearing rock to be in place at
a depth of ten feet or more from the sur-
face.

That proposition is correct.

The foregoing question, on which the
testimony is conflicting, you are to deter-
mine; and if, upon that, yeu find for the
plaintiff, you should proceed to matters
hereinbefore stated. If, on that point,
you find for defendants, your verdict will
be for them alone, without reference to
any other matter.

Becond,—If you find the first point for
plaintiff, a further guestion for your con-
sideration is, as to the posting of notice
at the pmnt of dlscmorv Tt is incum-
bent on the plaintiff to show by prepon-
derance of 1*%11‘1011},, as before stated,
that a notice of the discovery and of the
claim of thé locator was put up at the
point of discovery.

Notice in any other form would be as
effectual probably, but, as the plaintiff
claims that the notice was posted on the
claim, it is only necessary .to consider
whether that method was adopted.

Carroll testifies that he posted a notice
in his excavation at the point of discov-
ery, and there is some evidence of admis-
sions or declarations by Boaro when he
made his location.  This is a controvert-
ed question, similar to the first stated,
which you are to determine on the evi-
dence.

If you find that notice was posted, as
testified by Carroll, you should also find
that it was sufficient for the purpose for
which it was designed, with this modifi-
cation. It is evidence, and it seems to be
conceded by plaintiff, that the notice on
the stake contained no specification or de-
scription of the territory claimed by the
locator, as that they claim a number of
feet on each side of the discovery, or in
any direction thervefrom.

In this respect the notice was deficient,
and nunder it the locators could not claim
more than the very place in which it was
planted.

ing no bounds or limits, cannotbe said to
have any extent beyond what would be
necessary for sinking a shaft.

Third.—If you find these matters for
the plaintiff, a third question for your
consideration is, whether defendant Boaro,
in making the location under which de-
fendants claim, went into the slight exca
ration made by Carroli, and there Sunk
his own discovery shaft, or ran his own
cut, making that the basis of defendants’
location.

If he did so, the plaintiff having then a
right to locality, as before explained, the
entry of Boaro was an intrusion into his
territory, for which he may maintain this
action. But it should appear to you,
from the evidence, that Boaro entered at
ﬂw very place which had previously been

en by Carroll, because as Carroll’s no-
[}((, failed to specify the territory he wish-
ed to take, it could not refer to or embrace
any other place than that in which was
ple anted. - Possibly the rule here laid down
may be applicable to the case in which a
quent locator may sink his discovery
shaft so near to that of the m'~l lor:uto'-

| as to prevent further
[ in the develc ent of his claim.  But it

is not necessar dvert to that matter,

into the very place where Carroll made
his excavation and planted his discovery
stake, and there made a cut, shaft or oth-
er opening, on which to found his own
location. ;

That is the question in issue between
the parties,-and you should decide it on
the evidence.

Fowrth.—These things being found for
the plaintiff, a fourth question for your
consideration is whether Carroll, after dis-
covering the lode, abandoned it.

To perfect their locatign, it wasincum-
bent on the plaintiff m& Jarroll, .as the
locators of the cldim, to sink a discovery
shaft within sixty days after the date of
location, and to do the other things re-
quired by statutewwithin ninety days from
that date.  Failing in that, 1110y would
have no right whatever to the territory in
controversy. And although Carroll may
have intended to do the necessary work,
and perfect the location within the time
limited by statute at the time he set his
stake, if heafterwards abandoned that in-
tention, the plaintiff cannot recover. If
should appear to you, from the evidence
that the plaintiff and Carroll, at the time
the Hawk location was made, and contin-
uously thereafter, held and maintained
the purpese and intention to complete the
location,“and that they were prevented
from doing so by the act of Boaro and
Hull in taking possession of the place in
controversy, and excluding Carroll and
the plaintiff therefrom. It by the use of
reasonable diligence, the pl.unllff and Car-
roll could have obtained possession for
the purpose of doing the necessary work,
it was their duty to use such diligence.
If, by demand on Boaro and Hull they
could have obtained such possession, it
was their duty to make such demand.
But they were not bound to attempt to do

he work at any other place than that
which had been selected by Carroll nor
were they-bound to use force to gain pos-
session, or even bring’ an action therefor.
If they were excluded by Boaro and Hull
from the pnssession of the very place se-
lected by Carroll for his discovery cut or
shaft, with intent on the part of the lat-
ter to hold the ground against” them, it is
enough on this point.

1y al* questions must
be found for plaintiff, by preponderance
of testimony, to support a verdict in his
favor; for if, after one has discovered a
lode, and set up & notice of his claim to
it, and within the time fixed by law for
doing the work necessary to a valid loca-
tion, another coming on to the same place
and taking possession thereof, to the ex-
clusion of the firs st, shall not have advan-
tage of his own wrong; nor shall the sub-
sequent locator in such case he permitted
to allege anything against the right of the
first locator.

