All of thepower, wisdom,
love and immortality of God
the Father and Creator and
all the inspiration and revel-
ation of the Holy Spirit are
concentrated in the p erson of
Jegus Christ. “‘In him dw ell-
eth all the fulness of the
Godhead bodily’" (C ol.
