Highlights from the Past to the Present begins its 
setting this week in Old Hansford and later moves to 
Spearman as we visit in the home of another well known 
Hansford County pioneer family, the A.F. Barkley Family. 

Beginning our story this week we look into the life of 
Mr . Albert Freeman Barkley first. Born in Greenwood, 
Missouri on May 6, 1876 to Mr. and Mrs. O.G. Barkley, 
Mr. A.F. Barkley was one of five children. His mother's 
maiden name was Mary Ellen Conner. Mrs. O.G. Barkley 
passed away when her son, A.F. Barkley, was only eleven 
years of age. Thriving for higher education in the best 
pioneer fashion, he worked at any honorable job in order 
to support himself and pay for his schooling. 

At the age of thirteen Albert Freeman Barkley accom-
panied his father to Texas from Missouri to settle near 
Seymour, Texas and later moving on to Crowell where he 
served as Assessor of the County. In either 190 3 or 
1904 Mr. A.F. Barkley moved to Guymon, Oklahoma where 
he took the position as "Locator" which included show-
ing newcomers land which was subject to be filed upon. 

Then in 1905 Mr. Barkley moved on to Hansford County 
where he settled at Old Hansford and founded the Hans-
ford County Abstract Company. At the same time Mr. 
Barkley filled the un-expired term of J.Y. Grubbs as 
Ccunty Clerk. 

Miss Gertrude M. Lyon was born in Versailles, Miss-
ouri on May 23rd 1877. Being one of nine children, she 
was the daughter of Mr. and Mrs. H.R. Lyon,her mother's 
maiden name being Nancy Eleanor Short. At a very yang 
age Miss Lyon accompanied her family to Kansas in 1879 
and later in 1882 she moved on to Denton, Texas by 
covered wagon. Attending public schools and North Texas 
Normal College, Miss Lyon became a school teacher, 
teaching several years in schools around Denton. 

Receiving an offer to teach in Hansford County, Miss 
Lyon came by herself to Guymon, Oklahoma by train 
where she was met by strangers but yet the family she 

madeher home with. She taught for two years at Grand 
Plains and then moved to Old Hansford where she taught 
for two more years. 

Since the Oklahoma Strip was open to homesteaders, 
Miss Lyon decided to file on a claim there. The law re-
quiring that a certain number of days must be spent on the 
land in order to prove up the claim, Miss Lyon planned 
her weekends in the manner which included her living 
in a dugout on the claim each weekend. She would take 
a friend along with her and in due time the land was deed-
ed to her. 

While teaching at Old Hansford Miss Lyon became 
acquainted with Mr. Barkley and on December 23, 1908 
the couple were married and made their home in Old 
Hansford living soon after their marriage in the home in 
which they lived the following days of their life. 

Mr. Barkley continued in the Hansford Abstract Bus-
iness and also served as Judge of Hansford County in 
1908 for one term. The couple were members of the 
Methodist Church of Old Hansford, both serving as active 
members. Four children were born to the couple who are 
Virginia, Reba, Freeman and Gertrude. 

Many outstanding points in Mr. Barkley's life may be

time she saw Mr. Barkley, she was a child of nine and 
was on her way to the Bert Ca tor home to play with 
Annie one warm day. While nearing the Cator home she 
recalled seeing Mr. Barkley in the yard pushing his tiny 
daughter in a,swing. Mr. Barkley gave her a warm smile 
which will never be forgotten. 

Mr. Barkley would often drop by the school and listen 
to the student's recitations which gave him great joy. 
He served as auctioneer for the functions presented in 
order to raise money for civic needs. 

Mr. Barkley was always the first to church on Sunday 
morning and had the fires built and the chuich dusted 
before the congregation arrived. He would pass out the 
hymnals and lead with the singing also leading in Sun-
day School. Mr. Barkley's sincere belief has been quoted 
as "A boy in Sunday School is a good boy." 

As newcomers would arrive in Hansford County in 
search for land and a new home, Mr. Barkley was often 
instrumental in showing them the county in his car and 
introducing them to the area farmers and ranchers. 

In 1920 the Barkley family moved their home as well 

as their belongings to Spearman where they settled on 
what is rimy,  Barkley Street. Mr. Barkley continued in the..  

Abstract business until 1929 'when he sold to his brother-
in-law, Mr. P.A. Lyon Sr. Mr. Barkley then became en-
gaged as an associate with Mr. E.C. Womble in the Hard-
ware business. 

In 1936 Mr. Barkley was elected to the County Judge 
position for Hansford County which he served loyally 
until his death in 1948. He is known as one of the quite 
remarkable men in our county. 

Mr. Barkley was an active civic worker. He served as 
President of the first Board of Trustees for the School in 
Spearman and was County School Superintendent. Being 
interested in education himself, Mr. Barkley helped the 
young teachers of our county to find a school and helped 
them in advice as well as counceling. 

