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The Live Oak Fund

For the past § months residents of the
quiet ranching/community of Hansford
County in the¢ Texas Panhandle have
been struggling with crisis - not farm
foreclosures but something equally
threatening to their wav of life. On
December 16, 1985, they read in the
Amarillo Globe News that American
Natural Resources - a Detroit based
company - was planning to build a PCB
waste dump on the land that had
supported them for four generations.

Hansford County is one of the most
prosperous agricultural areas in Texas,
and it's fourth generation farmers and

ranchers describe themselves as people
who “‘tend to mind their own busi-
ness'’'. But with their land, health, and
even their way of life suddenly threaten-
ed, they are fighting.

Their first meeting drew 500 people,
and it was only a matter of days before
Citizens Against Poisonous Pollutants
was formed. Now they are taking their
fight across the state and the country.

Last week they received their first
outside support - a grant of $2500 from

the Live Oak Fund,

In Houston, the ACLU chapter has

been receiving 30 to 40 calls a month
concerning rights abuses related to
AIDS. Houston has one of the largest
numbers of AIDS cases in country, and
abuses have gone to the extent of
employees being fired because they did
volunteer service work with AIDS
victims, Their has been no coordinated
program of legal assistance in Texas to
date.

This week the Clark Read Foundation
of the Houston ACLU will begin a pilot
project of attorney training and tele-
phone assistance for Victims of AIDS
related discrimination. Seed money for
this project came from the Live Oak
Fund.

As Texas' only public foundations
committed to supporting community

based activism, the Live Oak Fund
supported nine other organizations this
spring, including ADAPT a group of
disabled activists fighting for accessible
public transit; a group of students at
Texas A&M forming a chapter of the
National Organization for Women; and
Refugio Del Rio Grande, a refugee
camp in Harlingen offering legal assis-
tance and sanctuary to war refugees
from Central America.

The Live Oak Fund for Change is an
unendowed public foundation support-
ing community activism on issues of
poverty and social justice, environmen-
tal safety, peace and disarmament. Live
Osk accepts proposals from community
groups twice a year, and has a statewide
Board which currently distributes $50,-
000 annually in grants, The fund itself is

supported by over 500 contributors,
both large and small.

Heavy Rains

The Palo Duro River Authority
(PDRA) budget, effective July 1, is tied
to consideration of a proposed bond
election - to be held possibly as early as
August 9 -to raise an estimated $12
million. The money would be used to
fund the construetion of a 4,900 - foot
earthen dam in Northwestern Hansford
County. The money would also furnish
recreational facilities for the lake the
dam would create.

The bond issue would raise only an
estimated half the cost of the dam. The
Texas Water Development Commission
will provide another $10 million for
storage in the lake.

The Palo Duro authority has used that
rate for the last 10 years, a period when
the authority was essentially a single
county taxing enitity, notes Johnnie Lee
of Spearman, general manager.

The evolution of a State or Recollec-
tions of Old Texas Days by Noah
Smithwick is a book about which J.
Frank Dobie says, ‘‘best of all books
dealing with life in early Texas." Noah
Smithwick, author, was an old man,
blind and near his ninethieth year,
when his daughter recorded these
words.” [ was but a boy in my
nineteenth year, and in for adventure
when I started out from Hopkinsville,
Kentucky, with all my worldly posses-
sions, consisting of a few dollars in
money, a change of clothes, and a gun,
of course, to seek my fortune in this lazy
man's paradise.’’

A blacksmith and a tobacco smug-
gler, Noah Smithwick made weapons for
the Battle of Concepcion, and he fought
in that battle. With Hensley's company,
he chased the Mexican army south of
the Rio Grande after the Battle of San
Jacinto, Twice he served with the Texas
Rangers. In quieter times, he was a
postmaster and justice of the peace in
little Webber's Prairie.

Eyewitness to so much Texas history,
Semithwick recounts his life and adven-
tures in a simple, straightforward style,
with a wry sense of humor, His keen
memory for detail, what the people
wore, what they ate, how they worked
and played - vividly evokes the sights,
sounds, and the smells of the frontier.

Are vi wanvus eveats - Lae Fall of lae
Alamo, the Battle of San Jacinto, the
Mier FExpedition. But less historic
occasions, like “‘bear hunting,”” “A
sumggling trip to old Mexico,” and
“Camping with Comanches,”’ make
lively reading, too.

