The above-ground facility would
be licensed to hold 20,000 cubic
yards of PCB-contaminated soil
and other solids, which would have
a PCB concentration of less than
500 parts per million, according to
the ANR application

If approved, the facility could
begin to take wastes sometime next
spring. Wastes would be transport
ed to the Panhandle by trucks

PCB is a toxic chemical known
to cause cancer, liver disease, skin
lesions, reproductive failures and
gastric disorders

According to Karen L. Brown of
the EPA’s regional office in Dallas,
the manufacture of PCB has been
prohibited since 1979, but it is still

revalent since it was widely used
in lubricants and insulating fluids
until then.

Mike Brogan, ANR spokesman,
said until 1973 the company used a
fire-retardant lubricant that con-
tained PCBs at its compressor sta-
tions along the ANR natural gas
pipeline.

Some of the compressor lubri
cant leaked into retention ponds at
the compressor stations, contami-
nating the soil beneath, Brogan
said

There has been no evidence of
PCBs migrat.ng from the ponds

Brogen said, but ANR began re
moving the contaminated soil and
disposing of it at a commercial ia-
cility in the Midwest. The disposal
faciﬂt{ shut down, however, so
ANR had to find another place to
put the soil.

Brogan said the company hired
a consulting firm that finaily rec-
ommended ANR build its own per-
manent disposal facility in the Pan-
handle.

The consulting firm identified
Hansford County as a good site be-
cause the water table there is close
to 300 feet deep, Brogan said. Also,
the soil lacks moisture and has low

permeability.

The p facility would
have diked walls 11 feet high and 23
feet thick, Brogan said. inside
would be lined with clay and anc

plastic.

Another ANR spokesman, Joe
Martucei, said the project would
cost aboul $300,000 and that ANR
likely would hive a local contractor

a subsidiary

for the construction

The was.e would come from 10
to 16 sites in Ohio, Indiana, Tennes
see, Mississippi, Louisiana, Kansas
and Texas

Martucel could not say how
many of the 10 to 16 sites would be
cleaned up. ANR may elect to leave
some of the PCB-contaminated soil
in place, he said

Ken Kramer, a Texas lobbyist
for the Sierra Club, said he was
surprised to hear that a company
was proposing a PCB landfill be-
cause most discussions on PCB dis-
posal have focused on incineration.

“l have not heard recently of
any attempt to build either below-
grade or above-grade PCB landfills
in Texas, so this would be rather
unusual at the present time,” he
said

Brown said that the EPA re
quires PCBs to be incinerated only
if they are in concentrations of
more than 500 parts per million

“It's always optimum to destroy
hazardous materials rather than
long term storage but the econom-
ics of it come into play,"” she said.

Incineration, Brown explained,
is far more expensive than landfill
burial

“If this waste was of a higher
concentration level, then the EPA

wouldn't accept storage of it,"" she
said. “The way they're piaposing
to do it, it shouldn't present any en-

vironmental hazard.”

Hansford County Judge R.L.
McClellan said he had heard no
comments from local residents
about the proposed dump site. He
said he had spoken with ANR offi-
cials about the proposal and didn't
think it was going to be a problem.

Kramer said ANR may have dif-
ficulty obtaining insurance for the
facility tu provide funds in the
event of a disaster.

“It's increasingly difficult to in-
sure any kind of hazardous waste
facility,” he said. “A number of
companies that heretofore have
been involved in insuring hazord-
ous waste facilities are beginning
to either pull out of the field or
raise their premiums."”

Kramer said insurance compa-
nies are pulling out of the hazard-
ous waste business because there is
virtually no end to to their liability
in the event of a disaster.

Kramer said ANR, as an alter-
native to insurance, could either es-
tablish bonds or provide a state-
ment of financial security sufficient
to cover potential liabilities.

Martucei said ANR had no
comment about how the facility
would be insured
~ According to the Citizen's Clear-
inghouse for Hazardous Waste, a
national information center in Ar-
lington, Va., only nine sites in the

Will Collettee, program director
for the clearinghouse, said the ANR
facility, if licensed, could become a
regional or national dumping
ground for PCBs in the future

The wastes placed there will be
toxic ‘or at least 100 years, he said,
and in that time ANR could sell the
facility to a waste management
company

‘It happens all the tiime,’
Collettee said. “Mergers and acqui
sitions in the waste business are
just so rapid and so extensive that
they're almost impossible to fol-
low."

Brogan could not say what ANR
would do with the facility in the fu-
ture. But he said ANR would be fill-
ing the site Lo its capacity so, even
if a waste management company
were to consider the site, it still
would have to get EPA approval
for expansion

Kramer agreed it would be diffi-
cult for a waste management com-
pany to buy ANR's site and convert
it into a commercial dumping
ground, but he said it could be a
possibility in the future.

Steve Lester, science adviser for
the clearinghouse, said every toxic
waste landfill in the nation so far
has leaked. He said the ground wa-
ter in Hansfor I County. although it

15 300 feet down, could be in danger
of contamination if the proposed
site goes into operation.

_ "A landfill is going to leak and it
Is going to create problems in the
future,” Lester said “Monitoring it
Is only going to tell you that it's
leaking, but you can't just patch up
a landfill.”

Lester said the biggest hazards
involved in a PCB landfill may re-
sult from transportation accidents.

In a windy climate like in the
Panhandle, contaminated soil could
be scattered quickly in the event of
an accident, he said.

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Gruver Library

A new book in the Gruver City
Library is a FIELD GUIDE TO
AMERICAN WINDMILLS, by T.
Lindsay Baker. Before the develop-
ment of the first self-governing
windmill, settlement of the upland
areas of the American West was
almost impossible. Windmills were
needed to pump underground water
to the surface. As soon as their design
and manufacture had been perfected,
the mills became the most prominent
feature of the American landscape,
not only in the western two-thirds of
tha nation but also in the East and
plmwhrl_g in the Middle East
Besides supplying the needs of
farmers and ranchers, windmills
performed such tasks as pumping
water to the roofs of New York
tenements, cleaning out mine shafts
and ships' bilges, and providing
water for the boilers of locomotives.

This guide to America's windmills
is both a complete general history of
turbine-wheel mills and an identifica-
tion guide to the 112 most common
models, which still dot the landscape
today. With this guide a traveler or
enthusiast crossing the plains and
prairies of North America can identify
virtually every farm-style windmill
that he or she can see with a good pair
of binoculars. The guide also serves a
as a handbook for the restoration of
antigue mills.

In his lively narrative T. Lindsay
Baker clearly explains the technical
evolution of the mills and shares a
wealth of windmill folklore. Among
the 376 illustrations are unpublished
historical photographs, long-lost en-
gravings, field photographs by the
author, and detailed India-ink draw-
ings of the 112 most popular designs.
Appendices indentify all the known
windmill models from the 1850s to the
present day. The comprehensive
bibliography is the first published list
of source materials on the history of
windpower utilization.

T. Lindsay Baker holds degrees in
history and geography from Texas
Tech University. He is the author of
several books on Texas history and
immigration. During his 15 years of
research for A FIELD GUIDE TO
AMERICAN WINDMILLS he traveled
to most of the United States and to
Canada, Mexico, Great Britain, and
Germany, as well as spending a year
on a Fulbright Fellowship in Poland.
He has also been actively engaged in
the conservation and restoration of
antigue windmills, as well as being
the published of the quarterly WIND-
MILLERS GAZETTE.

One of the largest collections of
restored functional antique mills is
privately owned by J.B. Buchanan
between Spearman and Stinnett. This
unique windmill collection is featured
