Some people say the New Year's 
resolutions - like diets - are made to 
be broken.

Set both short-term and long­
term goals.

Dislodged Tooth Can Be Saved
It looked like a touchdown run, but 

he was tackled on the 10-yard line. He 
got up, but one tooth remained on the 
ground.

Every year thousands of children’s teeth 
are knocked out in contact sports or 
accidents. But just because a tooth is dis­
lodged, doesn’t mean it’s lost for good.

If you follow five simple steps, recom­
mended by the American Association of 
Endodontists, you can help save that 
tooth:

1. Stay calm and locate the tooth. If it’s 
still in the mouth, gently push it back in­
to the socket.

2. If the tooth has fallen out of the 
mouth, pick it up by the top, or crown, not 
the root.

3. Place the tooth in the socket or in the 
mouth between the cheek and gum. For 
a young child who might swallow the 
tooth, a parent or adult can hold the tooth 
in his or her mouth. The tooth can also be 
placed in a cup of milk or water.

4. Do not attempt to scrub or clean the 
tooth because you may damage the cells 
of the root. 'Die dentist will carefully 
cleanse the tooth before replanting it.

5. Don’t worry about the time of day or 
night; call your family dentist or an 
endodontist immediately. Endodontists 
are dentists who specialize in root canal 
therapy and have special expertise in 
treating traum atic in juries and 
emergencies.

better your chances are of saving the 
tooth. After the tooth is replanted, root 
canal therapy probably will be needed to 
remove the inner tissues of the tooth 
that may have been damaged by the 
injury.

Many replanted teeth last a lifetime 
with proper oral hygiene and regular den­
tal checkups.

Tooth injuries can be prevented with 
protective mouthpieces. The number of 
face, teeth and mouth injuries among high 
school football players dropped from 50 
percent, to less than 1 percent following 
mandatory mouthpiece regulations.

Although nearly one-fourth of all adult 
Americans will require at least one root 
canal treatment in their lifetimes, many 
people are not familiar with the term 
endodontist. Endodontists are dentists 
with two years’ additional training in root 
canal procedures. Their specialty includes 
treating physical trauma to the mouth 
and diagnosing pain.

Q. Arc Ibe police ever called out to assist parents when their child's party has gotten out ol

A. Yes. Most problems arise at parties involving high school age children and usually in 
situations where parents are absent. The two major problems at these parlies are uninvited 
guests and the consumption of alcohol. I recall one incident in which a fifteen-year-old was 
rushed to the hospital near death because of the amount of vodka he had consumed. Again, 
this happend at a party where no adults were present.
Q. What arc parents* responsibilities when their child has a party In their home?
A. Most parents arc ignorant o f the law in this regard. Many have called the police depart­
ment to inquire about their responsibilities. Parents should know that there are criminal 
charges that can be brought for serving alcohol to minors and for risking injury to minors. 
Penalties o f up to one year in prison, fines runging up to* S I,000, or both, may result i f ; 
parent is caught allowing minors to consume alcohol.
Q. What advice would you give to parents who want to allow their child to have a party? 
A . First there must be parental supervision. Parents are legally responsible for whaJ hap- 
pens to minors in their horn?. Second, do not allow alcoholic beverages to be served. Limit 
tl»e numberoTgucsts and let the party be "b y  invitation only." A  word-of mouth general 
invitation brings party crashers.

C O L L E G E  STATION —  Rather 
than worry about why students can't 
play, parents should be concerned 
about why they can’t pass, says the dean 
of the Ifcxas A&M University College of 
Education.

"Something is wrong with the sys­
tem,” said Dean C. Corrigan. “Recent 
figures show that a large percentage of 
Texas high school students are failing 
one or more courses. I f  half o f a doctor's 
patients died somebody would start ask­
ing questions about the way medicine 
was being practiced."

Corrigan’s comments came at the end 
of the first six week grading period in 
which the state’s no-pass, no-play rule 
makes students ineligible for extracur­
ricular activities if they fail to pass all 
subjects. Reports from throughout the 
state indicate many students failed to 
maintain their eligibility.

Corrigan was critical of the heavy 
emphasis on test scores as a measure of 
student worth.

“One of the most frightening aspects 
of the current emphasis on testing is that 
the push for high test scores may be­
come a device for weeding students out 
of the school system,” Corrigan said.

“The worst thing that could happen is 
in five years the average SAT score or 
state mandated test score increases and 
we learn that the reason for the increase 
is that the 20 percent of the students 
who needed help the most were pushed 
out of school."

