Ulcer Causes Still A Mystery

Stress, smoking, alcohol and spicy foods 
all have been suspected of causing ulcers 
But which one is the culprit? Perhaps 
none of them. Or even all of them. Nobody 
knows for sure.

The fact is that perception* and thcor ua 
about ulcer disease come and go. But 
despite a tremendous amount of research, 
the real cause of ulcer disease is still not 
fully known.

Although the '‘why" of ulcer develop 
menl is still nn open question, the '‘how" 
is beginning to be understood. Recent 
medical reseurch has shown that an ulcer 
develops when there is an imbalance 
between the aggressive factors and the 
defensive factors at work in the digestive 
tract.

The aggressive factors are potent 
digestive juice*. The defensive factors in­
clude special hormones produced in the 
velvety folds of the mucosa — the lining 
of the small intestine and the stomach 
that has the ability to renew itself very 
rapidly when there is the normal, vigorous 
blood flow. When these defenses are 
diminished, the digestive juices actually 
wear an open sore into the mucosa. Die 
result is an ulcer.

Fortunately, today medications are 
available that will heal must ulcers in six 
to eight weeks. Of special interest is a 
prescription drug called Carafate, or 
sucralfate, by which it is also known. 
Unlike most drugs, Carafate does not 
enter the bloodstream. Instead, it goes 
directly to the ulcer site where it forms a 
protective barrier over the acre, allowing 
It to heal. Additionally the drug works to 
strengthen the mucosal defense, warding 
off aggressive factors such as acid, pepsin 
and bile that can aggravate the ulcer and 
inhibit the healing process.

Once an ulcer has been diagnosed, 
doctors will alert their patients to five fac­
tors that may aggravate the ulcer, may 
delay healing or even cause another ulcer 
to flare up again later on:

Alcohol -  Alcohol has been shown to 
be one of the main causes for excess acid 
secretion, dust one ounce of alcohol may 
aggravate ulcers.

Caffeine — Many ulcer sufTerers not* 
pain after consuming caffeine-containing

beverages such as coffer, tea, chocolate 
and certain soft drinka.

Diet -  Doctors recommend no par- 
titular diet, hut urge patients to use com­
mon sense and to avoid any food that 
proves irritating. Almost everything that 
has been recommended in the past concer­
ning ulcer diets has turned out to be 
wrong. Bland diets, the old mainstay of 
ulcer therapy, do little to improve patient 
con fort, and milk actually stimulate* acid 
protection.

Smoking -  Studies on smokers with 
ulcer disease have shown that smoking 
causes delayed heating, larger ulcer rise 
and a greater potential for recurrence.

Stress -  Ulcer patient* should avoid ex­
cessive stress. However, the “executive 
ulcer," - one caused by being in a high 
stress job — has proven to be a myth. 
Many people in stressful job* have ulcers, 
this may be due to related bad health 
nabits, such as eating on the run, smok­
ing and drinking.

The important thing to remember is 
that anyone who consistently experience* 
a pain 30 minutes to two hours after 
eating that can be relieved by food or with 
antacids should consult a physician. 
Modern ulcer treatment is very effective, 
but many people self-medicate for years 
before seeing s doctor. The result is 
discomfort over a long peiod of time and 
the real possibility of unnecessary 
complications.

I am sure all of you have heard of 

the men who b in  and wrestle 
professionally, retiring (is Moham­
med Ail his name?) And then after 
a few  years of boredom and 
spending all their money. They 
decide to ooma out of retirement for 
a  new career. W e ll that Is about 
how I feel because I cam e out of 
retirem ent to drive the truck during 
the harvest. I was told "M om , if 
you oould help a couple of days 
until the week-end. we'd have it 
m ad e." After muttering under my 
breath, griping and complaining 
out loud, I  finally consented. 
Besides, my arm was hurting from 
the twisting. Anyhow, five days 
and three break-downs later, I’ m 
still "h e lp in g ".

I've learned from expo dance that 
you don't sigh with relief until the 
Last head of m ails  is fed through 
the header and delivered to the 
elevators because there have been 
quite a few times that we have had 
time consuming «nH expensive 
major break-downs with about 2-4 
hours of cutting left. Or, one year, 
we were pushing ourselves to finish 
up before the snow storm dipped 
down into the Panhandle and 
threatened to end our harvest 
eariy.

Coming out erf retirem ent one 
more time has caused me to start 
reminiscing about the good times I 
had in my 25 years career at driving 
the truck during harvest. To start 
out, the wearing at slacks or jeans 
was not Common in those days for 
the woman who helped out. Also, 
to begin with I wasn’t allowed to 
leave the field and take the truck to 
the olevator. My job was strictly 
"sp o ttin g " the truck in the place 
most convenient for the combine to 
dump. Then when the truck was 
loaded my husband took over for 
the trip to town. I w ash t given any 
oral instructions, but my keen 
powers of observation was to be 
used for learning the correct me­
thod and time for shifting gears 
etc. and the manuevors used for 
dumping at the elevator.

