time to wait Tor a repeat--almost 
half a century. That's how tong it 
was between major hurricanes at 
places tike Long Beach and New 
Jersey, and other coastlines.

Hurricane Gloria also side- 
swiped the Carolinas and Virginia 
but they have seen hurricanes in 
more recent years.

This is what makes hurricanes 
so feared, their total unpredict­
ability. They may spare some for 
a lifetime, only to ruin others w ho 
have just built, or opened a 
business.

The U S . Weather Bureau 
saved many lives from Gloria, for 
which many can be thankful. 
Government flood insurance also 
helped countless others. But for 
too many Gloria meant tragedy 
and heavy loss.

It's almost impossible to pre­

vent this, when such storms occur 
only once in forty or fifty years in 
many areas.

Ironically, Gloria brought the 
east what it badly needed- rain. 
Can it be that a prolonged 
drought, as the eastern states had 
experienced until Gloria, is a 
harbinger of torrential rain.

Does nature correct Us 
droughts, in som ething of a 
pattern, with such storms? Is a 
vast dry area a magnet, so to 
speak, a catalyst, for hurricanes?

The statisticians might look 
into this. Florida too had been 
suffering a serious drought, when 
Plena, a few weeks earlier, re­
lieved that condition and brought 
an end to water restrictions.

Trailers Today
Immediately after World War 

11, pent-up demand for housing 
provided a market for trailer- 
homes. Early trailer hom es were 
designed to be easily towed b e ­
hind an automobile, and often 
were. They were moved about, as 
job locations changed, etc.

From that b e g in n in g , 
progress has continued until in 
recent years the old trailer home 
has becom e " m a n u fa c tu r e d  
housing,’* Much manufactured 
housing today w on't be pulled 
behind cars except for delivery.

Often built in section s, som e­
times hauled separately to instal­
lation sites, when joined it's 
really not a mobile hom e in the 
old sense of the word. It can be 
dismantled and removed but it is 
not a conventional trailer-park 
home.

Likewise, many o f the new 
m anufactured h o m es  are not 
homes inevitably banned to the 
wrong side o f the tracks, so to 
speak. They can be varied and 
attractive and a d o rn e d  with

porches, flower beds, perman­
ent walks and driveways.

Some of today's manufactured 
homes (legalized by Congress at 
the beginning of this decade) 
have luxury features not formerly 
found in mobile homes, such as 
sunken living rooms, fireplaces, 
etc.

What seems to insure the 
future for manufactured homes is 
the price. For 520,000 one can 
buy a com pletely furnished 
manufactured home (one survey 
showed the average buyer today 
paying $22,000). The average 
paid for a single family dwelling 
is four times that--and often this 
doesn'l include such features as 
draperies, etc.

At such a saving, the market 
for manufactured housing seems 
certain to continue to grow--and 
that means many American 
families who otherwise couldn't 
afford to buy their own home wilt 
have one, because of the 
availability of manufactured 
housing.

Texans to save 

on water bills
Passage of Constitutional 

Amendment No. 1 in the general 
election on November 5, 1985, has 
the potential to save consumers 
throughout the state of Texas a 
considerable amount of money as 
they look at their future water 
needs and at ways of financing 
needed water projects.

One of the provisions of Consti­
tutional Amendment No. 1 creates 
a new *250 million loan guarantee 
program to be administered 
through the Texas Water Develop­
ment Fund. Through this program, 
the larger dties and towns 
thoughout the state could utilize 
the triple-A bond rating of the state 
to help secure the sale of their 
bonds. In effect, the state would 
become a consigner in the bond 
sale under this loan guarantee 
program.

The program would primarily 
benefit medium-sized cities whose 
creidt rating is not as good as the 
credit rating of the state. By 
utilizing the oadit rating of the 
state to secure the sale of bonds, 
dties and towns could borrow 
money at lower interest rates. This 
then lowers the cost of the water 
project, which in turn is passed 
through to the consumer, lowering 
his water bill.

There is a $250 million limit as to

how much the state would be 
authorized to pay out. With the 
very conservative two to one lever­
aging authorized in the program, 
the Texas Water Development 
Board could enter into a total of 
loan guarantees of up to *500 
million.

