Following an accident with a horse, Mr. Cotter di ed
several months later, January 10th, 1926. Mrs. Cotter re-
mained at her home continuing with the chores and
assisted by her sons. Her early students remained near
to her heart and she always enjoyed a visit with therr.
On October 3, 1961 Mrs. Cotter died at the age of ej ghty-
two years and two months.

The three sons make their home in the Texas Panhandle
with John D. a building contractor and Austin an insurance
man, both'in the town of Panhandle.
