If careless weed 
or pigweed are the only 
weeds present, one pound 
per acre broadcast is suf-
ficient for season-long con-
trol. (Goat heads and devils 
clas will not be controlled 
with one pound per acre). 

Atrazine 80W is an 801 
Percent wettable powder for-
mulation of atrazine. Atra-
zine at 1 pound per treated 
acre plus surfactant can be 
used to control annual 
broadleaf weeds less than 
2 inches tall in emerged 
sorghum. Attempts to con-
trol larger broadleaf weeds 
and small grasses will pro-
bably fail unless it rains 
within a few days after 
application. Atrazine must 
be applied in 20 to 40 gal-
lons of water containing 1/2  
percent surfactant in 50 
gallons of water.

to the fold line. 
Press out folds of tubu-

lar knits, if possible. Many 
folds will not press out 
completely. Place the pat-
tern so the creases will not 
be prominent. 

Before pinning on the 
pattern and cutting, lay the 
fabric flat without any ten-
sion-avoid stretching the 
fabric. 

In sewing, use a medium 
to light tension, and stit-
ches 12-15 per inch, or a 
small zig-zag. 

To prevent stretching, 
stay stitch shoulders, neck-
line and armholes, and re-
inforce shoulder and waist-
line with straight seam tape. 

Hem knit garments with 
a tailor's hem: that is, pink 
machine stitch or jig-zag 
raw edge of hem; catch 
loosely to garment. 

Always press with the 
lengthwise rib. Lift and 
lower the iron; don't stretch 
or pull fabric; do not steam-
press. 

Especially for Nylon 

Jersey: 
Use fine pins, and place 

them in the seam allowance. 
Sheck the tension on a 

scrap of material. Short 
stitches should be used, 
about 14-15 per inch. The 
needle should be sharp and 
fine--size II, and change 
it when you see it becoming 
dull. 

Stitch Nylon J ersey slow-
ly and at even speed to pre-
vent skipped stitches and 
puckering.

WEED CONTROL MEETING 

You missed a good meet-
ing if you didn't attend the 
weed control meeting that 
featured Dr. Allen Wiese of 
the Bushland Experiment 
Station as the speaker. Dr. 
Wiese is one of the lead-
ing authorities on chemi-
cals for weed control. 
COTTON: 

He told the group that it 
was not too late to apply 
Treflan as a pre-plant chem-
ical for weed control in cot-
ton and soybeans. This 
chemical should be applied 
on flat ground and incor-
porated into the soil 2 to 4 
inches with a tandem disc. 
Sorghum cannot be planted 
the year following applica-
tion. 

There are several cotton 
fields in the county that 
has had a severe weed pro-
blem. I would suggest that 
you consider using Treflan 
to control weeds. If weeds 
have not been a problem, 
then it is doubtfUl if Tre• 
flan would be economical. 
SORGHUM: 

Propazine 802 is an 80 
Percent wettable powder for-
mulation of propazine. Pro-
pazine has been labeled for 
pre-emergence weed control 
in sorghum for grain and 
forage. It will be most use-
Ml on irrigated fields where 
annual broadleaf and grass 
weeds have been difficult 
to control by mechanical 
means. The herbicide will 
not control perennial weeds 
such as field bindweed and 
Johnson grass. 

Because propazine must 
be absorbed by weed roots 
to be effective, application 
must be made to the soil 
immediately after planting. 
Rain leaches it into the 
root zone. If rainfall occurs 
before chemical application 
weeds may germinate and 
grow through the propazine 
on the soil surface. Propa-
zine will not control weeds 
that germinate when sorghum 
is watered up with flood 
irrigation, because weed 
roots are below the herbi-
cide on the soil surface. 

Propazine does not de-
compose easily and will 
work well even if rain does 
not follow soon after appli-
cation. Chemical drift that 
may occur during application 
is not toxic to cotton. 

Because propazine per-
sists in the soil for long 
periods, the only summer 
crops which can be grown 
the year following applica-
tion are corn and sorghum. 
Winter wheat maybe planted 
the second fall following 
application. Because of the 
long residual period, propa-
zine use is not adivsed on 
dryland fields in west and 
northwest Texas. Rates of 
propazine application for the 
High Plains area are two 
pounds per acre on the silty 
clay loam soils for control 
of both grasses and broad-

"Like adults, children 
should have regular physi-
cal examinations but there 
are some warning signs 
that should be called to the 
physician's attention if they 
persist longer than two week: 
We urge parents to watch 
for: swellings, lumps, or 
masses in any part of the 
body, pains, or the persis-
tent crying of a baby or 
child, for which no reason 
can be found; any change 
in the size or appearance of

And remember, this 
includes power for the tumbler and blower 
as well as gentle electric heat for drying.
