
FIRST BAPTIST CHURCH TO INSTALL 
CENTRAL HEATING SYSTEM 

A new heating system will be 
ready for cold weather at the First 
Baptist Church this fall, as a re- 
sult of a vote by the congregation 
last Sunday night. Three General 
Electric furnaces and a complete 
system of ducts are being installed 
this week by Workman Plumbing 
Company of Loelmey. This will 
do away  completely with  the heat- 
ers in each room of the building, 
and include  the  entire structure in 
the forced  air system. 

Pete  Clark, chairman of  the 
church's properties committee 
pointed  out  that  a  central refriger- 
ated air-conditioning system can 
be installed  onto these furnaces 
and ductwork by simply placing 
cooling coils  on  top of the furnace 
blowers, and locating the small 
refrigerating units outside the 
building. "We hope that crops are 
good enough this year that we can 
finish up the job before next sum- 
mer," he told the church, "but 
even if we have to wait two or 
three years, we won't have to re- 
design the delivery system.

BETTER HOG PRICES FORECAST 
The prise outlook for hogs for 

the next few months is consider-
ably brighter. John McHaney, ex-
tension economist, says that prices 
received by farmers in the last 
half of 1960 will be higher than 
those received in the last half of 
1959. He says that they will not. 
however, reach the peak prices 
of 1958, and the usual fall price 
decline can be expected. 

McHaney explains this fore-
casted price rise by pointing out 
that the 1960 spring pig crop was 
down 16 percent from the 1959 
spring crop. This decrease was 
brought about mainly because few-
er sows farrowed and fewer pigs 
were produced per sow. 

Spring prices in 1961 will be lar-
gely determined by the size of 
the 1960 fall crop, McHaney cont-
inues. According to the present 
crop forecast, the 3960 fall crop 
should be smaller than the 1959 
crop, thus the pricei received in 
the spring of 1961 should be high-
er than those received this year. 

The specialist concludes with a 
I word of warning for swine prod-
ucers. He says there are indications 
that this downtrend in production 
may be the shortest on record. 
and just because prices may be 
better in the last half of 1960 and 
in the first few months of 1961 
is no reason to believe that prices 
will bring satisfactory returns to 
all producers in the last half of 
1961.

TEETH CARE FOR CHILDREN 

There's• a one to five chance 
your youngster needs a major 
teeth straightening job, since an 
estimated one-fifth of the nation's 
children suffer from "malocclu-
sion", or improper alignment of 
teeth. 

A generation ago, parents of 
young children with teeth which 
did not meet properly were usually 
advised to "let them alone and 
nature will correct the situation." 
Today we know better. Malocclu-
sion is a condition to be corrected 
by a dental specialist known as an 
"orthodontist." Nature by herself 
is a very poor straightener of 
crooked teeth. 

Although the public is just now 
becoming aware of the health 
significance of malocclusion, ex-
perience has taught dentists that 
crooked teeth contribute to decay, 
faulty speech and malnutrition. 
One of the worst results of maloc- 

clusior is the psychological stress 
borne by is child singled out for 
ridlcu'e by his friends because of 
"buck teeth."

In the case of thumbsucking. 
dentists believe that if the habit 
can be broken before age 5. there 
is a good chance the teeth may 
return to normal position without 
harmful effects. 

Another cause of malocclusion is 

prolonged retention of baby teeth. 
Permanent teeth which follow are 

then prevented from arranging 
themselves properly. 

On the other hand, when primary 
teeth are lost too early, adjoining 
teeth may tend to tip and mig-
rate," crowding into spaces where 
permanent teeth should erupt. 

There are different methods of 
bringing teeth into proper align-
ment. Sometimes it may be neces-
sary to extract teeth to make room. 
In some cases a plastic or wire ap-
pliance may be fitted to the teeth 
to guide them into position by pres-
sure. 

Whatever the method. it is cut-
culated to help the youngster avoid 
the fate of a "buck tooth."

A tree is a great chemical fac-
tory. Various elements and com-
pounds are absorbed from the soil 
by the roots of trees and are chem-
ically transformed into other ma-
terials. Many of these materials 
can be extracted from wood and 
utilized. Wood will, soon become 
a basic chemical raw material for 
man, since it can be renewed by 
intelligent use and management. 

To date, paper, along with rayon 
and cellophane, constitutes the 
principal chemical uses of wood. 
Such individual uses result in con-
siderable waste of the wood raw 
materials, since only selected por-
tions of the wood are utilized. Con-
sequently, millions of dollars are 
being invested by the wood-using 
industries for by-product research 
to develop salable products from 
all of the wood material in a tree. 

Some of the chemical products 
now being derived from wood are 
sugars and yeast for human con-
sumption and for livestock; var-
ious solveks like turpentine and 
alcohol; nitro-cellulose for explos-
ives; vanillin for flavoring: and 
basic industrial items used for such 
products as plastics, adhesives, re-
sins, tar and acetic acid.

