1964 WHEAT CERTIFICATES AND 
DIVERSION PAYMENTS ARRIVING 

Briscoe County s first certifi-
cate and diversion payment in 

the voluntary 1964 Wheat Pro-
gram was made this week to 
Merle McMurtry in the Vigo 
Park community. one of thou-
sands of wheat producers co-
operating in the Agricultural 
Stabilization and Conservation 
Service Program. 

Louie Kitchens. County ASC 
Chairman. stated the 1964 leg-
islation was designed to help 
maintain wheat grower income 

while avoiding any increase in 
Government costs in the pro-
gram. 

Besides diversion payments.' 

domestic and export marketing 
certificates are also issued with 
a domestic certificate having a 
value of 70 cents a bushel. and 
export value of 25 cents. 

The cash value of certificates 
is in addition to the market price 
or local loan value. Market 

prices in Briscoe County have 
been ranging from $1.48 to 
$1.35 . Loan values vary be-
cause of premiums and dis-
counts for quality with the 
basic loan value for Briscoe 
County being $1.29. 

It is expected that payments 
totaling $370.080.00 will be 
made to wheat producers in 
Briscoe County. 

Any grower who stays with-
in his 1964 wheat allotment is 
eligible for price support loans 
or purchase of the wheat from 
his individual farm. 

All participants in the pro-
gram signed up on_a voluntary 
basis and diverted acres from 
wheat production. 

Diverted acres are used for 
a variety of conservation prac-
tices applicable to individual 
counties. 

Payments are now being made 
to those producers who signed 
up in the wheat program, but 
not in the Feed Grain Program. 
The payments on wheat and 
feed grain farms will be made 
after completion of measuring 
of feed grain and diverted acres.

Proposed CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT 

NUMBER ONE ON THE BALLOT 
PROPOSED CONSTIT U- 

TIONAL AMENDMENT 
TO BE VOTED ON AT AN 
ELECTION TO BE HELD 
ON NOVEMBER 3, 1964. 
SENATE JOINT RESOLU-

TION NO. 6 proposing an 
amendment to Section 5 of 
Article VII of the Constitution 
of the State of Texas so as to 
remove the authorization to 
transfer not exceeding one per 
cent annually of the total 
value of the permanent school 
fund to the available school 
fund. 
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE 

LEGISLATURE OF THE 
LTATE OF TEXAS• 
Suction 1. Section 5 of Ar-

ticle VII of the Constitution of 
the State of Texas is amended 
to road as follows: 

"Section 5. The principal of 
all bonds and other funds, and 
ilie principal arising from the 
sale of the lands hereinbefore 
p:t ppert to said school fund, 
rliall be the permanent school 
fund, and all the interest de-
rivable therefrom and the 
taxes herein authorized and 
levied shall be the available 
cclool fund. The available 
school fund shall be applied 
annually to the support of the 
rublic free schools. And no 
law shall ever be enacted ap-
propriating any part of the 

ermanent or available school 
to any other purpose 

vhatever; nor shall the same, 
or any part thereof ever be 

appropriated to or used for the 
support of any sectarian 
school; and the available 
school fund herein provided 
shall be distributed to the sev-
eral counties according to their 
scholastic population and ap-
plied in such manner as may 
be provided by law." 

Section 2. The foregoing 
Constitutional Amendment 
shall be submitted to a vote 
of the qualified electors at an 
election to be held on the first 
Tuesday after the first Mon-
day in November, 1964, at 
which election all ballots shall 
have printed thereon the fol-
lowing: 

FOR the Constitutional 
Amendment to remove the 
authorization to transfer 
not exceeding one per cent 
annually of the total value 
of the permanent school 
fund to the available 
school fund." 
"AGAINST the Constitu-
tional Amendment to re-
move the authorization to 
transfer not exceeding 
one per cent annually of 
the total value of the per-
manent school fund to the 
available school fund." 
Section 3. The Governor of 

Texas shall issue the nceez-
nary proclamation for the elec-
tion and this amendment shall 
be published in the manner and 
for the length of time as re-
quired by the Constitution and 
laws of this State.
