James F. Potts of Floydada, re-
sident engineer for the State High-
way department, accompanied by 
Mr Dudley of Silverton, was in 
Quitaque the first of the week and 
left some pertinent road informa-
tion with the editor for publica-
tion. 

Mr. Potts explained the delay on 
construction of the Farm-Market 
roads south front Quitaque to 
Floyd and Motley counties. He said 
blame for the delay must be laid 
to the engineering offices, but that 
it was unavoidable. 

The big problem on the road to 
Floyd county is how to take care of 
two river crossings, and stay with-
in the fund appropriated for con-
struction of the road. Plans for the 
road must meet the approval of 
Mr. Freeburgh of Austin, engineer 
in charge of all state F-M roads, 
and S. C. McCarty of Lubbock, dis-
trict engineer 

As plans now stand the present 
bridge over Los Lingos will remain 
and it will be strengthened and re-
paired. The holdup is agreement 
on the size of the bridge to be built 
over Quitaque river. Initial plans 
to use a low-water crossing have 
been discarded as impractical. 
Findings of the engineers show a 
slab crossing to be wasted expense. 

Mr. Potts said that no right-of-
way problems were delaying the 
road, however he made it clear 
that none of the funds allotted by 
the government for construction 
of the road could be used for the 
right-of-way which was entirely a 
county problem. Mr. Potts said 
that as soon as the question of the 
bridge is decided, his office will 
have the road plans in Austin 
within two weeks. 

Construction of the Gasoline 
road Is tied-in with the other 
south road for the sake of econo-
my A saving of 20% can be effect-
ed by letting the contract for both 
roads at the same time. Right-of-
way on the Gasoline road has been 
secured and everything is in order 
for this construction. 

Mr. Potts said that after the 
plans reach Austin that it usually 
takes about two months to get 
them in shape to call for bids. 
Then, some time must be allotted 
for study of bids received before 
the contracts can be let, and then 
the contractor must have time to 
get his equipment on the ground, 
etc. (It is not difficult to figure 
that it will very likely be late

Fall beture any actual construc-
tion will begin). It was gratifying 
to learn that the money appro-
priated for the road cannot be used 
for any other purpose unless the 
counties fall to secure t he right-of-
ways. 

The following item from the 
Floyd County Hesperian is Editor 
Homer Steen's explanation of the 
situation: 

Attempting to get the work they 
have to do done within the funds 
available for it, engineers of the 
State Highway department work-
ing on the Quitaque road in north-
east Floyd county this week moved 
the location of the bride for the 
all-weather road across Quitaque 
creek about 50 feet east of the first 
location made. 

The report was made last week 
by Resident Engineer James Potts 
who said the change was to save 
dirt moving at a reduction in cost 
of several thousand dollars. 

The engineers are expected to 
build 6.'7 miles of road (with two 
bridges included) within a budget 
of $91,000. There are no right-of-
way or other problems connected 
with the project at this time, save 
and except the one of getting the 
job done with the money the road 
builders have been allocated, said 
Mr. Potts. For the four miles in 
Briscoe the engineers have been 
allowed $25,000. For the two and a 
half miles in Floyd county, the 
setup is for an expenditure of 
$66,000. 

Present plans for the construc-
tion calls for the use of the present 
bridge across Los Linguish. It is 
to be repaired. 

Across the Quitaque a 450-foot 
bridge will be built with abutments 
to complement it. One of the mat-
ters still to be settled is whether 
a 10-ton or a 15-ton bridge will be 
built. In the lingo of engineers a 
10-ton bridge will be 20 feet wide, 
a 15-ton bridge 22 foot wide. The 
engineers in the district are trying 
to out talk the state office and get 
the wider roadway. 

The district and resident engin-
eers are hurrying but they are hur-
rying slowly in the hope they will 
get the kind of road built that will 
fit into a road system from north-
east Briscoe to Floyd county con-
nections. The fact is at this time 
they hope eventually to connect 
the Quitaque-south road with east 
and west road 'system of the fu-
ture.

Watchful Weighting— Trucks of 

various weights—ranging upwards 
to the 22,400-pounds-per-axle 
weight now allowed in some states 
advocated by the American Asso-
ciation of State Highway Officials

Aeronautical engineers are en-
gaged in experiments to widen the 
range of petroleum products which 
can be used for fueling jet plane 
engines. Kerosene, the current fuel, 
represents only about six per cent 
of the products obtained from a 
barel of crude oil. Present plans 
are to use about 60 percent of the 
products refined from a barrel of 
crude,' a mixture that would con-
tain all the kerosene and gasoline 
and about one-fourth of the heat-
ing oils in the crude barrels.

Bench leveling requires detail 
planning, proper construction and 
adequate maintenance by the 
farmer. Soil Conservation Service 
technicians will furnish the tech-
nical assistance needed. It is the 
job that cannot be done in a day's 
time. The making of a topograph-
ic survey map is necessary' to show 
the different elevations and 
where and how the pans should be 
located. Soil surveys must be made 
to show the amount of top soil 
that can be removed from the up-
per side of the pan without des-
troying the fertility. Infiltration 
tests must be run to determine the 
rate that the soil takes water. This 
will show how long the watering 
period should be and to some ex-
tent the length and width of the 
runs. 

AsJn the case with most projects 
bench leveling has it's disadvant-
ages a well as advantages. They 
require extra work in cultivation 
operations and cultivation of the 
border constitutes a problem. How-
ever, many of the problems are be-
ing ironed out by the farmers and 
SCS technicians. If all the pro-
blems are never solved, they will 
be more than off set by the irriga-
tion water saved, the ease of irri-
gation and the utilization of land 
that could not otherwise be suc-
cessfully irrigated. It is estimated 
that only about V, as much water 
will be used as was formerly need-
ed. During years of normal rainfall 
It may even be unnecessary to 
water the pans.

I an unexplained growth In the 
eyes of the white-faced Here-
fords, is presenting ranchers of 
the state with a dollars-and-cents 
problem, because Its cause, like 
that of human cancer, is as yet 
unknown." 

Cancer Eye Is net usually not-
iced until the animals get to the 
stockyards. When the condition 
is discovered the animal afflic- 

ted is totally condemned. 
"Texans are now conducting 

their annual educational and 
Lund-raising drive against can-
cer," the Cancer Society conclud-
ed.
