COMMUNICATIONS 

The House of Reprefr.entatives 
has passed three bills this session 
that Will have a revolutionary 
effect on communication, not only 
in this country but throughout the 
world. The effect in this country 
will not be a broad overall effect, 
but can go into each and every 
community. The first bill that was 
passed was the Eduational TV 
Bill, designed to implement the 
television channels reserved in the 
public spectrum for educational 
broadcasting. 

Subsequently, and in fact last 
week, a second bill was passed that 
will permit the full use of a part 
of the spectrum that has been vir-
tually untapped. This is called the 
All Channel Television Receivers 
Bill. The goal of this bill is too 
provide a television system which 
will serve all the people, encourage 
Y mss; ros-rer , 
particularly in the larger mar-
kets—and meet educational needs. 
There were many suggestions as 
to how this could or should be 
done. After extensive hearings on 
all suggtstions, it was concluded 
by the Committee on Interstate 
and Foreign Commerce that the 
best approach was to authorize the 
Federal Communications Commis-
sion to require that all television 
receivers shipped in interstate 
commerce or imported into the 
United States for sale or resale be 
equipped at the time of manufact-
ure to receive all television chan-
nels; that is, the 70 channels in 
the UHF portion of the radio spec-
trum, as well as the 12 in the VHF 
portion. The difference between 
VHF and UHF can be likened to 
the difference between a small 
pie (UHF) and a large pie (VHF). 
Due to the wide range of VHF, 
the license holders were quick to 
grab up all the available frequen-
cies, because it gave them a larger 
market and an opportunity to have 
a larger business and to make 
more money. As a result, UHF 
licenses went begging. The FCC 
has allocated space in the radio 
spectrum sufficient for a total of 
2,225 stations — 1,544 UHF .  stet-
tions and 681 VHF stations. Five 
hundred of the VHF stations al-
ready on the air. However, only 
103, or about 7 percent, of the 
1.544 UHF station are actually on 
the air. If the American people 
are to enjoy the fullest benefits 
01 television service, a major por-
tion of the unassigned UHF chan-
nels must be put into operation. 
It was this problem that prompted 
the All Channels Television Receiv-
ers legislation. 

There are approximately 55 mil- 

lion television receivers in the 
hands of the public; however, only 
about 9 million, or about 16 per 
cent are capable of receiving UHF 
signals. The overwhelming bulk 
of television set poduction is lirn-
ited to VHF receivers, and the 
situation is growing steadily worse. 
In 1953, more than one-fifth of 
the television receivers were 
equipped to receive UHF. In 1961, 
only about one-twentieth were so 
equipped. The absence of sets 
equipped for UHF reception simply 
made impossible the profitable 
operation of a UHF broadcasting 
station. In fact, 100 UHF licensees 
have had to go out of business. 
This situation was fast developing 
into a most serious concentration 
of power in all economic fields 
associated with television. The 
proper administration of this new 
legislation will result in the open-
ing of many possibilities for new 
business and new and expanded 
television reception, without en-
dangering or interferring with pre-
sent reception or receivers. 

In fact, it will solve the problem 
in a much better manner than 
was being pursued by the FCC. 
Existing television sets will not 
be affected in any manner. I am 
advised by manufacturers that a 
converter can be attached to an 
existing set for a relatively small 
cost to enable reception of all 
channels. If a person does not de-
sire to receive UHF broadcasts, 
nothing need be done. He can con-
tinue to receive the present stet-
hems without interruption. The 
method being pursued by the FCC 
would have been to separate dif-
ferent geographical areas so that 
one area would be all VHF and 
another would be all UHF. Had 
this proposal been followed 
through, those who found them-
selves in an all UHF area would 
have had to buy a converter or 
a news al ,channel receiver. It 
would also have brought much con-
fusion and economic injury to 
present VHF station owners. 

The third bill referred to in the 
communications field is probably 
one of the most important to pass 
the House of Representatives in 
its History. This is the Communi-
cations Satellite Act of 1962. This 
act not only opens the door for 
this country to lead the way in 
using_ outer space for communi-
cations purposes; but it does so on 
the free enterprise philosophy. The 
corporation to be created under 
this act will be one in which the 
public will have the right and 
privilege to purchase stock. It 
will be run like any other free 
enterprise corporation in the corn-  

munications carrier field. It will 

not be government owned or dom-
inated. It will have the authority to 
create, maintain and operate com-
munications satellite systems that 
will make possible the transmittal 
of information from this country 

to any portion of the world in al-
most the flash of an eye. It will 
permit us to break through Iron 
or Bamboo Curtains with truthful 

and honest information without de-
lay. This means of communication 
can provide an avenue for the 

greatest possible service to man-
kind throughout the world. Pro-
ceeding to the fullest utilization of 
this new medium, by and through
