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Cotton Quotas To Be Voted On Dec. 11 
Federal Land Bank Reduces Interest 
Cost To Borrowers 

CITY HAS WATER TROUBLES 

The Federal Land dank of Hous-

ton has announced that effective 

on January 1. 1963 it will reduce 

temporarily to 5 percent the inter-

est rate on all outstanding loans 

which presently bear in excess of 

5 percent. The contract rate on 

new loans will cce•inoe to be 5t 

percent but inters., 	Ins closed 

on and after Decem,.., 	1962, will 

be billed temporarily at 5 percent 

until further notice by the bank. 

In making the announcemnet, 

Hal Weatherford. President of the 

bank, said that of its $260 million 

of loans outstanding more than 

$100 million bear contract rates in 

excess of 5 percent and that sav-

ings to Texas farmers and ranchers 

by this action will be more than 

half a million dollars in the year 

1963 alone. Weatherford said this 

is the fourth time the Bank has vol-

untarily reduced the interest on 

its outstanding loans. 

The Houston bank makes long- 

term farm and ranch loans through 

73 Federal Land Bank Associations 

located throughout Texas. The one 

serving this area is the Federal 

Land Bank Association of Floyd- 

ada, with the branch office in Quita- 

que.

U S.D.A. ANNOUNCES INCREASE 
IN FEES FOR COTTON 
CLASSING SERVICE 
The United States Department of 

Agriculture announced increases in 

fees for cotton classing services ac-

cording to K. E. Voelkel of the 

Memphis Cotton Classing Office. 

Among the charges affected will be 

Review Classification under the 

Smith-Doxey Act. Effective Decem-

ber 1. a charge of 35 cents instead 

of 25 cents per sample will be made 

on Smith-Doxey Reviews. 

As has been the case for the past 

several weeks, rains again deleyed 

field operations. Sample receipts 

were stopped completely towards 

the latter part of the week. Slightly 

over 8.000 samples were classed for 

the week ending November 30. For 

the season 72.323 samples were 

classed compared with 143.667 as 

of the same date last season. 

The quality of cotton classed 

during the week fell in the follow-

ing categories: 20 percent white, 

74 percent Light Spotted. and 6 per-

rent Spotted. The predominate 

rrade was Middling Light Spotted 

with 39 percent. Because of Pre-

paration and Bark, some grades 

were reduced: however, the quan-

tity amounted to only about 2 per-

cent and about 3 percent, respec 

tively. 
The predominant staple length 

was 15 /16 inch with 54 percent. 

Forty-five percent was classed 31 / 

32 inch and longer. About 1 percen 

was called Wasty.

December 14 is the last day for 

signing up under the 1963 wheat 

stabilization program for farms in 

the winter wheat area. 

"This means that less than a two 

weeks remains in which growers 

may file applications to take part 

in the 1963 winter wheat stabili-

zation program. 

Farmers who participate in the 

1963 program will be eligible to re-

ceive special payments for volun-

tarily diverting a part of their 

allotment or base acreage from the 

production of wheat and devoting 

that acreage to a conservation use, 

and they will also qualify for ex-

tra price support payments and for 

the regular price support loan or 

purchase agreements. 

Under this voluntary wheat re-

duction program, farmers may di-

vert from 20 to 50 percent of their 

wheat allotment or base acreage, 

with special diversion provisions 

for small farms. The diverted acre-

age must be devoted to an ap-

proved conservation use. 

Growers are cautioned, however, 

to sign up for only the amount of 

acreage they intend to divert from 

1963 production. Failure to divert 

the full amount of acreage signed 

up would result in the loss of diver-

sion and price support payments, 

as well as loss of eligibility for the 

regular wheat price support loan 

or purchase agreement.

Cotton growers have a quota 

vote coming up on December 11. 

Cotton growers will vote on wheth-

er they want to continue market-

ing quotas on the 1963 crop. Mar-

acting quotas have been in effect 

continuously on upland cotton since 

1954. 

"If at least two-thirds of the 

cotton growers voting in the re-

ferendum approve of quotas, then 

quotas will be in effect for the 1963 
upland cotton crop, marketing pen-

alties will apply to any "excess" 

cotton produced on a farm, and 

price support at a level within 

the range of 65 to 90 percent of 

parity will be available to farmers 

who comply with their farm acre-
age allotments. The actual level 

will be announced later. 

"On the other hand, if more 

than one-third of the growers who 
vote oppose the cotton quotas, 

then there will be no quotas and 

no penalties applicable to the 1963 

upland cotton crop, and price sup-

port to farmers who comply with 

their farm acreage allotments will 

be available at 50 percent of parity 

as directed by law. 

Farmers engaged in the product-

ion of upland cotton in 1962 will 

be eligible to vote in the cotton re-

ferendum. The term "engaged in 

production" includes planting cot-

ton even though the crop is not 

harvested if such failure to har-

vest is not caused by the neglect 

of the farmer. Also, cotton pro-

ducers whose allotment history for 

1962 is protected under applicable 

provisions of law are considered 

"engaged in production" and eli-

gible to vote. 

