The Thick Of Things 
"The mills of the gods grind slowly, but 

they grind exceeding fine." 
So goes the saying. 
The mills of the more "god-like" 

decision-makers of earth, courts and 
congresses, emulate that slowness, but 
that's as far as it goes. They are human 
institutions and imperfect, as we are often 
reminded by events.

Our free and varied press may not give 
society "final solutions" to its problems, but 
it will always keep readers in the thick of 
things and able to cope. 

We shall strive to keep meeting that basic 
obligation.
