cents per pound. The new base
rate, for Strict Low Middling
inch-and-a-sixteenth, according
to-USDA will be computed by
adding the difference between the
loan value of the two qualities to
the Middling-inch rate. Thus the
change in the base quality
shouldn’t affect the loan value of
any quality in any way. _‘
This change of base quality
appears desirable to USDA
because SLM inch-and-a-
sixteenth cotton is much more
representative of upland cotton
produeed in the U.S. than is
Middling-inch. The latter quality
over the past 5 years has
accounted for less than one-half
of one percent of production
whereas SLM inch-and-a-
sixteenth has comprised over 13
percent during the same period.
Two other significant changes
in operating provisions of the loan

program are being proposed.
involving (1) a requirement to
enter the tare weight of each bale
on the gin bale tag and (2)
elimination of the 50-point
discount on upland cotton reduced
in grade because of extraneous
matter such as bark, grass,
motes, sand, etc.

The notice in the Federal
Register points out that the tare
weight requirement will help
eliminate a problem experienced
by spinning mills in handling
cotton for which bale tags do not
show the tare.

The second proposed revision,
that of dropping the 50-point or
one-half cent discount applied to
cotton containing foreign matter,
came as a result of a
recommendation made by Plains
Cotton Growers, Inc., which
represents cotton producers in a
25-county area surrounding
Lubbock.

In consultations with USDA
officials PCG expressed its
opinion that the half-cent per
pound discount, over and above
the reduction of one full grade,
was not justified by the loss of
such cotton’s spinning utility.
PCG’s primary concern was for
“barky’’ cotton, which makes up
a sizeable portion of each year's
Plains crop.

USDA’s concurrence with the
PCG view was indicated in the
Federal Register notice. The
notice stated *‘ . . . there is reason
to conclude that the presence of
extraneous matter doesn’t affect
the ultimate yalug of slich cotton
beyond that reflected in the grade
reduction.”

Prior to making final decisions
on loan program regulations
USDA will give consideration to
all ~date, views and
recommendations received from
interested parties before May 9.

School bus laws

A reminder on the State law
about motorists stopping for
school buses was issued today by
Colonel Wilson E. Speir, director
of the Texas Department of
Public Safety.

Speir said the law, which
applies on city streets as well as
rural highways requires
motorists moving in either
direction on the same roadway or
street with a school bus to stop
and remain stopped as long as the
flashing top red lights on the bus
are in operation.

He said the problem is

« becoming more serious in cities
due to increased use of school
buses in urban school districts.

There are only two exceptions
to the law on stopping for loading
or unloading a school bus: Those
vehicles on another roadway of a
divided highway (divided by
median or physical barrier) are
not required to stop. and stops are
not required if the bus has
stopped in a loading zone of a
controlled access highway where

pedestrians are not permitted to
Cross.

Many have objections to
meddling with time, and through
defiance of wanting to be
different, absolutely refuse to
change their timepieces. So, OK!
Feel free to do your thing,
knowing envy from others not
having the ability of thinking one
hour ahead. during the pext
several months.

DST has advantages for some
but cramps the lifestyle of those
requiring early darkness for their
activities. Nearly everyone has to
make adjustments in the daily
activities, to keep in tune and
time with business, work and
play.

The backyard and gardening
enthusiast is given extra daylight
to complete chores, not having to
continue them until the next
evening. Family outings and
summer sports do not have to be
cut short because of the time
element between work and
darkness. The office secretary
does not have to rush home after

work scrambling to have more
sunlight for the tan she's working
on.

Daylight Savings Time now
brings out the cry of
‘““discrimination.”” Rev. Guido
Merkens, pastor of a San Antonio
church, says he will hold services
on standard time, April 29,
although the rest of the nation is
switching to DST.

The pastor says the time
change, which annually falls on a
Sunday, is discriminatory to
Christians. He claims American
business interests would not
tolerate such a switchover during
the middle of the week.

His congregation will change to
DST following the morning
services.

Drive-in movie operators frown
upon the change because of the
lateness in darkness arriving.
There is a noticed attendance
drop due to the late hours small
children must keep when a good
family feature is billed.

Pity the farmer who possibly
suffers most under DST. Whether
on Standard or DST, his day has
to be flexible, getting the most
out of the hours worked. Too
often, a farmer’s day is sunrise to
sunset, for working hours, plus
the extra time in arising early
and facing bedtime at the finish
of the lateness of the evening
meal. This makes a short time for
pleasures of life and sleeping.
