Blender saves money

in preparing baby food

Blenders go to work for babies
when the homemaker finds she
saves money by making baby food
at home.

For example, four jars (almost
eight ounces each) were made
from a No. 2% can of sliced,
water pack, peaches costing 39
cents. So cost for each ounce of
homemade baby food was about
1.3 cents.

A jar of commercially prepared
“‘baby’’ peaches costs 16 cents for
almost five ounces. So each ounce
costs 3.4 cents.

Homemakers also can prepare
blender baby food from the
family table, using foods that
don’t have much salt, spices,
sugar, seasonings or strong
flavors.

After preparing food in the
blender, one homemaker fills
clean plastic ice-cube trays with
blended meat and vegetable
leftovers. She wraps the filled
trays in airtight freezer wrap,
then freezes them. At mealtime,

she thaws just enough cubes for
the baby’s meal.

Another money-saving idea is
to buy canned or frozen
vegetables especially for baby
food. Cook in a small amount of

water until just tender. Then use
the cooking water in the blender
with the vegetables—so vitamins
that went from vegetables into
the water will be saved.

Use canned or frozen fruits
packed without sugar, such as a
water pack.

One more advantage of blender
preparation is that just the right
consistency can be achieved. As a
young child grows and can handle
food less smooth, decrease
blending speed or time. This
helps the homemaker make food
that meets the child's needs.

Still Only Six...Sheep and Lamb Feeding Spurts
Upward . . . Down But Still Up . . . Report Suspected Cases.

With all the furor being raised about how high farm
prices are these days, a government report still notes that
only six commodities are above parity. Overall parity is
now pegged at 82 per cent, which means the agricultural
segment of our economy is still 18 per cent below being on
an equal par with the rest of the economy.

For the record, those six commodities which are
above parity include hogs, beef cattle, calves, sheep, wool,
and mohair. Lambs and oats which were above parity in
February have now slipped under that ratio.

No crop is reported at or above parity prices.
Cotton’s average price of 21 cents is almost 40 cents per
pound below effective parity. Grain sorghum at $2.77 per
hundred pounds is down two cents from February and
almost a dollar under parity. Wheat at $2.16 per bushel is
$1.05 per bushel under parity. Corn at $1.75 per bushel is
41 cents below parity. Oats, which were above parity in
February, now average $1.05 per bushel, a penny per

bushel under parity.

Hog prices in Texas as of March 15 averaged $37.20
per hundred pounds; that’s $3.30 per hundredweight above
parity. Calves at $63.40 per hundredweight are $13.80
above parity. Sheep at $19 per hundred pounds are $7.50
above parity. Lambs at $41.60 per hundred pounds are 30

cents under parity.

A NINETY per cent increase in sheep on feed is
reported in Texas compared with a year ago. Drylot sheep
feeders with a lot capacity of 2,000 head or more had
93,000 sheep and lambs on feed for slaughter as of April,
according to the Texas Crop and Livestock Reporting

Service.

This is 26 per cent above the number on feed a
month earlier and a whopping 90 per cent above the
number on feed April 1 of last year.

Placements during March

totaled 51,000 head.

Marketings during March were 32,000 head, 1,000 above
the intended marketings reported earlier.

Current intentions are incomplete because additional
lambs could still be placed on feed and marketed during the

period,

RED MEAT production is up and down in Texas.

Commercial slaughtering plants in Texas produced
171,400,000 pounds of red meat during February. This is
down 12% from the previous month but three per cent
above the amount produced in February of 1972,
Nationwide, commercial production of red meat
during February was down five per cent from a year earlier.

GROSS income from chickens sold in Texas during
1972 was up $300,000 from 1971.

Cash receipts for chickens sold were $4,700,000, up
from the 1971 cash receipts of $4,400,000. The number of
chickens raised during 1972, excluding commercial broilers,
decreased 11 per cent from the previous year.

SUBMIT suspected screwworm samples to the fly
laboratory at Mission.

Churches
stress
quality

NEW YORK — The
churches have stopped play-
ing the numbers game.

For years after World War
II, congregations, denomina-
tions and interfaith groups
spoke in numbers when ap-
praising the advance of Chris-
tianity across the continent.

The postwar religion boom
was extolled in terms of mem-
bership, attendance, contri-
butions and new buildings, al-
ways in terms of numbers.
The bigger the numbers, the
better.

In recent years, the num-
bers have not been quite so
glowing. They have been
leveling off or even decreas-
ing. Church membership has
not kept pace with the popula-
tion growth. Giving is off.
Construction has declined.

Many people in and out of
the church have called out
with alarm over the statistical
slump, crying that religion is
on the wane in America. But
others have been taking a sec-
ond look at what is going on in
organized religion, and they
like what they have been see-
Ing.

For the churches, like the
rest of society, have been en-
gaged in a quest for the qual-
ity of life rather than the
quantities they used to boast
about.

The Rev. Dr. Lyle E. Schal-
ler, a church planner and con-
sultant who serves on the staff
of the Yokefellow Institute in
Richmond, Ind., has had an

opportunity to study closely
what is happening in congre-
gational life in visits to be-
tween 200 and 300 local
churches in recent years.

Drawing on his observa-
tions, he has written a case
study of ‘“The Pastor and the
People,”" distributed by
Abingdon Press, the publish-
ing house of The United Meth-
odist Church, as guidebook to
“‘building a new partnership
for effective ministry.”

