At least I did get a chance to see the UCLA-NC State playoff game,
and I had been hating the thought of missing it. I only hope that it was
as good as we all had hoped and that the finals Monday night also lived
up to expectations.

We've had rain here, although not enough by local standards, after
real heat for a day or two. People say that this has been a most unusual
winter, far too warm, but it has led to good fishing.
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Final conference statistics reveal some interesting things about Tech's
situation. First and foremost, the Raiders had the best defensive record,
but only the fifth best offensive mark.

Texas had the widest spread, averaging 87.6 points a game and
allowing only 77.4 points. Tech was the next closest with a 7.6 point
spread. Arkansas, by some freak closed with identical points with its
enemies, 86.1 points for and 86.1 points against.

Also, and this might be most significant, Tech had only two scorers in
the top 16, Rick Bullock (4th) and William Johnson (8th). Richard Little
ranked 17th, Grady Newton 32nd and Phil Bailey 36th. No other Raider
was in the top 52.

In rebounding, though, Tech had two in the top six. Bullock (11.6 per
game) and Johnson (9.4). A&M, fourth in the standings, had two in the top
10, ranked eighth and tenth.

Tech, it would seem, needs to get more punch in the lineup to go with its
tight defense. Two guard slots are open, with both Little and Don Moore
leaving. A strong scorer at one guard would make the Raiders even more
potent.

Little's shooting fell off last year, maybe because he became less selfish
than at any time in his career. Newton hit 46.4% and Phil Bailey hit an
even 48%, both strong showings.
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With the baseball season almost here, on the pro level, that is, I feel the
same twinge of regret each year that there is no team in Lubbock. In the
days when there were the Hubbers, activity was hot and heavy.

Old Hubber Park had undergone its usual coat of paint, Will was busy
manicuring the infield, new signs were painted and sometimes even old,
splinty planks were replaced in the grandstand.

The ball club trained at a variety of places, such as Dallas, Greenville,
Uvalde, San Angelo, Midland, Huntsville, Thomasville, Ga., and even in
the Rio Grande Valley.

Those were interesting days, days of expectation as a long line of
managers attempted to take the raw recruits and blend them with a
variety of older, seasoned players. The results sometimes were
spectacular, sometimes mediocre, but usually good enough to keep
Lubbock in the thick of the battles.

Those really were great days and the memories flood back, days with
Jackie Sullivan and Bill Metzig as managers, different in approach, but
fundamentally the same.

There were the players, far too numerous to mention and most of them
different, but all fired with the hope of the big year that would propel
them to the top. Yep, great guys, great days. It's too bad that they are

gone for good.

In a few days Tech opens football drills that ought to have more than
passmg interest. The spring workouts will lead up to a spring game that
has, in the past, failed to attract many fans.

But this year should be different. The Raiders are coming off a great
victory over Tennessee in the Gator Bowl, they are looking at more classy
material than has been seen in a long time at Tech and they have some
1mportant holes to plug.

Allin all, spring training this year ought to be filled with interest and
much of it will be centered on Tommy Duniven, who has received maybe
more than his share of pre-varsity plaudits.

Indeed, Jim Carlen would like to see the attention played down,
understandably. Duniven has yet to play a down, still he has been getting
his share of attention. The buildup doesn’t approach that afforded Super
Bill Bradley, but the interest is there.

Bradley finally lived up to expectations, but as a defensive back.
Duniven is liable to make it as a quarterback and make it big. He has the
tools and he's had a year of tutoring as a red shirt that should make him far

.better than the average first year player.

Perhaps the biggest loss will be Andre Tillman and finding a
replacement for the big tight end may not be solved easily. There are
some great prospects on hand, though, and the battles should be worth

watching closely.
