Courthouses 
AUSTIN, Texas -- They 

are the dominant landmark in 
many Texas counties, and to 
date, more than 4o of the 
state's historic courthouses 
have been restored and re-
turned to their original gran-
deur through the Texas His-
torical Commission's (THC) 
award winning Texas Historic 
Courthouse Preservation Pro-
gram. The endurance of these 
grand structures was ce-
mented even further last year 
through the partnership be-
tween the THC and the Texas 
Land Title Association (TLTA) 
creating a training and tech-
nical assistance program to 
promote ongoing, regular 
maintenance of Texas' historic 
county courthouses. The 
TLTA recently renewed its 
support with a generous grant 
marking the continuation of 
the THC's Texas Courthouse 
Stewardship Initiative, meant 
to sustain historic courthouses 
by assuring the continued 
maintenance of their renewed 
luster. 

The Texas Land Title As-
sociation is proud to continue 
its partnership with the Texas 
Historical Commission's 
courthouse stewardship pro-
gram," said TLTA President 
Sheri Asbell. "Our grant will 
facilitate the ongoing mainte-
nance and upkeep of these 
beautifully restored land-
marks that are so important to 
the architectural landscape of 
Texas." 

The Texas Courthouse 
Stewardship Initiative had its 
first successful training work-
shop in March 2007 and pro-
vided courthouse site visits 
and consultations with THC 
architects. The workshop ad-
dressed issues such as inspect-
ing the protective exterior en-
velope of the building, how to 
identify mechanical malfunc-
tions and budgeting for main-
tenance. Another workshop is 
scheduled for April 10-11, 
2008 in Austin and incentives 
for courthouses participating 
in the Texas Historic ,  Courtip 
house Preservation Program 
will be offered, -as well as feat 
tured speakers on issues rel-
evant to courthouse preserva-
tion. 

The Texas Legislature es-
tablished the Texas Historic 
Courthouse Preservation Pro-
gram in 1999 and appropri-
ated funding to preserve and 
protect the historic court-
houses of Texas after they 
were placed on the National 
Trust for Historic 
Preservation's America's 11 
Most Endangered Historic 
Places. The program has re-
ceived national recognition 
and multiple awards, and it 
has completed four rounds of 
grant funding with 112 coun-
ties participating. The 80th 
Texas Legislature included 
$62 million in bond funding 
for Round V of the Texas His-
toric Courthouse Preservation 
Program, which will be dis-
tributed in January 2008 to 
assist additional counties in-
terested in preserving their 
historic courthouses. 

The TLTA is a trade asso-
ciation founded in 1908 whose 
members include title insur-
ance underwriting companies, 
title agents, companies that 
provide goods or services to 
the title industry and individu-
als employed by member com-
panies. The TLTA grant pro-
vides critical resources to 
counties needing the special-
ized training required for 
courthouse maintenance, 
without which the state could 
again face the same challenge 
to preserve these recently re-
stored courthouses in 25 to 3o 
years. 

Hall County is currently 
submitting a grant proposal to 
the Texas Historic Courthouse 
Prservation Program.

The Texas Freshwater Fisheries Center is the official host for 
the Texas State-Fish Art Contest sponsored by Wildlife Forever.

Texas students are encouraged, but not required, to depict 
the Texas state fish, the Guadalupe bass. Texas entries are judged 
only against other Texas entries no matter what fish is depicted. 

The State-Fish Art Contest is part of a conservation educa-
tion program designed to spark the imaginations of students 
while providing valuable lessons about fish and the importance 
of conserving Texas' aquatic resources. We also offer you the 
choice to use our free lesson plan.

Hurts Consumers 

Coogtessnan Proposes Increasing Enemy Supplies, NotTaxes 
Congressman Mac Thornberry issued the following statement 

related to H.R. 6, an energy-related bill passed by the House 
today. 

"Today I voted against H.R. 6, a so-called 'energy' bill. In 
truth, this bill discourages energy production here at home and 
makes energy more expensive for all of us who use it. It is par-
ticularly harmful for those of us in the more rural parts of the 
country." 

"Passage today of H.R. 6 raises taxes, imposes new federal 
mandates that could increase electricity prices and requires new 
CAFE standards that call for vehicle fuel economy standards at 
35 miles-per-gallon by 2020. This bill offers no new alternative 
or renewable energy that Americans can use. No coal-to-liquid. 
No carbon-free nuclear energy. No new oil shale development. 
No new federal lands opened to production to increase the sup-
ply of oil or natural gas..here at home - in fact it acku,ally dis-
courages the development of new American energy supplies." 

