`Only 317 Survived' Features Interview With 
Local World War II Hero- Cletus Lebow 

Turkey resident Jim Kalafus has placed an interview he conducted with U.S.S. Indianpolis 
survivor Cletus Lebow, on his website www.garemaritime.com . 

Mr. Lebow, of Memphis, Texas was aboard the Indianapolis when she was torpedoed by the'  y  ' 
Japanese in July 1945. Over 800 Amercians were lost in the disaster, and the 317 survivors 
spent several days drifting in shark-infested water before rescue arrived. 

Extracts from the interview follow: "I went home, to Abernathy, Texas, on leave that June. 
Iwas outside playing touch 
football with my brothers 
and sisters- I had eleven 
brothers and sisters, so we 
had enough for our own 
team (laughs)- and when I 
went into the house to get a 
drink, my mother came up 
to me and said 'Cleatus, 
what's wrong?' and I said 
'othing.'She said 'There's 
something bothering you. 

What's wrong?" and so 
I told here that I was 
dreading going back to the 
ship.  Ididn't want to go. I 
knew that something 
dreadful was going to hap-
pen. She said to me 7 wish 

I could go in your place, but I can't. But, we both know who can go with you 'and I knew what 
she meant and I said Yes, I know, Jesus can go with me.' 

I returned to the ship. Now, before we sailed, this crate was brought on board. It was, oh, 
about the size of this room, maybe a little smaller. It was the atomic bomb, thatwe dropped on 
Hiroshima, but of course no one knew that. Later, Captain McVay said he didn't know. There 
were jokes- that it was a Cadillac car for Douglas. 

Captain McVay had requested an escort ship, but was told that there were no enemy subs 
‘,.,,ily our mute. "was in my bunk when the two torpedoes hit. Our after cqmpartmeru,eue.w: 

damaged. I went to my locker, put on a shirt and pants, and took a pair ofslippersfrom under 
my mattress and went upon deck. Now, on the quarterdeck were a lot of men who were in-
jured- burned- and they were calling for doctors. I went to the fire control workshop, and 
passed out some lifejackets there. We went down a deck, two friends and I, and tried to push 
a lifeboat out. But, we couldn't because of the list. It was a big, heavy, whale boat. 

Theship was listing heavy to starboard, and I said that we should get out of there. We were 
on the ladder when the ship rolled hard again, and that lifeboat crashed in and crushed sev-
eral men against the bulkhead. 

When I was in the water, I was swimming away from the ship in the dark, trying to get 
away from the suction when she sank. And I heard the loudest...worst...noise I'd ever heard 
and I looked behind me, and the after end, the stern, was sticking straight up into the air. Then 
she went down, fast, but there was no suction. I was scared, but then I remembered what my 
mother said about Jesus, and then I wasn't scared any more. 

I heard some voices calling, and swam to them. It was a life raft. We put the seriously 
injured men- burned-in it and the rest of us held on. A cargo net, one of those big nets, floated 
up and we pulled that in, too. 

We werefinally spotted by a plane. Now, the pilot, Chuck Gwinn, was making a repair on a 
piece of equipment, an antenna and he looked down at the water and saw an oil slick. He 
thought he'dfound a Japanese submarine, but when hejlew in lower he began to see things in 
the water. Then he saw there were people in the water, and there were sharks attacking some 
of the people. 

He reported what he'd seen, but they told him he was wrong- there were no big ships miss-
ing, but maybe it was the crew ofa big plane- a B-29. So a plane came in, a PRY, and landed, 
he landed right on the water. That first plane took the seriously injured, so I wasn't in it. The 
pilot, Adrian Marks, got 56 men in it and took off'

DPS Troopers Say "Drink. Drive. Go To Jail!" 
Texans planning to celebrate the last three-day weekend of the summer should know that the 

Texas Highway Patrol will be out in force looking for people who are driving while intoxicated. 
During the Labor Day weekend (Aug. 31 to Sept. 3), all available state troopers will be out on 
Texas roadways in support of the "Drink. Drive. Go to Jail." program. 

It is illegal in Texas to operate a motor vehicle with a breath alcohol content of 0.08 or above. 
During the Labor Day weekend in 2006, DPS troopers arrested 887 people across the state for 
driving while intoxicated. 

The punishment for a DWI conviction: First offense: Fine not to exceed $2,000 and/or a jail 
term of 72 hours to 180 days; participation in an alcohol education and treatment program even 
if probation is granted; license suspension from three months to 1 year. 

Second Offense: Fine up to $4,000 and/or jail term of 3o days to one year; mandatory 72 
hours in jail even if probation is granted; license suspension from six months to two years. 

Third Offense: Fine not to exceed $10,000; prison term of two years to io years; mandatory 
jail term of io days even if probation is granted; license suspension from six months to two 
years. 

