Valley Tennis Players Did

2nd Annual Missionary Conference 
Scheduled For Quitaque Methodists 

The Second Missionary Confer-
ence is scheduled for March 28-
27-28 at the First United Metho-
dist Church in Quitaque. The ser-
vices will begin Friday and Satur-
day nights at 7.30 and at 6:00 
o'clock Sunday evening with the 
Rev. William Mayo, former mis-
sionary to Burundi, Africa, and 
W. L. and Faye Armstrong, for-
mer missionaries to Indonesia, 
speaking. 

Rev. and Mrs. Mayo serve with 
World Gospel Nlisison, an inter-
denominational missionary organi-
zation with approximately 240 
missionaries and associate mis-
sionaries ministering in 15 areas 
of the world, with headquarters 
in Marion, Indiana. 

Natives of Texas, Rev. and Mrs. 
Mayo are graduates of Asbury 
College, Wilmore, Kentucky. Rev. 
Mayo is also a graduate of Asbury 
Theological Seminary. Before go-
ing to the mission field, they pas-
bored for a number of years in 
Indiana and Texas and engaged in 
evangelism. 

During their first term in Bur-
undi, beginning in January 1964, 
the Mayos were situated at Kayero 
mission station. Along with gen-
eral mission work, Rev. Mayo did 
evangelistic work among the var-
ious churches and youth. Mrs. Ma-
yo directed the women's work at 
Kayero. 

When the Mayos returned to 
Burundi in mid-1968, after a per-
iod on the Murehe station they 
ministered most of the term at 
the new Buhonga station in the 
Kumoso Valley, a long-neglected 
area of spiritual darkness. Rev. 
Mayo served as superintendent of 
the field for two years, giving 
much time to administrative du-
ties. He also engaged in a heavy 
schedule of evangelistic services 
in the churches and in a big tent, 
and held numerous pastors' sem-
inars. He found that evangelism in 
Burundi had many facets other 
than preaching, including build-
ing a bridge in one area and driv-
ing over hills and valleys on un-
charted paths. 

In addition to being an evangel-
ist's wife, a homemaker and tea-
cher for one of their four child-
ren, Mrs. Mayo worked with the 
women and girls, teaching clas-
ses at Buhonga and supervising 
the instruction of classes in the 
area. 

The Mayos share from their ex-
periences in Burundi, where they 
witnessed converts burning their 
idols, and also experienced the 
tensions of a nation wracked by 
turmoil and bloodshed. While in 
the States, they make their home 
in Texas. Presently they are wor-
king as Area Representatives in 
Texas, Oklahoma, Arkansas and 
Louisiana. 

W. L. and Faye Armstrong have 
served in North Sumatra in In-
donesia for the past 11 years. He 
has been a pastor of an English-
speaking congregation for four 
years and then worked among 124 
Batak language churches for the 
past seven years in church and 
community development. 

He introduced the Cinva-ram 
brick press to make bricks out of 
soil and cement to build perman- 

ent church buildings. Water well 
digging and other community help 
has been a part of his work. Mrs. 
Armstrong has helped in health 
and hygiene programs and family 
planning clinics. 

Rev. Armotrong is a member 
of the Northwest Texas Annual 
Conference and will be on leave 
from Indonesia the next two years 
and serve as associate pastor in 
the First Methodist Church in 
Lamesa.

Federal Grants 

Awarded To 54 

The Texas Historical Commis-
sion awarded federal matching 
grants totalling $777,533 to 54 
historic preservation propects in 
the state during the THC quarter-
ly meeting March 2, announced 
Mrs. Wesley B. Blankenship, Com-
mission chairman. 

This year Texas received the 
third largest allocation in the na-
tion—just behind California and 
Massachusetts—out of a $22.3 mil-
lion appropriation earmarked for 
the acquisition and restoration of 
properties listed on the National 
Register of Historic Places. 

The federal funds, which are 
made available under the Histor-
ic Preservation Act of 1966, are 
channeled to the states through 
the National Park Service, a divi-
sion of the Department of the In-
terior. The Texas Historical Com-
mission administers these funds 
for the State. 

Included in the Allocations were 
$8,000 for use at the Lake Theo 
Folsom Site Complex, located in 
the new Caprock Canyons State 
Park near Quitaque.

A Cause For Alarm 
(The Tribune asked our local 

banker, 0. R. Stark, jr., for infor-

mation concerning this bill and 

he has graciously given us infor-

mation concerning this release.) 

The farmer, the rancher, the 

small businessman, the average 

citizen who occasionally needs to 

make a bank loan, arc all con-

fronted with a dangerous threat 

to their sources of credit in a bill 
now' pending before Congress. 

Known as the Financial Reform 
Act of 1976, the legislation would 

make a number of sweeping chan-

ges in the country's financial 

structure, but the most important 
of these is that it would inevitab-

ly reduce drastically the funds 

now available to banks for lend-

ing. That is one reason why Tex-

as bankers, and the nation's ban-

kers, are so concerned about the 

effects of the bill, not only on 

their own industry, but on the 
economy as a whole. 

