Andrew Sansom, executive 
director of the Texas Parks and 
Wildlife Department stated the 
fee increases are needed be-
cause all sources of department 
revenue are declining. 

Money from the fees being 
proposed will be used to fund 
all of the activities of the de-
partment since it will no longer 
receive General Revenue funds, 
San son said. 

Committee on 
Library Meets 

Quitaque area residents 
responded favorably to the 
survey distributed to recognize 
the need to develop a public 
library.Seventy-eight surveys 
were returned representing 190 
people. 

Mary Kay Wells, coordina-
tor of the Texas Panhandle 
Library Systems, was in Qui-
taque Friday March 8, 1991 to 
review the results of the sur-
vey. 

She also inspected the old 
City Hall building upon the 
recommendation from the City 
Council that it be used for es-
tablishing a public library. 
Floor plans are now being 
drawn up to reflect the needs 
recognized in the surveys. 

The Library committee will 
meet on Thursday, March 14, 
at 5:00 p.m. at the Community 
Center to discuss the results of 
the survey and the next steps to 
be taken in establishing a pub-
lic library in Quitaque. anyone 
who is interested in this project 
is encouraged to attend.  
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Several items are on the 
agenda for these proposed 
funds, of which development of 
400,000 acres of undeveloped 
State Park lands is one. Keep 
highly qualified wildlife, fish-
eries, and park managers who 
are currently moving to other 
states because of low salaries 
are a few others. 

Mayor Conner states, "One 
of the proposals in the Texas 
Parks and Wildlife proposed 
restructuring is to eliminate the 
'Restricted Annual' permits that 
allow local residents who are 
frequent visitors unlimited vis-
its to a specific state park at the 
one time annual fee which cur-
rently is $13. I think this will 
tend to create barriers between 
the local citizens and the park-
-a sense of being pushed aside. 
'Quitaque' has publicized 
Caprock Canyons State Park 
and worked very closely with 
park management. We want to 
try and stop any barriers being 
put up. Fee increases are nec-
essary and annual permits at 
an increased fee are acceptable, 
but no annual permits would be 
unacceptable for our locals." 

"Caprock Canyons State 
Park is an intimate part of this 

Tuesday, March 5, during the 
high wind and sand, a grass fire 
was fought at Silverton, a fire 
at the Turner Gin at Flomot 
and a grass fire between Tur-
key and Northfield on land 
leased by Saul Cattle Company 
and the Turkey Creek Shoe 
Nail Ranch. 

The Bridle Bit Ranch fire
