Return Home From 

Week Among 

Navajo Indians 
Thirty people returned home 

Saturday afternoon, July 10, from 
Window Rock, Arizona, after com-
pleting a week of Vacation Bible 
School among the Navajo Indians 
in Arizona and New Mexico. Twen-
ty-six people from the First Bap-
tiSt Church of Quitaque along with 
Gail Tyler and Jimmy Davidson 
of the United Methodist Church, 
Melissa Estes of Clarendon and 
Gerry Rogers of Abernathy. came 
back home and spent 2 ,42 hours 
in testimony during the Sunday 
night service of the First Baptist 
Church. Everyone who went re-
ceived the blessing of a lifetime 
working with the Navajo people, 
many of whom had never heard 
the Word of God before. 

Some of the workers went to 
Black Hat, New Mexico, to hold 
Bible School there. There had 
been very little work there pre-
viously, and conditions were a-
bout what everyone expected. The 
average attendance was 12 a day, 
but the people who worked there, 
including this reporter, became 
very close to each and every one 
of the pupils. At Window Rock, 
first day attendance was 23. The 
final enrollment was 143, with an 
attendance the last day, Friday, 
of 135. This total better than dou-
bled all previous enrollments at 
Window Rock, the previous high 
being 65. The Area Missionary, 
Jack Corner, was very thrilled at 
the work done by the Quitaque 
group. The Navajo people are 
very shy, and the week was over 
before many finally opened up to 
the group. The people were very 
lucky many times, especially dur-
ing the trip out there and back. 
A sport coat caught fire in the 
back of Bennie Brown's car. 0. R. 
Stark, jr. lost two Melts at once. 
The group was delayed several 
hours while getting all repairs 
made before arriving at Window 
Rock. On the way home Jim 
Stroup acquired one of the worst 
blow-outs possible on his pick-up 
truck and nearly lost a transmis-
sion on the way out. Thankfully, 
nothing serious happened and no 
one received injuries. 

If possible, talk to someone who 
went on the mission tour, and you 
will see that a tremendous bless-
ing was received by all. Those at-
tending were Alvin Ivory, Randy 
Stark, Ray Thompson, Bruce Tif-
fin, Eddie Owens, Eva Oheatham, 
Kim Ham, Cherri Brown, Cheryl 
Merrell, Sherry Stark, Gerry Ro-
gers.

Plans to consolidate the Turkey-
Quitaque - Flomot school districts 
came to a halt Saturday when the 
residents of the Flomot district 
voted more than 2-1 against the 
merger. 

In the Quitaque and Turkey dis-
tricts, the vote was overwhelming-
ly in favor of the consolidation, 
with only 16 votes against the pro-
position and 455 for consolidation. 

Individual breakdown of the 
school district voting showed that 
in Turkey 273 voters favored the 
consolidation and only 4 against. 
In Quitaque 186 voted for the mer-
ger and 12 voted against it. 

Voter turnout at Flomot was al-
most 100 per cent with 145 of 152 
eligible voters going to the polls 
and casting a ballot, with 47 in 
favor of the consolidation and 98 
against it. 

Consolidation of the three 
schools was sought because de-
clining enrollment in all three 
schools for the past several years 
has made financing very difficult. 

It is possible that the Quitaque 
and Turkey School districts may 
go ahead with plans to consolidate 
the two schools. Officials of the 
two districts met at Turkey Mon-
day night and talked about con-
tinuing with merger attempts. 
Both Superintendent Loran Den-
ton and Superintendent Sherman 
Conner reported that little was 
accomplished in coming up with 
a plan that would be economically 
feasible. In a talk with state offi-
cials in Austin on Monday, they 
were told that incentive aid for 
the two schools would amount to 
"around $30,000.00 per year." 

Officials of the two schools will 
meet again Wednesday night to 
talk more about the merger.
