School Notes 
The Quitaque sohool board will 

employ one non-certified person 
for the school term of 1969-70. 

This person will keep the library 
and study halls in both elementary 
and high school and also perform 
other duties which do not require 
a certified person. Any person in-
terested in applying for the this job 
may do so in writing or orally to 
the superintndent of schools or a 
member of the school board. De-
tails of the duties and salary will 
be discussed a the time of employ-
ment. 

The school board is employing 
this person to keep up to the stan-
dards of the new legislation passed 
by the last State Legislature. This 
is not the Teacher Aid program 
that was passed into law to become 
effective in 1970-71, but rather the 
employment of one non-certified 
person for school duties. 

A new 1969 Chevrolet school bus 
has been delivered to the Quitaque 
school and is ready for service. 
The bus is a 48 passenger bus and 
modern in every way. In addition 
to this new bus the bus fleet is 
composed of one 1966 Chevrolet 
bus, one 1965 Chevrolet bus and 
a 1965 Dodge bus. All of the buses 
are in first class condition and 
will provide good transportation 
for the students of the Quitaque 
school in 1969-70. 

The school plant has been put 
in first class condition for the 

school term of 1969-70 All wooden 
floors have been refinished and 
all composition floors have been 
cleaned, waxed and polished. All 
rooms that needed repainting have 
been finished and other miscellan-
eous repairs have been made. The 
two coats of high grade gym finish 
and the rest rooms and dressing 
rooms repainted. 

All books have been covered and 
issued for 'ell students who were 
in school last year. Book cards 
and enrollment cards have been 
made and the books placed in each 
of the rooms where the students 
will register: Seniors. Juniors, 
Sophomores and Freshmen.

Bollworms are being found in 
many cotton fields throughout the 
South Plains, reports Dr. Bill 
Clymer, Extension entomologist, 
and producers should pay parti-
cular attention to avoid economic 
damage from this insect. However, 
he cautions against spraying if not 
needed as an application of insect-
icide will kill the beneficial in-
sects and probably necessitate 
continuation of spraying at five-
day intervals. 

Bollworm adults or moths tend 
to be more active in lush growth 
and after the recent rains cotton 
will be in better condition and 
more vulnerable to attack. Also, 
damage may be greater in the 
younger June-planted cotton. 

According to past research, one 
bollworm can destroy 8 squares 
and about g bolls, says Clymer.

The rains were a life sayer fa 
the fine cotton crops, and all 
help the feed, although some o 
the feed crops were burned rather 
severely. However, the rain wil 
help them all. 

The long hot spell of weather 
that started the first day of sum 
mer and hit the 100 degree mart 
almost every day since that time 
finally was interrupted and some 
relief has been felt.

Johnny Helms Writes About 

Life In Vietnam 
The war in Vietnam came close 

to Quitaque when one of its own 

young men lost his life, but we 

still are inclined to grow com-

placent and forget the horrors of 

v-or. 

Mr and Mrs. Bill Helms received 

a letter from Johnny Helms this 

week and they want to share a 

part of it with us. Following is 

the contents: i 

"Dear Mom and Dad, 

I just received your letter, sure 

good to hear from you all. 

It is hot here. too. The humidity 

stays anywhere from 80-100 per 

cent, and the temperatue any-

where from 90-110 degrees. Our 

clothes won't dry, and you per-

spire all the time. The nights are 

fairly cool. Sometimes it gets 

down to 75 degrees and when it 

does, I almost freeze. 

Today there isn't much going on. 

We just got in a supply of water 

and ammo. Finished breaking it 

out about an hour ago. We are still  

at the same position at DaNang. 

Sure is pretty from up here, too. 

The rumor is going around we are 

are going o move a little higher 

on the hill. If we do that will mean 

about a month of hard work, 

huilling new houses, ammo bunk-

ers, and new rest rooms, too. Ev-

erything from scratch. 

Boy. mail call is something up 

here. It's about all there is to 

lock forward to. 

There are 10 men to a gun, and 

3 guns up here. One man from 

each gun gets to go into DaNang 

for our personal gear and business 

every day. I got to go in day Se-

fore yesterday. Got me some ta-

males. weiner, crackers, and got 

some of the other boys nigarettes, 

tobacco, and also some comic 

books. I'm a little old for comic 

books, but it keeps my mind off 

of the war and passes time. Ev-

erybody trades their reading ma-

terial around until everyone has

read it one or two times at least. 

"roughing it". I guess there are 

some things Dad used to tell me 

when he was young and cowboying 

it. on how to get along on a little 

of nothing.

I keep 

thinking about those hard biscuits 

Dad used to tell me abou. I can 

see how they would taste good even 

if they were hard. I use the soup 

of my tamales today and crumbled 

crackers into them and made 

pretty good mush, too. 

Well, that's about how we live 

here. Oh, our shower is home-

made, too. It's made one the side 

of a hill out of an old bomb, with 

a pipe running out of the shower 

arta. We have to do our own Win-

try too. Usually me and a buldy  

of mine boil our clothes together. 

Takes a little !men to boil them, 

but it gets mighty clean. Our
