VALLEY SCHOOL SELECTED . 

FOR ACCREDITATION PROCESS 

The Turkey-Quitaque School has 
been selected as one of almost 200 
school districts in Texas to begin 
an accreditation process during 
the 1976-77 school year. This pro-
cess is mandated by the Texas Ed-
ucation Agency and replaces an 
older and somewhat obsolete ac-
creditation plan formerly used. 

The procedure will consist basi-
cally of establishing district-wide 
goals on student development, 
conducting a self-study, identify-
ing student needs, placing the 
needs in priority order, and ma-
king a long-range plan for pro-
gram development. The school 
district's accreditation status will 
be based on meeting standards 
through this method of systema-
tic planning. 

A committee, made up of facul-
ty members, students and com-
munity members. is currently 
functioning to produce a set of 
educational objectives or goals. 
These goals are statements indi-
cating what student development 

the school is trying to achieve 
through its educational program. 
The goals will later be submitted 
to a random sampling of commun-
ity members for arrangement in-
to priority educational needs. This 
method will enable the commun-
ity as well as the school board and 
professional personnel to have a 
part in setting educational stan-
dards for the school. The whole 
procedure will be a very important 
undertaking for the communities 
of Turkey and Quitaque and every 
effort of cooperation will be ap-
preciated.
