Damage re-
portedly started at about the Le-
roy Hamilton property north of 
Quitaque and was confined to an 
area a couple of miles west of 
town and roughly a couple of 
miles south. A hard rain with re-
ports of from 1.10 to three in-
ches of rain accompanied the 
storm. 

On Tuesday in the late after-
noon another hail storm hit the 
area south of Quitaque. This 
storm generally followed along 
the path of the late summer hail-
storm that destroyed many acres 
of good crops last year. Hard 
rains also accompanied this storm. 
About a quarter of an inch of rain 
fell in town. 

Turkey did not receive any of 
the severe damage in Monday 
night's storm. A rainfall report 
of .7 of rain with no hail was gi-
ven. On Tuesday night, however, 
the hailstorm that started south 
of Quitaque moved into the area 
south of Turkey causing consid-
erable damage, according to re-
ports given to The Tribune.

Young Plainview Singer Records 
Two Barnhill Songs Double up, America.

West Texas has long been a 

breeding ground for country and 
western musicians who made it 
to the bigtime. Bob Wills did it; 
Jimmy Dean did it; and now Plain-
viewan Lloyd Watts is making his 
bid for stardom. 

Watts, a 28-year-old lifetime 
resident of Plainview, has just 
produced and released his first 
album after several months of 
work and travel between Plain-
view and Nashville. The final na-
tionwide mailing was made June 
12 to some 2,400 radio stations 
across the United States. 

The album, entitled "Leaving 
Caroline," was cut in Nashville 
last February after Watts' initial 
visit to Country Music Capital in 
January. Watts flew to Tennessee 
"to find out what it would take 
to make an album out there, be-
cause no one around here could 
do it like it should be done." 
Watts had; previously cut a re-
cord in Lubbock last year, but was 
not satisfied just to stop at that. 

In Nashville he sat in on record-
ing sessions and talked with offi-
cials at Nashville recording com-
panies. He was given some 400 
pieces of music from which to 
choose 10 songs for his album, 
including the title song, "Leaving 
Caroline." The enterprise rapidly 
became somewhat of a one-man 
show, and Watts had to hire all 
the musicians for the album him-
self. 

As it turned out, six of the 10 
songs Lloyd selected were publish-
ed by subsidiaries of Capital Re-
cords, one of the largest record-
ing firms in the nation. Two of 
those six, in turn, were written by 
Joe Bob Barnhill, Capital repres-
entative for Nashville. Although 
Watts has yet to meet Barnhill, 
Joe Bob heard his album and was 
"really impressed with it." Barn-
hill was so pleased with Watts' 
efforts that he paid $3,000 to hire 
a promotion man for Lloyd. The 
PR man happens also to be hand-
ling Ray Price's contracts. 

According to Watts, Barnhill is 
supposed to take the album to 
Capital's Los Angeles headquar-
ters soon, probably within the 
next week. If the album receives 
any response in California, Lloyd 
said, he hopes to get it charted 
with the nation's record-rating 
services. Barnhill also mentioned 
the possibility of Capital releasing 
the album and single in Canada 
on one of its own labels. 

The album, cut in the "progres-
sive country" mood made famous 
by Willie Nelson and Waylon Jen-
nings, is presently being promot-
ed by Adonda Records of Nash-
ville, although Watts says he has 
no contract with the company. He 
added that Producer Don Fowler 
and Arranger Harrison Tyner 
have done all the leg work for 
the album so far. 

Watts is featured on the album 
cover with his wife, Darla. While 
in Nashville he was asked about 
the possibilities of hiring a model 
to pose for the cover. Watts sug-
gested that he use his wife, but 
officials insisted that they see a 
picture of her before they agreed. 
Once' they got the picture, Watts 
said, they agreed that she would 
do. 

Lloyd and his wife have been 
married 7 42 years and have two 
children, Keeley, 6, and Sheila, 3. 
A 1966 graduate of PHS where he 
was president of the Senior Class, 
Watts attended Texas Tech for  

two years before venturing off in-
to the business world. He worked 
with Southwestern Investment Co. 
for 21/2 years and was promoted 
to loan manager before he resign-
ed. He entered the insurance busi-
nesk with Mutual of Omaha five 
years ago and has been there since 
then. Watts' father, Lloyd, sr., 
has been with the same firm for 
25 years. 

Financing for the recording 
venture came from a rather trag-
ic incident in Lloyd's life. On 
May 31 of last year, Lloyd was 
helping his father build a base-
ment using a trencher. In a freak 
accident the trencher came down 
on his foot and severed his right 
leg about four inches below the 
knee. Lloyd noted that quick 
thinking on the part of persons 
operating the machinery prevent-
ed the accident from being worse. 
The insurance money he collected 
from the incident has helped pay 
for the album. . 

Watsaid, "I'm encouraged by 
Freddi Hart and the album which 
contain d his hit, "Easy Loving." 
It seems Hart's company released 
him from the contract because it 
was a flop. Porter Waggoner pick-
ed up Hart as a back-up for his 
show as a result. According to 
Watts, a disc jockey at radio sta-
tion WWL in New Orleans played 
Hart's record over the air and- re-
ceived a tremendous response 
from listeners. 

The station's program director 
decided to air it regularly, and 
the rest is history. Watts added 
that the recording company had 
to pay Waggoner a large sum to 
get Hart back. 

Lloyd laughed, "At least for 
three years, I'll have hopes for 
the album, but I can't do any-
thing without the help of people, 
even the people I don't know." 
Watts said that the best way some-
one could help would be to call 
the radio stations and request to 
hear it. The number of requests 
and the times the record is play-
ed will be used to determine 
where the record will chart. Ac-
cording to Don Fowler, with a 
new artist it is sometimes hard to 
get a station's program director 
to give the records air time. 

Plainview and area residents 
could go a long way in making 
sure the album receives the pro-
per attention by requesting it at 
local stations. The album is also 
available to the public, and is 
sold exclusively in Plainview by 
OK Radio and TV.

Listening Conference 
Slated In Memphis 
Thursday, July 1 

A "Listening Conference" spon-
sored by the Texas Farmers Union 
will be held in Memphis on Thurs-
day, July 1. The conference will 
begin at 8:00 p.m. with a covered 
dish supper at the Memphis Com-
munity Center. 

According to Texas Farmers Un-
ion President Jay Naman of Wa-
co, the purpose of the "Listening 
Conferences" being held through. 
out West Texas is to receive com-
ments and recommendations from 
Farmers Union members on is-
sues now before the Congress. 
"We know that farmers and ran-
chers arc greatly concerned about 
current legislation. We want to 
discuss these issues which are of 
great importance to producers 
and farm families including re-
torm in the federal estate-tax 
laws, natural gas deregulation, the 
cotton check-off program, grain 
inspection legislation and the beef 
check-off and promotion act. It is 
important that we know how Far-
mers Union members across the 
country feel about these issues. 
The whole purpose of our trip is 
to hear directly from our mem-
bers," Naman said

ences along with Naman will be 
Victor Ray, Director of the Depart-
ment of Planning and Develop-
ment for the National Farmers 
Union, from Denver, Colorado, 
and Kenneth Moss, Director of 
Field Operations for Texas Far-
mers Union. 

Ray, who also serves as Assis-
tant to the President of the na-
tionwide general farm organiza-
tion, is a nationally recognized ex-
pert in the field of group dynam-
ics and is a frequent participant 
in national and regional farm con-
ferences.
