Use Vegetables at Their Best

Many home gardeners foster the mis­
taken idea that vegetables must mature 
before they are ready to eat.

“Pick ’em young!’’ advise specialists 
St the Ferry-Morse Seed Breeding Sta­
tion who have had years of experience 
determining the proper stages for pick­
ing.

Snap beans are at their snappiest just 
before the beans inside have begun to 
form. This is also the best stage for 
canning. Pods ol green peas should 
be plump, smooth, and fresh green in 
color. If the pods are flat, let them 
grow a few days longer; it is wasteful 
to pick them when peas don’t All the 
pod. On the other hand, if pods have 
turned slightly whitish and wrinkled, 
the peas arc too old and will not cook 
tender and tasty.

When you have eaten carrots at 
finger size or a little larger, you will 
never again hanker for full-grown 
roots. Kohl Rabi gIol)es should be 
iii^awed to g.-t no biv -r than two 
inches across before popping them into 
l>ot or skillet.

Sfaightncck summer squash is fast 
I -coming a favorite, but the tendency 
is to let the fruiU grow too large. Slice 
tl m with skin and s. = Is intact when 
i..ur to fivi? inchi,.-. l.)i.. 
c. ntly for just a few minutes. All the 
di-licate fla\vr and nutiitive values are 
saved, and summer squash becomes 
•epicurean instead of a tasteless mass.

The slender pods of okra should be 
gathered and used when 2*a to 3 inches 
long. At this size they are a real 
dt-licacy and less gluey, either as a 
veget,.hle alone or in soups and stews. 
Try slicing young cucumbers for the 
table when they are no more than five 
inches long.— the fh.vor is rich and 
frcsli at that stage.

tances for sowing seeds is a wonderful 
help in giving a Victory Garden the 
right start.

“To*, deep planting is worse than tix) 
shallow planting,’’ warn experienced 
men of Ferry-Morse Seed Co. “ In gen­
eral, depth of planting should be only 
about four times the diameter of the 
seed. This means one to two inches 
for large seeds such as beans, peas, 
corn, squash and pumpkin. St'cds of 
the size of beet should be covered 
about half an inch. Small seed, such 
as lettuce, carrot and turnip, should be 
planted no deeper than a quarter of 
an inch.

“Seeds should he planted slightly 
deeper in light sandy soils than in 
heavier soils of clay texture. If too 
near the surface In light soils, the seeds 
are likely to wash out when rains 
come.”

During these war days when every­
thing must be conserved, it is smart 
to make a packet of seed go as far as 
fKJSsiblc. If seeds are sown too thickly, 
the experts point out, many of the 
young plants will probably have to be 
pulled up to give the rest a fair chanci- 
to grow. If sown too thinly, there may 
be gaps in the row, and the yield will 
be disappointing. Knowing the proper 
distances to plant will help to avoid 
either extreme.

Large seeds when planted in rows 
should he spaced about tl-ree inches 
apart in the row. Corn, squash, and 
pumpkin when planted in hills should 
h.ivo six to eight lods to the hill, the 
hills being spaced three to four feet 
apart.

It is sometimes diflicult to sow tiny 
seeds thinly enough. One simple plan 
is to mix small .seeds with a quantity 
of dry sand or tine soil. Then, plant 
from the hand, letting seed and sand 
trail togolher ir' »  How g; -’ 'rt 
tf.'nch which !;;■» pi 'viousiy L cn made 
to receive them.

Elsewhere we have 
retported the location o f a wildcat 
north of Clyde.

(Jeo. Perry tell* us that Rose and 
Kirby of Knoxvile, Tenn., spudded in 
on a 2300-foot test 3 miles east of 
town on the Hatchett ranch; reached

This is so close to production that 
the element of wildcatting is small.

He also reports that G. B. Neff 
and associates o f Dallas have blocked 
3500 acres north of Baird, and are 
rapidly assembling e<]uipment to 
make a 1600-foot test on the Grimes 
farm.

He made the intei*(*sting observa­
tion that the first 4100 feet of Calla­
han earth held 17 oil sands, and that 
it is posible to bring all of these into 
dual-producing wells.

He suggested that oil activities 
Would become quite brisk here with­
in the next few weeks.
