The 1972 Apudad sheep hunt-
ing season opens in the Palo Duro 
Basin on Saturday, November 11, 
and will continue for a full week. 
During the season, hunting en-
thusiasts from all over the nation 
will converge on Briscoe County 
in quest of a world record sheep. 
Texas Parks and Wildlife officials 
maintain that somewhere along 
the rugged Caprock rim such a 
giant is lurking. 

The Aoudad sheep is the most 
talked about big game in Texas, 
and it has captured the imagina-
tion of hunters everywhere. Last 
year local Aoudad expert Johnny 
Powell of Quitaque guided for Bill 
McMillan of Dallas, and out north 
of Quitaque on the W. E. Hawkins 
ranch he bagged the largest Aou-
dad sheep ever killed in the Unit-
ed States. It's massive horns mea-
sured 32 inches in length and it 
weighed 194 pounds field dressed. 
Powell says that he has seen se-
veral on his scouting expeditions 
in the hills this year that are com-
parable in size to this one, so it 
is possible that a lucky hunter 
may bag a world record trophy 
in this area next week. 

According to banker 0. R. Stark, 
jr. of Quitaque, almost every year 
there are some wild and wooly 
tales that come out of the Aoudad 
sheep season. This is understand-
able when you consider the ex-
tremely rugged terrain along the 
Caprock rim where the sheep us-
ually stay, and the unpredictable 
Weather. Combine this with the 
fact that many of the hunters are 
used to easy-going city life and 
you have a setting that produces 
plenty of uncertainties. 	For in-

stance several of the hunting sea-
sons have conic off in bitter, biting 
cold, and hunters have literally 
shivered in their boots as they sat 
hour after hour searching with 
binoculars on a frozen Caprock 
rim. 

In 1970 (when the season was 
held in January) temperatures ran-
ged from five degrees below zero 
to .32 above, and every step was 
made through bone chilling winds. 
Tom Christian of Claude told a-
bout the hunting party he guid-
ed having to take things usually 
kept cold in ice chests out and 
putting foods in the chests which 
they didn't want to freeze. 

Nothing comes easy in Aoudad 
sheep hunting, even after a kill. 
One hunter hit a sheep that fell 
300 feet from the top of a canyon 
ledge, and it lodged 150 feet from 
the bottom of a deep cut. It finally 
had to be brought out in quar-
ters. 

Hunters come from near and 
far. They have come from Alaska, 
Connecticut, Florida and Louisi-
ana. They pay about $350.00 a 
permit to ranchers for the chance 
of shooting and keeping one sheep. 
Despite the large number of sheep 
in the Basin, not all of the hunt-
ers bag one. Even though some re-
turn home empty handed, the chal-
lenge and intrigue is still there—
and many of the hunters vow 
their intentions to return to try 
again.
