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Agricultural producers and the 
general public are invited to par-
ticipate in a field day on Friday, 
June 18 at the Texas Tech Univer-
sity Farm east of New Deal, Texas. 
The event will begin at 5 p.m. with 
a brief program, followed by tours 
of integrated crop and livestock 
systems established in 1999, com-
paring a conventional drip irri-
gated cotton system and an alter-
nate integrated crop/livestock 
system. Pastures feature WW B-
Dahl Old world bluestem. New 
this year is the recently established 
Phase H of the project. This phase 
adds three new systems to the re-
search including: (1) a dry-land 
integrated cotton/forage/live-
stock system featuring 
buffalograss and bluegramma and 
a brown mid-ribbed sorghum X 
sudangrass hybird; (2) an irri-
gated three-paddock grazing sys-
tem using WW B-Dahl for the base 
pasture and Tifton 85 
bermudagrass in two supplemen-
tal pastures; and (3) a single-pad-
dock drip-irrigated system using 
WW B-Dahl for grazing or hay. 
Following the tours, a chuck 
wagon meal will be served to par-
ticipants. For meal planning pur-
poses, participants are encour-
aged to notify project coordinators 
at (806) 742-2838. 

The field day will be manage-
ment-friendly, where researchers, 
participating producers, infra-
structure vendors, and input sup-
pliers will be available for address-
ing questions. Information on 
productivity, profitability, and the 
impact on natural resources will 
be shared. By concentrating cot-
ton production on the most fertile 
soil with the best irrigation possi-
bilities and planting forages on the 
more marginal land, producers 
may be able to achieve equivalent 
cotton yields on less acreage. Re-
search to date reveals that the in-
clusion of grazing cattle on wheat, 
rye, and WW B-Dab] while alter-
nating between fields of cotton, in-
creases profits while using less 
water and nitrogen fertilizer.

Mite Transmits Viruses Damaging To Wheat 
Looking closely at unhealthy, discolored plants in Texas Panhandle 

wheat fields is part of Dr. Charles rush's job. He is a plant pathologist 
with Texas Agricultural Experiment Station. But the scientist knows 
the damage isn't drought-induced at all. 

The damage is caused by two different viruses, the wheat streak 
mosaic and the High Plains, he said. Both are transmitted by the wheat 
curl mite (Acetia tosichella), common to the central plains of the United 
States. 

In the past several weeks, farmers, Texas Cooperative Extension 
specialists, county agents, crop consultants and insurance agents have 
reported some wheat fields were all but dead," said Rush. Diagnosis 
can be tricky, he added, since one or more viruses might be present. 
Wheat streak mosaic can occur any place wheat grows. 

"One grower reported most of his irrigated crop circle was dying 
down rapidly, and that's a red flag the mite has been spreading the 
viruses in early planted irrigated field." 

In addition, several client farmers were just plowing up damaged 
fields of 2002 to 700 acres. 

"With fuel costs what they are right now, trying to salvage severely 
damaged crops would not be cost effective" Mark Harrison, indepen-
dent crop consultant and agronomist, said. 

This year, Rush tested samples from enough locations to verify his 
suspicions. "Wheat streak is wide spread now, but the really bad fields, 
the ones that are dying, have usually been infected with both viruses 
that multiply only on living plants," Rush said. 

Wheat is an excellent host for wheat streak mosaic virus; other grass 
species can host both wheat streak and High Plains, Rush said. Often 
the worst-looking fields are neighbors of conservation reserve program 
land. Neither virus can travel without the help of a carrier. Research 
has shown their only transmitter is the wheat curl mite, the patholo-
gist said. 

The tiny eigh*.-legged creature is white and cigar-shaped. It be-
longs to a group of microscopic plant-feeding pests, of the order, Aca-
rina. The mite crawls slowly and depends almost entirely on wind for 
movement. 

Mature wheat is no longer suitable as a food source, so the mite 
stands oh its tail end to catch an air current and ride to a new, fledg-
ling Lost. 

Dr. Jerry Michels, Experiment Station entomologist at Bushland, 
said mites are common in most year, but this year is extremely bad for 
the two viruses. 

"Unfortunately, chemical control of the mite will not prevent onset 
of either virus, so treatment is not warranted," Michels said. The only 
way to lessen the mite's impact is to break the link between late-sum-
mer grasses and winter wheat. "Since many producers plant as early 
as possible to gain cattle forage, this will be a continuing problem," 
Michels said. 

In late summer and early fall, mites easily move from maturing 
grasses to newly sown wheat. The best course for the future will be 
varieties resistant to both the mite and the viruses, he said. 

Plants infected by either virus will show similar symptoms with 
subtle differences. High Plains virus causes a yellowing in appear-
ance. By contrast, wheat streak mosaic virus stunts growth and causes 
mottled yellow streaks with on leaves. 

Yield losses can be severe, if immature sprigs harbor wheat streak 
infection in the fall. Proof won't show up until harvest time, but by 
then, farmers might not have enough crop to justify cutting. Stress 
from drought, high temperatures, in addition to attacks by other in-
sects or diseases, can accentuate the damage inflicted by these two 
viruses. he said.

