Cotton insects are on the increase 
in many parts of Briscoe County, 
according to County Agent Kenneth 
Cook. Some boll worm damage has 
been noticed in the southwest and 
southeast parts of the county, but 
severe infestations are not evident 
in any place at this time. 

Farmers should be checking 
their fields every two or three days 
for boll worms anC other destruc-
tive insects for the remainer of 
the gowing season. With our recent 
beneficial rains a n d cool, damp 
weather, insect build-ups can come 
In very sudden and alarming rates 
as is evident by our recent green-
bug situation.

FARMERS UNION OFFICIAL 
EXPRESSES CONCERN OVER 
'WIDESPREAD MISUNDERSTANDING' 
An official in the state Farmers 

Union office at Waco has expressed 
concern over what he considers 
"widespread misunderstanding" by 
farmers and the general public 
which confuses National Farmers 
Union (NFU) with a midwest - bas-
ed protest movement, because of 
similarity of names. 

The spokesman for the Texas 
affiliate of the National Farmers 
Union, its state president, Jay 
Naman of Waco, issued the follow-
ing statement: 

"Texas Farmers Union is an at-
hlete of National Farmers Union 
which has been a spokesman for 
farm and ranch producers for over 
sixty years. It is not a secret or-
ganization. Both state and national 
organization is public information. 

"Our program objectives are de-
veloped by our membership through 
democratic process at the state and 
national convention. The officials 
of the Farmers Union must be res-
ponsive to the policies adopted by 
the membership. Farmers Union 
is an organization — not a protest 
movement. 

"We do not make any exaggerat-
ed claims as to what we accomplish 
for our members or offer panaceas 
for the troubles in agriculture. 

"We do not offer any quick, sim-
ple solutions for the complicated 
problems of agriculture. 

"We do not ask our members to 
wastefully destroy their commo-
dities or create bitter local disputes 
that result in violence. 

"We do not ask our members to 
sign contracts committing them to 
the performances of acts which 
they might find unwise or undesira-
ble. We do not obligate them for the 
payment of fees or assessments in 
the future." 

The Farmers Union spokesman 
warned farmers and ranchers who 
might be approached to sign con-
tracts or so - called "marketing 
agreements" to question the con-
tent carefully and consult with pro- 
fessional legal counsel before sign-
ing. Narnan said: 

"I am afaid that farmers and 
ranchers may sign documents that 
will impose on them certain legal 
oblications and they might be una-
ware of the implications involved 
should they be in violation or anti-
trust laws."

ENGEPBALOMPELITIS  OUT 
BREAK REPORTED 

The Texas Veterinary Medical 
Association, citing findings by a 

veterinarian in West Texas, reports 

that equine (horse) encephalomye-
litis has been discovered. The cases  

were reported in West Texas near 
Seminole by Dr. A. J. Mabry, a 
large animal practitioner in that 
area. 

The disease, sometimes called 
sleeping sickness and Blind Stag-
gers, is a virus perpetuated by 
small birds that carry a high con- 

Medical Association spokesman in 
Austin said. 

The disease causes extreme 
anemia and death, if not detected 
early.The most effective safeguard 
against anaplasmosis is immuniza-
tion with a recently released vac-
cine. Veterinarians are also able 
to use medication and blood trans-
fusions for severely affected ani-
mals, according to T. V. M. A. 

Cattlemen are urged to inspect 
their herds and immunize all ani-
mals since the disease is transmis-
sible from one animal to another 
and is spread by flies„ mosquitos 
and ticks. Cattlemen are also 
warned that the vaccine must be 
used under completely sterile con-
ditions to prevent spreading the 
disease.

Research Foundation 

Halfway, Texas _ Wheat yields 
and returns were increased as the 
late of seeding was increased in 
a 1967 - 08 test at the High Plains 
Research Foundation. Tascosa 
wheat was planted November 1, 
1967 on land from which soybeans 
had been harvested at three rates 
of 40, 70 and 100 pounds of seed per 
acre. Seeding at 100 pounds per 
acre produced 45.6 bushels per 
acre; with 7C pounds per acre the 
yield was 40.7 bushels, and at the 
40 pounds the yield was 34.9 bus-
hels. A severe hail on June 9 
seriously damaged the crop from 
20 to 30 per cent. 

All plots were planted dry and 
irrigated for germination, irrigated 
again at jointing, early hoot and 
soft dough stages. Sufficient rain-
fall was received to permit elimi-
nation of head irrigation. 

All three seeding rates received 
a fertilizer level of 120 - 60 - 0 
applied with anhydrous ammonia 
and 11 - 48 - 0 as the source of 
nitrogen , and phosphorus. Anhy-
drous ammonia was applied pre-
plant with chisels spaced 20 inches 
apart. 

James Valliant, Soil 	Scientist 
and Loyd Langford, Associate Ag-
ronomist, of the Foundation staff 
conducted the tests. 

TAXES AND "WINDSHIELD 

FARMERS 

Dallas, Texas - One of the most 
significant changes in our farm life 
has been the dhanges in the types 
of farmers. We still have the farm 
family who lives on the farm or 
ranch and makes their livlihood 
from the produce that they raise. A 
second but growing group in most 
rural communities is the folks who 
live on the farm and work in the 
city. Some Of these folks farm on a 
part time and weekend basis. 
Others raise food for their own use 
and some depend on their salary 
or wages for their entire livlihood. 
The new and most rapidly growing 
group is the "windshield farmer." 
He lives in town, or more likely 
the big city. His purpose in farm-
ing varies from hobby or weekend 
lark to a serious well - financed 
highly commercial farm venture. 
The 1965 statistics of income show 
that farmers in the Internal Reve-
nue Service District covering the 
143 counties in the Northern half of 
Texas grossed more than $1 billion 
in the sale of agricultural products. 
However, they reported less than 
$50 million as adjusted gross in-
come on their tax returns. The 
statistical breakouts reported for 
the Dallas and Fort Worth metro-
politan areas, show that the 18,956 
taxpayers (primarily windshield 
farmers) reported farming losses 
of $14,784,000 on their form 1040F's.

However, IRS 
does point out that the Farmers 
Tax Guide spells out clear cut rules 
covering a part of the farm losses 
being discussed or questioned. The 
instructions set out for PERSONAL. 
LIVING AND FARM EXPENSES 
on Page of 33 of the Farmers Tax 
Guide apply to the farmer who is 
engaged in farming 100 per cent of 
his time as well as the man who 
lives and works elsewhere and con-
siders his part time farming oper-
ation as a secondary business. The 
Farmers Tax Guide reads: 

Deduction of certain personal, 
living, and family expenses is 
specifically prohibited by law. 
These inolude rent and insurance 
premiums paid on property used as 
your residence, life insurance pre-
miums on yourself or your family 
the cost of maintaining automobiles 
or horses for personal use, allow-
ances to minor children, attorney 
fees and legal expenses incurred 
in connection with personal mat-
ters, household expenses, and 
moving expenses of you, your fam-
ily, and personal effects. Likewise, 
the cost of purchasing or raising 
produce or livestock consumed by 
you or your family is not deducti-
ble. 

The tax folks have no doubt that 
personal expenses are not deducti-
ble, no matter whether it is cow -
teed expense to produce milk for 
personal farm use, or a carton of 
milk from the milkman.
