TAX CODE REVISIONS 

SHOULDN'T BE OVERLOOKED 

Farmers prefiguring their final 

tax bill for 1970 should not over-

look those 1969 revisions in the 

Federal tax code. many of which 

went into effect for the first time 
this year, reminds County Agent 

Jackie D. Johnson. 

The Tax Reform Act of 1969 

contains nine provisions that deal 

specifically with reporting income 
from the farm, as well as numer-

ous other changes that affect all 

taxpayers. 
Producers would do well to con-

sult the new regulations before 

deciding whether to buy (or sell) 
a particular item between now and 

the end of December—or whether 

it would be more advantageous 
taxwise to wait until 1971. 

Two of the Act's provisions af-

fect the reporting of income from 

sales of livestock purchased for 

draft, breeding, sporting, or dairy 

purposes. 
Formerly, all such income could 

be treated as capital gains, which 

are taxable at the lower capital 

gains rate. 
Livestock used in the farm bu-

siness were specifically exempted 
from recapture of depreciation. 

Depreciation claimed in the past 

could then be deducted from or-

dinary income at the usual rates. 
Under the new law, the gain on 

the sale of livestock is to be treat-
ed as ordinary income, rather than 

capital gain up to the full value 
of previous depreciation deduc-
tions. This annlies to depreciation 

taken after 1969. 

Purpose of this change was to 

put livestock on the same tax 
base as other properly used in 

business, depreciation on which is 
normally recaptured at time of 

sale. 

A second provision of the 1969 

Tax Act that affects livestock us-
ed for draft, breeding, sporting, 
or dairy purposes, extends the 

holding period for certain animals 
before they can be sold and qual-

ify for capital gains treatment. 

The old law allowed a one-year 
holding period. The new reten-

tion period for horses and cattle 
in these categories is two years 
for stock acquired after December 
31, 1969. The holding period for 

other livestock remains unchan-

ged. 
One objective of the two-year 

[ provision is to assure that cattle 

and horses are in fact being held 

for the purpose specified, rather 
than for sale in the ordinary 

course of business. 
A third revision in the tax law 

has to do with taxation of indem-
nities paid to farmers for crop 

damage or loss. 

The old law required farmers 
who used the cash accounting me-

thod (reporting income when re-
ceived and expenses when paid) to 

include cron insurance proceeds 

as part of the year's income, even 
though the crop itself might not

In effect, the farmer who cus-

tomarily marketed his crop in the 
year following harvest was paying 

taxes on two crops in one year. 
The 1969 Tax Reform Act el-

iminates this hardship by allowing 

farmers to defer the reporting of 

indemnities until the year follow-

ing the loss. 
However, such farmers must es-

tablish that under their usual 

practice. income from the damag-
ed or destroyed crops would have 
been reported in the year follow-

ing the year of loss. This provi-

sion was effective for 1969 and 
subsequent years. 

Other sections of the revised 
tax law that affect only farmers 

deal with limitation of farm los-
ses, hobby losses, tax-free exchan-

ge of livestock of different sexes, 
recapture -of soil and water con-

servation expenses, and -extension

NATIONAL FARM - CITY WEEK 

The period from November 20-
26 is National Farm - City Week, 
and every citizen has a stake in 
its observance. Nowhere else in 
the world do so many depend on 
so few for their food and fiber 
needs. 

The 5% of our population en-
gaged in agricultural production 
gives the other 95% food and fi-
ber unsurpassed anywhere. In 
1969 we spent only 16.6% of our 
incomes for food as compared 
with 24% some 20 years ago and 
this despite the fact the producer 
is getting about nine cents less 
out of every food dollar than he 
received 20 years ago. Production 
expenses have continued to rise; 
thus, keeping the cost - price 
squeeze a major problem for agri-
cultural producers. 

Producers are continually sear-
ching for -better and more effi-
cient ways to keep the food and 
fiber lines filled. Today the U. S. 
farmer produces enough food and 
fiber for 45 people, about 39 at 
home and 6 abroad. A decade ago 
he supplied the agricultural need 
of only 24 people. 

Other problems of common in-
terest to farm and city residents 
are also cited by President Nixon 
in his Farm - City Week proclama-
tion. He said, "With two-thirds of 
our population crowded onto only 
two percent of the land, many of 
our people are denied economic 
opportunities, adequate living 
space, health, cultural fulfillment, 
and those spiritual values with- 
out which no nation can achieve 
greatness. "The time for action is 
at hand—for careful plans to be 
formulated, and for decisions to 
be made at local government lev-
els, to foster the improved dis-
tribution of population and ac-
companying economic activity 
needed during the decade of the 
1970's and beyond. The Govern-
ment can provide assistance, but 
the effort will succeed only as 
Americans take part in developing 
a policy of sound national growth. 

"In this effort, city dwellers and 
rural people alike have reason to 
work together toward common 
goals. The well-being of urban 
Americans and the welfare of ru-
ral America will increasingly in-
tertwine as our total population 
expands. Better living in the one 
depends on better living in the 
other. 

"I request the leaders of agri• 
cultural organizations,  business 
groups, labor unions, youth and 
women's clubs, civic and fraternal 
associations, schools and others 
to join in noting not only the in-
terdependent roles of the produ-
cers and consumers of America's  

agricultural abundance but also 
their opportunities for coopera-
tion in building for the future." 

