Many economic experts, as wel 
as legislators, think the Social Sec 
urity earnings test is not only un 
fair, but also unwise, because 
greater participation in the work 
force by older workers will improve 
productivity and expand the tax 
base. A number of bills have been 
introduced in Congress in 1989 
which would eliminate the Social 
Security earnings test entirely, or 
eliminate it for those between the 
ages of 65 and 69, reports the Amer-
ican Society of Pension Actuaries. 

The Social Security earnings test 
hurts less-well-off individuals 
much more severely than it does 
the wealthy. Dividends, interest, 
gains from sale of securities, and 
other so-called unearned income do 
not reduce Social Security benefits. 
Wages above the threshold amount 
do result in a reduction.
