County FSA Office Offers New Loan 
Program For Newer Farmers 

The Briscoe County Farm Service Agency is offering a new loan 
program to assist beginning farmers and ranchers unable to ob-
tain financing from normal commercial credit service channels. 

There are two programs targeted for this assistance, according 
to Ross James, Ag Credit Manager for the Swisher FSA Office. 

The first program is the Farm Ownership Program designed 
for the farmer who has farmed for more than three years but less 
than 10 years and whose farm acreage is not more than 25 percent 
of the average sized Briscoe County farm, which is around 250 
acres. 

Under terms of this program, an applicant can apply for up to a 
maximum $250,000 loan by making a 10 percent down payment. 

FSA would loan up to 30 percent of the loan funds at 4 percent 
interest for 10 years with the remaining 60 percent of the funds 
coming from a commercial lender. FSA can provide up to a 95 
percent guarantee if the lender requests. 

The second program is the Operating Loan Program for the 
applicant who meets basic eligibility requirements and has oper-
ated a farm or ranch for five years or less. 

The maximum loan amounts are $200,000 for a direct Operat-
ing Loan or $759,000 for an Operating guaranteed Loan. 

"Farmers understand how complicated the farming situation 
has become and are looking at more tools to achieve financial sta-
bility," said Ross James. "The FSA Loan Program includes regu-
lar operating loans and farm ownership loans, either direct or guar-
anteed to farmers." 

"This time of year when many farmers are evaluating what to 
do next year,' said James, "they may want to consider these pro-
grams in their plans if they want to expand their operation or 
need help in their present operation."

Toy Safety Tips 
The time to start Christmas shopping is drawing near, but parents 

need to be wary about their purchases. Toys injure more than 150 thou-
sand children every year. About two dozen kids actually die from toy-
related injuries. Extension family specialist Linda Ladd says avoiding 
toys with small parts is critical for young children. Young children may 
be tempted to put spare parts in their mouth, which can cause them to 
easily choke. She warns parents to read the labels listing the appropriate 
age. Ladd says a toy that is too advanced can be frustrating, and many 
children will destroy that toy. Always consider the child's stage of devel-
opment before buying. The Consumer Product Safety Commission rec-
ommends you look for sturdy construction with no sharp edges or points, 
and discard plastic wrappings immediately. It is also wise to pay atten-
tion to manufacturer recalls about any toy that may be dangerous. 

Pack Safe School Lunches 
School children who come home with stomach cramps, diarrhea, or 

vomiting may be suffering from food poisoning. Parents may prevent this 
by packing a smart lunch for their children. Food that is anywhere be-
tween 40 and 140 degrees Fahrenheit can cause harmful bacteria to mul-
tiply and cause illness. Foods that are handled a lot during preparation-
such as ham, chicken, or egg salad-pose an extra risk because bacteria 
from hands can spread to them. To lessen the risk of food-borne illness, 
maintain a clean area when preparing sack lunches. Keep cold lunch 
foods cold. If a refrigerator is not available, use an insulated lunch box. 
Make sack lunches with foods that don't need to be kept cold or hot, such 
ae peanut butter, fresh fruits, and nuts.

Mulching Saves Water 
Mulch can reduce water consumption by plants and the environment 

as a whole. Mulch is defined as any substance that puts a barrier be-
tween the soil and the air above it. Extension horticulturist Doug W elsh 
says when mulch is applies to the landscape it greatly reduces evapora-
tion. When mulch is used, water is reserved for plants. This increases 
efficiency so less water needs to be applied. W elsh says mulch also helps 
keep weeds away, and if they do break through the surface, they are easier 
to pull. This conserves water because weeds use the water supply of other 
plants. Welsh says mulch not only helps plants during times of drought, 
it will help preserve water resources for future generations. 

Grower Funded Research 
Yields "Texas Peanuts" Are 
Wanted By Food Companies 

While Texas peanut producers work to complete this year's crop, state 
peanut researchers are harvesting a wealth of information that is leading 
to better 7bxas peanut, varieties with qualities sought by food manufac-
turers worldwide 

At the same time, these new high oleic peanuts will provide an even 
healthier source of protein for consumers, said Ted Higginbottom, a pea-
nut grower from Seminole and chairman of the Texas Peanut Producers 
Board. 

Through continued grower support of the statewide $2 per ton peanut 
checkoff, researchers have developed new lines of high oleic Runner and 
Spanish peanuts expected to be released to commercial seed companies 
in early 2002. 

High oleic peanuts have a 20 to 30 percent longer shelf life, wl 
makes them high in demand among candy manufacturers, makers of 
nut butter and a host of other peanut users. For farmers, the new lines 
should provide additional resistance and tolerance to peanut diseases 

The new high oleic Runner line is TX977006 It produces a large pea-
nut and moderate disease resistance that should be welcomed statewide. 
It has shown some tolerance to Tomato Spotted Wilt Virus in early tests 
and also to Southern Blight 

The new Spanish line is TX962120. It is the first high oleic Spanish 
line bred specifically for Texas. Higginbottom said the new high oleic 
lines could give Texas growers a boost in meeting the market's demand 
because Texas is by far the nation's major high oleic peanut production 
area . 