To permit the junior locator to deny
the right of the other, undersuch circum-
stances, would be to deny all remedy,
which cannot be allowed.

And, therefore, if the facts mentioned
arc established by the evidence, the regu-
larity and validity of plaintiff’s location
shall be assumed, and if upon the evi-
dence, you affirm the foregoing proposi-
tions for the plaintiff, your verdict should
be for him. If you deny any or all of
them, you should find for defendants.

Arrest of Meumeyer in Trinidad.
From the Trinidad News.

Some time since a telegram was sent to
the officers of Las Animas county from
Durango to the effect that a man named
James Neumeyer was either in this city
or coming this way, and gave a descrip-
tien of him, saying that h(, was wanted iz
ico for the murder of Grigsby, in that
place one year ago last May.

A diligent search was made through
the city at the time, but no such person
could be found. The matter had become
quite forgotten when the appearance of a
hard nut in town reminded Officer Kree-
ger of the telegram. He got the descrip-
tion and the fellow zmswercd to itin every
particular.  In order to get more con-
vincing evidence he 'lHOv\'Cd the fellow to
roam abo-lt; town until he could get word
from Durengo and on receipt of an answer
from there yesLerday afternoon he arrested
Neumeyer on Main street in front of the
Times office and with but little resistance.
Neumeyer has heen recognized by several
parties in Trinidad who were in Rico af
the time and they say positively that he is
the man. He is very reticent on the sub-
ject and an interyiew with him is impos-
sible, but this much we did learn: that
since leaving Rico nearly two years ago,
he has been through Utah, Arizona, New
and Old Mexico and has been following
various pursuits; sometimes driving teams
and sometimes mining, but. most of the
time gambling and doing general crooked
work. It would seem that Neumeyer was
arrested and placed under $4,000 bonds
and it is the efforts of his bondsmen which
have caused his arrest. This afternoon
Officer Kreeger had a talk with the pris-
oner and he acknowledged that he is the
man, and said that he was drunk at the
time when he jumped. his bonds. = The
reward will amount to near $400. Officer
Kreeger will surrender the prisoner to the
La Plata county ofiicials so scon as the
reward is forthcoming.

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Death of Michael J. Gavisk.

M. J. Gavisk, than whom none had
more friends and admirers in. the news-
paper world, and one of the most popu-
lar of prominent men in Colorado, was
laid in his last resting place, at the Riv-
erside cemetery, at Denver, on the 17th
of this month. Says the Denver Repubd-

lican: The funeral was largely attended
by a large concourse of people, who ex-
pressed their love for the dead and his
many noble attributes by their presence
at the last sad rites. The remains were
lying in state at the Executive chamber
during the morning, and hundreds of
people took their last sad look upon the
pallid face which in life was so beaming
and full of joy. The body was encased
in a handsome casket, on the top of
which were laid wreaths of flowers. The
floral offerings, which were tastefully
arranged about the coffin and in varicus
parts of the room, were very Dbeautiful
and expressive of the high esteem in
which Mr. Gavisk was held. There were
offerings from the Republican, News,
1imes, Tribune, Leadville Herald, Lead-
ville Democrat, the Press club, Governor
Pitkin and wife, Mr. and Mrs. E. K. Stim-
son, Henry Sparnick, W. A. H. Loveland,
Mrs. Wolfe Londoner, and Mrs. F. J. V.
Skiff.

One of the offerings was most signifi-
eant. In the centre of a flower design
were the figures “80.” To people unfa-
miliar with newspaper work the figures
were a dark mystery, but to all newspa-
per attachés the simple figures expressed
full meaning. “Thirty” means an end;
the closing of a report. When the “80”
comes at alate hour of the night, it means
to the weary laborers that their work is
finished. The expression originated
with telegraph men, with whom it means
“Good night.”

The Press club attended the funeral in
a-body, there being a full turn ont, not
only from home. hut from Leadville and
other points. The typographical Union
also attended in a large body.

At 2 o’clock the body was placed in
the hearse and conveyed to St. Mary’s
cathedral, on Stout strcet. The pall-
bearers were: Messrs Henry Feldwisch,
1. W. Woodbury, John Arkins, - Eugene
Field, Henry Sparnick, Wolfe Londoner,
E. Cowen, and H. Robinson. Following
the« hearse, and a carriage containing
Governor Pitkin and wife and Hon. E. K.
Stimson and wife, came the members of
tile Press club of Denver, and represent-
atives of the Typographical Union of the
oity, followed by carriages *containing
friends of the deceased. The services at
the cathedral were brief and impressive.
The Rovorand Kuathor paid a high culogy
to the deceased, especially to his cling-
ing to the Christian faith on his death-
bed, and impressed every one present
with the uncertainty of life and the cer-
tainty of death.