As we spoke earlier, Mr. and Mrs. Barkley were very 
active in their church work and some of the first members 
after the charter members of •the Methodist Church of 
Spearman. Mr. Barkley served as Chairman of the Board 
of Stewards, and was on the Board of Stewards for sorre 
t hirty-three years. He was also Superintendent of the 
Sunday School for fifteen years. 

Mrs. Barkley served an active civic life being a mem-
ber of the Flower Club, Home Deomonstration Club and 
always prepared food for the meals for the Lions Club. 
She was a member of "The HomeMissionary Society "which 
later became the W.S.C.S. in both Hansford and Spearman. 
Mrs. Barkley often recalled the times she was at hand 
when many babies of the area were born. 

Living a life unforgettable to all Hansford County 

Citizens, Mr. Barkley helped all the area residents in 
settling their business problems as well as their private 
lifeproblems. His death came while he was in the Shattuck, 

Oklahoma hospital on October 11, 1948 at the age 	of 
seventy-two. Mrs. Barkley continued to make her home in 
the family home being quite active and carrying on with 

her church work. Mrs. Barkley passed away February 3, 

1963 in the Hansford County Hospital at the age of eighty 
five. The couple have six grandchi ldren and five great-
grandchildren. 

The children of Mr. and Mrs. Barkley include Mrs. 
Virginia Renfro of Brownfield, Texas, Mrs. Reba Huff-
hines of Amarillo, Texas, and Freeman Barkley and Ger-
trude Archer both of Spearman. 

The A.F. Barkley Family have been outstanding Hans-

ford County citizens being active in all the county affairs.  

Mr. Barkley's memorable terms as County Judge will never 
be forgotten by the citizens of the county as well as by 
his-fellow-pioneers. What would our county be without 
such remarkable families as the A.F. Barkley family?

Malathion, lindane, co-
ral, ronnel, toxaphene, cio-
drin, methoxchlor, ruelene, 
sevin and delvan are mater-
iasl which may be used for 
lice control on beef animals. 
They are usually applied as 
dips or sprays. A second 
application, usually two of 
three weeks after the first, 
may be needed to get new 
lice as eggs hatch. Usually 
two treatments will control 
the pest on beef cattle for 
the winter unless new ani-
mals are placed in the herd 
or feedlots. New stockshould 
be treated before putting 
them with clean animals. 

Lice generally cause milk 
production to drop in the 
dairy herd and weight loss 
in beef cows and reduced 
feed efficiency in 	feed- 
lots. 

You can't be too careful 
in carrying out the manufac-
turer's directions. Treating 
milk cows with the wrong 
insecticides, treating them 
while they are in milk pro-
duction or treating beef 
animals too near slaughter 
time can get you in trouble 
with the Food and Drug Ad-
ministration.

present God as an intrinsicly 
holy being who cannot (that 
is—it is impossible for God--
Father, Son, or Holy Spirit—
to do anything which is un-
holy) sin. Titus 1:2 says 
"In hope of eternal life 
which God that cannot--lie.." 
Using this text as a proof 
text, one muss confess that 
God is not capable of lying 
or presenting a false state-
ment. While you are looking 
at this text—and you should 
read it in your own Bibles—
underline the words eternal 

life for further on you'll be 
challenged concerning their 
meaning. 

In addition to the Titus 
passage, you should look at 
Hebrews 7:26 for a divine 
estimation of Jesus Ch rist—
God the Son. "For such an 
high priest became us, who 
is holy, harmless, undefiled, 
separate from sinners and 
made higher than the heavens; 
who needeth not daily, to 
offer up sacrifice first for 
his own sins and then for the 
Peoples: for this he did once 
when he offered up himself." 
These scriptures clearly shov 
to the man whose heart is 
open to the Bible 's plain 
speech that God is absolutely 
holy. He has absolutely no 
sin—James says in descrip-
language that in God "...is 
no varibleness neither 
shadow of turning." (Jas. 
1:17) He is so radiant in 
holiness that he does not 
cast a shadow regardless of 
how much He may turn; not 
only is He light but He 
dwells in the light-1 John 1: 8 
"...as He is in the light.:'. 
God is holy and if we are to 
go to Him we must be Holyto 
be fit for His presence. 

Ah! you say--we have you 
there; no man can ever be 
holy; no man can ever be as 
righteous as God is right-
eous; for man is a sinner as 
Paul clearly teaches in 
Romans 2:23 "for all have 
sinned and come short of the 
glory of God. True, one must 
needs confess—if one is a 
student of Holy Writ—that 
man is by birth and by choice 
a sinner. This being a fact 
and the validity of God's 
holiness being a fact, how 
can a sinful man ever have 
relationship, communion, or 
fellowship with God. Can he 
fit himself for God's presence 
can he stop sinning and, by 
so doing, approach God. 
The answer is a clear—cut 
one--backed up by many 
scriptures; Titus 3:5 "not 
by works of righteousness 
which we have done"; Eph. 
2:8 "not by works lest any 
man should boast", Phil. 
2:9 "...not having mine own 
righteousness...". No man 
can do nothing to make him-
self acceptable to God.