This new addition of a Texas classic
that was first published by the Dallas
Morning News, makes widely arailable
for the first time in many yeurs the
recollections of a real pioneer.

Sales Tax

State Comptroller Bob Bullock Wed-
nesday said a downward slide in sales
tax collection last month confirmed that
the energy collapse has spread to other
sectors of the Texas economy.

Bullock said there was a 4.4 percent
falloff in sales tax collections in May
compared to the same month a year
ago.
**The downturn in oil has finally set in
motion a wave that's soaking the rest of
the Texas economy,”’ Bullock said.

He said collections in May this year
amounted to $438.4 million compared to
$458.7 million for the same month last
year.

Bullock said the $20.3 million drop
was due to declines in retail sales,
services, construction and oil and gas.

Last month, he said, taxes attribut-
able to retail sales were up 10.9 percent
while May’'s collictions showed a 10.7
percent decline.

Texas from services were down 12.7
percent in May , reversing a 15.5
percent gain in April. =

Texas from oil and gas were off by
abut 40 percent and construction was
down about 18.5 percent.

He said last month’s sales tax
collections were the first time this year
that the monthly income has fallen
below the same month of the pervious
year.

Bullock said the downturn had been
predicted because of falling oil prices.

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“MR. AND MRS. HOOEY", also
known as Mr. and Mrs. LW. Ayres of
Rt. No.3 in Gruver are responsible for

Last week, we interviewed LW.
Ayres and the more we talked about
clocks, the more I found out about his
variety of interests. Of course, you can't
talk to him very long until suddenly,
you'll find him approaching the subject
of two nine inch dowel rods one of which
has a two inch propeller at one end with
sixteen notches carved in the middle of
the stick.

Now for all you **Old-Timers" of the
Gruver area, this is an ‘‘old"’ story. But
for the newer generation and for certain
people who have been here for over 36
years but don't know about these
famous sticks LW. will say, ‘‘do you
know what a Hooey Stick is?"' After
retreiving your tongue from your throat
and muttering ‘**huh’'? and he begins
demonstrating the Hooey Stick. The
nine inch stick is held firmly in one
hand, while the other hand rubs
vigorously over the notches with anoth-
er stick, six inches long. The propeller
turns when the notches are rubbed with
the other stick. The thumb and fore-
finger on the hand holding the smaller
stick is placed alternately on either side
of the larger stick, which changes the
direction of the propeller.

Ayres says the word ‘' Hooey'' and at
the same time changes the pressure on
the notched stick. Well to make the
story short Ayres says he enjoys
watching the expressions on peoples
faces when he makes the gadget
operate on command of the word
**Hooey."'

Well, since I started out a story on a
clock collection, I guess I's better
continue.

In 1974, J.W. and Mary attended the
organization meeting of the ''5 States
Clock Collectors” at Amarillo. At this
meeting, a member offered the owner of
a French Clock and Candelsticks $225.
for the set. But the owner didn't like the
man that offered $225. And chose to
sell it ot Mary for $200 for which she
always cherished.

Another unusual clock was the type
used in 16th century. It has all wood
gears, with only one hand and a rock on
a cord powers the clock, and a small
rock to keep the cord straight. Other
clocks of an antique value would be a
tear-drop clock made in 1891. It is
known as a Monarch a replica of the old
clocks and is a 3/day clock. Also in the
group picture, the taller clock is an 18th
Century Clock given to J.W. by Mrs.
Guy Lewis from Indiana whose land he
farmed for 39 years. The small black
clock is a French type, and the next is
known as a kitchen clock bought in
Gateling, Tenn., in the edge of the
Smokey Mountains. In the corner of the
group picture, this clock is known as a
30 hour 0.G. clock. Ben Haris' dad
bought a clock like this in 1903 that is a
Ray Ingraham clock. It has a colorful
scene done in glass in the lower case.

The Camel back Seth Thomas was
ordered sight unseen by J.W. and it has
plague on the front of it that reads
*presented to William Francis Magie as
a token of their esteem-class of 1925
on the back of the clock is a label that
says "' Skind and Sons 1110 Chestnut St,
Philadelphia’. J.W. wrote the National
Clock Co. and they said Seth Thomas
made this clock from 1922-1927. They
said they befieved the SKind and Sons
Jewelers are still in business. It is a No.
118, with No. 77 chime. The suggested
retail price was $60.