Corrigan, who served on the state­
wide Perot committee which proposed 
the no-pass, no-play standards that 
were incorporated into state law, said if 
students can’t pass the tests, educators 
should examine the curriculum and 
teaching methods us well as students.

“We’ve got to stop blaming the vic­
tims," he said. “The aim of a school is to 
help young people succeed academ­
ically. We must make our schools better, 
not just tougher. Success is the primary 
motivator for quality, not threat.

“Our schools are supposed to help all 
children become all they are capable of 
becoming,” said Corrigan. “If they have 
worked as hard as they can in school 
they should not he made to feel like 
failures for life."

Community disaster plan 
aids redevelopment and 
reduces future losses

CO LLEG E STATION —  During the 
emotionally-charged days following a 
major hurricane, local governments are 
often so swept up in pressing issues that 
redevelopment occurs in high risk areas 
without proper planning, says a Texas 
A&M University researcher who stud­
ies community response to disasters.

“People tend to redevelop even more 
rapidly after a hurricane," said Dr. Philip 
Berke, an architectural research scientist, 
in response to inquiries prompted by 
Hurricane Gloria. “Local authorities have 
the authority to manage development, but 
people urgently want back into their 
homes, businesses want to start selling 
their goods and water systems need to be 
restored. With these pressing issues, long

range plans and orderly reconstruction 
often is tabled."

Because of these pressures, he said, 
communities need to prepare in ad­
vance for natural disasters. Commu­
nities that are best prepared seem to 
come through a disaster with less 
chance of loss of life and less total 
damage to highways, water systems and 

‘ residential development, Berke said.
Berke believes both federal and local 

.governments should be more concerned 
with reducing future losses than with 
financing the same kinds of develop­
ment in the same low-lying, high-risk 
areas.

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Are PCBs Really Harmless?

In the current controversy con­
cerning a toxic waste dump for 
polychlorinated biphenyls (PCBs), 
we should minimize the poten­
tial dangers of these compounds. 
The issue is more than political; it 
bears greatly on the health and 
welfare of animal and human life 
for a wide area surrounding the 
proposed site.

A large body of scientific data 
suggests that life-long exposure to 
PCBs or their contaminates may 
ultimately prove harmful.

PCBs are a group of chlorinated 
hydrocarbons that were first intro­
duced into U.S. industry in 1929. 
Their physical properties of chemi­
cal stability, low volatility, and 
nonflammability led to their wide­
spread use in electrical capacitors, 
hydraulic and lubricating fluids, 
and transformers. Some estimates 
are that by 1970 over a billion 
pounds of PCBs had been produced 
and sold in the United States.

By the 1960s, with development 
of assays for PCBs, it became 
apparent that these compounds 
were classic enviromental pollu­
tants because they were widely 
distributed in sedim ent from 
oceans, in lakes and finally in 
human fat tissue. Because of the 
extreme chemical stability of these

compounds, their enormous affi­
nity for fat tissue in mammals, and 
because they are destroyed only to 
a limited degree in mammals, 
these compounds typify biomagni­
fication. That is, they tend to build 
up in the food chain of all mammals 
and progressively accumulate in 
humans and other species. The 
insecticide DDT is another pesti­
cide that builds up in the food chain 
to such a degree that it has almost 
destroyed the eagle population in 
the U.S.

Three industrial accidents have 
occured in the past 18 years in 
which human foods were contami­
nated with PCBs -- one in J apan in 
1968, another in Michigan in 1973, 
and one in Taiwan in 1979. Since 
the outbreak o f ’Yusho Poisoning” 
in J apan, where over 1000 people 
were poisoned with rice oil conta­
minated with PCBs, interest in 
these compounds that persist in our 
enviroment has been mounting. 
Most of our knowledge of acute and 
chronic PCB toxicity has been 
derived from these poisonings. 
Contamination of dairy cattle feed 
in Michigan in 1973 spread the 
compounds to a large number of 
humans. A number of studies 
concerning the transport of PCBs 
into human breastmilk resulted 
from this contamination.

A good deal of the difficulty in 
studying these compounds has 
been determining the poisonous

component. Unfortunately most 
PCB fluids contain a wide variety of

polychlorinated hydrocarbons The
difficulty is to decide which cornua 
nent is most and least toxic. For 
instance, the PCB oil ^  j  m 
contained a significant amount of 
PCDFs also called polychlorinated 
dibensofurans, which are manv 
times more toxic than certain 
PCBs. Therefore, the potential 
toxicity of the PCBs must likewise 
include estimates of the toxidty of 
the “ minor” components such as 
the PCDFs as well.