1 guess 1 teamed quickly, for in 
1965 1 graduated and reported for 
duty in the field and to cm the road. 
(Now you know how I got "cm  the 
G o " started). My husband even 
presented me with my very own 
1965 l i t t le  Red truck for an eariy 
Anniversary g ift

Ha decided to buy me Little Red 
after the brakes failed on the old 
'4 8  and 1 ended up 2 miles past the 
turnoff at the elevator. Some smart 
guy asked "W h y dido't you use the 
emergency b rake?" THE W hat? 
M ore lessons learned were not to 
turn the truck around in the middle 
of the field and get stuck cross-wise 
over the furrows, and be sure not to 
set the wheat field on fire on those 
hot dry days.

Then, I rem em ber the time I 
started the dumping process at an 
elevator in another town, and as 
the Hydraulic lifted the dump the 
front <rf my truck came up tool You 
could hear me yelling "h e lp "  10 
miles away. Thank goodness, 1 was 
in a town where no one knew me.

As the years passed by, I started 
wearing jeans and that enabled me 
to crawl up on top the truck and 
" ta rp "  and my husband surprised 
me with a used ‘86 green chevy. 1 

really thought I was. "Q ueen of the 
Road" as I gained knowledge and 
experience on what to do if the 
hydraulic lift jammed and refused 
to budge while on the scales with a 
half dozen drivers honking their 
horns. Thank goodness the elevator 
managers kept their hammers han­
dy and knew what to bang cm.

B u t the most fun times are when 
ail of us drivers ge> 'n play " W a r ."  
W hen the trucks are lined up on 
both aides erf the scales and trying 
to figure out little tricks on how to 
out-manuver the guy on the other 
s id e -S o m e tim e e ^ h ^ a n ^ ^

pretty rough and the poor old 
elevator workers got caught In the 
midddle. but now a  days, with 
larger facilities we have eliminated 
the line up (almost).

J ust about the time things began 
to be a little prosperous for us, I got 
the ultimate dream truck. A new 
red 73 Chevy Tandem with power 
steering and a radio. The only thing 
wrong. (I thought) was It had no air 
conditioner and T.V. so I could 
watch my soap operas during 
harvest. But my bubble burst and I 
wasn't too happy with my new toy. 
Seem s like I did a lot of skidding as 
I turned ooroere and tried to make a 
stop. I casually hinted that I was 
having a few problems but every­
one laughed it off as me getting too 
old and cranky for the job. And 
imagine the embarraament I felt 
when the lift didn't work and they 
had to use their lift at the elevator.
I tried to crawl under the seat when 
I drove away so no one would 
recognize me. W ell to make a 
short story long, my worst experi­
ence came when I was barreling 
along at about 60-65 mph with an 
extra full load Way back behind 
me here came 2-16 Wheelers and I 
bood realized that I couldn't out run 
them when they passed me real 
easy. That deflated my ego quick. 
Anyhow 2 or 3 miles ahead of me, 
the 2-18 Wheelers pulled out into 
the left lane in order to make e wide 
right turn Oh well! 1 had plenty at 
time but I took my foot off the 
accelerator to slow the truck down 
half a mile later the trucks were 
still blocking the highway and 
guess what? My truck was not 
slowing down!! I pushed hard and 
tha truck was not alow! n<t Hrwn!!!!

At the end of harvest that year, 
my husband decided (after he had 
problems with the brakes) to takn it 
back to the place where he bought 
i t  A fter a thorough examination, 
they decided the tandem brakes 
hadn't been hooked u p !!

Now I am to tha end of my story 
with one last th o u g h t) ust before I 
started to town with "B ig  R ed " the 
other day. My husband said “ Oh, 
by the way. watch out for the 
brakes. You may have to pump 
them and if they freeze up— start 
slowing down sooner."

By the way—don't any of you 
smart guys ask "W h y  didn't you 
use the emergency brake? M y legs 
and arms are so short I couldn't 
reach it even if I could find ittl No 
wonder I'm  gray.

Her 
designs were first introduced into the 
marketplace by her and her brother-in-law 
about three years ago through a pattern 
business they started together called 
Designs from Enchanted Forest

It wasn't long before her designs 
attracted the attention of McCall, and 
now, 2 million patterns later, they no 
longer sell directly to retail stores but

Hansford M anor expansion pro­
ject is moving right along. Above 
you see the "V iew  from the 
T errace '' drawing as designed by 
Cox/Croalin & Associates from 
Austin. W hat you are seeing is the 
south terrace looking into the large 
day room with fireplace and cathe­
dral cBilings.To the right and left of 
the day room you can see the two 
sm aller quiet areas. One of the 
areas will have french doors and 
can be dosed for private visits with 
family and friends if residents 
desire.

Other construction will consist of 
a new and greatly enlarged dining 
room with doors opening to a large 
terrace for spring and summer 
dining as well as cook outs.

In the residential section there 
will be eight suites which are much 
like large and compatibly equipped 
hotel suite, there is also a small 
refrigerator in the rooms. Nine 
private rooms and eight semi-pri­
vate rooms, new nurses stations

and support areas complete the
expected 2.2 million dollar expan­
sion and renovation project.

At this time a bond issue is 
tentatively scheduled for Decem ber 
17, and if passed with a beginning 
construction date of mid March. 
1986 and completion 12 months 
later. W e currently have 30 indi­
viduals on our waiting list and it 
aaems to grow every day. There is 
no question that this expansion is 
needed and with additional beds it 
will help to bring the facility into a 
better financial situation. It is 
expected that the expansion will 
generate enough revenue to retire 
the bond without increasing taxes.