Costs to state taxpayers in this 
loan guarantee program would be 
minimal even in a "w orst case 
scenario." Tha only cost involved 
world be in the case of a dty or 
town defaulting on its loan, and 
odds against that happening are 
high. The Texas W ater Develop­
ment Fund was created in 1957, 
and them has not been a case of e 
default of a loan under this 
program to date.

Amendment 1 to aid 
local communities

Approval of Constitutional 
Amendment No. 1 by state voters 
in the general election on Novem­
ber 5. 1985. oould provide a boost 
for many towns and dties through­
out the state of Texas that are 
experiencing water problems.

Constitutional Amendment No. 1 
provides for a total of 980 million 
dollars in additional state bonds to 
be administered through the Texas 
Water Development Fund. Pro­
ceeds from the sale of these bonds 
could be used by the smaller dties 
and towns throughout the state for 
water development, water quality, 
flood control and/or water supply 
projects.

Basically, Constitutional Amend­
ment No. 1 provides for the 
following.- $400 million in state 
bonds to allow for state partidpet- 
tion in the acquisition and develop­
ment of fatalities for the storage, 
transmission, transportation and 
treatment of water and wastewater; 
*190 million for water quality 
projects; $200 million for flood
control projects; and $190 million 
for water supply projects.

Cities and towns throughout the 
state that have demonstrated that 
they cannot Bell bonds on the open 
market at reasonable interest rates 
could, through these bonding pro­
grams. take advatage of the state’s 
triple-A bond rating. Developers 
working to bring several small

projects together Into one regional 
system oould also benefit from 
these bonding proposals.

By advantage of these
bonding proposals the cost of the 
facilities developed wmild be re­
duced which would In hut) reduce 
the cost to local residents who will 
be taking advantage of the facilities 
created

All loans made by the state from 
these bond funds are to be repaid 
in full including Interest by the 
direct beneficiaries of the projects 
involved. Therefore, there would 
be no long-term cost to state 
taxpayers._________________

Q. Lasi year my Social Security 
benefits were discontinued because I 
had made too much money and had 
not filed an annual report.

Reducing Fat In Processed Meats 
Could Improve U.S. Nutrition

A resident is found unconscious 

by a neighbor who calls for help.
The ambulance arrives and 

emergency medical technicians 
load the patient and check the 
refrigerator.

They are in luck. On the outside 
of the refrigerator door is a red Vial 
of Life seal, indicating that per­
tinent medical information is 
stored inside.

Sure enough, on the top shelf of 
the refrigerator is a white cylinder 
labeled "Vial of L ife". The EMTs 
take it and hurry off to the hospital 
emergency room, using Informa­
tion on the way to watch for certain 
symptoms.

inside the little tube they deliver 
with the victim are facts that 
enable hospital staff to act quickly 
and knowiegeable to Bave a life

Through tha person has not been 
a patient at the local hospital 
before, the doctor teams liis health 
history, previous illnesses, medica­
tions, and is able to go to the heart 
of the problem immediately.

That is an illustration of what 
having a Vial of Life on hand can do 
for a person.

Medical facts are recorded on a, 
form which is folded and inserted 
into the cylinder. The Vial of Life 
needs to be dearly visible when the 
refrigerator door is opened fast-

If an ambulance is called to the 
home, emergency medical person­
nel are trained to took for tha red 
identification seal.

If an unconscious person is found 
by a friend or relative, the hospital 
hopes the friend or relative is 
educated through the Vial of Life 
campaign publicity to look far the 
identification seal The vial of Life 
is taken with the patient of the 
emergency room or other medical 
facility.

Everyone is urged to avail him­
self and herself of the opportunity 
to get a Vial of Life, fill out tha brief 
form and store it. This costs 
nothing and can provide valuable 
information when suddenly need­
ed  To act now may pay big 
dividents in the future; in any case, 
there is nothing to lose.

Organizational leaders and local 
church ministers have been con­
tacted and are interested in having 
such a program for your dub. or if 
you would like to receive a vial for 
your own use. these will be availa­
ble at the First Christian Church.

Processed meats, a great favonle in 
American diets, contribute substantial 
amounts of essential nutrients but 
have been criticized as contributing 
too much total fat. Increasing non­
meat protein and decreasing fat con­
tent could improve this product, say 
meat researchers with the Texas Ag­
ricultural Experiment Station (TAES).