GIVE SCHOOL CHILD A 'BRAKF 
TEXAS' SAFETY HEAD URGES 

With more than 2,250,000 elaildren 
attending Texas schools thii Sept-
ember, motorists were being) urged 
to adjust their driving hal4ts ac- 
cordingly by J. 0. Musick, f eneral 
Manager of the Texas Safety As-
sociation. 

"Give a brake to our youngsters 
when nearing a .  school," he urged. 

It is very appropriate for us 
to pause at this time of the year 
when children begin their train- 
ing to prepare themselves or life, 
that we prepare ourselves through 
better driving habits to Make it 
possible for them to live," Musick 

• said. 
Almost 200,000 youngsters full of 

anxiety will be going to school for 
the first time and will be a partic-
'War hazard from a safety stand-
point. Although there is a tendency  

to think of terms of youngsters en-
tering school for the first time, 
each age level has its particular 
safety hazards. 

Elementary schools will show a 

total enrollment of approximately 
1.598.000. Children on bicycles pre-
sent a particular hazard around 
these schools. 

Parents were urged not to send 
children to school without going 
over basic safety precautions such 
as cross streets only at intersec- 
tions and on direction of the Safety 
Patrol, ride bicycles on the right 
hand side of the road and move in 
the same manner direction as auto-
mobiles, use hand signals when 
riding bicycles, walk facing for on 
the left hand side) traffic; and 
above all else, "Don't turn the 
youngster loose behind a ton of 
steel and bolts unless you can de-
pend on him to obey traffis laws. 
exercise reasonable judgement and 

ha.. . 	possession a valid driv- 
ers incense," Musick cautioned. 

While parents are cautioning 
chi:dren about traffic problems, 
they owe It to the children to ex-
amine their own driving habits. 
"One of the best safety devices 
we know of is a childrwho watches 
the speedometer while his parents 
drive," Musick declared. "When-
ever you have a child in the car 
with you, drive as if you were 
teaching him to drive—because 
you are," he said. 

NEVER leave an infant at home 
regardless of the weather, "Far 
too often we hear of cases where 
a mother doesn't want to take a 
child out in rainy weather and 
thinks it will only take five min-
utes to  run  over to school and 
back,"  Musick  said. The result 
too often  is  that mother gets tied 
up in  a  traffic jam at school and 
gets home  15  or  20  minutes later 
tr. find the home ablaze. 

School  is a  thrilling experience 
of learning  for  children. "Let's help 
children  learn  the thrill of finding 
out that  adults  are for them—and 
are willing  to  protect them through 
safety,"  he  said.

No Will:* No„ inherits Property! 

What will happen if you should 
die without executing a legal and 
proper will? Who will inherit your 
property? Your husband, wife, 
mother, father, children, your 
wife's relatives? The best way you 
can say who will have it is to pro-
vide a will which will protect your 
rightful beneficiaries and dispose 
of your property in accordance 
with your wishes. 

When a deceased has nu will, or 
dies "intestate" as the law calls 
it, the property of that person is 

distributed according to a detailed 
formula fixed by law. In some 
cases this may he the way you 
yourself would divide it—but in 
many cases it is not. 

The provisions of the law con-
cerning the distribution of the prop-
erty of a person who dies without 
a will are rather complicated.  

and all of the possibilities cannot 
he covered by a general statement. 

There are different rules for real 
estate and for personal property, 
for community property and for 
separate property, fur homestead 
property, and for all the many pos-
sit•le combinations of surviving re-
latives. Each situation must be 
carefully studied to determine the 
correct distribution of the property. 

For example. here is a general 
idea of how the community prop-
erty which you and your spouse 
have accumulated will be divided 
it you do not make a will prior to 
your death. 

If your husband or wife survives 
and there are no children, the sur-
viving spouse receives all of the 
property. 

If, in addition, there are surviv-
ing children or descendants of 
deceased children, they would 
divide one-half of the property, 
while the surviving spouse would 
receive the other one-half. 

Of course, grandchildren do not 
share in the estate unless their 
parent who would inherit is de-
ceased. And when descendants of 
previously deceased children do in-
herit. they receive only the portion 
that the child would have received. 
regardless of the number of such 
descendants. 

An odd rule, perhaps. is that the 
surviving spouse already owns one-
half of the community estate prior 
to your death. and the law adds 
nothing to this share where there 
are children surviving. 

When there are only children 
and their descendants surviving. 
they divide the entire community 
estate between them.

It's a shame that the old Rebel. 
General Walter Williams, and his 
contemporaries aren't going to be 
around to see what today's Civil 
War enthusiasts are dreaming up 
for the centennial of the great 1861-
1865 conflict. 

"Old Reb" as he was called and 
his Confederate and Union counter-
parts would have gotten a kick out 
of all the festivities planned. 

But then seldom are the original 
participants in an incident around 
for the re-enactment a century 
later. "Old Reb" Williams, who 
bore the honorary title of General 
and was the last survivor of several 
million Civil War soldiers, almost 
made it, though. He missed the 
opening of the centennial cele-
bration next January by only a 
little more than a year. 