The Chairman explained that 
individual farm alliatm-Wfa nofietts 

for the cotton will be mailed 0 

farmers prior to the referenda.

Animal Health 

One of the critical periods that 
letermines whether livestock will 
make a profit or a loss for the 
year is the time when calves, pigs 
and lambs are born. 

A basic job is to see that these 
newborn animals get off to a good 
start. And, a basic factor affect-
ing that is a healthy, well-nour-
ished and properly immunized 
dam. Such a dam will be reasona-
bly well safeguarded against 
stvosscs and disease which result 
in the birth of weak offspring. 

Health care of newborn ani-
mals is vital in every farmer's 
profit picture. 

Although calves, pigs and lambs 
are born with little or no resist-
ance to disease, much protection 
is provided through the colostrum, 
or first mills, of the dam. There-
fore, barnyard babies should have 
an opportunity to nurse soon after 
birth. But care should be taken to 
prevent the offspring from over-
loading during the first 24 to 48 
hours. 

Other safeguards must be taken 
too, to protect the newborn ani-
mals. Scours, anemia, pneumonias 
and other problems are altogether 
too common. Because of this, 
many farmers today have stand-
ing arrangements with a veteri-
narian, as sound insurance. The 
doctor checks the dams, takes 
care of vaccinations, checks sani-
tary conditions, and takes any 
other steps needed to assure a 
healthy crop of young. This plan 
seems to be working effectively, 
because more and more farmers 
are turning to such an arrange-
ment. 

Other important points to keep 
in mind include thorough cleaning 
and disinfecting stalls or pens 
used for birth, and providing dry, 
well-ventilated quarters which are 
free from drafts.

Stocking Custom 

It is probably from the Euro - 

pean custom of setting out the 
shoe or sabot for gifts that we 
derive our own ceremony of hang -
ing up a stocking on Christmas 
Eve. 

Some scholars believe caroling 
is a carry-over from the Roman 
songs of the Saturnalia. The first 
songs of the Nativity date from 
the Fourth Century and German 
lieder from the 11th. Some 200 
years later, carols found their 
way into France and Britain. One 
quaint belief of northern England 
was that on Christmas Eve the 
bees gathered and hummed car-
ols. 

The Puritans strongly opposed 
singing and even in the celebration 
of Christmas itself. In England 
they passed laws in 1644 forbid-
ding its observance, but these were 
repealed after the Restoration. 

From 1659 to 1681 in parts of 
America it was a criminal offense 
to elebrate the holiday. Later in 
our history, George Washington 
credited his success against the 
Hessians at Trenton in 1776 to the 
enemy's evening of Cbrsitmas rev-
elry that left them open to a sur-
prise attack. 

The worn "Yule" comes from 
the Scandinavian feast of Juul. 
Great fires were built to honor the 
God Thor and to defy the Frost 
King. The medieval English con-
sidered it bad luck if a squint-
eyed person entered the great hall 
while the traditional log was burn-
ing — and even worse luck if a bare 
footed or flatfooted woman ap-
peared. 

Twice A year 
Christmas comes twice a year 

to lucky children in Germany, 
Switzerland, Belguim and Holland. 
On St. Nicholas' Day, Dec. 6, good 
children received can-'7, _nuts, 
oranges and' toys. The bad 
ones, supposedly are put into St. 
Nicholas' sack and spirited away. 

If the family can afford it, toys 
and candy are distributed agian 
on December 25, perhaps tucked in 
a shoe placed under a window or 
near the fireplace. However, this 
custom is fairly recent; it dates 
back to World War II and was in-
troduced by American GI's.

It is anticipated, however, 
that such legislation would supple-
ment rather than substantially 
change the basic program choices 
to be presented for growers' deter-
mination in the Dec. 11 referendum. 

All farmers who engaged in the 
production of upland cotton in 1962 
are eligible to vote in the referen-
dum, and are urged to do so by the 
State committeemen.

will be avalable to growers prior 
to the referendum, the committee 
said. All cotton producers who have 
questions on the upcoming vote are 
urged to visit their local ASCS of-
fice for answers.

cotton. Freezing of young, imma-
ture bolls causes the lint to be dis-
colored. The stage of maturity the 
bolls are in at the time of th ^ 

freeze usually determines the de-
gree of discoloration to the lint. 
This cotton may be light spotted, 
spotted, tinged or yellow stained. 
When cotton from such bolls is 
harvested and ginned with cotton 
from other bolls that have opened 
normally before a freeze, spotted 
cotton may result. This practice 
of such combining such harvest-
ing is not economical, and should 
he avoided at all times. 

.Open cotton that is left in the 
field exposed to the weather may 
become dark and dull in color, 
and therefore lower in grade. White 
cotton that is exposed to the weath-
er loses its "bloom" or new crop 
color. A slight discoloration or dull-
ness may result in a grade or 
more reduction in quality. As the 
color becomes more dull and dark-
er, the cotton may then fall into 
the light gray and gray grade cate-
gories. 

Wet leaves that hang touching 
open bolls may result in stained 
cotton. Stains or spots may also 
be caused by green leaves or other 
foreign matter being crushed in 
the ginning process.