Schaller has found the quest
for quality in every section of
American society —in the de-
mands of blacks and the poor
for better schools, in the rapid
growth of the consumer
movement, in the value sys-
tem espoused by many young
people, in the rejection by
blue-collar workers of the
‘““deadening”’ life on the auto-
mobile assembly line, in the
mass exodus from the crum-
bling inner city, in challenges
of traditional goals and prac-
tices in colleges and universi-
ties.

“This quest represents a
change in the American value
system as the emphasis shifts
from quantity to quality, from
counting activities to measur-
ing performance, and from an
emphasis on economy to an

" emphasis on quality,” Schal-

ler said.

For example, he observed,
many of the traditional key-
stones of progress and suc-
cess are coming under ques-
tion.

A college or graduate school
or seminary degree no longer
carries the prestige or value it
had even a decade ago, he
said, and prospective employ-
ers are less impressed by the
years spent in school than by
the competence of applicants
to do the job.

This quest for quality is pro-
ducing similar challenges in
the parish, Schaller said, add-
ing:

“Unquestionably, the most
highly visible, the most con-
troversial, and the most im-
portant of these changes in
the meaning of symbols and
words in the parish has been
the dropping of the letter ‘s’
from the word missions.”

As church members have
become more concerned
about evaluating the purpose
and quality of the perfor-
mance of their church in
terms of mission, the priori-
ties of denominations as well
as congregations have been
radically reordered, he said.

Engineer
overcomes
handicap

Courage is a precious and
often rare commodity. Yet if
you look around enough you'll
find it in people like Ward C.
Mulby, an engineering drafts-
man in the Federal Aviations
Administration’s field office
at Brulingame, Calif.

The story of Mulby’s cour-
age and dedication might nev-
er have been told if he had not
been named FAA's Outstand-
ing Handicapped Federal
Employe for 1972, Now he will
compete with winngrs in other
Department of Transporta-
tion agencies.

The best way to describe
Mulby’s courage and its inspi-
ration to others is to tell it like
it happened. Born in a small
town in Germany, he and his
mother escaped to Switzer-
land after his father was
killed by the Nazis.

The Mulbys emigrated to
the United States after Ward
completed his schooling.

He graduated from the Uni-
versity of California, Berke-
ley, in 1952 with a bachelor of
science degree in mechanical
and industrial engineering.
By then he had been a natu-
ralized American citizen for
two years,

But Mulby had developed a
slight limp and was losing co-
ordination in his right hand
and arm. So he became left-
handed. By 1957 his condition
was diagnozed as ‘‘dystonia,”
a crippler for which medical
science has found no cure.
Two brain operations brought
gradual improvement in two
years.

Today, despite some exist-
ing handicap, Mulby is con-
sidered one of the finest
draftsmen in the Brulingame
FAA office and recently was
cited for his work in basic
product drafting and for his

equipment design for a radio
antenna mount.
Understanding the prob-
lems of the physically handi-
capped because he has been
there and still is to some ex-
tent, Mulby in his spare time
works with the Oakland Cere-
bral Palsy Center, lectures on
how to overcome physical
roadblocks and entertains se-
verely handicapped children.

Air-cushion car
on way

WASHINGTON — On Nov.
22 last year, the Department
of Transportation’s tracked
air-cushioned research vehi-
cle (TACRV), designed to hit
speeds of up to 300 miles an
hour, made its first run at the
government’s ground test
center in Pueblo, Colo.

It roared forward and back-
ward, on a tether, for a total of
250 feet — at 5 m.p.h.

From that small beginning,
DOT’s Federal Railroad Ad-
ministration, working with
the Grumman Aerospace
Corp., builders of the $7 mil-
lion vehicle, hopes to establish
design guidelines for com-
mercial models to help meet
America’s growing rapid
transit needs.

The FRA has just signed a
$600,000 contract with Grum-
man to fund the first eight
months of an anticipated
three-year test program at
the Colorado facility.

Currently, three fan-jet en-
gines provide the air for the
supporting cushions and also
serve to propel the TACRV.
But sometime this summer,
hopefully, an experimental
linear induction motor (LIM)
built by the air research divi-
sion of the Garrett Corp. of
Los Angeles will be installed
to provide primary propul-
sion.

FRA said an earlier version
of the LIM had achieved
speeds up to 191 m.p.h. in a
wheeled vehicle at the Pueblo
test center.

“The tracked air-cushion
research vehicle heralds a

new era in high-speed ground
transportation,”” John W. In-
gram, head of FRA, said.

“We hope to demonstrate
the commercial application of
such vehicles with a program
in one of the nation’s large ur-
ban areas by the end of the de-
cade.”

The linear induction motor
iIs a conventional electric en-
gine with its parts arranged in
a line rather than in a circle.

Unlike jet engines, which
are unsuitable because of ex--
haust and noise problems, the
LIM is quiet and nonpollutant.

The TACRYV, instead of roll-
ing on wheels, floats on air
cushions along a fixed guide-
way.

— Air cushions — several
configurations will be evalu-
ated for power consumption
and ride quality.

— Electric propulsion —
tests of the second generation
LIM and motor control sys-
tems will be undertaken in or-
der to develop high-speed,
low-noise, nonpollution pro-
pulsion systems.

— Wayside power collection
— tests will be conducted on a
power pickup system de-
signed to collect electrical en-
ergy from wayside power dis-
tribution rails at speeds up to
300 m.p.h.

— Ride quality — tests of
secondary suspensions will be
made to develop techniques
for providing, at speeds up to
300 m.p.h., a comfortable ride
similar to a commercial air-

craft in cruise flight.
— Vehicle aerodynamics —

to determine the forces which
act on a ground vehicle at
high speeds and in the pres-
ence of crosswinds.