"Last summer I proposed a different approach. H.R. 3089, 
the 'No More Excuses Energy Act of 2007,' would encourage 
the production of more energy of all kinds here at home. I be-
lieve that every bit of energy we produce here is that much less 
we have to buy from overseas." 
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Holiday Shoppers Misinformed On 
Insurance Coverage For High Tech Gifts 

New survey finds 96 million households lack key knowledge on protecting electronics 
As the holiday shopping season unofficially kicks off this week, about 42 million American households plan to give or 

receive high-tech electronic products this year. However, about seven out of eight households don't fully understand key 
aspects of their insurance coverage for these purchases, according to a new national survey by Trusted Choice® and the 
Independent Insurance Agents & Brokers of America (the Big "I"). 

For the survey, respondents were asked if they were going to purchase or receive electronics, including iPods and iPhones, 
video gaming systems, computers and plasma televisions, during this holiday season. In addition, when asked, only about 
one fifth of survey respondents reported ever contacting their insurance agent with questions on coverage for high-tech 
electronic products when they purchased them in the past. 

"With so many people giving and receiving electronics this holiday season, it is important for consumers to understand 
how to protect these gifts," says Pat Carson of the Pat Carson Insurance in Turkey, Texas. "In fact, any time people 
acquire an expensive or unusual item, we advise they consult with their independent insurance agent. This new research 
shows us not enough consumers are doing that." 

The survey also presented respondents with five questions about insurance coverage for high-tech home electronics. An 
overwhelming seven out of eight households (96 million) answered at least one of these questions incorrectly. 

"As research shows so frequently, most consumers don't fully understand their insurance policies," says Pat Carson. 
"Making matters worse, with the ever-changing technology of these types of electronics, consumers need to keep in mind 
that policies may not always reflect the latest features." 

The good news for consumers is that most electronic gadgets are typically covered under the standard homeowners or 
renters policy. However, there are some common and important exceptions that many consumers don't understand. Look 
out for coverage limitations and exclusions in these situations: 

• Digitally- downloaded data: These are not generally covered under the usual homeowners or renters policy. Con-
sumers need to think about the value of their Mines, downloads, and other data, as well as the time it would take to recover 
that material. Even in cases of fire, windstorms, and theft, when your computer is covered, downloads are not usually 
included. Although a few companies now offer some coverage for digital data, that coverage is limited and may not allow for 
full replacement or re-creation of digital material.

TDA Market Recap 
December 10, 2007 

AUSTIN - For the week ending December 8, 2007, cash 
feeder steer prices at Texas auctions were down somewhat from 
the previous week's average, with most of the decline coming 
late in the week. However, prices remain higher than at this 
time last year. Fed cattle prices were also lower than last week, 
but higher than a year ago. Cotton prices finished the week 
lower as increasing harvest-time supplies continue to pressure 
the market. Wheat prices were higher again this week, with 
ongoing concerns about U.S. and international supplies 
pushing the market higher. As for futures markets, feeder cattle 
futures closed the week lower, while finished cattle, cotton, 
wheat and corn were higher. Unseasonably warm temperatures 
prevailed statewide until a weekend cold front dropped 
temperatures, but brought little rainfall. Winter wheat 
continues to suffer from dry soils with most of the acreage in 
fair to very poor condition. However, the dry weather did allow 
rapid progress on cotton, grain sorghum, pecan and citrus 
harvest. Pastures were rated in mostly fair to good condition 
with supplemental feeding on the increase.

For many people, counting sheep is a sure-fire way of get-

ting to sleep. However, for the U.S. Department of Agriculture, 
sheep - as well as cattle, horses, ostriches and acres of cotton, 
rice, grapes and citrus - are just some of the many items the 
agency will count for a complete look of Texas for the 2007 Cen-
sus of Agriculture. 

We can be proud Texas has one of the most diverse agricul-
tural industries in the world, and the Census of Agriculture is 
an excellent opportunity for us to showcase the incredible ar-
ray of commodities coming from our fields, pastures, orchards, 
vineyards and rangelands. 

That's why it's important for everyone who receives a Cen-
sus questionnaire to complete it and mail it in by the February 
4, 2008 deadline. Taking time to complete the questionnaire 
not only gives you the opportunity to provide a complete pic-
ture of Texas agriculture, but also to help shape the way agri-
cultural policies can meet your changing needs. The Census is 
your voice in Texas, and you need to be heard. 