Intoxication manslaughter: Fine up to $10,000, prison term of two to 20 years, license sus-
pension from six months to two years. 

In addition to intoxicated drivers, troopers will be looking for speeders and those who are not 
wearing seatbelts as required by law.

Leads Nation 
in Hunting 

AUSTIN, Texas - Accord-
ing to preliminary state data 
from the new 2006 National 
Survey of Fishing, Hunting and 
Wildlife-Associated Recre-
ation, Texas led the nation in 
2006 with 1.1 million Texans 
going hunting at some point 
during the year, while Florida 
led the nation in total fishing 
participation with 2.8 million 
anglers and California was the 
top wildlife-watching state 
with 6.2 million of its residents 
observing wildlife. 

The Lone Star State was also 
among the national leaders in 
fishing participation at 2.5 mil-
lion and wildlife viewing with 
4.17 million Texans participat-
ing. 

Texas also leads the nation 
in hunting-related expendi-
tures, and the Lone Star State 
generates among the highest 
spending levels in the country 
for fishing and wildlife-watch-
ing. The survey showed hunt-
ers spent about $2.3 billion in 
Texas, more than any other

Junior Fed Beef Commit-
tee Chairman J. Free (right) also presented Khaki with awards 
for third place in Top Carcass Pen and for finishing in a three-
way tie for second place in Top Individual Carcass. The TCFA 
Junior Fed Beef Challenge, sponsored by the Texas Cattle Feed-
ers Association (TCFA), allows 4-H and FFA students to gain 
practical experience in commercial cattle feeding. Students feed 
a pen of three steers, then compete on the carcass merit of the 
cattle, plus the student's ability in record keeping, a written test 
and oral interview. 

state. Angler spending in Texas was about $3.2 billion, second only to Florida at $4.5 billion. 
Texas ranked third nationally for expenditures by wildlife-watchers at about $2.9 billion, with 
California first at $4.6 billion and Florida edging above Texas at close to $3 billion. These fig-
ures reflect spending on food, lodging, transportation, equipment and other items. 

"The National Survey is an important tool that measures in economic and participatory terms 
the value that wildlife has in Americans' hearts and to the nation's economy. Wildlife related 
recreation rejuvenates our spirit, connects us with nature and gets us outside pursuing healthy 
activities," said U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service Director H. Dale Hall. 

In 2006, more than 87 million Americans, or 38 percent of the United States' population age 
16 and older hunted, fished or watched wildlife. They spent $120 billion that year pursuing 
those activities. Further broken down by category, 3o million or 13 percent fished and spent a 
total of $41 billion on their activities, 12.5 million or 5 percent hunted and spent a total of $23 
billion, and 71 million or 31 percent observed wildlife and spent a total of $45 billion. 

The National Survey of Fishing, Hunting and Wildlife-Associated Recreation has been con-
ducted every 5 years since 1955 and is one of the nation's most important wildlife recreation 
databases. It is considered to be the definitive source of information concerning participation 
and expenditu,"•*sociated with hunting, fishing and other forms of wildlife-related recre-
ation nationws ,  

It is imp,- 4•, nets that the National Survey counts only participants who actually went 
hunting, fishy, g a observed wildlife in 2006 and does not represent the total number of an-
glers, hunters, and wildlife watchers in the U.S. Many people who consider themselves hunters, 
anglers or wildlife watchers do not participate every year. For example, examination of survey 
data shows that over the five year period from 2002 to 2006, a cumulative total of 44.4 million 
people fished and 18.6 million hunted.

Agriculture News 

Hello, Briscoe County. Does anyone have any unwanted 
agricultural chemicals such as pesticides, oil, oil filters, paint, 
etc.? If so, there will be a chemical collection day in Childress, 
TX on Sept. 18. There are limits to what you can bring, so please 
contact the extension office if you have any questions. 

The 2007 wheat variety trials are now in. I have variety 
results for the High Plains and the Rolling Plains in my office. 
Please give me a call or come by the office to receive a copy. 
This information will be very valuable when selecting wheat 
seed. Extension suggests that, particularly for fall forage 
production, producers choose wheat seed with a minimum 
germination of 85% and a minimum test weight of 58 lbs. per 
bushel. Wheat seed supplies may again be short this year so it 
is wise to determine as soon as possible where you can get your 
seed. If you have questions, have your seed tested. You as a 
producer deserve to know the quality of your seed. For those 
of you needing early fall grazing, I would suggest that you wait 
at least until Sept. to to plant based on extension research. 
Wheat is a cool season plant and does not fair well in extreme 
heat. Early planting will drastically increase water use, possibly 
limiting forage and yield in the late fall and early winter.