The Financial Reform Act coo 

ers a wide area but its most dam-

aging provision would allow sav-

ings and loan associations and 

credit unions to provide checking 

account service to their custom-
ers. 

The bill would increase over-

night the number of "banks" in 

Texas from 1,344 to more than 

3,700, and in the nation from 

14,500 to over 42,500—or a total 

of 28,000. 

These 28,000 new 'shanks" will 

assume their broader powers 
without having to submit to any 

examination of their capital ade-

quacy, or management capabili-
ties, or any investigation of the 

public need. 

For another, the new bank-type 

institutions will still be allowed 

to pay higher interest rates on 

their savings deposits. With this 

handicap, banks would have two 

strikes against them. The Finan-

cial Reform Act, if it is passed in 

its present form, would result in 
more funds flowing into the cities 

and away from the smaller com-

munities. 
This might serve the interests 

of giant corporations, but it is 

contrary to the interests of the 

small business people, the farm-

ers and ranchers, and the thou-

sands of workers who depend on 

them for a livelihood. 

The answer lies with Congress, 

and you should let your Congress-

man know, without delay, that you 
are alarmed at this threat, and op-
posed to this potential new bur-

den that rural communities would 

be placed under by the passage 

of The Financial Reform Act of 

1976.

of bed production over-

1.”1 the fact that 75% of all feed 
consumed by cattle is inedible  by. 
humans. Cattle are ruminants (an-
i mals with four stomachs). That 
mauls they can produce high 
quality protein for human consum-
ption from otherwise unusable re-
source; such as grass, straw, 
husks, and other fibrous and pulpy 
materials. In fact, the ruminant is 
a walking protein factory. 

The majority of a steer's life is 
spent on land that cannot grow 
fond for humans — nearly 900 
million acres in the United Stat es 
alone. Were it not for ruminants 
like cattle, millions of acres of land 
might not be useful for producing 
any sort of food. That is a lux-
ary we cannot afford. In a sense, 
because this land cannot be used 
for anything else, it represents a 
"found" resource. One that is total-
ly renewable with little or no 
energy consumption. 

Cattle are not fed grain until 
they have achieved more than 
of their final market weight. And 
despite what you may have heard, 
over their entire 'despoil, cattle 
consume no more than three lbs. 
of grain for each pound of live 
weight. Not 8— Not 15— Not 
21—THREE. Also not all cattle 
are fed grain. In 1974 more than 
33% of slaughtered cattle were 
"grass-fed" and this percentage 
will probably increase in years to 
come. 

WHY GRAIN? 
Beef can be produced without 

the use of any grain and without 
lessening the nutritional value of 
the product. Then why use grain 
at all?

Economics is also an important 
factor bare. For many years 
there was • surplus of load grains 
in this oountry enabling cattle to 
be grain-fed profitably. But as 
grain prices have increased dra-
matically over the put year or 
so, the cattle feeder finds it dif-
ficult to break even let alone 
mate • profit. 

Manion% like the automobile 
industry, the cattle industry is be-
ing forced by economic condi-
tions to reappraise its production 
methods. Cattle are being kept on 
grass longer, coming to feedlots 
at heavier weights and staying for 
shorter periods. As this bend con-
tinues. total grain usage b• the 
cattle industry could be reduced 
by one-third or more 

NOTHING BEATS BEEF 
It must be remembered that 

the grain fed to cattle is not 
just "consumed - . Actually. cattle 
improve the protein content by con-
verting lower quality grain protein 
to hatch quality annul protein. A-
bout eight percent of grain is 
protein. but it is incomplete and 
only 50% of the protein content as 
usable by the human body. Ho•-
ever, 17% of the retail weight of 
beef is protein, of which 80% is 
usable. Even if wheat were grown 
in place of the feedgrain, protein 
comparisons put beef on top. 
Wheat is 10-12% protein. about 529 
of which is usable. 

Pound-for-pound, in amount and 
quality. beef protein cannot be 
matched by any single vegetable, 
fruit or grain. 

The United Nations Food and 
Agriculture Organization recognizes 
this and is on record as saying 
that cattle, a source of high-qual-
ity, assurcd-quanity protein. are 
needed by the world's peoples for 
adequate nutrition as well as maxi-
mum land usage. This is true for 
both industrialized and developing 
nations. 

THE GOAL 
The world needs more iced. That 

is the goal. That means more 
beef and other animal proteins as 
well as grain. vegetables and other 
foods. Cutting back in any of these 
areas is counter-productive. 

Prodixt research and improved 
meat handling techniques will in-
crease the efficiency of the dis-
tribution system. Shorter feeding 
periods for cattle will free more 
grain for human use. Genetic re-
search will result in improved cat-
tle breeds and better feed con-
version. 

The beef industry is working 
hard to fulfill its responsibility to 
help achieve the goal of more 
food for a planet growing hung-
rier by the day. It has to. It's a 
matter of life and death.