Pesticide Use 
Falls With Weevil 

Disappearance 
The Commissioner of Agricul-

ture recently declared the North-
em High Plains boll weevil eradi-
cation zone to be suppressed. But 
what does that mean to the aver-
age South Plains citizen? 

One of the promises of eradi-
cation was that it would reduce 
pesticide use on cotton crops. Data 
presented at the Beltwide Cotton 
Conferences shows that the prom-
ise is being kept. 

Depending on the year, treat-
ments for boll weevils constituted 
from about a third to almost a half 
of the insecticide applications 
made to cotton crops since the 
mid-198os. Only one other cotton 
pest has accounted for as much 
insecticide as the boll weevil, the 
cotton bollworm/tobacco bud-
worm complex. The development 
of transgenic varieties of cotton 
has targeted these worms. 

But the boll weevil cannot be 
controlled through the new vari-
eties of cotton, and it has no natu-
ral predators to speak of. So cot-
ton producers have relied on in-
secticides to do the job. With the 
virtual elimination of the boll wee-
vil, insecticide usage has dropped 
dramatically. 

Once cotton producers began 
eradication on the Northern High 
Plains, ultra-low volume 
malathion was used in combina-
tion with pheromone trapping and 
integrated pest management 
methods. 

Since the program began in the 
fall of 2001, the amount of 
malathion used to control boll 
weevils has dropped by 99.8 per-
cent, according to Texas Boll Wee-
vil Eradication Foundation 
records. In the Plainview area, 
pesticide usage was virtually 
eliminated. 

The district only saw treat-
ments made for two weeks in early 
August, No treatments were re-
quired in the Plainview district 
until early August, and treatments 
covering minimal acreage, less 
than a tenth of the district's 
'planled acres, were applied dur-
ing the first two weeks of the 
month. 

As the weevil disappears from 
the High Plains, cotton growers 
are working with integrated pest 
management specialists to find 
ways of controlling the remaining 
pests with minimal use of insecti-
cides. Growers should be able to 
reduce their use of pesticides by 
75 percent, said Tom Fuchs, state-
wide IPM coordinator for Texas 
Cooperative Extension. 

Fuchs said the Southern Roll-
ing Plains, the area around San 
Angelo that was declared func-
tionally eradicated in September 
2000, was able to reduced pesti-
cide use from 75 percent to 8o per 
cent most of the years since the 
declaration. 

Dr. James Laser, extension en-
tomologist in Lubbock, said the 
High Plains is seeing similar re-
sults. 

"We have seen a 67 percent re-
duction in insecticide use for boll-
worms, beet armyworms and 
aphids the last couple of years, 
which I attribute to less spraying 
for weevils," he said. 

The boll weevil's dominance on 
the list of most treated cotton 
pests is over, and it will drop com-
pletely from the list when eradi-
cation is complete. 

The Texas Boll Weevil Eradica-
tion Foundation is a nonprofit, 
grower-initiated and funded orga-
nization dedicated to eliminating 
the cotton boll weevil from the 
state in the most cost-effective and 
environmentally responsible 
manner possible.

AWP Drops Below Loan; Updated Weighted 
Average Farm Price Through April 2004 

An Up-tick in both sales volume and prices received helped push 
the total number of bales reported as marketed by the National Agri-
cultural Statistics Service through April 2004 over the 10.4 million 
bale mark. 

For the 2003-04 marketing season though, the change wasn't 
enough to keep the calculated weighted average price received by grow-
ers from falling to 62.67 cents per pound. 

Based on current estimates, the final 2003 crop Counter cyclical 
payment rate would be approximately 3.06 cents per pound. Produc-
ers who received an advance CC payment would receive the difference 
between the advance payment rate and the final payment rate or about 
one more cent per pound. 

The 2003 Counter-Cyclical payment rate authorized under the 2002 
Farm Bill will be based on the 12 month Weighted Average Price Re-
ceived by growers. For cotton the 12 month Weighted Average Price 
will reflect price and bales marketed for the 2003 marketing year. The 
2003 cotton marketing year began in August 1, 2003 and ends July 31, 
2004. 

The following table shows the average price received each month 
by farmers and the associated weighted average price based on cumu-
lative bales marketed through April 2004.

In other market news, the week of June 4-  io will mark the first 
time since September that the Adjusted World Price (AWP) has dipped 
below the 52 cent Commodity Credit corporation Upland cotton loan 
rate. Announced June 3, AWP in effect for the week of June 4-10 is 
51.07 cents per pound. 

For producers with cotton in the CCC loan the new AWP means 
that they can now redeem their cotton with storage and applicable 
warehouse charges paid by the government. It also means that cotton 
redeemed this week would incur a Marketing than Gain (MLG) of 0.93 
cents that would count against a grower's 2003 payment limitation. 
Scattered Rainfall Provided Welcome Relief To 

Significant Portions Of the High Plains 
The return of storm clouds to the area brightened the outlook of 

some High Plains producers, created extra work for others a left many 
more hoping their turn was just around the corner. 