Farm - City Week observances 
in Texas will follow no set pattern 
but the objective of all will be the 
same —to help rural and urban 
residents understand each other's 
problems and further develop the 
appreciation each should have for 
the other. 

FACT SHEET AVAILABLE 

AT EXTENSION OFFICE 

With income tax paying time 
just around the corner, farmers 
and ranchers should become fa-
miliar with the 1969 Tax Reform 
Act because of the changes made 
that affect agriculture. 

Changes have been numerous 
and involve many changes from 
filing dates to a long list of other 
provisions that vitally affect ev-
eryone engaged in farming or ran-
ching. 

I have available at my office a 
Fact Sheet, prepared by Extension 
Farm Management Specialist Jas. 
I. Mallet, which gives in brief 
form important changes that will 
have a strong bearing on tax man-
agement opportunities for farm-
ers and ranchers. 

	

Information 	contained in the 
Fact Sheet should be useful to 
all taxpayers but it should be of 
particular value to agriculturists 
in planning tax management stra-
tegy prior to the end of the cur-
rent tax year. 

* 
Some 40,000 Texas ranchers and 

farmers, including a representa-
tive number in Briscoe County, 
will be involved in the 1970 state 
livestock survey. 

During the last half of Novem-
ber survey questionnaires will be 
mailed to the selected livestock 
producers by the Texas Crop and 
Livestock Reporting Service. Each 
should fill out the questionnaire 
as soon as possible and return it 
in the enclosed envelope. 

The reports will be used by the 
state statistician in making an 
accurate estimate of the cattle, 
hogs and chickens on the farms 
and ranches in Texas. 

There are many uses, both in 
and out of Texas, for this infor-
mation. We use it here in the 
county in connection with our 
program building activities and in 
conducting educational programs 
involving livestock. 

The more questionnaires re-
turned, the more accurate will be 
the estimates; therefore, it is im-
portant that each producer in 
Briscoe County who receives a 
questionnaire, complete and re-
turn it immediately.

suiting from improper adjustment 
of picking machinery, can mean 
the difference between a loss or 
profit on the crop. 

A properly adjusted and operat-
ed machine can pick 95% or more 
of the open bolls, and the machine 
operator is a mighty important 
factor. 

Approaching the row so the 
plants enter the center of the 
picking unit, entering and leaving 
the row at full speed, staying on 
the rows during travel and keep-
ing the machine clean are vital 
factors. One boll missed per plant 
can result in up to 400 pounds of 
lost seed cotton per acre. 

Adjustment of the machine to 
fit conditions of the individual 
field is the responsibility of the 
operator, and if he knows his job  

and machine, very little cotton 
will be left on the ground or on 
the plant. 

Check the macnine completely 
before the harvest and replace 
worn parts, lubricate it and make 
needed adjustments. Make adjust-
ments for maximum machine ef-
ficiency. Adjust doffer pads for 
proper spindle clearance. Check 
pressure plate settings. Adjust 
stalk lifters. Check for bent spring 
fingers and for bent grid bars. 
Finally, lubricate the machine ac-
cording to the manufacturer's re-
commendations. 

Proper machine adjustment and 
operation, provided the machine is 
in first class condition, can put 
the cotton in the trailer which 
otherwise will be left on the 
ground.

Red meats, poultry and seafood 

all taste even better with a temp-

ting helping of whipped potatoes. 

Serve potatoes often in cloud-

like mounds topped with melting 

butter or boasting a superbly sea-

soned gravy to complement the 
meat. Whipped potatoes are mag-

nificent in a host of other serving 

methods, too. 
Acreage planted to fall-crop po-

tatoes is about 3% above last year 
and 7% above 1968. And heavy 

supplies are moving into the mar-

ket now. 

POTATO PUFF is an interesting 

way to serve whipped potatoes. 
Try it while USDA's Consumer 

and Marketing Service reports 

plentiful potato supplies. 
2 cups hot mashed potatoes 

1'4 cup shredded sharp cheese 

cup sour cream 

Chopped chives 

Salt 
3 eggs, separated 

Combine potatoes, cheese, sour 

cream, a sprinkling of chopped 

chives and a dash of salt. Beat 

egg yolks until smooth, add to po-
tato mixture and whip until light. 

Beat egg whites until stiff, but 

not moist, fold into potato mix-

ture. Pour into a buttered 11/2 
quart casserole and bake for one 

hour at 350 ° . Makes 4 to 6 ser-

vings. 

POTATO - FUDGE FROSTING 

is delicious atop angel food and 

sponge cakes 

1/2 cup butter or margarine 

2 squares unsweetened chocolate 

Vs cup mashed potatoes 
11/2 teaspoon vanilla extract 

Salt 

3 cups sifted confectioner's sugar 

2 tablespoons milk 

Melt butter and 	cook until 

lightly browned. 	Add chocolate 

and stir until melted. Stir in po-

tatoes, vanilla and a dash of salt, 
and mix well. Gradually blend in 

confectioner's sugar and milk, 

beating well after each addition. 
Makes enough frosting to cover 

the top and sides of a 9-inch tube 

cake.