The high oleic peanut breeding programs are among some 20 research 
projects being funded from more than $390,000 in state checkoff money 
designated for peanut research 

Other research programs center on irrigation efficiency, drought toler-
ance, disease resistance, weed control and other areas important to grow-
ers in Texas 

In addition, about $300,000 in grower-funded Texas checkoff dollars 
go toward Texas peanut promotion and market development, and another 
$100,000 for grower and consumer education .

Cotton LDP's & Loan Eligibility 
The Hall County FSA Office wants to remind all cotton producers of 

the following eligibility requirements for receiving Loan Deficiency Pay-
ments (LDP or "pop") or placing cotton in the loan. 

■ The crop must be grown on a farm with a PFC contract. Legislation 
is being considered once again this year to allow eligible commodities on 
non-PFC farms to become eligible, but has not happened as of yet. So at 
this time, only eligible commodities such as cotton, corn, wheat, grain 
sorghum, oats, soybeans, etc.. On participating PFC farms are allowed to 
participate in these two critical Price Support programs. 

• All crop acres must be certified or reported on an FSA-678. A late 
file fee will apply if this was not done prior to the final reporting dead-
lines. 

* You must have beneficial interest in the crop. There was some relief 
granted in past crop years, but it does not appear that relief will occur for 
2001 crops. Beneficial interest means you still have title, risk, and con-
trol of the crop at the time you apply for the LDP or loan. Once a buyer 
purchases the cotton, you have lost beneficial interest. 

• ')You must be actively applying and following a .conservation plan 
with NRCS. 

• Payment limitation and eligibility forms must be completed and 
timely revised as needed. 

• You must have signed a crop insurance waiver or purchased the 
minimum level of crop insurance. 

• The cotton must be in existence, in a storable condition (CCC ap-
proved bagging and ties), and be merchantable.

PCG Makes Washington Rounds 
Getting into the halls of government is usually not much of a problem; 

actually talking to the key Senate, House and Administration officials 
that sway the development of key legislation is typically a little bit harder. 

For Plains Cotton Growers the ability to talk to key decision-makers 
has played a pivotal role in making sure the situation that cotton produc-
eri on the High Plains and production agriculture in general is communi-
cated clearly. The ability to open a two way dialogue has also provided 
PCG the opportunity to put forth a number of potential solutions and see 
many of them carried forward. 

Over the past four days PCG officers, Ronnie Hopper of Petersburg, 
Rickey Bearden of Plains and Mark Williams of Farwell, along with PCG 
Executive Vice President Steve Verett, talked about the needs of High 
Plains and rolling Plains cotton producers to the people that will ulti-
mately decide if the Farm Bill process is completed in time to help pro-
ducers in 2002. 

Key points of the message delivered included reemphasizing the criti-
cal nature of the situation and the potential effects it will have on grower 
financing in 2002; encouraging the quick completion of a Senate Farm 
Bill package; and the need to construct a bipartisan Bill that can go to. 
Conference with the House passed Farm Security Act of 2001. 

During the week Hopper and company have taken the opportunity to 
discuss the issues with several key players in the process. These include 
Senate Majority Leader 'Ibm Daschle and other members of the Senate 
Agriculture Committee, USDA Under Secretary Jim Moseley, and Bush 
Administration representatives. 

"After our conversations with both Senate Ag Committee members and 
staff and representatives from USDA and the Bush Administration, we 
feel confident that the ability to pass a Farm bill this year exists," notes 
Verett. "Our goal is to facilitate the process as much as possible and to 
make sure that cotton producers receive the safety net they need to sur-
vive in the current economic climate " 

They also talked with staff at the House Agriculture Committee about 
the process and expectations for a Senate Bill to be completed in time to 
create a Conference Report on the Legislation. 

Texas Agriculture Is In Transition, 
Combs Tells Cattle Feeders 

"One hundred years ago, approximately 85% of T exans lived in the 
country and 15% lived in the city. Today, the reverse is true-approxi-
mately 14% of us live in the country and 86% live in cities. And of all 
Texans, only 1.9% are still in production agriculture." That, according to 
Texas Agriculture Commissioner Susan Combs, presents both a challenge 
and an opportunity. 

Combs spoke this weekend to cattle feeders on "T exas Agriculture in 
Transition" during the 2001 Annual Convention of the Texas Cattle Feed-
ers Association in Dallas. 

"Its a challenge in the sense that, because we are a smaller percentage 
of the state's population, we need to be sure we are both connected to our 
urban cousins and understood by our urban cousins," she said. That crops 
up in several different ways. 

"You have folks moving to the country who sometimes don't come from 
a rural background and don't understand the rural way of life." So when 
a neighbor's calf is out on the road, or dust is blowing from a cotton gin or 
a slow-moving tractor blocks the driving lane, conflicts can arise. 

Another major area is water. As the state's need for water continues 
to grow, one place it will be looked for is from agrieulture,;,she told cattle 
feeders. "Whether that means increased conservation, which is alwayi 
desirable goal, or from a reduction in agriculture, which is not a desirable 
goal, the question is, 'how do we demonstrate that agriculture's need for 
water has merit?"" 

But a challenge and an opportunity are usually the same thing in dif-
ferent clothes, she said, and that's why agriculture needs to do a better 
job in neighbor relations, community relations and in reaching urban cen-
ters. The question that ag producers must answer , she said, is this: "How 
can we explain who we are and why it's important for our neighbors and 
our rural and metropolitan communities to protect and preserve agricul-
ture?"