. After the usual impressive services of
the Catholic church had been completed,
the coffin was replaced in the hearse, and
the large concourse of mourners, seated
in carriages, followed the remains to the
grave. There were seventeen carriages
in all, and as the coriege slowly moved
through the streets, people bowed their
heads as it passed, and eyes filled with
tears. 'The services at the grave were
very short. Father Raverdy read a short
prayer, while the sad mourners, with the
weather at zero, stood with bowed heads.

The beautiful floral offerings which
the friends of poor Gavisk so. generously
placed around his dead body, will be sent
Bast to his sorrowing mother and brother.

Tue new Methodist Episcopal church
at Durango, situated on Third street, on
tlie Mesa, was dedicated lately. Rev.
Earl Cranston, Presiding Elder for the
Southern conference of Colorado, con-
ducted the-exereises. Previous to the cere-
emony & debt of $1,600 was lifted, the
congregalion promptly responding to Mr.
Cranston’s appeal. The edifice is the
handsomest of the kind in Southern Col-
orado, costing about £5,000. Certain in-
fluential parties there contemplate the
erection of an- opera house on H. and
Seeond sereets, in anticipation’of the big
beom in the early spring.

TuE last postmaster general, James,
made his department practically self-sus-
taining during the few months that he
administered it. During the quarter end-
ing Sept. 30, 1880, the expenditures were
$9,687,100.67 and receipts $9,490,706, a
doficiency of only $106.402 against a de-
ficzeney of $1,386,366 for the correspond-
ing quarter of the previous year. This
shows what can be accomplished by a
thoroughly honest and practical man, who
is not a politician or a jobber. If more
mwen of this class were placed in charge of
the departments at Washington there
would be vastly less extravagance, inef-
ficiency and corruption than at present.

RICO’S FIRST SERIOUS BLAZE.

At 1:45 a. m. yesterday, the alarm fire
was heard on Glasgow avenue, and was
first supposed to be a cry for help, by
some person who was distressed. But
on nearing the source from whence came
the alarm, a few citizens who had tarried
late, beheld the building of H. Duponte
enveloped in flames—a nice opening for
those in pursuit of labor. Within five
minutes from the time the first alarm was
given, about one hundred persons were
at the scene of action. At first attempts
were made to subdue the fames by the
use of snow, which produced but little
effect, other than to melt and flow in a
stream from the building, giving the buck-
et-men an opportunity to dip up water
nearer the fire. All who could find room
to work, labored zecalously, with little
hope of saving the main portion of Rico,
as most all the water used was carried in
the small fire-buckets from 100 to 200
yards, and the building was perfectly dry.
Before many citzens arrived fifty pounds
of blasting powder exploded, increasing
the heat and flame, but in no wise pro-
ducing the almost invariable damaging
effect of such -explosion. The powder
was only confined within cans which con-
tained twenty-five pounds each, and it is
supposed that becoming heated first at
the bottom, as the fire in the floor burn-
ed under the cans, the powder first ignit-
ed exploded with sufficient force to scat-
ter the bulk, igniting it in small particles
throughout the building. Buildings on
both sides caught fire, and were saved
by the strenuous efforts of the many who
were engaged in carrying and throwing
on water in rapid suceession. Nothing
could be accomplished with the kind of
hooks in use. Most of the members of
Rico Hose No. 1 were preseut, doing
all possible to protect the $150.000 worth

of properfy which would surély have
burned if the fire had not been *hed
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NEws building, now used as a cerpenter
shop, was the principal center of the en-
gagement, and if that building had not
been saved, the large merchandise house
of Cahn Brothers would have beew in un-
conquerable flames in but a few minutes,
and the continuous block would have been
burned as far as Campbell street, if the
breeze thus created had not carried it far-
ther on.

- Mayor Winkfield stationed
two special police there to watch the fire
till it died away. We are saved, but pre-
pare for the next.

Neumeyer will find it a difficult
matter to secure bondsmen now, having
treated Messrs. Waggoner and DeMasters
so shabbily before.

A Correspondent of the “Herald”
Gives Rico a Boost In His
San Juan Letter.