Because of the potential danger 
of these compounds, there are no 
reliable data on the disposition of 
PCBs in humans. In other words 
we don’t know exactly what goes 
where and how fast it disappears. 
Animal studies have demonstrated 
clearly that the PCBs can be 
absorbed orally, from pulmonary 
circulation, and by penetration 
through the skin. Distribution 
throughout the body is rapid, but 
the PCB is finally stored for long 
periods in fat tissue. Because the 
PCBs are metabolized very slowly, 
they have the potential to stay in 
the human body (and accumulate) 
for many years. Blood levels (and 
many of the symptoms) from the 
Yusho poisonings in Japan have 
remained detectable for over 9 
years and probably are still detect­
able. We should further remember,

that although the blood level may 
be small, much higher levels exist 
in the fat tissue, and only small 
amounts ever penetrate to the 
blood stream where they are 
detected. In other words, just 
because the blood levels are low, 
doesn’t necessarily mean that the 
levels stored in various parts of the 
body are similarly low.

Studies in animals have demon­
strated that the acute toxidty of 
PCBs is rather low when admini­
stered as a single dose. However, 
after a latent period of 5-6 months 
of continuous exposure a wide 
variety of symptoms begin to occur.

In humans, fetal toxidty is of 
particular concern. Two of the 
Japanese mothers had stillbirths, 
and almost all of the exposed 
mother’8 offspring had abnormal 
skin p igm entation. T h erefore, 
PCBs are obviously transported to 
the fetus. Many of the infants from 
this group were small for gesta­
tional age when bom. A number of 
studies in animals have demonstrar 
ted a significant degree of sponta­
neous abortions and birth defects 
after chronic exposure to PCBs. At 
the present time, we do not know 
the degree of transport of PCBs to 
fetal tissue, nor the amount re­
quired to produce significant tera- 
togenisis (birth defects) during the 
early stages of fetal development. 
Although small in comparison to 
the mother, the amount of PCBs in 
fetal drculation may be large in 
comparison to the fetus. As with 
many drugs, exposure to PCBs 
during the early stages of develop­
ment may find the fetus particu­
larly vulnerable.

Several PCB mixtures have been 
shown to be carcinogenic (cancer 
causing) in laboratory animals. 
Therefore there is potential for 
concern in human populations ex­
posed over long periods of time. 
Studies thus far suggesting a 
possible link between PCBs and 
cancer have been limited by small 
sample size and exposure to other 
carcinogens in our enviroment 
(such as smoking). One study by 
the National Institute of Occupa­

tional Safety and Health found no 
relationship between PCBs and 

At the same time.canoer. this
study was critized because it only

reviewed 15 years following expo­
sure. Many substances (particu­
larly asbestos) are latent carcinco­
gens, and may require as many as 
20 to 30 years to induce canoer. 
KNOWN TOXIC EFFECTS OF 
PCBs IN LABORATORY 
ANIMALS: Hepatic Cancer, Spon­
taneous abortions. S tillb irth s, 
Acneform  skin lesions, Liver 
enzyme changes. Ocular lesions, 
Damage to pericardium.

A number of other biological 
changes have also been noted in 
humans and animals following 
chronic exposure to PCBs. The 
blood level of triglycerides (fats) 
strangely increases, whereas other 
important blood proteins that con­

trol fat metabolism tend to fall 
(High Denisity Lipoproteins) which 
could lead to enhanced arterioscle­
rosis (hardening of the arteries) 
after a number of years.

In summary, the potential toxi­

city of the polychlorinated 
biphenyls (and their contaminates) 
must be examined from two 
different aspects. First, what is the 
potential damage from an acute 
single episode exposure. And se­
condly, what is the potential toxi­
city from a chronic life-long expo­
sure such as from a polluted 
environment.

When viewed as a single episode 
or an acute exposure, we presently 
consider their toxicity to be rather 
limited. However, when viewed as 
environmental pollutants, all mam­
mals who live in that environment 
becom e chronically and

increasingly  contam inated  with 
these compunds. Because the 
PCBs typify biomagniflcation and 
are metabolized to only a limited 
degree, all spades exposed will 
inevitably continue to amass larger

concentrations during their life­
span. Therefore, in contrast to their 
acute toxidty, their subacute and 
chronic biohazard appears to be of 
much greater concern. Although at 
present, we do not have enough 
data to positively correlate years 
and the degree of exposure, to risk 
of disease, the insidious buildup of 
these compounds in human beings 
throughout a lifetime of expo­
sure could prove to be perilous.