Approximately 5 billion pounds of 
sausage type (franks and bologna) 
products, with a 30% average fat 
content, are produced annually in the 
U.S Such fat contributes to total 
caloric intake, which may lead to 
obesity.

Evidence exists that being over­
weight poses a threat to health and that 
by reducing total dietary fat, Ihus 
lowering energy intake, this risk can 
be reduced.

Obesity has been called "the com­
monest form of malnutrition in the 
Western Nations of the world" by the 
Pood and Nutrition Board of the Na­
tional Academy of Sciences.

The same source says that approxi­
mately 30% of middle-aged women

and 15% of middle-aged men in the 
U.S. weigh at least 20% more than 
they should,

Individuals that are 20% to 30% 
overweight are three times as likely to 
die from diabetes as a person with 
"normal" weight, while those that are 
40% overweight are twice as likely to 
die from coronary artery disease as 
are those of normal weight.

Previous studies by TAES scientists 
have shown the non-meat protein 
sources can be successfully incor­
porated into finely chopped meat 
products and may offer potential for 
reducing the total fat content and 
caloric density, by substituting protein 
for fat.

Recent research by Drs. J.T. 
Keeton, C.L. Gilchrist and R. Leu 
compared typical all-meat frankfur­
ters with those containing vital wheat 
gluten and others having a blend of 
soy protein concentrate and vital 
wheat gluten.

Addition of these non-meat pro­
teins reduced the total fat content of 
the formulation to 22 to 25% in the 
final product.

Conclusions from this study indi­
cate that substitution with either of

these non-meat proteins for 17% of 
the fat normally contained in the prod­
uct can be achieved, with minimum 
effects on processing yield and such 
sensory attributes at taste, smell and 
texture of frankfurters.

However, additional flavor modifi­
cations will be required to reduce the 
fat content by 27% (to achieve 22% 
final fat content in the product). If this 
is achieved and adopted industry­
wide it could drop the average fat 
content for such processed meats from 
30% to 22% which would remove 400 
million pounds of fat each year from 
the American diet.

Availability of this product at the 
retail level would provide a reduced 
fat, lower calorie processed meat 
item for the weight-conscious con­
sumer without altering the traditional 
characteristics of the American 
frankfurter.

You won't find his work in a museum. 
His masterpieces are too big to hang in­
side You'll find them exhibited outside, 
for all to see.

So far, the art critics haven't paid any 
attention to Gunner's work. Nor haa the 
general public. Most people drive by 
without noticing.

For one thing, he's his own boss, free to 
create what he wants, when he wants, 
how he wants.

Why Manufacturing is Essential
by Jerry J. Jasinowski to the Economy

M  ost American manufacturing in­
dustries find themselves threat­
ened on at least two fronts. On the 

domestic side, high real interest rates and 
heavy debt burdens have Worked against 

higher growth rates in industries where 
demand is critically dependent on the cost 
and availability of credit. On the interna­
tional side, we are running a trade deficit 
approaching$150 billion this year, with im­
ports continuing to depress domestic eco­
nomic growth.

These factors have made life extremely 
difficult for manufacturers but, more 
important, the problems in manufacturing 
have been the principal cause of the econ­
omy Vi lackluster |ierf<>rmance this year.

Despite these developments, some 
Washington policymakers have taken a re­
markably cavalier attitude toward manu­
facturing's current problems, refloctinga 
fundamental misunderstanding of indus­
try's role in economic well-being. There are 
compelling reasons why the nation should 
encourage a healthy manufacturing sector.

Economic Growth. At the simplest 
level, economic growl h depends heavily on 
industrial production. As an example of 
manufaeturing's role in generating in­
creases in total economic activity, the index 
of industrial production has increased ap­
proximately 150 percent since 1900, while 
g n i * has increased 122|>crcent. Without 

1 these larger increases in indust rial produc­
tion, UNI’growth would have been much 
lower during the last two decades. More re­
cently, the slow.luWn in the economy since 
mid-lSHl, in whichtiNf has grown by an 
average of less than 2 percent, is largely ac­
counted for by a slowdown in manufactur­
ing; industrial production has increased by 
only 1.4 percent over the last 12 months.