And what a celebration it will 
he 7 But then those who are making 
all the plans say the proper word 
is "observance", not "celebration". 

Almost every state in the Union 
has organized a Clvil War Centen-
nial Commission, Congress has ap-
pointed a National Committee un-
der the leadership of no less a 
personage than retired major gen-
eral U. S. Grant TIN. and Southern 
states have just recently formed 
the Confederate States Civil War 
Centennial Commission. 

President Eisenhower will offici-
ally open the centennial observ-
ance with a special message next 
January 8 and from then on through 
the next five years there's almost 
no end to the battles, skirmishes, 
and historical events that will be 
enacted and re-created. More than 
500 events in all will come in for 

their share of public notice. 
Included among these will be re-

enactments of the Battle of First 
Manassas (or Bull Run, depending 
on whether you're looking at it 
from North or South). the Confed-
erate attack on Fort Sumpter, the 
Battle of Brice's Crossroads, the 
siege of Vicksburg. Lee's surrender 
at Appomattox, and others of great-
er or lesser importance. 

Texas will hold its share of ob-
servances with ceremonies at such 
famous places as La Grange, where 
more companies were mustered 
for Confederate service than in 
any other town in the state; at 
Sabine Pass where Lt. Dick Dow-
ling and his handful of Confede-
rates repulsed Federal gunboats; 
at Tyler, where Union prisoners 
of War were impounded; and at 
Palmetto Ranch near Brownsville, 
where the last battle of the war 
was fought and, ironically, won by 
the Confederates 

But the state will participate in 
observances in other states also, 
mostly where Texas troops were 
engaged in campaigns and battles. 
Among these will be the Battle of 
Gettysburg where General John 
Bell Hood's "Texas Brigade" 
fought with distinction. A cere-
mony is also scheduled at Vicks-
burg when a Texas granite memor-
ial will be dedicated-  to Texans 
who fought in that engagement. 

It's been a long time since any-
thing has caught the imagination 
and of Americans as has the cen-
tennial observance. People from 
all walks of life have been bitten 
by the Civil War bug and "buffs" 
are springing up all over and in the 
most unlikely places. Scholars and 
historians and writers have stud- 

ied and written about THE WAR 
since it first began, but now even 
those who were never interested 
in history in any form are spend-
ing the family grocery money on 
reading matter about the Civil 
War. 

So the great war is about to be 
fought all over again. There's one 
thing in today's strategist's favor, 
though. He'll know more about 
what's going on than did most of 
the original participants. He won't 
have to await the outcome--he'll 
know beforehand.

TECH FOOTBALL PLAYERS 
ALSO GOOD SCHOLARS 

LUBBOCK, Sept. 1 — As Texas 
Tech's fall roster is compared with 
last year's lineup, one fact is 
pleasantly emphasized — the Red 
Raider scholastic average has im-
proved. 

Of all the athletes on the foot-
ball squad last spring, only one 
was lost by low grades. Only four 
fell during the fall semester. This 
includes freshmen and varsity per-
formers. 

Much of the credit for this im-
provement over previous years 
goes to Coach Junior Arterburn. He 
keeps almost daily check on the 
grades of Tech's athletes and re-
commends study hall for those 
needing it. Connsequently, the Red 
Raiders go into their first South-
west Conference schedule stronger 
numerically than in previous years. 

To-a-day .practices began Thurs-
day (Sept. 1) and will continue un-
til registration interrupts during the 
week beginning September 12. 

Texas Tech opens its schedule 
against West Texas State in newly-
enlarged Jones Stadium Saturday 
night, September 17. 

LUBBOCK, Sept. 5—Texas Tech's 
Red Raiders, who open their 1960 
season against West Texas State 
here Sept. 17, will present a style of 
football similar to the wide-open 

type that made Southwest Confer-
ence football famous 

Early practice sessions indicate 
that the Red Raiders will utilize 
the multiple offense that threw so 
many teams off balance last year—
the attack that Baylor aide Chuck 
Purvis termed "the most difficult 
one we tried to defense last sea-
son". 

Spreading out over the field, the 
Raiders still use the multiple wing, 
slot, spread single and double 
wing, and some split-T. 

Texas Tech lost quarterback Ken 
Talkington of Tyler but will go 
to the air via the right arm of 
Glen Amerson of Munday, the 
Raiders' leading passer last year, 
and Johnny Lovelace of Farwell, 
the big Sophomore. 

Tech returns its leading receiv-
ers, halves Bake Turner of Alpine 
and Dan Gurley of Fort Worth, end 
Don Waygood of Sundown. Also, 
the Raiders pick up sophomores 
Jerry Garrison of Levelland, Ross 
Grief of Stephenville, and Jerry El-
bert of Wellington, among others, 
who are highly rated pass catchers. 

Tech's running game has been 
bolstered, too, by the addition of 
sophomores Larry Tipton of Level-
land and Coolidge Hunt of Lubbock.