Federal lawmakers use Census data when developing agri-
cultural and rural programs, and community planners rely on 
theanformation to determine -local prograrnsand-services. Pri-
vate cowponies also use Census data to deciiltakhere to locate 
operations. 

The Texas Field Office of the USDA's National Agricultural 
Statistics Service conducts the Census in the Lone Star State 
every five years. Questionnaires will be mailed the last week in 
December and should be returned in the envelope provided. 
You also will be able to complete the questionnaire online 
through a secure Web site. 

U.S. law requires a response from all producers who receive 
a Census questionnaire, even if you did not operate a farm or 
ranch in 2007.

Senate Leaders Reach Farm Bill Agreement 
Senate leaders have finally reached agreement on how to 

proceed with the debate on the 2007 Farm Bill, opening the 
door for the process to begin on December 7. In reaching their 
agreement, the two sides will limit the debate to consideration 
of a total of 4o amendments, 20 from Democrats and 20 from 
Republicans and work to complete the bill by December 14. 

According to the latest news from Washington, the first votes 
on farm bill are expected to occur as early as Tuesday, Decem-
ber 11. If he can maintain the schedule it appears is being de- 
veloped, Senate Majority Leader Harry Reid (D-NV) appears 
to be focused on completing the farm bill by December 14. 

Though significantly less than the nearly 300 amendments 
that were expected, the 40 amendments allowed under the 
agreement will still several days to work through and are virtu-
ally guaranteed to include consideration of several potentially 
damaging amendments opposed by most mainstream agricul-
ture groups. 

Growers and farm bill supporters are encouraged to stay in 
contact with their Senators and ask them to support the Com-
mittee bill and oppose damaging amendments. Senators should 
also be asked to continue to work with the Agriculture Com-
mittee to reach agreement on as many of the 4o amendments 
as possible in order to further expedite the process. 

Plains Cotton Growers officials note that a number of the 
amendments that will be offered pose a significant threat to the 
compromise reached by the Senate Agriculture Committee and 
will negatively impact southern agriculture. 

Information about the most harmful of these amendments, 
along with contact information for Texas Senators John Cornyn 
and Kay Bailey Hutchison, is available on the PCG website 
(www.plainscotton.org). Growers are encouraged to take the 
few minutes it requires to communicate the importance of sup-
porting the Committee bill and working to defeat harmful 
amendments.

First Quarter Price/Marketing Figures Issued 
Cumulative Upland Cotton marketings for the first three 

months of the 2007 marketing year totaled 3.084 million bales 
according to information released November 3o by the USDA 
National Agricultural Statistics Service. 

Only 62,00o bales off the pace set during the same period 
last season, the pace of shipments for the first quarter of the 
2007 Upland Cotton marketing year is good news to growers. 
Equally favorable to growers with cotton to sell is the upsiving 
thITTOffiiiipticesTive seen over the last two months. 

The first month of the marketing year included August prices 
that averaged 44.9 cents per pound and total marketings of just 
over 1.7 million bales. September brought a significant jump in 
the average price received to 55 cents per pound, but a decline 
in total marketings to 373,000 for the month. 

According to USDA figures released November 3o, October 
2007 cotton marketings totaled 949,00o bales with an average 
selling price of 55.20 cents per pound. 

So far the 2007 Upland Cotton Weighted Average Price, cal-
culated through October 2007, stands at 48.93 cents per pound. 
The preliminary mid-month price reported for November 2007 
was 54.00 cents per pound. 

With the first three months of the marketing year now past, 
the calculated 2007 WeightedAverage Price is just over 3 cents 
below the 52-cent threshold where 2007-crop Counter-cyclical 
payment rates would begin to drop. If prices stay on an upward 
trend, it is possible that the projected 2007 Upland Cotton 
Counter-cyclical payment rate could be less than the 13.73 cent 
maximum when USDA determines if it will offer an advance 
Counter-cyclical payment in February 2008. 

The following table shows the average price received each 
month by farmers and the associated weighted average price 
based on prices and cumulative marketings from August 1 
through October 31, 2007. 

The 2007 Counter-cyclical payment rate authorized under 
the 2002 Farm Bill will be based on the 12-month Weighted 
Average Price Received by growers. For cotton the 12-month 
Weighted Average Price will reflect price and marketings for 
the 2007 marketing year. The 2007 cotton marketing year be-
gan in August 1, 2007 and ends July 31, 2008.

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Conservation Tillage: Good For 
Drought and Wet Years

Conservation tillage studies by Agricultural Research Service (ARS) scientists in Georgia in-

dicate that this farming practice carries benefits beyond drought years, by also reducing runoff 
and erosion in wet years. 