IRS Tax Tips for 
Older Americans 
The Internal Revenue Service provides a general overview of 

selected topics that are of interest to older Americans in Publi-
cation 554. "This booklet will help you determine if you need 
to file a return, and if so, what items to report on it," said Clay 
Sanford, an IRS spokesman in Dallas. 

Each topic in Publication 554 is discussed only briefly, so 
you will find references to other free IRS publications that pro-
vide more detail on these topics if you need it. 

According to Sanford, while most federal income tax laws 
apply equally to all taxpayeys regardless of age, there are some 
provisions that give special treatment to older Americans. 

"Some examples include a higher gross income threshold for 
filing, a higher standard deduction and a special credit for the 
elderly or disabled," Sanford explained. 

You may be able to take the Credit for the Elderly or the 
Disabled if you are age 65 or older, or if you are retired on per-
manent and total disability. Like any other tax credit, it's a dol-
lar-for-dollar reduction of your tax bill. Eligibility for the credit 
and the amount of the credit is subject to several maximum 
income limits. 

You may be eligible for the credit for the elderly or the dis-
abled if: 

"You are a Qualified Individual, 
"Your Adjusted Gross Income is less than specific limits rang-

ing from $12,500 to $25,000 depending on your filing status, 
and 

"Your Nontaxable Income from Social Security or other non-
taxable pension is less than specific limits ranging from $3,750 
to $7,500 depending on your filing status. 

Generally, you will satisfy the "qualified individual" require-
ment for this credit if you are a U.S. citizen or resident at the 
end of the tax year and you are age 65 or older. 

Taxpayers younger than 65 may qualify if they are retired 
on permanent and total disability, received taxable disability 
income, and did not reach mandatory retirement age before 
the beginning of the tax year. Even if you do not retire for-
mally, you are considered retired on disability when you have 
stopped working because of your disability. 

If you are under 65, you must have your physician complete 
a statement certifying that you were permanently and totally 
disabled on the date you retired. You do not have to file this 
statement with your tax return, but you must keep it for your 
records. 

Use Schedule R, Form 104o, or Schedule 3, Form 1040A, to 
compute the credit. You cannot take the credit if you file Form 
to40EZ. 

The IRS wants to make it easier for you to file your federal 
tax return. During income tax season, you may find it helpful 
to visit a Volunteer Income Tax Assistance (VITA), Tax Coun-
seling for the Elderly (TCE), or American Association of Re-
tired Persons (AARP) site near you. These programs provide 
free help for low-income taxpayers age 60 or older to fill in and 
file their returns. For the VITA/TCE site nearest you, contact 
your local IRS office. For the location of an AARP Tax-Aide 
site in your community, call 1-888-227-7669. When asked, be 
ready to press in or speak your 5-digit zip code. Or, you can 
visit their Web site at www.aarp.org/taxaide.

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TDA Market Recap 
August 27, 2007 

The Texas Department of Agriculture market recap for the week ending August 25, 2007, 
shows higher prices than the previous week for the state's major agricultural products. Cash 
fed cattle prices were up on a tighter supply of finished cattle, which also helped support the 
feeder cattle market. Texas cash cotton and grain prices closed higher than the previous week 
on improving demand and expectations for good export markets. In general, improvements on 
financial markets carried over into the agricultural sector to support some recovery from declines 
the previous week. Futures markets also closed the week higher. Hot and dry conditions 
persisted across the state with only widely scattered showers in some areas. Cotton remains in 
mostly good condition as harvest progresses in southern counties. Statewide, bolls are opening 
on 84 percent of the crop compared to the normal 93 percent. Corn and grain sorghum harvest 
continues in the Blacklands and South Central Texas with good yields reported. Pastures and 
range were reported in mostly good condition, but were drying in some areas.

USDA Announces Disaster 
Sign-up Dates 

The U.S. Department of Agriculture today announced sign-
up dates for the new Crop Disaster Program, Livestock Corn-
pensation Program and the Livestock Indemnity Program -
three long anticipated ad hoc disaster programs that will pro-
vide benefits to farmers and ranchers who suffered losses caused 
by natural disasters between zoos and 2007. 

Eligible ranchers and other livestock producers can apply to 
receive benefits under the Livestock Compensation Program 
(LCP) and Livestock Indemnity Program (LIP) beginning Sep-
tember io, 2007. USDA is developing individual fact sheets 
about these programs that will be posted online. 

Eligible farmers can sign-up for the Crop Disaster Program 
(CDP) beginning October is, 2007, if they suffered quantity 
losses to their crops. USDA will announce and conduct CDP 
sign-up for quality losses as soon as possible. 

Crop Disaster Program 
The CDP will provide benefits to farmers who suffered quan-

tity and quality losses to 2005, 2006, or 2007 crops from natu-
ral disasters if the crop was planted before February 28, 2007, 
or, in the case of prevented plantings, for crops that would have 
been planted before February 28, 2007. 