Overall the storms that tracked through the region June 2 and 3 
have been described as just what the doctor ordered for those in the 
overage area. The weather was a welcome change form events just a 
few day earlier when the are was high winds an blowing dust invade 
the Memorial Day weekend. 

So far only a few report have been received of damage significant 
enough to require replanting, although the job of assessing affected 
acreage is still underway. 

The good news is that the hail was apparently not a widespread by-
product of the storms. High winds associated with the storms, coupled 
with several other high wind events the preceding week have also been 
blamed for some acreage loss. 

Some location measured up to 3.4 inches while other locations re-
corded a beneficial three-quarters to 1.5 inches of rain that should help 
crops continue to move ahead and develop root systems that will al-
low them to tap into the area's still abundant sub-soil moisture sup-
ply. 

Unfortunately the storms that occurred June 3 did not reach as far 
as many would lave liked. To date, a majority of the region's 1.6 

dryland acres failed to receive any significant moisture and con-
tinue to wait for adequate rainfall to germinate seed planted into dry 
planting beds. Fortunately, chances for additional precipitation con-
tinue to be part of the weather forecast through the weekend. 

Most short-term forecasts indicate 20-20 percent chances for iso-
lated thunderstorms over the weekend in most areas of the High Plains.

The commission members six year terms are staggered, each 
appointment is generally made every two years. The governor 
designates one member to serve as chair.

In Apri10917, Governor James E. Ferguson signed the Texas 
Highway Department into existence. The Texas Transportation 
Commission was formed and has been meeting since 192o.

The Ozark Trail was organized in Monte Ne, AR in 1913 to 
promote hundreds of miles of automobile highway connecting 
several states. By the time the organization had ceased to ex-
ist, it had expanded to include seven states, including Texas, 
and it claimed six thousand miles of highway. Only 7 counties 
in Texas originally participated along the route, Collingsworth, 
Childress, Hall, Briscoe, Swisher, Castro, and Partner, the were 
on the southern route. Later other lines were added to the route, 
the northern route which runs along Interstate go in the Texas 
Panhandle later became Route 66. Trail Markers were erected 
along the way. Currently Tulia's and the marker at Tampico, 
currently under restoration by the Hall Co. Historical Commis-
sion, are the only ones remaining. Other markers were once at 
Memphis, Lakeview, Quitaque, Estelline, and Turkey, but were 
buried when highway renovations were done over the years. 
The group is currently trying to gather as much information on 
these markers as possible. If you have any information on the 
locations of where these markers are buried, or any pictures or 
personal stories about the Trail markers.

Don't Lose Your Possessions To Repossession 
Do you know what could happen if you buy a car or a boat or other 

large item and miss even a single payment? You may wake up one 
morning and find your property is no longer in your driveway. That's 
right. It has been repossessed by the seller. 

If a buyer fails to make timely payments on an installment agree-
ment, the creditor has the right to take possession of the property. 
However, in so doing, the creditor cannot cause a breach of the peace 
by a physical confrontation with the buyer or cause property damage. 
Additionally, a creditor cannot keep personal items found inside your 
boat or car. Personal property does not include improvements, such as 
a CD player or a luggage rack. 

If your property is repossessed, you can reclaim it by paying the 
entire balance due, plus repossession charges, plus attorney and court 
fees. In the meantime, the creditor has the right to resell the property 
and if he receives less than the original value of the property, you can 
be held liable for the difference in the original price and the selling 
price. 

Before reselling your property, the creditor must first take reason-
able steps to notify you, the debtor, of the sale and make sure the sale 
is conducted in a reasonable manner to obtain a reasonable price for 
the item. If the creditor does not take these steps, then the debtor is 
not liable for the deficiency between the original price and the resale 
price. The debtor can also participate in the bidding process and pos-
sibly reclaim the property. 

If you're unable to make a payment or a special circumstance forces 
you to make a late payment, talk to your creditor to explain the situa-
tion. Creditors don't want the property back and many times are will-
ing to work with you and revise your payment schedule. If you negoti-
ate a payment schedule, be sure to get the terms in writing because 
oral agreements are hard to prove in court. Until you make that last 
payment, the property actually "belongs" to the creditor and can be 
repossessed any time you default in your payments. 

Take care you don't over-extend yourself, make timely payments 
and you'll have one less worry when you wake up in the morning

The last legal hanging in the 

Panhandle occurred when a 
Childress man was hung in 
Clarendon. He was convicted 
and executed for killing four 
men and wounding four oth-
ers in a shooting spree on 
board a Fort Worth and Den-
ver train between Childress 
and Clarendon. 
Jun 3, 1836 
New volunteers for the Texas 

army started arriving from the 
United States. When they ar-
rived at Velasco, they de-
manded Santa Anna's death.

Burnet removed the Mexican 
general from the ship "Invin-
cible" and hid him in Velasco.

Infants below the age of 6 months who drink water contain-
ing nitrate in excess of the MCL could become seriously ill and 
if untreated, could die.