From the Néw York Herald.
A recent tramp over a great part of
what is known as “‘the San Juan country”
enables your correspondent to give posi-
tive information as to this fast develop-
ing silver bearing portion of this wonder-
Tand of Colorado. “The San Juan coun-
try,” so called, embraces a mountainous
region in-the extreme southwestern part
of the state over 10,000 square miles in
extent, an area larger than several of the
New England states combined. It com-
prises the countics of La Plata, Hinsdale,
Ouray, Dolores and San Juan and a por-
tion of Conejos. Nowhere in North
America are the mountains more grand
and picturesque, many of the towering
peaks reaching an altitude of 14,000 feet.
The parks are generally small, the valleys
narrow and the cafions deep and rugged.
The configuration of the surface is said to
bear an intimate resemblance to that of
the region surrounding the cclebrated sil-
ver mines of Potosi, in South America
These difficult and rugged surroundings
have retarded the development of the San
Juan mines, and it is a remarkable com-
mentary upon their abounding .wealth
when they could only be reached by a
stage journey of over two hundred miles,
and when all their supplies came in and
all their products were sent out over this
long and tedious road, that they should
atfract such general attention and attain
the wide celebrity they have. Generally
the mines are true fissure veins easily
found and readily traced; gray copper
and black sulphurets are found in all the
principal lodes and frequently rich streaks
of ruby silver, tellurium and chloride of
silver. During the past year the Denver
and Rio Grande railroad has been grad-
ually piercing the rocky fastuesses of this
country, bringing in an influx of popula-
tion and carrying out the vast amount of
silver and gold bearing ore that has been
for two years aecumulating under the
patient toil of hundreds of venturesome
miners, who had full confidénce in the
great ‘“find” upon which they had come.
Smelters located at Rico, Lake City and
Ouray have been night and day turning
Ainto bullion the raw ores brought to them
from the many mines of this section.
RICH IN MINERALS.

Recent developments at Rico, the town
from which I write, stamp it as one of the
most prolific, wealth-producing camps,
that have yet been discovered and when
all its advantages and resources are taken
into consideration, it stands forth as the
most self-sustaining mining district in the

Self-sustaining because within its
confines may be found coal, both bitumi-
nous and anthmcﬂc, the first-named pro-
ducing coke of the finest quality, admira-
bly adaptcd for smelters’ use, iron, lime,
lead, salt, fire clay, timber, and, in fact,
everything that is necessary for cheaply
producing bullion either by milling or
smelting process.  Within ten miles a
most beautiful agricultural country is
found. The town of Rico (a Spanish
word signifying rich) is picturesquely lo-
cated 1 & Deautirul valley, along which
courses the Dolores river, a never- failing
stream of . erystal svator, fod by the 111{11))

springs and brooklets bursting from the
mouantains which rear their lofty heads in
guardianship of the village they overlook.

In these mountmns—vw Telescope, El-
liott, Dolores and Expecldllon——\vhl :h
ne:n'ly surround the town, lie buried the
hidden treasure which in mass has for
centuries waited the toilers, and for about
cighteen months have the miners been
delving away with almost phenomenal
success to such good result that their labor
has developed the Rico camp as one of
the richest, if not the richest, sections of
the state. Here have been found some
of the most prolific, easiest mined, pre-
cious metal bearing veins yet discovered
and Lo-day Rico claims to have the largest
exposed body of ore to be found in'- the
state and the largest pay chute of ore in
the world. - This pay chute shows 1,000
feet in length of exposed ore of high
grade, the assays running from 180 to 400
ounces of silver. The ore in this camp
—taken from either of the four mountains,

cach of which appears to be equally rich
—is mostly mangancse and iron - oxides
carrying silver either as chlorides or sul-
phurets.

The present capacity of the working
mines is about five hundred tons of ore
daily, ranging in mill runs fiom ninety to
three thousand ounces of silver and one
hundred and sixty of gold. . The mines,
however, are but in a primitive state of
development. With the incoming season
and the advent of the railroad, now but
twenty miles distant, a larger increase of
population (now about two thousand) is
expected and four mills for the reduction
of ore are contracted to be erected. A
smelter is running night and day, ship-
ping daily bullion to the amount of $3,000,
while a large amount of high grade ore is
being d.ulv shipped to Pueblo and Den-
vers ior treatment. The town is a liv ely
one, free from any of the rowdy elements
which usually afflict new mining camps,
has a money order post office, two banks,
stores, assay offices, &e.  When it is 1
membered that all these evidences:of €iv-
ilization are the growth of less than two
years, in ajregion thought inaccessible
but a little while ago, the result seems
wonderful, even with a knowledge of the
enterprise and activity which character-
izes this Western people.  Southwest
Colorado will be heard from in the future
as the greatest silver producing section in
the nation, and in its output the record
of Rico will undoubtedly lead. I have
conversed with experts who claim that
there is more ore here than ever Leadville
contained; that it is easier mined, by rea-
son of .its soft character, and that-itis a
better climate for work by reason of its