Product Mty. Because industries are 
highly capital-intensive, they invest more 
and this leads to high productivity in­
creases. In addition, productivity is much 
higher in manufacturing than it is in ser­
vices. Between HMKand 1965, for example, 
manufacturing productivity grew :i. 1 per­
cent per year, while service productivity 
only grew 1.5 percent per year. Even dur­
ing the period since 1973. when theimjmet 
of energy shocks and other factors de­
pressed productivity growth, manufactur­
ing productivity grew at roughly twice the 
pace of service productivity.

I nflat ion. Higher productivity growth 
in turn lowers cost and reduces inllntion.
As a result, the rateofinflntion in manufac­
tured goods has been roughly one-third the 
rate of inflation in services during the cur­
rent recovery. Historically, price incivases
have been higher in labor-intensive service 
sectoi-s, not only bccatra'oflmYrr produc­
tivity gains hut also because the greatcr la 
borIntensity of these sectors allows wages 
topuahcost anil nidation higher. Between

Employ men t. Manufacturing also pro­
vides jobs directly and indirectly, Cur­
rently, the level uf manufacturing 
employment is roughly 2 million juba below 
its peak of 1979, while the unemploy men t 
rate for the economy was fixed at the rela­
tively high rate of 7.3i>ere-ent for the first 
half of 19X5. Greater growth in manufactur­
ing would raise employment byrestoring 
industrial employment to its previous 
cyclical peak and by raisingcconomic ac­
tivity in more labor-intensive service sec­
tors. While manufacturing is not highly 
labor intensive, healthy manufactnringac- 
tivity generates spill-over effects for ser­
vice sectors that employ more heavily, 
which means that total unemployment 
would be reduced by faster growth in in­
dustrial production.

Trade. A healthy international trade 
balance also dejwmls heavily on manufac­
turing. A bout 70 pe ree nt of our inte rela­
tional trade depends on manufacturing 
products. Without a healthy manufactur­
ing trade balance, we become excessively 
dependent on imports relative to our abil­
ity lo pay for them. This excessive imjKjrt 
dependence means lower economic 
growth, since producing manufactures do­
mestically would result in higher levels of 
i!Nt* growth. Unfortunately, this depen­
dent situation is now emerging in the 
I htited Staten because overvaluation of the 
i lollar and other factors have led to un­
precedented import penetration in manu­
facturing sectors. Import penetration has, 
in fact, been estimated to have cost the 
economy 2.5 percentage points of economic 
growth since mid-1984

Allowing manufacturing to stagnate or 
decline is bad lor the economy, our stan­
dard of living and our position as a world 
power. The (I sited States would experi­
ence lower capital formation, lower produc­
tivity. higher inflation, an unhealthy level 
of import dependence and lower employ­
ment and economic growth. As a result, 
the high standard of living we have had in 
the past would be seriously eroded. Fi­
nally, our loss of industrial and economic 
power would directly translate into a loss in 
international prestige and less ability to 
pursue important national security objec­
tives. Make no mistake alxml it. aheallhy 
manufacturing sector is essential to a 
healthy economy.

Q. Before our divorce, my ex buv 
bund nod I let up a custodial account 
at the bank for our grandson.

At the time of the divorce, 
the judge awarded the money to my 
husband. How could the judge do 
this?

A. The answer depends on the terms 
of the deposit agreement with the bank 
If you and your husband were holding 
the money informally, as trustees or co­
signers. you still owned the account. 
Therefore, the Court can and must 
divide the fund as pan of the marital 
estate

if the motley was actually given lo the 
child, then your husband was only 
awarded the right to manage it. not uke 
it as his own.

Q. I have a commercial driver’s 
license and drove a tractor trailer for 
several years. Can I move my own 
mobile home across the country, or do 
I need a special license?

A. If you have a w ild  commercial 
operators license, it is legal for you to 
transport your own mobile home across 
country. The drivers license laws 
changed January 1 .1984. There are now 
new designations. You need a “Class A 
drivers license'' to operate ail the vehi­
cles you could previously drive with a 
commercial license. The Texas Depart 
merit of Public Safety supervises licens­
ing You can call the nearest office for 
information.