This conservation tillage research began in 1998. Since then, farmers in Georgia have experi-
enced both drought years and wet years—the first four being drought years. Then, in 2002, 
conditions moderated, and Georgia received above-average rainfall in 2003 and 2005. Rainfall 
was below normal in 2004, 2006 and 2007. 

Led by hydraulic engineer David Bosch, environmental chemist Thomas Potter, and soil sci-
entist Clint Truman at the ARS Southeast Watershed Research Laboratory in Tifton, Ga., the 
research indicates that strip-till—a form of conservation tillage—reduces runoff, increases infil-
tration and increases water available for crop production. 

The greatest benefit of strip.'till occurs during dry years. Strip-till systems enhance infiltra-
tion of rainfall and allow more water to get to plant roots. Any additional water reaching the 
plant roots during a dry year benefits the grower through increased yields and reduced irriga-
tion. Conventional tillage systems lose more water to surface runoff because there is no protec-
tion on the soil surface, and the soil absorbs the full impact of raindrops, leading to sealing and 
compaction of the soil. 

In wet years, depending on when rainfall occurs, both conventional and conservation tillage 
systems can have adequate plant-available water for crop growth. However, strip-till systems 
continue to provide increased infiltration and reduced runoff, lessening the potential for sur-
face-runoff-related environmental problems. 

In the fall and winter, when evaporation and transpiration are low, infiltrating water often 
exceeds the soil's capacity to retain it. When considering all water losses, conventional-till sys-
tems lose more water because of the greater surface runoff. 

During wet or dry growing seasons, strip-till benefits growers by increasing the amount of 
rainfall or irrigation water infiltrating the soil and becoming available to plants. 

New Sorghum Is Ideal For 
Both Fuel and Feed

New, low-lignin sorghum germplasm lines developed by Agricultural Research Service (ARS) 

and collaborating university scientists are now available for bolstering the grain crop's value as 
both a livestock feed and ethanol resource. 

Lignin is a "cellular glue" of sorts that imparts rigidity and strength to plant tissues. It also 
helps plants fend off attacking insects and pathogens. However, studies by ARS scientists 
DeannaFunnell, Jeff Pedersen and John Toy in Lincoln, Neb., show that reducing sorghum's 
lignin content can also be beneficial. 

Take, for example, Atlas bmr-12, one of 20 low-lignin lines the ARS team developed and 
tested in collaboration with University of Nebraska-Lincoln scientists Richard Grant and Amanda 
Oliver. 

In the laboratory, the line scored higher on fiber digestibility than standard sorghum, which 
should result in higher milk production and higher beef gains when Atlas bmr-12 is fed to cattle. 
On the fuel front, the line's high fiber digestibility could also mean improved sorghum-to-etha-
nol conversion at processing plants, notes Funnell. She, Pedersen and Toy are all in the ARS 
Grain, Forage and Bioenergy Research Unit at Lincoln. 

Interestingly, reducing the sorghum line's lignin didn't leave it more vulnerable to fungal 
attack in laboratory trials. Funnell determined this by inoculating Atlas bmr-12 and another 
line, bmr-6, with Fusarium moniliforme fungi and examining the length of red-pigmented le-
sions that formed as the pathogen spread. 

Both lines showed greater resistance to the fungus than a control group of standard sorghum 
that was used. Inside the stems of Atlas bmr-12, for example, fungal lesions were 78 millimeters 
(mm) long, versus 117 mm in other plants used for comparison in the trials. 

Atlas bmr-12 and bmr-6 owe their unique balance of fiber digestibility and disease resistance 
to two genes for the brown midrib trait, which Pedersen incorporated into the sorghum lines 
during breeding stages. 

Switchgrass: 
Bridging Bioenergy and Conservation

An important part of the answer to the country's energy woes could be blowing in the prairie 

wind, according to Agricultural Research Service (ARS) plant geneticist Michael Casler. He has 
spent the past to years breeding switchgrass, an eight-foot-plus native plant that was an inte-
gral part of the tall grass prairies that once dominated America's Midwest. 

As a breeder, Casler is mostly concerned with the plant's bioenergy-friendly attributes, in-
cluding its ability to accumulate large amounts of biomass and tolerate environmental stress. 
Casler works at the agency's 
U.S. Dairy Forage Research 
Center in Madison, Wis. 