Producers who incurred qualifying losses in zoos, 2006 or 
2007 must choose only one year to apply for benefits. Produc-
ers may apply for benefits for losses to multiple commodities 
as long as the losses occurred in the same crop year. 

As previously reported only producers who obtained crop 
insurance coverage or coverage under the Noninsured Crop 
Disaster Assistance Program (NAP) for the year of loss will be 
eligible for CDP benefits. Producers must have suffered quan-
tity losses in excess of 35 percent to be eligible for CDP. 

A more complete rundown of rules and information govern-
ing the new CDP should be available prior to the start of CDP 
sign-up on October 15. In the meantime, potential CDP partici-
pants are encouraged to download the 2005/2006 CDP Disas-
ter Calculator compiled by Texas Cooperative Extension Risk 
Management Specialist Jay Yates of Lubbock. A download link 
to the Microsoft Excel-based calculator can be found on the 
Plains Cotton Growers home page at:http:// 
wwww.plainscotton.org  

Livestock Compensation Program 
The LCP will compensate livestock producers for feed lc:4ses 

occurring Between January 1, 2005, and February 28, 2007, 
due to a natural disaster. This can include producers who suf-
fered losses resulting from blizzards that started in 2006 and 
continuedinto January 2007. 

Livestock producers may elect to receive compensation for 
calendar year 2007 grazing season losses that are attributable 
to wildfire natural disaster occurring during the applicable pe-
riod as determined by the Secretary of Agriculture. 

Producers in primary counties declared secretarial disAter 
areas or certain counties declared presidential disaster areas 
between January 5, 2005, and February 28, 2007, are eligible 
as are producers located in counties contiguous to those coun-
ties. 

Also, producers in a primary (or contiguous) county that re-
ceived an Administrator's Physical Loss Notice directly associ-
ated with a disaster declaration made by President Bush may 
also be eligible. 

Producers incurring a loss in more than one of the 2005, 
2006 or 2007 calendar years must choose only one year for 
which they want to apply for benefits. 

Livestock Indemnity Program 
The LIP will compensate livestock producers for livestock 

losses between Jan. 1, 2005, and Feb. 28, 2007, that resulted 
from natural disasters, including losses due to blizzards that 
started in 2006 and continued into January 2007. 

Producers in primary counties declared secretarial disaster 
areas or certain counties declared presidential disaster areas 
between Jana, 2005, and Feb. 28, 2007, are eligible as are pro-
ducers located in counties contiguous to those counties. 

Also, producers in a primary (or contiguous) county that re-
ceived an Administrator's Physical Loss Notice directly associ-
ated with a disaster declaration made by President Bush may 
also be eligible. 

Producers incurring eligible livestock losses in more than one 
of the 2005, 2006 or 2007 calendar years must choose only 
one year for which they want to apply for benefits.

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Thornberry Announces Ag Disaster Programs 
Sign Up To Begin In September And October 

Congressman Mac 1 hornberrythis week announced that the U.S. Department of Agriculture (USDA) has set sign-up dates for 
the new Livestock Compensation Program, Livestock Indemnity Program and Crop Disaster Program. The three disaster pro-
grams, funded in the "UiS. Troop Readiness, Veterans' Care, Katrina Recovery, and Iraq Accountability Appropriations Act, 
2007" provide benefits to farmers and ranchers who suffered losses caused by natural disasters in calendar years 2005, 2006 or 
2007. 

Eligible ranchers and 'other livestock producers can apply to receive benefits under the Livestock Compensation Program 
(LCP) and Livestock Indemnity Program (LIP) beginning September to, 2007. Eligible farmers can sign up for the Crop Disas-
ter Program (CDP) beginning October 15, 2007, if they suffered quantity losses to their crops. USDA will announce and conduct 
CDP sign-up for quality losses as soon as possible. 

On May 25, 2007, President George W. Bush signed into law the "U.S. Troop Readiness, Veterans' Care, Katrina Recovery, 
and Iraq Accountability Appropriations Act, 2007" (2007 Act). The 2007 Act authorizes LCP, LIP and CDP. It also authorizes 
funding for the Emergency Forestry Conservation Reserve Program (EFCRP), Emergency Conservation Program and Dairy 
Disaster Assistance Program III (DDAP-III). USDA recently announced sign-up for EFCRP and the distribution of funds to 18 
states under ECP. USDA will announce and conduct sign-up for DDAP-III as soon as possible. USDA's Farm Service Agency 
(FSA) is charged with administering the programs. 

More information about LCP, LIP and CDP is available in a fact sheet titled, Agricultural Assistance Act of 2007, found on 
FSA's Web site, http://www.fsa.usda.gov  click on Disaster Assistance Programs. USDA is developing individual fact sheets 
about these programs that will be posted online.