Recently, he began look-
ing at switchgrass from an-
other standpoint—as a re-
storer of once-pristine prai-
ries. Historically, a sprawl-
ing seas of grasses once 
stretched from Montana 
and the Dakotas down to 
Texas, with pockets of prai-
rie as far east as New York. 
Now, with much of this land 
fragmented or altered, only 
a patchwork of remnant 
prairies remains. 

Numerous federal, state 
and private conservation ef-
forts are examining how 
best to revive these vestigial 
prairies. But a question of 
genealogy always arises: 
Which switchgrass varieties 
should be planted that will 
be in keeping with a site's 
genetic legacy? 

Some conservationists 
insist on using only long-
established, local varieties 
of switchgrass. Others argue that modern-day cultivars can appropriately be used. 

Along with ARS scientist Kenneth Vogel in Lincoln, Neb., Casler set out to bring clarity to 
this debate and, hopefully, ease the task of grassland restoration. 

After two summers spent trekking native Midwestern prairies, plucking samples and send-
ing them back to his laboratory, Casler discovered that today's agronomically important switch-
grass cultivars are nearly identical genetically to their grassy ancestors. 

The study's findings are good news for prairie restorers, who can confidently tap a wider pool 
of switchgrass cultivars and local varieties for conservation projects. And switchgrass growers 
can take satisfaction knowing their fields still are, in many ways, symbolic of the country's rich 
grassy past.

Rip Ford: May He Rest in Peace 
By U.S. Sen. John Cornyn 

The unique Texas we know today grew from the dreams of 
determined settlers and the courage of brave men and women 
willing to risk their lives for their chosen land. History barely 
records many of their names. Others became legends. Some-
where in between are leaders of yesteryear who have since faded 
from our history's front page. 

One such forgotten giant was a Texas Ranger who earned 
the unforgettable nickname of "Rip." John Salmon Ford first 
served with the Rangers during the Mexican War in 1847,0ne 
of Fordslikies was recording the death of Americans killed in 
the war. After eieh name in the ledger, as a sign of respect; he 
wrote "Rest in Peace." As the number of death notices increased, 
he eventually shortened the phrase to "RIP," and a nickname 
was born. 

Most early Texans came here for opportunity, fortune, ad-
venture or escape. Following dissolution of a broken marriage 
in Tennessee, John S. Ford rallied to the call for Texas' inde-
pendence. He arrived here in 1836, too late to join Gen. Sam 
Houston at San Jacinto, but his subsequent career in Texas 
public life will never be duplicated. 

While service as a Texas Ranger propelled him to fame, that 
represented only one part of his storied life. At different times 
along the way, Ford was a doctor making house calls in San 
Augustine and Shelbyville, a legislator in Austin, a newspaper 
editor, surveyor, political leader, Indian fighter, explorer and 
historian. And he served as mayor of two cities, Austin and 
Brownsville. 

Rip Ford was, as historian T. R. Fehrenbach wrote, "...the 
only man in Texas history who was involved in a major way in 
every action or controversy of the time." He was a hard charger 
who "... instinctively went where the action was." 

He was at the forefront during Texas' push for statehood 
and later for secession, becoming a political adversary of Sam 
Houston in the process. Ford commanded Confederate soldiers 
and cavalrymen from horseback in the final land combat of the 
U.S. Civil War, winning the Battle of Palmito Ranch near 
Brownsville. He later led Texas Rangers defending the state's 
borders. 

"He had a smile that radiated strength; this, his optimism, 
his energy, his gusto and exhilaration aroused in others not envy 
but a self-confidence that made them aware of their own possi-
bilities," wrote Stephen B. Oates, editor of Ford's memoirs. He 
was also known to long "for the saddle and the wild life of a 
volunteer ranger." 

He brought to Texas a spark—a fearless and dogged person-
ality—that helped sculpt the image of Texas as it emerged dur-
ing its formative years as a republic and as a state. With it, 
though, came flaws and prejudices common even among leg-
ends Their adversaries called the early Texas Rangers "Los 
Diablos Tejanos"—the Texas Devils. One writer described them 
as "saviors to Texans, devils to their enemies." 

Ford helped define a breed of early Texas leaders who rec-
ognized that when adversity or opportunity arose, so must their 
willingness to seize the challenge and meet it head on. Their 
take-charge style created a template for Texas leaders for gen-
erations to come. 

Texas was settled by men and women from all walks of life, 
who shared one quality: courage. For some, their individual 
valor is well recorded by history. The service of others will join 
with those of their colleagues to form a collective record of grit, 
ability and accomplishment. It is a legacy well worth preserv-
ing.
